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What is Coordinated Entry?
A process developed to ensure that people experiencing a housing crisis have 
fair and equal access and are quickly identified, assessed for, referred, and 
connected to housing and assistance based on their strengths and needs.

● Homeless Services for households residing in shelters or unsheltered locations such as streets, cars, 

and tents: VI-SPDAT and length of homelessness

Referral & Connection
● To prevention list
● To housing priority lists
● To housing navigation, housing counseling, and other services
