Face Coverings (Masks)

Key Differences in Dane County vs. State Order

Dane County Order

Face coverings required:

Indoors and in any enclosed building
where other people, except for members
of the person’s own household or living
unit, could be or are present.

In line to enter any indoor space.

State Order (8/2)

Face coverings required in any other
confined space open to the public where
individuals congregate, including but not
limited to outdoor bars, outdoor
restaurants, and outdoor park structures.

Further defines what a face covering is
and is not (i.e., does not allow face
shields, mesh masks, masks with holes or
openings, or masks with vents).



Testing
