No alderperson shall be the chairperson, co-chairperson, or vice-chairperson of any Sub-unit
authorized to have more than two resident members appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by
the Common Council, except where an office is not filled by a non-Alder member of the Sub-
unit. In no event shall alders serve as both chair and vice-chair of the same Sub-unit at the
same time. In the event the resident chair and vice-chair are absent from a meeting, an alder,
upon consensus of the members present, may assume the chair.
