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The following zoning map amendment ordinances have been requested by Planning and Zoning staff
to address various mapping errors that come to light following the adoption of the new zoning map on
October 16, 2012. The intent of these map amendment ordinances is to provide the closest and most
appropriate zoning districts to allow the existing uses of the affected properties to continue in a
manner similar to how they have existed historically. The proposed zoning districts may not resolve
bulk or design non-conformities that exist with these properties.

No development proposals coincide with these requests, and any future development proposals for
any of these properties will require an applicant to file an application and plans with the Department of
Planning and Community and Economic Development for review and approval. As such, Planning
Division staff recommends that these amendments be considered for approval as part of the Plan
Commission’s consent agenda.

Requested Action: Approval of zoning map amendments to correct mapping errors as summarized
in Table 1 below. Copies of locator maps and ordinances are attached for your reference.

Applicable Regulations & Standards: Section 28.182 provides the process for zoning map
amendments.

Required By: Plan Commission (advisory recommendation for zoning map amendments) and
Common Council (approval of zoning map amendments).

Summary Recommendation: The Planning Division recommends that the Plan Commission find that
the standards for rezoning are met and forward these requests to the April 16 meeting of the Common
Council with a recommendation to approve the proposals. This recommendation is subject to input at
the public hearing.
