The City of Madison is proposing reconstruct the above referenced street in 2015. Enclosed with this letter is a fact sheet with
some details on the proposed project along with a notification for the Public Hearing before the Board of Public Works. The
date, time and location of the public hearing can be found on the notification.

This project will involve special assessments to the owners of property adjacent to the project. The property owners will be
assessed for various items included with this proposed project. The costs of some items are shared between the property
owner and the City, while other costs are assessed entirely to the property owner.

Also enclosed is a Schedule of Assessments, which shows the property owner’s share of estimated costs for each property
adjacent to the project. After the work is complete, a final assessment will be calculated based on bid prices and work actually
performed. The final assessment, which will be billed after the completion of the project, is payable in one lump sum or over a
period of 8 years, with 3.0% interest charged on the unpaid balance.

Proposed 2015 Spruce Street Reconstruction Project

Project Details — Proposed Work

Sanitary Sewer: Replace existing mains (installed in 1927), and replace laterals from the
main to the property line (assessable).

Water Main: Replace the existing water mains (installed in 1927), and reconnect services to
the new main.

Storm Sewer: Replace and extend storm sewer (installed in 1929), connect to private storm
(typically from sump pumps or downspouts). If you are aware of any existing private storm
sewer or private connections (either to the curb or to a structure) from your property, please
contact Elia Acosta (private connections assessable).

Rain Gardens: Install in the terrace at the request of property owners, if terrace is deemed
by the City to be suitable for rain gardens. If you are interested in having a rain garden,
please contact Eric Dundee by April 24, 2015 (assessable).

Street: Replace the pavement, the existing curb, the driveway aprons, and spot repairs of the
sidewalk (sidewalk, curb and aprons are assessable).

Spruce street is proposed to be reconstructed at 30-ft wide, which is the same width as the
existing street.

Terrace Areas: Existing concrete terrace walkways (between the sidewalk and the curb)
will be replaced with the project, unless the property owner requests that they are removed
(assessable). Please note, regarding stairs in the terrace: the cost of removing and replacing
terrace stairs will be assessed 100% to the adjacent property owner. If the property owner is
agreeable to permanently removing the stairs, the City will share that cost 50/50. If you have
existing terrace stairs, please contact Lisa Coleman to discuss your preference.

Disturbance of Terrace Areas: The entire terrace area will likely be disturbed during the
project, so owners should remove any plantings or special landscaping features from the
terrace area, prior to the start of construction. Note that bricks or pavers within the terrace
will not be replaced by the Contractor following the project; please remove these features
from the terrace before the project if you wish to salvage them.

Trees: The majority of the existing trees will remain, but 7 trees within the project limits
will be removed due to tree health issues. The trees to be removed are located in the terrace
adjacent to the following addresses: 634 Spruce, 602 Spruce (2 trees), 1220 Gilson Sireet
(on the Spruce Street side), 625 Spruce, 605 Spruce, and 617 Spruce. The trees within the
project limits that remain may be pruned, and/or the roots may be trimmed. During
construction, if any other trees need to be removed, the adjacent properties will be notified
prior to removal. Terrace areas will be evaluated by Forestry for new trees or replacements
following the project.

Construction Schedule & Impacts

Tentative Schedule: Early August into November, 2015

Traffic Impacts: Spruce Street will be closed to thru traffic within the project limits. Local
access will be provided, but driveways may not be accessible at times when concrete is
curing. Driveway closures may last up to 20 days. No parking is allowed within the
construction zone during working hours (7AM to 7PM), so when your driveway is not
accessible, you will need to park on adjacent streets.

Water Shut-offs: An average of two water shut-offs are expected for each property within
the project limits. A minimum of 48 hours of notice will be provided prior to the shut-offs.
Each shut-off may last up to 8 hours, but typically last about 4 hours. At the start of
construction, the existing main will remain in service until the new main is installed and
connected to; emergency shut-offs may occur if the old, brittle main is damaged during
construction.

Refuse Collection: It will be the contractor’s responsibility to allow for refuse collection to
continue during construction. Please mark your address on your cart to make sure it is
returned if moved.
