	Conceptual Approach 1: Anwar Floyd-Pruitt is an interdisciplinary artist focusing on community art, puppetry, and mixed media portraiture. For the last 10 years Floyd-Pruitt has been engaging communities in various public art projects, ranging from a temporary gun violence memorial sculpture garden in Milwaukee to this summer’s State Street mural project. Through his collaborative artistic practice, Floyd-Pruitt works to share his exhibition opportunities with others, as a means of broadening the conversations that art creates. In 2019, Floyd-Pruitt displayed a collection of puppets made by Madison youth in an exhibition of international artists in Ft Lauderdale, Florida. He is currently engaging community by crowd-sourcing video and audio content for his first solo exhibition, which opens this fall at the Chazen Museum of Art. Participation in the DTour Route is sure to introduce a wider public to his art practice and generate more opportunities for community engaged art in the form of public installations, puppetry performances, and art-making workshops.
	project description: Family and community are  always two important topics during an election season. WE ARE WISCONSIN is a temporary community art project featuring family portraits created by a diverse group of Madison families, displayed along-side colorful portraits created by Floyd-Pruitt. Each portrait is 44 x 56 inches large and is painted on a rigid, industrial plastic with weather proof paints and markers. The portraits are displayed on the 10ft tall side rails of a hay wagon, which is parked in a highly visible location on Fermentation Fest’s semi-annual DTour Route.  The route winds through Wisconsin’s Driftless Region, approximately 30 minutes from Madison, making it an excellent opportunity for Madison Residents to experience art in safe way this fall, considering the limitations COVID has created for indoor art venues. This is also a unique opportunity for Madison families to contribute to a large-scale public art project. Works of Art on the DTour Route are typically viewed by 20,000 to 30,000 people over the 10-day Fermentation Fest.
