siting or design concerns 
(e.g. height of wind 

turbines)

City staff determines whether there are restrictions that 
address these concerns and whether such restrictions are 
authorized by law.  (It is expected that these restrictions 

usually will be alternative locations or designs)

No changes feasible: Approved by the 
director of the Department of Planning and 
Community and Economic Development; 

Certificate of Appropriateness issued by the 
Preservation Planner

Change feasible: The Landmarks commission will 
consider the original application as well as feasible 
changes determined by staff and shall approve a 

proposal. The director of the Department of Planning 
and Community and Economic Development 
approves the determination of the Landmarks 
Commission. Certificate of Appropriateness is 

issued.
