1. Revise stormwater management plan to update and include all revisions since initial approval. 

2. Many of the features of the stormwater management plan have not been properly installed and/or properly 
maintained.  Prior to approval, all components must be properly installed and verified by inspection of the 
City Engineer. 

 

Please contact my office at 266-5974 if you have any questions about the following three items: 

3. The parking lot will continue to be utilized only by passenger vehicles (including light trucks). 

4. Stalls formerly designated for limited use between 10:00 am and 7:00 pm will remain as such. 

5. While staff urges development of the parcel consistent with adopted plans, any extension of its use as a 
parking lot after 2011 will require consideration and approval by the Plan Commission. 

 

Please now follow the procedures listed below for obtaining your conditional use permit: 

1. Please revise your plans per the above and submit four (4) copies of a complete plan set to the Zoning 
Administrator for final review and comment. Also be sure to include any additional materials requested by the 
City Engineering Division for their approval prior to sign off. 

2. This letter shall be signed by the applicant to acknowledge the conditions of approval and returned to the 
Zoning Administrator when requesting the conditional use permit. 

3. The Plan Commission shall retain jurisdiction over this matter for the purpose of resolving complaints against 
the approved conditional use permit.
