Body

WHEREAS, transgender and gender non-conforming folks are valued members of the City of 

Madison; and,

 

WHEREAS, the ongoing, growing epidemic of violence committed against transgender and 
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gender non-conforming people continues to climb and claim the lives of too many each year; 

and, 

WHEREAS, from 2017 to 2021 the number of homicides of transgender people increased by 

93%; and,

WHEREAS, transgender women of color are disproportionately victims of such violence, as 

73% of these tracked homicides between 2017 and 2021 were Black trans women; and,

WHEREAS, many more incidences of murder and violence against transgender people go 

unreported, sometimes due to misgendering the victim; and,

WHEREAS, Felicia Melton-Smyth, a transgender woman from Madison, was murdered while 

on vacation in Mexico in May of 2008; and,

WHEREAS, Felicia was a dedicated activist in the Madison LGBTQIA+ community and was a 

fundraiser for the Madison AIDS Network and other charities; and, 

WHEREAS, Felicia worked in the billing department for the University of Wisconsin Medical 

Foundation and during her nights and weekends was a part-time employee at Shamrock Bar & 

Grille, where she was known for her smile, jokes, and an annual holiday fundraiser that raised 

money for gifts for people with HIV/AIDS; and,

WHEREAS, the 2015 U.S. Transgender Survey, the largest survey of transgender people in 

the United States to date, found that 81.7% of respondents reported seriously thinking about 

suicide in their lifetimes and 40.4% reported attempting suicide at some point in their lifetimes; 

and,

   

WHEREAS, transgender youth report fewer depressive symptoms and less suicidal ideation 

and behavior when they are able to use their chosen names in multiple contexts, are validated, 

and are supported by friends, family, and the wider community; and,

WHEREAS, Skylar Marcus Lee, a 16-year-old transgender boy from Madison, took his own life 

in September of 2015; and,

WHEREAS, Skylar was described as an influential youth leader at Madison’s Gay Straight 

Alliance for Safe Schools who had a gift for addressing "why racial justice and LGBTQ justice 

need to be a part of the same conversation to truly be successful;" and,

WHEREAS, Skylar was an active member of both Madison’s Proud Theatre and Madison 

West’s Gay Straight Alliance, loved ballroom dancing, and was said to have an infectious 

kindness; and,

WHEREAS, there has been a recent intensifying backlash towards trans people in recent 

years, as evidenced by direct physical violence as well as legislative measures, seen in the 533 

anti-LBGTQ+ bills proposed throughout state legislatures in 2024, according to the American 

Civil Liberties Union; and,

WHEREAS, 14 of these anti-LGBTQ+ bills were from the Wisconsin State Legislature, all of 
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which were successfully defeated, though multiple required Governor Tony Evers’ veto power; 

and,

WHEREAS, the defeat of these bills is just one example of the resistance this discrimination 

has been met with, showing the strength and resilience of the trans community and their allies; 

and,

  

WHEREAS, every year we honor November 20 as Transgender Day of Remembrance, a day 

meant to honor, commemorate, and memorialize those who face discrimination and stigma 

across the nation; and,

WHEREAS, this day focuses on the persistent struggles transgender people face in their 

everyday lives and how others can share their love, support, and hope; 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Madison declares November 20, 2025, 

to be Transgender Day of Remembrance.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City of Madison remembers and honors the lives of 

Felicia Melton-Smyth, Skylar Marcus Lee, and the many other transgender and gender 

non-conforming community members that have passed over the years.

 

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that the City of Madison commits itself to supporting transgender 

and gender-nonconforming residents of Madison and encourages all residents of Madison to 

resist hate and discrimination.

Project Details – Proposed Work 

Sanitary Sewer: The existing sanitary sewer mains will be replaced and upsized on North Lake Street between a tie-in point 370’ north 
of University Avenue and State Street. The existing sanitary sewer is 12-14” cast iron and was installed in the 1910’s. The new sewer 
will be 24” PVC. Within these replacement limits, existing sanitary sewer laterals will be replaced and reconnected into the new 
sanitary sewer main(s) (lateral replacement and reconnection are assessable).  
 
Water Main: The City will not replace the water main and services within 
the project limits along North Lake Street. 
 
Storm Sewer: The City will not replace the existing storm sewer within the 
project limits along North Lake Street.  
 
Street: The City will not modify the existing street geometrics within the 
project limits along North Lake Street. Following sanitary sewer replacement 
work, the street will be repaired in-kind.   
 
Bus pads: No new bus pads will be installed within the project limits along 
North Lake Street. 
 
Streetlights: Existing street lighting will remain. 
 
Assessments: The project will have special assessments for the sanitary sewer 
lateral replacement and reconnection.  The assessments are a special charge for 
work being done that has a direct benefit to the property.  The preliminary 
assessments are mailed during the design phase and will give the property owner 
an estimated cost due after construction is complete. The final assessment bill will 
be mailed to adjacent property owners in the year following construction (likely 
2027,  depending on the final schedule). The final bill is calculated based on 
constructed measured quantities for driveway aprons and based on the final bid 
prices and measured quantities for the sewer laterals.  The property payment 
options include payment by lump sum or over 8 years with 4% percent interest. 
Pavement restoration associated with this project will not be assessed. 
 
Trees: There are no planned trees impacts or removals as part of the project.  If, 
during construction, it is determined that any trees must be removed, adjacent 
property owners will be notified, prior to removal of the tree. The trees within the 
project limits that remain may have the roots trimmed during construction.  
 
Tree pruning in advance of the project may be required to provide clearance for equipment and reduce the risk of damage to the trees 
during construction. The City of Madison Forestry Section will perform the necessary work. For certain species, especially oak and elm 
trees, the pruning must be completed by June 1st to reduce the chance of disease.

A solar array is expected to be built on a 
part of the lot in the future. The outlot would be dedicated to the public.

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Project Description, Analysis, and Conclusion 
 
Project Description 
 
The project site includes three properties that are owned by the Madison Metropolitan Sewerage District (MMSD). 
MMSD has submitted a rezone request and Certified Survey Map (CSM) so that a solar array can built on a part of 
the site. The community gardens are expected to remain on the site if the solar array is built. The properties at 
1233 and 1241 Moorland Road are zoned SR-C1 (Suburban Residential – Consistent 1) District. The rezone request 
would change the zoning of 1233 and 1241 Moorland Road from the SR-C1 District to the A (Agricultural) District. 
The single family homes on the properties were demolished and they are now vacant. The property at 1201 Moorland 
Road is zoned A District. It is used for farming and community gardens. A public path is located in the southwest 
corner of the property.  
 
The proposed CSM would create one lot and one outlot. Proposed Lot 1 is 84.5 acres. Proposed Lot 1 would include 
the existing community gardens and farmland. Proposed Outlot 1 is 9.9 acres. The CSM states that the outlot will 
be dedicated to the public for parkland purposes. However, the Engineering Division and Parks Division 
recommend that the outlot be dedicated to the public for stormwater drainage and management purposes. 
 
Proposed Official Map Amendment   
 
The Official Map is a planning tool enabled by Wisconsin Statutes Section 62.23(6), which allows a municipality to 
map and reserve land for future streets. The City has utilized the Official Map since 1966. No building permits for 
construction of new buildings or additions may be issued within reserved areas. When a property owner seeks to 
divide or combine property within or including an area reserved on the Official Map, the area must be dedicated to 
the public (MGO Section. 16.23(3)(a)2.) 
 
The Official Map shows a 120-foot wide reservation for a future street on 1201 Moorland Road. The Official Map 
originally showed a future street connecting Moorland Road to East Clayton Road in the City of Fitchburg. In 2013 
the Common Council approved Resolution 13-00309 (Legistar ID 29482) to vacate the portion of the street that was 
on the Highland Park Mobile Home property to the east. That portion of the street connected Moorland Road to this 
property. As a result of the vacation, the future street no longer provides a connection from Moorland Road to East 
Clayton Road.  
 
MMSD has requested that the Official Map be amended to remove the mapped reservation across 1201 Moorland 
Road. If the street is not removed from the Official Map, then it would need to be shown on the proposed CSM and 
dedicated to the City. 
 
The Plan Commission will consider the amendment to the Official Map on November 3, 2025. It will then be 
considered by the Common Council on November 25, 2025 (Legistar ID 90173). Consistent with recommendations 
from the Transportation Commission and the Board of Public Works, Planning Division staff recommend that the 
reservation for the future street be removed from the Official Map. See the Planning Division Staff Report for  the 
Official Map amendment for more information.  
 
Conformance with Adopted Plans 
 
The Comprehensive Plan (2024) recommends P (Parks and Open Space) development for the site. P areas include 
public parks, conservation areas, recreation areas, private recreation uses (such as golf courses), cemeteries, 
stormwater management facilities, greenways, urban agriculture, community gardens, major public trails, and 
other natural features and lands with a park-like character that are recommended for preservation. 
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Zoning Map Amendment Standards  
 
The zoning map amendment standards state that such amendments are legislative decisions of the Common 
Council that shall be based on public health, safety, and welfare, shall be consistent with the Comprehensive Plan, 
and shall comply with Wisconsin and federal law. Chapter 66.1001(3) of Wisconsin Statutes requires that zoning 
ordinances, which includes the zoning map, enacted or amended after January 1, 2010, be consistent with the 
City’s Comprehensive Plan. 2010 Wisconsin Act 372 clarified “consistent with” as “furthers or does not contradict 
the objectives, goals, and policies contained in the comprehensive plan.”  
 
The applicant is requesting to rezone 1233 and 1241 Moorland Road to the A (Agricultural) District.  
 
Per the Zoning Code, the purpose of the A (Agricultural) District is to support the continuance of agriculture and 
rural character within outlying agricultural areas. In addition, the A district is intended to support local food 
production and community health by encouraging community and market gardens and other small-scale 
agricultural operations within city limits.  
 
Agriculture and community gardens are both permitted uses in the A (Agricultural) District. The applicant has 
indicated that a portion of the site may be used for a solar array in the future. A solar array is considered an electric 
power production use in the Zoning Code. Electric power production from a solar array is a permitted use in the 
A (Agricultural) District.  
 
Staff believe that the rezone to the A (Agricultural) District is consistent with the P (Parks and Open Space) land 
use recommendation in the Comprehensive Plan (2024), and that the zoning map amendment approval standards 
can be found met.  
 
Land Division Standards 
 
The proposed CSM would create one lot and one outlot. The Official Map shows a parkway along the southern 
edge of the property. Proposed Outlot 1 would dedicate the parkway to the public. The CSM states that the outlot 
will be dedicated to the public for parkland purposes. However, the Engineering Division and Parks Division 
recommend that the outlot be dedicated to the public for stormwater drainage and management purposes. This 
is noted in the recommended conditions of approval.  
 
Per the recommended conditions of approval, the applicant shall work with the Traffic Engineering and 
Engineering Divisions on dedicating Right of Way or granting an easement for future multi-use path on their 
frontage of Moorland Road. 
 
Staff believe that the applicable standards for land divisions can be found met, subject to the recommended 
conditions of approval, and approval of the proposed Official Map amendment to remove the street reservation 
on 1201 Moorland Road.  
 
Conclusion 
 
There are two requests before the Plan Commission, a zoning map amendment (rezone) and Certified Survey Map 
(CSM).  
 
The applicant is requesting to rezone 1233 and 1241 Moorland Road to the A (Agricultural) District. Staff believe 
that the rezone to the A (Agricultural) District is consistent with the P (Parks and Open Space) land use 
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recommendation in the Comprehensive Plan (2024), and that the zoning map amendment approval standards can 
be found met.  
 
The proposed CSM would create one lot and one outlot to be dedicated to the public. Staff believe that the 
applicable standards for land divisions can be found met, subject to the recommended conditions of approval, 
and approval of the proposed Official Map amendment to remove the north-south street reservation on 2202

Project Description 

Madison Water Utility is proposing to reconstruct its existing Unit Well 12 (UW 12), located at 801 South Whiteney Way, 

Madison, WI. The project will enhance UW 12’s dual-pressure zone water supply capabilities to serve water to the west 

side of Madison, providing additional operational flexibility and increased water supply reliability. The project is also needed 

to address Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources (WDNR) deficiencies at the wellhouse. The project requires 

demolition and reconstruction of the existing well house and reservoir. 

 

Existing Conditions 

The well and reservoir site is located on the north side of the Beltline along South Whitney Way. It is located on the land 

between the westbound exit ramp and the Beltline itself. The original well and pump house was built in 1957 and was 

designed by Water Utility engineering staff. The rough limestone in an ashlar pattern is seen on many wells throughout 

Madison that were built during this era and is recognizable as a Water Utility facility.  

Proposed Design 

The proposed reconstructed well house includes design features to respect the appearance of the existing structure. A 

slightly larger footprint is required to house the necessary equipment for UW 12 and meet model WDNR NR811 design 

standards. The architectural finishes are selected to mimic the existing structure’s limestone finish. Stone was chosen to 

clad the building, and a smooth finish stone is proposed in a more regular pattern. The color of the stone is intended to 

appear similar to the existing building.  

Site 

The site changes around the well house are minimal. The most notable change is the proposed reservoir location and size. A 

1.0 million gallon reservoir is proposed versus the existing 150,000 gallon reservoir. The reservoir is proposed to be 

located to the east of the well house. The driveway will be raised slightly to provide accessibility to the rear doors. Asphalt 

pavement will generally be replaced in kind. The drive and parking area will be used by service vehicles and allows the 

vehicles to turn around on the site to exit onto Whitney Way facing the traffic. The existing reservoir location will be graded 

to match surrounding areas and restored to grass surface. Landscaping and restoration is also proposed.

Public Utilities and Services: The site is served by a full range of urban services, including daily Metro Transit 
service along S Whitney Way. 
 
Previous Approvals 
 
On March 23, 2015, the Plan Commission approved conditional uses in the Conservancy (CN) district to allow 
construction of an addition to Water Utility Unit Well 12 at 801 S Whitney Way. However, the project never 
received final plan approval and permits for the addition were not issued within the timeframe required by the 
Zoning Code, so this approval is null and void.  
 
On April 12, 2021, the Plan Commission approved a conditional use for a water pumping station and reservoir in 
the CN district, and approved a conditional use for an emergency electric generator to allow a generator to be 
installed at Madison Water Utility Unit Well 12.  
 
Project Description 
 
The Madison Water Utility is requesting approval of a request to rezone their 1.06-acre parcel from CN to PR and 
conditional use approval to replace the existing Unit Well 12 and reservoir. Unlike past proposals for the Water 
Utility’s property, which called for the existing well house to remain and be expanded, the current requests call 
for the building to be razed. On October 6, 2025, the Landmarks Commission found that the existing well had 
historic value. Therefore, the Plan Commission must also approve the demolition of the building before the new 
well may be constructed. 
 
The subject site is a City-owned parcel located on the east side of S Whitney Way within its interchange with the 
Beltline Highway between the overpass of the Beltline over Whitney and the westbound off-ramp. The nearest 
structure to the existing well house is approximately 250 to the northeast (a single-family residence on Milward 
Drive). The site is also developed with a reservoir located in the northeastern corner of the 1.06-acre property. 
The 1,122 square-foot well house and 150,000-gallon reservoir have been located on the site since 1957.  
 
The proposed well house will be a one-story, 1,505 square-foot building, which will be constructed on the southern  
portion of the subject site in the same location as the existing well house to allow the existing wellhead to be 
reused with the project. The new building will primarily be clad in two-toned stone veneer with terra cotta rain 
screen below the cornice. A new one-million-gallon reservoir is proposed to replace the existing smaller reservoir, 
which will be located due east of the new well house. The existing driveway from S Whitney Way will be reused 
to provide access to three surface parking stalls to be located behind the well house, which will predominantly be 
used by Water Utility employees servicing the facility. The Water Utility indicates that reconstruction of the well 
and new reservoir is needed to improve capacity and reliability in two pressure zones, and to bring the well into 
compliance with State Administrative Code NR-811. 
 
Analysis  
 
Water pumping stations and water reservoirs are a conditional use in the CN (Conservancy) district. The subject 
site was zoned CN as part of the mapping of the new Zoning Code and shares the same zoning as nearby Odana 
Hills Park and a regional detention facility located to the southeast across the Beltline. However, lot coverage in 
the CN district is limited to five percent (5%) of the site, and the Zoning Administrator has determined that the 
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replacement of the well house, the larger reservoir, and associate site improvements will exceed that maximum. 
Lot coverage also generally includes paving on the site unless it is pervious. By comparison, there is no lot coverage 
maximum in the proposed PR zoning district, which also allows water pumping stations and water reservoirs with 
conditional use approval.  
 
Consideration of Zoning Map Amendment Standards and Consistency with Adopted Plans 

The standards for zoning map amendments found in Section 28.182(6) of the Zoning Code state that such 
amendments are legislative decisions of the Common Council that shall be based on public health, safety, and 
welfare, shall be consistent with the Comprehensive Plan, and shall comply with Wisconsin and federal law. Wis. 
Stats. Section 66.1001(3) requires that zoning map amendments approved after January 1, 2010 be consistent 
with the City’s Comprehensive Plan. 2010 Wisconsin Act 372 clarified “consistent with” as “furthers or does not 
contradict the objectives, goals, and policies contained in the comprehensive plan.” 
 
The West Area Plan identifies the subject site and nearby Odana Hills Park and Golf Course for Park and Open 
Space (P) uses. North of the Beltline interchange, the plans recommend the established residential neighborhood 
between S Whitney Way and Odana Hills Park and Golf Course for Low Residential (LR), while the area northwest 
of the subject site along Medical Circle is recommended for Employment (E). As defined in the 2023 
Comprehensive Plan, the Park and Open Space (P) category includes public parks, conservation areas, recreation 
areas, private recreation uses (such as golf courses), cemeteries, stormwater management facilities, greenways, 
urban agriculture, community gardens, major public trails, and other natural features and lands with a park-like 
character that are recommended for preservation. 
 
Per its statement of purpose, the Conservancy (CN) zoning district is “…established to recognize and protect the 
natural functions of certain natural and non-intensive recreational areas, including large City and County parks, 
the University of Wisconsin Arboretum, and stormwater management areas. Development within the district is 
limited in order to protect natural drainageways and water retention areas, natural habitat for plant and animal 
life, steep slopes, woodlands, and other resources beneficial to the community.” The bulk requirements in the CN 
district reinforce the intent of the district to have limited or no development, such as the five percent lot coverage 
limit noted above. By comparison, the Parks and Recreation (PR) zoning district is “…established to accommodate 
active outdoor and indoor recreation uses and facilities such as golf course, stadiums, swimming pools, community 
centers, large recreation structures, recreational complexes, and similar uses where lands are developed to 
accommodate said recreational uses, and may also include areas for natural preservation and passive enjoyment 
of natural features.”  
 
In general, many of the City’s larger community parks and other large open space parcels developed with active 
recreation uses and facilities, such as Vitense Golfland and Hawks Landing Golf Club, are zoned PR. On the other 
hand, many of the City’s passive conservation parks are zoned CN. Under the 1966 Zoning Code and map, Odana 
Hills Park and Golf Course and the subject Water Utility parcel were zoned in the Conservancy (C) zoning district, 
which was a more encompassing and generally less restrictive zoning district that applied primarily to City-owned 
parks and open spaces of varying size and use. However, in preparation for the current Zoning Code and map 
taking effect in January 2013, the portion of Odana Hills Park generally west of the golf course and Wedgewood 
Way and the subject site were zoned to the more restrictive CN zoning district, while most of the rest of Odana 
Hills was zoned PR. It is staff’s opinion that the zoning of the subject site was not intended to prevent or preclude 
the Water Utility’s ability to improve the longstanding use of the site as a municipal well and reservoir. Staff further 
believes that rezoning 801 S Whitney Way to PR can be found to be consistent with the Park and Open Space land 
use recommendation. 
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Consideration of Demolition Standards 

In February 2025, the Common Council adopted Ordinance 25-00010 (ID 86649) to change the demolition review 
process and approval standards. When a demolition application is submitted, it is first reviewed by the Landmarks 
Commission. The Landmarks Commission assigns Category A, B, or C to each principal building. Category A 
buildings have historic value based on architectural significance, cultural significance, or historic significance. 
Category B buildings have historic value, but the building itself is not historically, architecturally or culturally 
significant. Category C buildings have no known historic value. The demolition of a Category C building may be 
approved by the Director of Building Inspection. The demolition of a Category A or B building requires approval 
by the Plan Commission following a public hearing.  
 
On October 6, 2025, the Landmarks Commission reviewed the demolition application for Unit Well 12 and 
determined that it is a Category B demolition, noting “this property speaks to the vernacular context of Madison 
and the evolution of the Prairie-style design for municipal water service structures.” The Landmarks Commission 
recommends that the Plan Commission request documentation of existing conditions to meet historic survey 
standards if it approves the demolition. The motion to refer the demolition to the Plan Commission with a 
Category B finding passed by voice vote/other. Full information on the Landmarks Commission review of the 
demolition may be found in legislative file ID 90161. 
 
In its report to the Landmarks Commission (link), preservation staff noted that the well house was part of a series 
of well houses constructed by the City from 1918-1960s. They utilized yellow brick or stone with Prairie School 
style architecture to mimic the appearance of the Nichols Station pumphouse, which was the central pumping 
station at 311 N Hancock Street constructed in 1917. Staff found that the Unit Well 12 building retains good 
architectural integrity and speaks to the early history of the City’s municipal water service. The staff report noted 
that a similar well house at 845 Vilas Avenue was determined eligible for the National Register in 2001. The Unit 
Well 12 building is slightly different from the earlier iterations, which used the blond brick, and it showed the 
evolution of the design program to incorporate a more mid-century modern style with the shift to the irregularly 
sized, coursed stone. Landmarks Commission staff recommended that the Commission assign Category B to the 
demolition request for 801 S Whitney Way.    
 
The Plan Commission shall not approve the demolition unless it finds that two approval standards are met.  

Standard 1 states: “Demolition of the existing building(s) is consistent with or will aid in the implementation of 
adopted plans or with the purpose statement of this section. The Plan Commission may consider how demolition 
and redevelopment of the property relates to the implementation of the City's adopted plans.” 

Per the discussion in the preceding subsection of this report, staff believe the proposed project is consistent with 
the City’s adopted plans.  
 
Standard 2 states: “There are factors that are found to outweigh the public interest in preserving historic resources. 
Such a finding may include, but is not limited to: 

i. The building is found to be in such a deteriorated condition that it is not structurally or economically 
feasible to preserve or restore it. 

ii. If the building has historic value, the building has been so altered that it cannot convey its historical 
association or architectural significance. 
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iii. There is a structural or fire hazard, unlawful use of the property, public nuisance, or other public health 
and safety concern that supports demolition as provided in reports from the Madison Fire Department, 
Police Department, and/or Building Inspection Division.” 

 
Staff believes that the Plan Commission may find that standard 2 is met despite no evidence being provided that 
the existing well house is in deteriorated condition and further, that there are no structural or fire hazards, 
unlawful uses, or public nuisances present on the property. Indeed, Unit Well 12 is a working facility that appears 
to be in good condition, much the same as it has been since it was first constructed in 1957.  
 
However, staff believes that factors exist that outweigh the public interest in preserving the historic resource, 
which should be considered by the Plan Commission. The Water Utility indicates that the new well house is needed 
to replace aging infrastructure that has reached the end of its useful service life for municipal water supply and to 
improve water supply resiliency and redundancy while bringing the facility into compliance with State codes. The 
Water Utility has indicated to staff that the reuse of the existing building as part of the project is infeasible. The 
new well building has been designed to reflect the style of the existing well building, including reuse of the stone 
identification sign that sits above the street-facing door of the 1957 building on the western façade of the new 
well house. 
 
In approving a demolition permit, the Plan Commission may stipulate conditions and restrictions on the proposed 
building demolition as deemed necessary to promote the public health, safety and general welfare of the 
community, and to secure compliance with the standards of approval. Conditions may include plans to mitigate 
the loss of the building to include relocation, salvage of historic materials, adaptive reuse of portions of existing 
structures, interpretive installations at the site, or other creative mitigation measures. The proposed conditions 
for this demolition may be found in the ‘Recommendation’ section of the report, which follows. 
 
Consideration of the Conditional Use Standards 

A conditional use is defined in the Zoning Code as “a use which, because of its unique or varying characteristics, 
cannot be properly classified as a permitted use in a particular district.” The Plan Commission shall not approve 
an application for a conditional use unless it can find that all of the standards found in Section 28.183(6)(a), 
Approval Standards for Conditional Uses, are met. That section states: “The City Plan Commission shall not 
approve a conditional use without due consideration of the recommendations in the City of Madison 
Comprehensive Plan and any applicable, neighborhood, neighborhood development, or special area plan, 
including design guidelines adopted as supplements to these plans. No application for a conditional use shall be 
granted by the Plan Commission unless it finds that all of the [standards for approval in Section 28.183(6) are 
met].” Before granting a conditional use, the Plan Commission may stipulate conditions and restrictions on the 
establishment, location, construction, maintenance and operation of the conditional use. Additionally, state law 
requires that conditional use findings must be based on “substantial evidence” that directly pertains to each 
standard and not based on personal preference or speculation. 
 
Conditional use standards 1–6 and 8 are applicable to this request.  
 
Planning staff believes that the Plan Commission may find that the applicable standards for approval are met. The 
uses, values and enjoyment of other property in the neighborhood for purposes already established will not be 
substantially impaired or diminished in any foreseeable manner by the reconstruction of the well house and 
construction of the new, larger reservoir at the rear of the site. Likewise, the continuation of the water pumping 
station and reservoir conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of 
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the surrounding property for uses permitted, which include residences located 250 feet northeast of the well 
behind a noise attenuation wall located along the northern edge of the Beltline right of way, and a YMCA located 
over 425 feet to the northwest. No comments have been received from reviewing agencies that would suggest 
that the City is unable to provide services to the property, or that the utilities, access roads, drainage, internal 
circulation improvements and other site improvements proposed with the conditional use project are inadequate. 
 
However, standard 6 requires that the conditional use conforms to all applicable regulations of the district in 
which it is located. In this case, the Zoning Administrator has determined that the side yard setback proposed on 
the south side of the new well house will not meet the 30-foot setback required in the proposed PR zoning district, 
which will require that a variance be granted by the Zoning Board of Appeals as a condition of approval of the 
conditional use prior to issuance of building permits for the new well house. As noted in the Project Description 
section above, the Water Utility will be reusing the existing well head (versus drilling a new one), which informs 
the proposed placement of the new well house closer than the setback required in the requested PR zoning 
district. See the Zoning condition in the following section. 
 
Review by the Urban Design Commission 

The proposed facility is a “public building” as defined by Section 33.24(4)(d) of the Urban Design Commission 
ordinance, which requires approval by the Urban Design Commission. The Urban Design Commission reviewed 
the project at its November 5, 2025 meeting and granted final approval. More information on the UDC review of 
the project may be found here (ID 90175). 
 
Conclusion 
 
The Madison Water Utility is requesting approvals to demolish its existing Unit Well 12 building and reservoir and 
construct a new well house and reservoir on the 1.06-acre site in the northeastern quadrant of the S Whitney 
Way-Beltline Highway interchange. The lot coverage of the proposed improvements exceeds the five percent 
maximum allowed in the existing CN zoning. Therefore, the Water Utility is seeking PR zoning, which has no lot 
coverage standard, to allow development of the new facilities. Staff believes that the proposed zoning district is 
consistent with the Parks and Open Space land use recommended for the site by the West Area Plan and that the 
standards for conditional use approval can be met for the new well house and reservoir. However, the new well 
house will require approval of a side yard setback variance from the Zoning Board of Appeals prior to the issuance 
of building permits if the conditional use is approved. 
 
During its review of the demolition of the existing well house, the Landmarks Commission found that the building 
has historic value but that the building itself is not historically, architecturally or culturally significant – a Category 
B finding. Category B historic value findings require that the Plan Commission approve the demolition in order for 
permits to be issued. In order for the Plan Commission to approve the demolition, it shall find that the standards 
in Section 28.185(6)(c) are met. Staff believes that the Plan Commission may find those standards met, noting that 
construction of a larger, modern well house to serve two pressure zones outweighs the public interest in 
preserving the historic resource due to the need to replace aging infrastructure that has reached the end of its 
useful service life. The Water Utility has indicated to staff that the reuse of the existing building as part of the 
project is infeasible. As a condition of approval of the demolition, the applicant will be required to submit 
documentation of existing conditions to meet historic survey standards, which shall be approved by the City’s 
preservation planner prior to issuance of permits.

That the Plan Commission find that the standards for conditional uses met to approve allow reconstruction of 
Unit Well 12 and its reservoir subject to the conditions from reviewing agencies subject to input at the public 
hearing and the conditions from reviewing agencies that follow.

We are pleased to submit to you this proposal to prepare the parcel at 3618 Milwaukee Street for 
future development. This letter outlines the proposed subdivision and land use application that 
supports a cohesive vision for residential growth in the area. 

Situated just east of the recently approved Starkweather Plat, the site offers a natural extension of 
the neighborhood’s residential character and walkable street network. Building on the success of 
that project, this proposal continues the emphasis on livability, pedestrian scale, and thoughtful

The layout responds to adjacent land uses—including the 
Starkweather Plat to the west and the Amazon Delivery Station to the east—in the following ways: 

- Seamless neighborhood integration: Residential development on the west side of the parcel 
aligns with the character and street network of the adjacent Starkweather Plat, promoting 
continuity and community cohesion. 

- Strategic buffering: A new north–south street along the eastern edge of the site provides a 
functional buffer between residential uses and the Amazon Delivery Station, enhancing privacy 
and reducing potential conflicts. 

- Stormwater management and daylight access: The stormwater outlot in the northwest corner 
serves as both a drainage solution and a spatial buffer, ensuring adequate daylight reaches the 
neighboring community garden spaces.

- Pedestrian connectivity: A mid-block extension of the stormwater outlot preserves pedestrian-
scale movement through the site and encourages access to public amenities within the 
Starkweather Plat. 

- Vehicle circulation and alley potential: An access easement along the eastern boundary offers 
the opportunity to route vehicle traffic behind residential lots, potentially functioning as a slow-
moving alley for parking and service access.

Zoning and relationship to Milwaukee Street Special Area Neighborhood Plan 

The future use and development of the 3618 Milwaukee Street parcel—commonly referred to as the 
“Duren” property—is outlined in the 2018 Milwaukee Street Special Area Plan. As noted on page 6,

the parcel was part of a broader shift in land use strategy, transitioning from single-family zoning to 
medium residential, which accommodates a wider variety of housing types. 
 
Specifically, the Duren parcel was identified as a candidate for Community Mixed Use zoning. While 
one of the initial drivers for this recommendation was the proximity to the now-decommissioned 
East Transfer Point Station, the plan also reflected strong neighborhood interest in more locally 
focused retail and services. These amenities were envisioned as part of a mixed-use development, 
potentially with commercial uses on the ground floor and residential units above—supporting both 
walkability and community vitality.

Street Design 

The project includes the planned extension of both Chicago Avenue to the north and Canvas Street 
to the south, with the submitted drawings allocating sufficient right-of-way for these future 
connections. 

In addition, a new north–south street is proposed along the eastern edge of the parcel, connecting 
Milwaukee Street to Chicago Avenue. The design team has collaborated closely with the City’s 
Engineering and Planning departments to ensure the proposed right-of-way meets applicable 
standards and supports long-term connectivity.  

This new street will be designed in accordance with the Complete Green Streets framework. It is 
currently envisioned to include on-street parking along the development-facing side only, with 
intentional breaks in parking to accommodate aerial apparatus access for emergency services. 

Neighborhood Engagement  

The 3618 Milwaukee Street parcel holds significance for the Eastmoreland Neighborhood, a 
sentiment that was clearly expressed during the community meeting held on June 26, 2025. 

Residents voiced strong support for the development’s goals, particularly the commitment to high-
quality residential design and the preservation of the neighborhood’s established character. 
Attendees appreciated that the proposed plan avoids impacting any high-quality environmental 
areas and incorporates walkability into the design of new streets.

Requested Actions: Consideration of a request to rezone 3618 Milwaukee Street from TR-C1 (Traditional 
Residential–Consistent 1 District) to TR-U2 (Traditional Residential–Urban 2 District) and CC-T (Commercial 
Corridor–Transitional District), PR (Parks and Recreation District), and CN (Conservancy District); and approving a 
Certified Survey Map of 3618 Milwaukee Street to create one lot in CC-T zoning, two lots in TR-U2 zoning, and one 
outlot for stormwater management. 
 
Proposal Summary: The applicant is seeking approval to divide a 5.1-acre parcel located on the north side of 
Milwaukee Street, approximately 200 feet east of N Walter Street, to create a lot for future mixed-use 
development in CC-T zoning along the Milwaukee Street frontage, and two lots for future multi-family 
development in TR-U2 zoning to the north. An outlot for stormwater management will be located along the 
southern and western edges of proposed Lot 3. As part of the proposed land division, the applicants will plat and 
dedicate extensions of Canvas Road and Chicago Avenue from their current terminus in the recently recorded 
‘Starkweather Plat’ of the former Voit property. Those streets will extend to a proposed north-south local street 
shown as “A” Street on the proposed Certified Survey Map (CSM). The letter of intent indicates that there is no 
timeline for development of the property following the requested zoning map amendments and land division.  
 
Applicable Regulations & Standards: Section 28.182 of the Zoning Code provides the process for zoning map 
amendments. The subdivision process is outlined in Section 16.23(4) of the amended Subdivision Regulations. 
 
Review Required By:  Plan Commission and Common Council. 
 
Review Schedule: The State’s subdivision statute, Wis. Stats. 236, requires that a Certified Survey Map be 
approved, conditionally approved, or rejected (with stated reasons) within 90 days of submittal unless the time is 
extended by agreement with the applicant. If no action is taken within 90 days and no extension granted, the plat 
is deemed approved. The CSM was submitted to the City on September 22, 2025. Therefore, the 90-day review 
period is scheduled to expire on December 22, 2025.  
 
Summary Recommendation: The Planning Division recommends that the Plan Commission find the standards met 
and forward Zoning Map Amendment ID 28.022–00731 and 28.022–00732, rezoning 3618 Milwaukee Street from 
TR-C1 to TR-U2 and CC-T, and the Certified Survey Map of 3618 Milwaukee Street to the Common Council with 
recommendations of approval, subject to input at the public hearing and the conditions from reviewing agencies 
beginning on page 6 of this report.

Background Information 
 
Parcel Location: Approximately 5.1 acres of land located on the north side of Milwaukee Street between Walter 
Street and Schenck Street; Alder District 15 (Martinez-Rutherford); Madison Metropolitan School District.  
 
Existing Conditions and Land Use: Undeveloped land, zoned TR-C1 (Traditional Residential–Consistent 1 District). 
 
Surrounding Land Use and Zoning:  

North: Starkweather Park, zoned CN (Conservancy District); 

South: Single- and two-family residences and SS Morris Community AME Church across Milwaukee Street, zoned 
TR-C1 (Traditional Residential–Consistent 1 District) and TR-C4 (Traditional Residential–Consistent 4 
District); 

East: Amazon package distribution facility, zoned CC-T (Commercial Corridor–Transitional District); and

Adopted Land Use Plans: The Milwaukee Street Special Area Plan, adopted in 2018, recommends that the 
northern two-thirds of the subject site be developed with Residential Housing Mix 2 (HM2), while the southern 
third closest to Milwaukee Street is recommended for Mixed-Use.  
 
The special area plan also recommends the extension of Chicago Avenue across the site from its current terminus 
in the adjacent Starkweather Plat; Chicago Avenue is planned to form the northern boundary of a grid of streets 
that will extend north from Milwaukee Street to serve the development planned on the subject site and other 
properties located between West Corporate Drive and N Fair Oaks Avenue. Additionally, the plan calls for a north-
south street to generally parallel the eastern property line between Chicago Avenue and Milwaukee Street, which 
will provide access to the future development on the site. 
 
The Comprehensive Plan as amended through 2024 generally follows the recommendations in the Milwaukee 
Street Special Area Plan, recommending the HM2 areas in the special area plan for Medium Residential (MR), 
while the Milwaukee Street frontage is recommended for Community Mixed-Use (CMU).  
 
Environmental Corridor Status: There are no mapped environmental corridors on the subject site. The adjacent 
City-owned conservancy park to the north is located in mapped corridor. 
 
Public Utilities and Services: The property is located in the Central Urban Service Area (CUSA). The subject site is 
served by a full range of urban services, including Metro Transit, which operates daily service along Milwaukee 
Street past the site on Routes D1 and L, with trips at least every 60 minutes. 
 
Zoning Summary: The proposed lots will be zoned TR-U2 (Traditional Residential–Urban 2 District) and CC-T

Project Description 
 
The applicant, 3618 MF, LLC, is requesting zoning and land division approvals to allow a 5.1-acre parcel located at 
3618 Milwaukee Street to be developed in the future with a variety of mixed-use and multi-family buildings. The 
subject parcel is a long, somewhat narrow parcel located on the north side of Milwaukee Street between the 
recently recorded Starkweather Plat mixed-use and multi-family development to the west and an Amazon package 
distribution facility to the east. The site has approximately 250 feet of frontage along Milwaukee Street and 
extends approximately 950 feet north from Milwaukee Street to the southern edge of the City’s Starkweather 
Park conservancy lands. The property is characterized by a modest slope that falls from Milwaukee Street to the 
north, with a small embankment in the northeastern corner of the site that falls toward the northwestern corner 
of the Amazon site to the east. 
 
The proposed Certified Survey Map (CSM) to divide the property calls for three lots to be located on the west side 
of “A” Street, a 60-foot wide north-south right of way that will extend along the eastern property line from 
Milwaukee Street to an extension of Chicago Avenue across the northern edge of the site from its platted terminus 
in the adjacent Starkweather Plat development. In addition, the CSM calls for a half-block long extension of Canvas 
Road from its platted terminus in the Starkweather Plat to connect to proposed “A” Street. 
 
Beginning at Milwaukee Street, Lot 1 of the CSM will be an approximately 0.84-acre parcel that will be zoned CC-
T with the associated zoning map amendment. The letter of intent submitted with these requests suggests that 
proposed Lot 1 could be developed in the future with an up to four-story building that could include 85 multi-
family units. The northern edge of Lot 1 will be Canvas Road. North of Canvas Road, the applicant is requesting 
TR-U2 zoning for Lots 2 and 3 of the land division. The letter of intent indicates that those lots could both be 
developed in the future with 85 multi-family units in up to four-story buildings. Separate land use approvals will 
be required for the future development on Lots 1-3 following approval and recording of the CSM. In addition to 
the three lots proposed for future development, the CSM includes an L-shaped, 0.37-acre outlot, which will be 
reserved for stormwater management. While not shown on the CSM, proposed Outlot 1 will abut a private outlot 
for stormwater management created with the adjacent Starkweather Plat. 
 
Analysis  
 
In order to approve the zoning map amendment, the Common Council shall find that the zoning map amendment 
is consistent with the City’s Comprehensive Plan as required by Section 66.1001(3) of Wisconsin Statutes. 
“Consistent with” is defined as “furthers or does not contradict the objectives, goals and policies contained in the 
comprehensive plan.” The Comprehensive Plan notes that sub-area plans (neighborhood, area, etc.) are adopted 
as “a supplement to the Comprehensive Plan” to reflect their function and status in providing more detailed 
planning recommendations than are often needed to effectively implement the Comprehensive Plan. The 
Comprehensive Plan provides a long-term, broad, generalized policy framework for land use, growth, and large-
scale investment priorities for the City, while sub-area plans provide more detailed recommendations for a specific 
geographic area.  
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The subject site is located within the boundaries of the Milwaukee Street Special Area Plan (MSSAP), which was 
adopted in 2018 to guide development and redevelopment in the area bounded by N Fair Oaks Avenue on the 
west, State Highway 30 on the north, N Stoughton Road (US Highway 51) on the east, and Milwaukee Street 
generally on the south.  
 
The northern two-thirds of the subject site are recommended in Residential Housing Mix (HM) 2, the denser of 
two residential land use categories included in the special area plan. HM2 includes townhomes and three- to four-
story apartment buildings (rental, senior and condominium). The MSSAP recommends that ground level units 
facing public streets have primary entries on the street, with direct access to a public sidewalk. Setbacks should 
generally be 10-20 feet, and all parking should be located underneath, behind or beside buildings. The HM2 district 
in the special area plan generally aligns with the Medium Residential (MR) category in the Comprehensive Plan. 
The MR category in the Comprehensive Plan generally allows multi-family development in up to five-story 
buildings and at densities up to 90 units an acre. 
 
The remainder of the site closest to Milwaukee Street is recommended for Mixed-Use by the MSSAP, which is 
intended to be consistent with the Community Mixed-Use (CMU) category in the Comprehensive Plan, with 
building scales recommended to be three to five stories. The CMU district in the Comprehensive Plan includes 
existing and planned areas supporting an intensive mix of residential, commercial, and civic uses serving residents 
and visitors from the surrounding area and the community as a whole. CMU areas are generally located at major 
intersections and along relatively high-capacity transit corridors and can generally accommodate significant 
development with a variety of housing options and commercial uses that attract a wide customer base in buildings 
two to six stories in height. Development and design within CMU areas should create a walkable node or corridor 
and should be transit oriented. On-street parking may be provided, but intense development in CMU areas may 
require structured parking. Buildings should be placed close to the sidewalk and should screen any surface parking 
from the street. Development within CMU areas should be designed to support surrounding residential uses by 
providing services and retail, and designed to support nearby employment areas by providing residential units 
close enough to make walking and biking the most convenient method of commuting. Employment, retail, civic, 
institutional, and service uses serving both adjacent neighborhoods and wider community markets are 
recommended for CMU areas. Residential uses will generally be similar to the MR category, though they may 
occur at higher densities up to 130 units per acre. 
 
The Milwaukee Street Special Area Plan also recommends the extension of Chicago Avenue across Starkweather 
Creek from its current terminus at N Fair Oaks Avenue to West Corporate Drive to provide a link between the 
development parcels east of the creek and adjacent neighborhoods to the west and south. In the special area 
plan, Chicago Avenue is envisioned as the boundary between the park and open space uses planned to the north 
and the residential and mixed-use development planned to the south. Chicago Avenue was platted with the 
Starkweather Plat subdivision to the northwestern corner of the subject site and will be extended across the 
northern edge of the property with the proposed CSM. In addition, the special area plan recommends a north-
south local street through the site and two east-west local streets between Chicago and Milwaukee, though only 
one of those two streets were approved and dedicated with the adjacent Starkweather Plat.  
 
The Comprehensive Plan as amended through 2024 follows the recommendations in the Milwaukee Street Special 
Area Plan, designating the HM2 areas in the special area plan as Medium Residential (MR), while the Milwaukee 
Street frontage is recommended for Community Mixed-Use (CMU). 
 
Additionally, Milwaukee Street is identified in the Comprehensive Plan as a community growth corridor, with the 
section between Fair Oaks Avenue and Stoughton Road also identified as a “transitioning community center.” 
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According to the Comprehensive Plan, community growth corridors are recommended along certain major streets 
in the city that have some transit, but lack a diversity of existing or planned future land uses. Many such corridors 
are expected to transition from an auto-oriented development pattern to more transit-, walk-, and bike-friendly 
styles of development. Within the hierarchy of activity centers in the Growth Framework in the 2023 plan, 
community centers still tend to have access to transit and major streets, but are expected to develop at a lower 
intensity than the more intensive regional activity centers and serve a smaller area. Transitioning activity centers 
are considered “underutilized” areas with commercial and employment uses that are well served by transit with 
the potential to transition into “vibrant” mixed-use areas over time. 
 
The Planning Division believes the Plan Commission can find that the proposed CC-T zoning for Lot 1 and TR-U2 
zoning for Lots 2 and 3 and proposed land division are generally consistent with the plan recommendations 
summarized above.  
 
Per its statement of purpose, the CC-T zoning district is “…established to recognize the many commercial corridors 
within the City that remain largely auto-oriented, and to encourage their transformation into mixed-use corridors 
that are equally conducive to pedestrian, bicycle, transit and motor vehicle activity.” The district is also intended 
to improve the quality of landscaping, site design and urban design along these corridors, encourage appropriate 
transitions between higher-intensity uses along commercial corridors and adjacent lower-density residential 
districts, and encourage the use of structured parking. Staff believes that the use of CC-T zoning is consistent with 
the CMU recommendation for the Milwaukee Street frontage. Similarly, the proposed TR-U2 zoning is generally 
consistent with the HM2 category in the Milwaukee Street Special Area Plan despite the permitted six-story 
building height in the TR-U2 district being greater than the four stories recommended, which were informed by 
feedback received from the community during the MSSAP planning process. The TR-U2 zoning proposed for Lots 
2 and 3 of the proposed CSM is the same zoning district approved for the areas recommended for HM2 in the 
adjacent Starkweather Plat development.  
 
The Planning Division believes that the three lots proposed for future development also meet the dimensional 
requirements in the Zoning Code for the zoning districts requested, as well as the design criteria for lots and blocks 
in the Subdivision Regulations. The layout of the CSM also follows the development pattern recommended for the 
site in the special area plan, including the gridded street pattern and the use of future Chicago Avenue as the 
boundary between development to the south and parks and open space to the north. The location of “A” Street 
is also consistent with the location of a north-south street in the special area plan intended to serve development 
of the parcels east of Walter Street and the Starkweather Plat. The Traffic Engineering Division has determined 
that “A” Street will be a Neighborhood Street as identified in the Complete Green Streets Guide, which has a 64-
foot typical right of way width. However, it is anticipated that additional right of way may be required to complete 
the cross-section of “A” Street on the adjacent Amazon property at such time as it redevelops. Staff feels that the 
60 feet proposed with the CSM will be adequate to provide full vehicular access to development on the subject 
site in the meantime. 
 
Conclusion 
 
The applicants are requesting approval of a zoning map amendment and Certified Survey Map to divide the 5.1-
acre subject parcel into one lot to be zoned CC-T and two lots to be zoned TR-U2 for future mixed-use and multi-
family development. Staff believes that the Plan Commission may find that these requests meet the standards for 
approval. The proposed development is generally consistent with the applicable recommendations for the site in 
the Milwaukee Street Special Area Plan and Comprehensive Plan. The proposed future development of the subject 
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site with mixed-use and multi-family development should also be complementary with the development pattern 
and forms anticipated in the adjacent Starkweather Plat to the west.

7. The construction of this project will require that the applicant shall enter into a City/ Developer agreement for 
the required infrastructure improvements. The agreement shall be executed prior to sign off. Allow 4-6 weeks 
to obtain agreement. Contact City Engineering to schedule the development and approval of the plans and 
the agreement. 

 
8. The developer shall construct Madison standard street, multi-use path, and sidewalk improvements for all 

streets within the plat. This condition excludes construction of sidewalk along the east side of "A" Street, which 
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will be constructed when the adjacent property redevelops. The developer shall construct multi-use path 
along the north side of Chicago Avenue instead of a standard sidewalk. 

 
9. The developer shall construct multi-use path adjacent to Lot 1 along north side of Milwaukee Street per plans 

approved by the City Engineer. 
 

10. The developer shall make improvements to Milwaukee Street to facilitate ingress and egress to the plat as 
required by the City Engineer. Improvements can include but are not limited to adding pavement for turn 
lanes, curb, gutter, storm sewer, pavement markings, and streetlights. 

 
11. The developer shall construct public sanitary sewer, storm sewer, and drainage improvements as necessary to 

serve the lots within the CSM. 
 

12. Madison Metropolitan Sewerage District (MMSD) connection charges are due and payable prior to City

requesting City Engineering signoff. 

 
13. A minimum of two (2) working days prior to requesting City Engineering signoff on the CSM, contact either 

Tim Troester (West) at (608) 261-1995 (ttroester@cityofmadison.com) or Brenda Stanley (East) at (608) 261-
9127 (bstanley@cityofmadison.com) to obtain the final stormwater utility charges that are due and payable 
prior to sub-division of the properties. The stormwater utility charges (as all utility charges) are due for the 
previous months of service and must be cleared prior to the land division (and subsequent obsolesces of the 
existing parcel). 

 
14. An Erosion Control Permit is required for this project. 

 
15. A Storm Water Management Report and Storm Water Management Permit is required for this project. 

 
16. This site appears to disturb over one (1) acre of land and requires a permit from the Wisconsin Department 

of Natural Resources (WDNR) for stormwater management and erosion control. The City of Madison has been 
required by the WDNR to review projects for compliance with NR-216 and NR-151; however, a separate 
permit submittal is still required to the WDNR for this work. The City of Madison cannot issue our permit until 
concurrence is obtained from the WDNR via their NOI or WRAPP permit process. Contact Eric Rortvedt at (608) 
273-5612 of the WDNR to discuss this requirement. The applicant is notified that the City of Madison is an 
approved agent of the Department of Safety and Professional Services (DSPS) and no separate submittal to 
this agency or the Capital Area Regional Planning Commission (CARPC) is required for this project to proceed. 

 
17. Submit a soil boring report that has been prepared by a Professional Engineer two weeks prior to recording 

the final plat to the City Engineering Division indicating the ground water table and rock conditions in the area. 
The borings shall be performed a minimum of 15 feet below the finished grade of the streets being dedicated 
to the public. A minimum of 3 soil borings shall be performed along "A" Street with a maximum distance of 
300 feet in between. 

 
18. Confirm that adequate sight distance exists where public streets intersect per AASHTO design standards for 

intersection sight distance.  
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19. Provide calculations for the 500-year storm event, as identified in Madison General Ordinance Chapter 37, as 

part of the CSM design and stormwater management plan. The flows from this design storm event will be 
routed through the development and used to determine an anticipated safe top of concrete foundation 
elevation for future buildings in critical areas. 

 
20. This project falls in the area subject to increased erosion control enforcement as authorized by the fact that it 

is in a TMDL ZONE and therefore will be regulated to meet a higher standard. 
 

21. This project will disturb 4,000 square feet or more of land area and require an Erosion Control Permit. Submit 
the Erosion Control Permit Application (with USLE calculations and associated fee) to Megan Eberhardt (west) 
at meberhardt@cityofmadison.com, or Daniel Olivares (east) at daolivares@cityofmadison.com, for approval. 

 
22. This project will disturb 20,000 square feet or more of land area and require an Erosion Control Plan. Please 

submit an 11" x 17" copy of an erosion control plan (pdf electronic copy preferred) to Megan Eberhardt (west) 
at meberhardt@cityofmadison.com, or Daniel Olivares (east) at daolivares@cityofmadison.com, for approval. 

 
23. Demonstrate compliance with MGO Sections 37.07 and 37.08 regarding permissible soil loss rates. Include 

Universal Soil Loss Equation (USLE) computations for the construction period with the erosion control plan. 
Measures shall be implemented in order to maintain a soil loss rate below 5.0 tons per acre per year. 

 
24. This project will require a concrete management plan and a construction dewatering plan as part of the 

erosion control plan to be reviewed and approved by the City Engineer's Office. If contaminated soil or 
groundwater conditions exist on or adjacent to this project additional WDNR, Public Health, and/or City 
Engineering approvals may be required prior to the issuance of the required Erosion Control Permit.

 Submit prior to plan sign-off, a stormwater management report stamped by a P.E. registered in the State of 
Wisconsin. 

 Provide electronic copies of any stormwater management modeling or data files including SLAMM, RECARGA, 
TR-55, HYDROCAD, Sediment loading calculations, or any other electronic modeling or data files. If calculations 
are done by hand or are not available electronically, the hand copies or printed output shall be scanned to a 
PDF file and provided to City Engineering. 

 Detain the 2-, 5-, 10-, 100-, and 200-year storm events, matching post development rates to predevelopment 
rates and using the design storms identified in MGO Chapter 37. 
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 Provide infiltration of 90% of the pre-development infiltration volume. 

 Reduce TSS by 80% (control the 5-micron particle) off of newly developed area as compared to no controls. 

 The applicant shall demonstrate that water can leave the site and reach the public right of way without 
impacting structures during a 100-year event storm. This analysis shall include reviewing overflow elevations 
and unintended storage occurring on site when the storm system has reached capacity. 

 Submit a draft Stormwater Management Maintenance Agreement (SWMA) for review and approval that 
covers inspection and maintenance requirements for any BMP used to meet stormwater management 
requirements on this project. 

 
28. Submit, prior to plan sign-off but after all revisions have been completed, digital PDF files to the Engineering 

Division. Email PDF file transmissions are preferred to: bstanley@cityofmadison.com (East) or 
ttroester@cityofmadison.com (West). 

 
City Engineering Division – Mapping Section (Contact Julius Smith, (608) 264-9276) 

29. Grant any necessary easements/agreements for the detention and or treatment of the Public Stormwater 
Drainage that may be required for the proposed streets. This includes possible easements across Outlot 1 and 
associated maintenance agreements for the proposed stormwater management features, or dedicate a 
separate public outlot for the exclusive public stormwater use. 

 
30. Grant new public sidewalk easements on the face of the land division as shown the final width and location to 

be approved by the City Engineering and Traffic Engineering Divisions. 
 
31. The applicant shall dedicate the public rights of way as shown for Canvas Road, as officially mapped in the 

Milwaukee Street Special Area Plan for Chicago Avenue, as required to comply with the Complete Green

32. For underground encroachments, provide a signed and sealed Plat of Survey and legal description by a 

Professional Land Surveyor compliant with Chapter A-E 7 of the Wisconsin Administrative Code showing the 
improvements with a fully dimensioned and legally described three-dimensional boundary of the 
encroachment area. Dimensions tied to a quarter section line and referenced to the Dane County Coordinate 
System and NAVD 88(91). Provide an electronic copy of the survey (pdf) and legal description (MS Word) to 
the Land Records Coordinator, (Jule Smith - jsmith4@cityofmadison.com) for review, comment and 
coordination. The encroachment agreement shall require the applicant/ owner to be a member of Diggers 
Hotline throughout the term of this agreement and shall adequately mark the location of underground 
features upon a Digger's Hotline notification. Enter into a privilege in streets agreement for the underground 
private improvements proposed for the storm sewer outlets at each end of the CSM. Or, confirm public 
acceptance of the propose pipe and structure shown within the limits of Milwaukee street to be dedicated 
and add an additional structure at the southerly curb line of Chicago Ave. that is to be dedicated. 

 
33. Provide for review, comprehensive reciprocal easements and agreements including, but not limited to, access, 

parking, utilities, common areas, Sanitary Sewer, Storm Sewer and storm management that are necessary to 
accomplish the land division or site development as proposed prior to final sign off. The document(s) shall be 
executed and recorded immediately subsequent to the CSM recording and prior to building permit issuance.

a. Beverages containing hemp-derived cannabinoids may be stored 
or displayed outside of an enclosed cooler only when they are in 
sealed cases, cartons, or multipack packaging. Single cans, 
bottles, or other individual containers are not permitted to be 
stored, displayed, or kept outside the enclosed cooler at any time. 

(4) Retailer Location. Establishments selling hemp-derived cannabinoids shall not be 
located within ¼ mile or 1,320 feet of a youth-serving organization and location such as, 
but not limited to: childcare centers, preschools, public or parochial schools, tribal 
schools, playgrounds, city or county parks, sporting arenas, or organizations with 
specific interest to serve children (Boys & Girls Club, YMCA, Head Start, etc.).

The Common Council of the City of Madison do hereby ordain as follows: 
 
 1. Section 23.65 entitled “Pet Sales Prohibited” of the Madison General Ordinances 
is created as follows: 
 
23.65 PET SALES PROHIBITED 

(1) Prohibition on Sale of Cats or Dogs. No retail pet store shall sell, deliver, offer for sale, 
barter, auction, give away, or otherwise transfer or dispose of cats or dogs. Nothing in 
this section shall prohibit pet stores from collaborating with animal control facilities, 
animal shelters, or animal rescue organizations to offer space for such entities to 
showcase adoptable dogs, cats, or provided the pet store shall not have any ownership 
or otherwise pecuniary interest in the animals offered for adoption and shall not receive 
a fee for providing space for the adoption of any of these animals. Dogs may not be kept 
overnight. 

(2) Definitions.  

(a) “Animal control facility” means a facility for the care of animals operated under a 
contract with a political subdivision under s. 173.15 (1). 

(b) “Animal rescue organization” means a not for profit organization which is 
primarily devoted to the receiving, harboring, and rehousing of homeless, stray, 
abandoned, or rescued animals. An animal rescue organization does not include 
organizations that obtain animals from a breeder or broker for compensation or 
profit. 

(c) “Animal shelter” means a facility that is operated for the purpose of providing for 
and promoting the welfare, protection, and humane treatment of animals, that is 
used to shelter at least twenty-five (25) dogs in a year, and that is operated by a 
humane society, animal welfare society, animal rescue group, or other nonprofit 
group. 

(d) “Cats” mean domesticated cats of the subspecies Felis catus.

(3) Penalty. Any retail pet store that violates this section shall be subject to a civil penalty of 
not more than $1,000 for the first offense and may be required to forfeit not less than

years. Each dog or cat offered for sale in violation of this section shall constitute a 
separate violation, and the allocation of space that facilitates a violation of this section 
shall constitute a separate violation.

WHEREAS, Driscoll Drive is an existing platted local street located a half-block south of 

Milwaukee Street that extends from Milky Way on the west to the western line of a parcel 

addressed as 135 Rustic Drive owned by the City of Madison Stormwater Utility; and

WHEREAS, the City of Madison is the owner of parcel addressed as 135 Rustic Drive, which 

was acquired for and is operated by the City Engineering Division as a greenway for

Background
Originally this small section of Ruskin was oriented towards Ruskin Street to the north at the 
intersection with Roth Street. In June of 2022, the City of Madison amended the Official Map to 
establish mapped reservations for future Streets in accordance with recommendations in the 
adopted Oscar Mayer Special Area Plan. As part of the reservation, Huxley Street was extended 
southerly to connect to this short portion of Ruskin Street. This alignment was a logical connection 
particularly considering that any proposed connection between this stub and the portion of Ruskin to 
the north is not possible with the existence of wetlands.

The Lincoln Capital project was approved and the road was dedicated by the City approved land 
division.

Street naming policy of where a street maintains the same general direction, the same street name 
shall continue for the entire length of the street. Short curvilinear changes in directions are 
anticipated and permitted when determining that a street proceeds in a same general direction. This 
street (Huxley St) as aligned, generally proceeds in a same north – south direction.

In the determination of the name of this alignment, the portion of Ruskin to be renamed Huxley Street 
cannot connect to the portion of Ruskin that exists to the north. This due to existing intervening 
wetlands that encumber that proposed alignment. So, with the final alignment of this street as it 
currently exists and was approved, Huxley St was the logical name for the street alignment. 
Extending an existing street name from the north and renaming this short portion of Ruskin Street to 
Huxley Street for one continuous name.

Ultimately, in the long run, this change in name is better for wayfinding for the public and also for 
emergency response with a single street name for the entire length of the north-south alignment.

WHEREAS, the goal of our policy is for City work and meeting environments to be inclusive, 

equitable, and free of harassment, discrimination, and retaliation; and,

  

WHEREAS, we expect all members of the Common Council, the Mayor, and members of City 

Boards, Commissions, and Committees (BCCs) to treat their colleagues, City employees and 

members of the public in a welcoming, inclusive, fair, respectful, and equitable manner; and,

WHEREAS, in 2023, the Common Council passed RES-23-0000 adopting the Elected and 

Appointed Official Code of Ethical Conduct; and,

WHEREAS, in 2024, the Common Council passed RES-24-00450 adopting the Sexual 

Harassment Appendix to the Elected and Appointed Official Code of Ethical Conduct; and,  

WHEREAS, the Updated Elected and Appointed Official Code of Ethical Conduct includes 

additional guidance on expected interactions between officials and members of the public, City 

staff, and the media; and,

WHEREAS, the Updated Elected and Appointed Official Code of Ethical Conduct also includes 

the procedure for censure of an alder or BCC member for violation of the Code;

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Madison Common Council adopts Version 3 

of the Updated Elected and Appointed Official Code of Ethical Conduct.

Updated: 3/3/25 

Elected and Appointed Official Code of Ethical Conduct (Updated) 

 
The City of Madison and its elected and appointed officials (alders, mayor, and City 
board, commission, or committee members) share a commitment to ethical conduct and 
service to the city and its residents. In alignment with the City of Madison vision to be 
inclusive, innovative, and thriving, and its mission to provide the highest quality of 
service for our residents and visitors, City elected and appointed officials shall maintain 
the utmost standards of personal integrity, trustfulness, honesty, and fairness in carrying 
out their public duties, avoid any improprieties in their roles as public servants, comply 
with all applicable laws, and never use their position to bully, harass, or abuse others. 
Individuals with a wide variety of backgrounds, personalities, values, opinions, lived 
experiences and goals participate in the democratic process in Madison, whether on the 
Council, on a board, commission, or committee, or providing public comment at a 
Council meeting or City event.  
 
It is vital to recognize that all Council members and BCC members choose to serve in 
public office and, therefore, have the obligation to preserve and protect the well-being of 
the community and its residents. In all cases, this common goal should be 
acknowledged, and elected and appointed officials must recognize that certain behavior 
is counterproductive, while other behavior will lead to success. Elected and appointed 
officials are expected to demonstrate, both publicly and privately, their honesty and 
integrity, and to be an example of appropriate and ethical conduct. 
 
This Code is designed to communicate the expectation that City elected and appointed 
officials shall treat members of the public, City staff, and each other with respect and 
courtesy at all times. This policy is intended to promote an inclusive and positive work 
environment and working relationships and prevent unlawful discrimination.  
 
Elected and Appointed Official Expected Conduct 
This policy applies to all elected and appointed City officials and applies to any conduct 
or interaction that occurs at the workplace and at any location or on any platform that 
can be reasonably regarded as an extension of the workplace, including but not limited 
to the use of a telephone, voicemail, text messages, video meeting, and/or any social 
media or online platforms. City staff members, including department and division heads, 
are governed by APM 3-5 and APM 2-33. 
 
City elected and appointed officials, in the performance of their duties, shall create and 
maintain a welcoming, respectful, and inclusive work environment and shall not engage 
in abusive, violent, bullying, harassing, discriminatory or other threatening or 
intimidating behavior or language. Bullying, harassment of, or discrimination against any 
person on the basis of any City protected class* status or statuses is expressly 
prohibited. 
 

• Bullying is repeated, unwanted, aggressive physical or verbal behavior which 
hurts another individual, physically, mentally, or emotionally. 
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• Harassment is repeated or egregious unwelcome, intimidating, hostile or 
offensive actions, words, jokes or comments based on any protected class 
status or statuses. 
 

• Discrimination is unfair treatment of an individual or members of a group 
based on their protected class status. 

 
Bullying, harassment, and discrimination are demeaning to others and undermine 
the integrity of relationships. In the event that these shared objectives are not met, effort 
shall be taken to notify the individuals of the substance of the issue so that they can 
resolve it. Self-correction or informal resolution between parties in a timely manner is 
strongly encouraged, with formal sanctions only as a rare and last option if informal 
communication and resolution is unsuccessful.   
 
Elected and Appointed Official Conduct with City Staff 
Governance of the City relies on the cooperative efforts of elected and appointed 
officials who set and recommend policy and the City staff who implement and administer 
the Council’s policies. Therefore, every effort should be made to be cooperative and 
show mutual respect for the contributions made by each other for the good of the 
community. 
 
Council members and members of boards, commissions, and committees (BCCs) shall 
treat all staff as professionals. Clear, honest communication that respects the abilities, 
experience, and dignity of each individual is expected. Poor behavior toward staff is not 
acceptable. Council and BCC members should refer to staff by their title or formal 
salutation followed by the individual’s last name in public meetings when first 
introduced. 
 
All employee performance issues shall be forwarded to the Mayor, the Human 
Resources Director or the employee’s Department/Division Head through professional, 
private correspondence or conversation. 
 
Elected and appointed officials shall not attempt to unethically influence or coerce City 
staff concerning either their actions or recommendations to Council. 
 
Nothing in this section shall be construed, however, as prohibiting the Council or a BCC 
while in session from fully and freely discussing with or suggesting to Department 
Heads or City employees anything pertaining to City affairs or the interests of the City. 
 
 
Elected and Appointed Official Conduct Toward Participants in Public Meetings 
Making the public feel welcome is an important part of the democratic process and a 
City strategic objective is to increase desired public participation and diverse viewpoints. 
For many residents, speaking in front of the Council or a committee is a new and 
difficult experience. Elected and appointed officials are expected to treat members of 
the public with care and respect during public meetings by committing full attention to 
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the speakers or any materials relevant to the topic at hand. Questions directed to 
members of the public testifying should seek to clarify or expand information, not to 
insult or interrogate. All elected and appointed officials should convey to the public their 
respect and appreciation for the public’s participation, input, and opinions. 
In an instance where a member of the public addressing the body strays from the topic 
under consideration, exceeds their allotted speaking time, or exhibits behavior or 
language a Council or BCC member finds inappropriate, they may call point of order 
and request the issue be addressed. 
 
Elected Official Conduct with the Media  
When communicating with the media, elected and appointed officials should clearly 
differentiate between personal opinions and the official position of the City. Until a vote 
on any issue is taken, Council members’ positions are merely their own.  
Council or BCC members should not discuss personnel issues or other matters 
regarding individual City staff in the media. 
 
Enforcement 
Formal sanctions include formal censure by the Common Council or committee of one 
of its members, removal of a committee member from the body, or, in limited cases 
pursuant to Wis. Stat. § 17.001, removal of a Common Council member from office. Per 
state statute, alders and appointees to BCCs can only be removed by a vote of the 
Council for cause, meaning “inefficiency, neglect of duty, official misconduct or 
malfeasance in office.” 
 
Points of Order During Meetings 
Violations of this Policy, when made during a chaired public meeting, may be noted 
promptly after their occurrence by raising a point of order and stating the violation or 
concern. The Council President or Chair of the meeting shall rule on the point of order, 
which does not need a second and is not debatable. The Chair’s decision shall stand 
unless challenged and reversed by a majority vote of the members present and voting 
as an open session of the Common Council or BCC. 
 
Communication and Reconciliation Between Council or BCC Members 
Any Council or BCC member who feels a violation of this Policy has occurred during or 
outside of a public meeting may raise the issue privately with the other relevant 
member. Attempts should be made to resolve any issue in a professional, private 
manner. If unsuccessful, either member may ask for the assistance of the Common 
Council Chief of Staff or other appropriate City staff in mediating the issue or conflict.  
 
Censure – Complaint Process and Action by Common Council 
If the matter remains unresolved, the complaining Alder, City employee or community 
member may file a sworn written complaint with the City Clerk. The Clerk shall provide a 
copy of the complaint to the party alleged to be in violation. The Clerk shall provide a 
copy of the complaint to the Department of Civil Rights and Human Resources for 
review and possible further investigation or mediation, which will then provide a report 
on their findings to the Common Council Executive Committee.  
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Complaints shall first be heard by the Common Council Executive Committee, giving 
each party to the dispute the opportunity to be heard. If the Common Council Executive 
Committee, by a majority vote, so recommends, a Censure resolution shall be prepared 
by the City Attorney stating the findings as directed by the Committee. 
 
If the Censure resolution is sponsored by at least two Alders, it shall be considered by 
the Common Council. Censure shall only be made upon a majority vote of the entire 
Common Council. 
 
Elected or appointed City officials, upon entering office or being appointed as a BCC 
member, shall be provided a copy of this policy and shall acknowledge receipt. Failure 
to acknowledge receipt does not exempt an individual from the requirements of this 
policy. 
 
The City shall offer trainings and other supports to promote an inclusive and welcoming 
environment and provide elected and appointed officials with resources to assist them in 
resolving any issues that may arise.

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Appendix A 
 
If a person has experienced or witnessed sexual harassment by an alder or member of a City 
board, commission or committee while such official is on City business, whether on or off City 
premises, including at City-sponsored events or other events which the alder or appointed 
individual attends in their official capacity, the Council encourages the following steps: 
 

• If the person feels comfortable and safe, the person can address the matter informally 
with the alder or appointed individual. 
• The person can report the matter to another alder; the alder will connect the person with 
the Common Council Chief of Staff. 
• The person can contact the Council Chief of Staff; the Chief of Staff will connect the 
person with the appropriate personnel to report their claim. 

 
Prohibited Conduct: 
 
Examples of actions that could constitute sexual harassment include, but are not limited to: 

 
• Preferential treatment in return for submitting to or engaging in sexual conduct 
• Making derogatory or demeaning comments about someone’s sexual orientation or 

gender identity (including but not limited to consistently misgendering an individual) 
• Name-calling or using slurs with a gender/sexual connotation 
• Making sexual comments about appearance, clothing or body parts 
• Rating a person’s sexuality 
• Asking for sex or sexual conduct 
• Asking a person for dates in a coercive manner, or repeatedly asking for a date after 

having been turned down 
• Staring in a sexually suggestive manner 
• Unwelcome touching, including pinching, patting, rubbing, or purposefully brushing up 

against a person, making inappropriate sexual gestures 
• Unwelcome sharing of sexual or lewd anecdotes or jokes 
• Unwelcome sending of sexually suggestive communications in any format 
• Sharing or displaying sexually inappropriate images or videos in any format not 

necessary for work purposes 
• Attempted or actual sexual assault 

 
Reporting: 
 
A person who feels that they have been harassed by an alder or an appointed individual while 
acting in their official capacity may report the matter to the organizer of the event or relevant 
meeting authority or the Council Office Chief of Staff. The organizer of the event or the meeting 
authority will be expected to take appropriate action by its applicable policies, regulations, and 
rules and shall notify the Council Office Chief of Staff. 
 
Examples of appropriate action may include, but are not limited to: 
 

• Requesting the perpetrator to stop the offending behavior immediately 
• Conveying the complaint to the Council Office Chief of Staff 

 
The Council Office Chief of Staff will connect the individual reporting the conduct with the 
Department of Civil Rights, Human Resources, and the City Attorney. After talking to the 
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complainant and, if different, the person who was the alleged subject of the sexual harassment, 
the Department of Civil Rights, the Human Resources Department, and the City Attorney will 
decide if an investigation or referral to any other agency is needed. Any action taken as a result 
of an investigation shall be under the applicable Federal, State or City law or applicable City 
procedure. 
 
Debriefing: 
 
If the Department of Civil Rights, Human Resources, and the City Attorney complete an 
investigation upon completion of their investigation they shall debrief the complainant, the 
respondent, the Council President and the Council Office Chief of Staff on the findings of the 
investigation. 
 
Release of Summary of Findings or Related Documents: 
 
After consideration of safety-related concerns and confidentiality needs related to the 
investigation, the Common Council President may issue a public summary of findings. 
 
The City will ensure compliance with Wisconsin’s Public Records Laws in release of any 
required documents, redacting such information as required by law. 
 
Retaliation: 
 
Threats, intimidation, or any other form of retaliation against a person who has made a 
complaint or provided information supporting a complaint are prohibited. An alder or appointed 
individual or any other entity responsible for Council events will take any reasonable and 
appropriate action to prevent and respond to retaliation per its applicable policy, regulations, and 
rules. 
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Elected and Appointed Official Code of Ethical Conduct 

The City of Madison and its elected and appointed officials (alders, mayor, and City 
board, commission, or committee members) share a commitment to ethical conduct and 
service to the city and its residents. In alignment with the City of Madison vision to be 
inclusive, innovative, and thriving, and its mission to provide the highest quality of 
service for our residents and visitors, City elected and appointed officials shall maintain 
the utmost standards of personal integrity, trustfulness, honesty, and fairness in carrying 
out their public duties, avoid any improprieties in their roles as public servants, comply 
with all applicable laws, and never use their position to bully, harass, or abuse others. 
This Code is designed to communicate the expectation that City elected and appointed 
officials shall treat City staff and each other with respect and courtesy at all times. This 
policy is intended to promote an inclusive and positive work environment and working 
relationships, and prevent unlawful discrimination.  

This policy applies to all elected and appointed City officials and applies to any conduct 
or interaction that occurs at the workplace and at any location or on any platform that can 
be reasonably regarded as an extension of the workplace, including but not limited to 
the use of a telephone, voicemail, text messages, video meeting, and/or any social 
media or online platforms. City staff members, including department and division heads, 
are governed by APM 3-5 and APM 2-33. 

City elected and appointed officials, in the performance of their duties, shall create and 
maintain a welcoming, respectful, and inclusive work environment and shall not engage 
in abusive, violent, bullying, harassing, discriminatory or other threatening or 
intimidating behavior or language. Harassment of or discrimination against any person 
on the basis of any City protected class* status or statuses is expressly prohibited. 

• Bullying is repeated, unwanted, aggressive physical or verbal behavior which 
hurts another individual, physically, mentally, or emotionally.  

• Harassment is repeated or egregious unwelcome, intimidating, hostile or 
offensive actions, words, jokes or comments based on any protected class status 
or statuses.  

• Discrimination is unfair treatment of an individual or members of a group based 
on their protected class status.  

Bullying, harassment, and discrimination are demeaning to others and undermine 
the integrity of relationships. In the event that these shared objectives are not met, effort 
shall be taken to notify the individuals of the substance of the issue so that they can 
resolve it. Self-correction or informal resolution between parties in a timely manner is strongly 
encouraged, with formal sanctions only as a rare and last option if informal 
communication and resolution is unsuccessful. Formal sanctions include formal censure 
by the Common Council or committee of one of its members, removal of a committee 
member from the body, or, in limited cases pursuant to Wis. Stat. § 17.001, removal of a 
Common Council member from office. Per state statute, alders and appointees to BCCs

Notes From BCCs: 
 
Board of Public Works: May 7, 2025 
 
Feedback: Question about referring to City Staff by their title because they do not typically know 
their titles. Communication with media is one thing but communication with the general public is 
another. Wasn’t sure how to handle the communication with the general public. Question about 
whether that is something that is in the BPW handbook or is it in the updated Code of Conduct? 
 
Response: Chair saying that he has directly responded to the person once previously but wasn’t 
sure if that was appropriate. 
 
Second Response: This situation isn’t directly addressed in the Code of Conduct, though it has a 
general approach that can be adopted. This is typically determined by practice or in the BCC 
handbook. 
 
Question: Asking for guidance about responding to the general public when they reach out to 
BPW members. 
 
Response: Committee staff would be best resource in this regard. Want to try and avoid Open 
Meetings violation.  
 
Follow up Question: Would responding to an email and copying everyone on it is an open 
meetings violation. 
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Response: Not in the City Attorney’s Office so doesn’t want to speak out of turn. Says it depends 
on the topic and what is in the email. Says that we are extra careful with alders and recommend 
caution. Offers to follow up on this. 
 
Question: Disseminating between public information and proprietary information. Is there 
something in the Updated Code of Conduct that defines one versus another? 
 
Response: No, not in this code. 
 
Question: Have we ever gotten to the point of censuring an alder on the Common Council? 
 
Response: Yes, December of 2024. 
 
Question: Big issue of illegal quorums when previously served on the Common Council. Does 
this talk about illegal quorums? 
 
Response: This code does not, though the Office of the City Attorney sends out information on 
this.  
 
Question: When addressing people with their title and last names, is this just staff or is it 
extended to people on the same body? References differences between Plan Commission and 
Transportation and wonders if that should be considered. Concerned that people do not always 
know what others’ titles are and may then resort to things like “Mr.” and “Ms.” and that can get 
tricky with assuming how people want to be addressed. Could people be encouraged to put that 
in their zoom name? 
 
Response: Emphasis on informal conflict resolution. Thinks this makes sense. On the other hand, 
maybe there should be language that reassures that it is okay to seek a more formalized 
assistance as well. 
 
Question: Is this a code or a policy? Says it is referred to both and wants some clarification to 
avoid confusion. 
 
Question: Is there a similar process for censuring a BCC member? 
 
Response: There are legal nuances but understanding is that the Council can remove someone 
from a Board for cause according to information in state law. The Mayor has different 
obligations and abilities as the Mayor can appoint and change that configuration. Not 
encountered a situation where we have been asked to see if a Board can remove a member 
themselves. Hunch that it would have some Mayor/Council involvement.

Unanimous approval, no notable feedback beyond thanking Karen for presenting and alders 
chiming in.

Then, the requirement that you refer to staff by their title or formal 
salutation, how does that work with respect to virtual meetings where we put full name and 
pronouns but not titles? Would we refer to someone as a Ms. or Mr., etc? 
 
Answer: Requires a little bit of homework to ensure people have everyone’s titles, etc. Some 
BCCs already call everyone Commissioner ___ or something similar. Could have first time 
referring to someone as using formal name and ensuing ones using informal. 
 
Response: Says they can learn to pronounce everyone’s last name and title. 
 
Response: Would be great if Commissioners can get a cheat sheet with everyone’s title and last 
name. Also generally thought this was a great reminder of the Code of Conduct. 
 
Response: Agree that having a list of potential speakers with their names and titles would be 
great. Will miss being informal but appreciates the intent behind it. 
 
Question: When will this be in effect?

Transportation Commission: June 25, 2025 
 
Pre-meeting emails:  
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(1) 
 
I spent quite a bit of time reviewing the materials on the Updated Elected and Appointed Official 
Code of Ethical Conduct.  I apologize for sending you these comments so close to the TC 
meeting, but I wasn’t aware of this item until Monday.  And to further complicate things, we lost 
power for several hours Monday night.  So, I am behind on a number of things.   
  
Much thought and work has gone into creating the updated Code, which is really appreciated.  
These are excellent reminders for members of the CC and members of BCCs.   
  
I often connect with staff on an item prior to the TC meeting, so I thought I would share some 
observations.  As background, I acquired my eye for detail in my job as a Senior Credit Officer 
and Risk Manager for a bank.  I used to draft policies, guidelines and procedures, and implement 
them as well.  I also reviewed complex legal documents for consistency and accuracy.  Many 
people find this attention to detail annoying – I hope you don’t! ������ I included sections from the 
updated Code for reference, to try and make it easier to follow.   
  
TC special rules allow the Chair to make comments after others have made their comments.  
However, I don’t plan on sharing all of this at TC – especially the technical comments.  
  
I plan to mention something shown on slide 2 of your deck: “BCC’s are required by resolution to 
put the code on their agenda annually for discussion.”   

• I had to search to find the resolution from 1/3/23 which includes the language: “BE IT 
FURTHER RESOLVED that each City Board, Commission, and Committee shall discuss 
the Code of Ethical Conduct as an item on its agenda annually.”  

• I believe it would be helpful to have this included in the Code.  It would make it easier 
for folks to find; and it would clearly set the expectations for BCCs in the Code.   

• Language something like “Each BCC shall discuss this policy as an item on its agenda 
annually” could be placed right after the section on p. 4 which reads: “Elected or 
appointed City officials, upon entering office or being appointed as a BCC member, shall 
be provided a copy of this policy and shall acknowledge receipt. Failure to acknowledge 
receipt does not exempt an individual from the requirements of this policy.”      

• Is the staff for each BCC supposed to be reminding us to discuss the Code at our BCC 
annually?  It’s really hard for BCC members to keep track of everything that goes 
through the Common Council.  I scan the Council agenda for each meeting, but I don’t 
catch everything.   

• I cannot recall TC having this Code on its agenda in 2023 or 2024. TC members may ask 
about this, as they may not recall having seen this on the agenda either.  At least we can 
count the 6/25/25 TC as the annual discussion for 2025. 
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• I plan to add the annual discussion of the Code to our TC Annual Work Plan, so TC has 
that reminder in place.     

  
In the third paragraph on p. 2, it indicates: “Council and BCC members should refer to staff by 
their title or formal salutation followed by the individual’s last name in public meetings when 
first introduced.”   

• TC members may comment on this. 
• We have a group of managers we work with often and know well – and I know their 

titles.  I am not certain if all TC members know their titles.   
• Some of the other staff that appear before us are better known by name and generally 

what they do, but often not by title.  Titles are included in the minutes, which we don’t 
see until the next meeting.    

• I would be happy to try and do this; however, I don’t always even know the names of 
presenters until they attend TC.  When they introduce themselves, they often give their 
name and their job function – but not their actual title.  And it can be hard to know how to 
properly pronounce some names, so I think people avoid it if they can. They figure it’s 
better to skip the name than make a mistake and and not get their name right.  

• I believe it’s very important to follow the rules.  However, in this case it would often not 
seem possible unless first facilitated by staff.  I just want to make you are aware that this 
would not be easy for us to do, except for the better known City staff with commonly 
known titles (like the City Attorney or Director of Transportation).  So, I see logistical 
issues with implementing this part of the proposed updated Code.   

  
In the first paragraph on p. 3 it says: “In an instance where a member of the public addressing the 
body strays from the topic under consideration, exceeds their allotted speaking time, or exhibits 
behavior or language a Council or BCC member finds inappropriate, they may call point of order 
and request the issue be addressed.”   

• I am firmly supportive of the last two, but I have not seen the need for the first: “strays 
from the topic under consideration.”   

• I and other TC members have always been flexible when listening to comments from the 
public.  This is also true of other BCCs on which I have served over the years.  

• TC has an item on each of our agendas for topics not on the current agenda.  Sometimes 
people get confused and they think what they are talking about is under a different agenda 
item – when it’s sort of related but not really the topic.  We just listen and take note of 
their comments.  Since the public could register under our item #1 – and speak to us 
regarding items not on the agenda – we try and stay flexible.    

• Registrants may stray a bit, but we figure it’s their 3 minutes and they must see how it 
relates to the topic.   

• As the Code points out, I think we should be very tolerant, since many residents are not 
very familiar with the process of speaking at the CC or at a BCC.   
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• There may be an excellent reason for including this in the policy, I just wanted to give 
you my experience.

• TC will be scheduling this annual discussion of the Code of Ethical Conduct by adding it 
to its Annual Work Plan. Updated Annual Work Plan has been prepared for review and 
approval at the next TC meeting. 
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• In addition, since new BCC members should become familiar with this Code, “Elected 
and Appointed Official Code of Ethical Conduct” is proposed for addition to the TC 
Handbook section on Orientation and Training for Transportation Commissioners.  
Updated TC Handbook has been prepared for review and approval at the next TC 
meeting.  We also plan to add a link to the Elected and Appointed Official Code of 
Ethical Conduct on the Member Training and Information page of the TC website.

Feedback at TC Meeting

Answer: This is the standing policy today. This serves as a training or discussion opportunity for 
each BCC to talk about things that may be relevant and refamiliarize. Currently don’t have a 
required training for BCC members so, in the meantime, this sort of serves the purpose of that. 
 
Response: Would like to see some sort of training around the Code of Conduct for BCC 
members. 
 
Feedback: Thinks an addition should be made that says that each BCC should discuss this policy 
as an item on the agenda in addition to getting it when you are appointed or elected. 
 
Equal Opportunities Commission: July 10, 2025 
 
Feedback at the EOC Meeting 
 
Feeback: How do we address each other on the Commission? EOC is much more informal than 
other BCCs. However, do like addressing staff by their formal title. Same with alders. Think the 
portion about media is important. Does not believe that EOC should discuss personnel issues so 
appreciates having this point outlined as well. One small issue is that the PDF refers to the 
protected classes and refers to the Affirmative Action ordinance, not the Equal Opportunities 
ordinance. This hyperlinks to a list of protected classes but does not include the full list of equal 
opportunities.  
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Feedback: Wants to wait to make a decision. Grateful for this effort and thinks it is a long time 
coming.  
 
Question: If we do refer this to the next meeting in August, would that prevent our input in the 
final Common Council consideration or review? 
 
Answer: It will not. Will be able to incorporate additional feedback at the next meeting. Would 
be happy to return in the case that they refer it.  
 
Question: Why is there a difference in the protected classes between Affirmative Action 
ordinance versus the EOC ordinance.  
 
Answer: Going to take a look and see. That is the current existing Code of Conduct. Will let the 
alders know that this is something they can consider (adding a second hyperlink). 
 
Feedback/Questions: Reporting chart is not clear. Wants more clarity in who they can report to. 
Should there be a form? What protections are there for the person reporting? [audio a bit unclear 
here, so I don’t think I got every comment] Again reiterates desire to refer it to next EOC. 
 
Answer: Helpful for notetaking purposes if you can refer to where you are discussing. Believe 
the reporting structure referenced above was from the current Code of Conduct. 
 
Feedback: Focused primarily on what proposals and what issues would impact EOC.  
 
Feedback: In the proposed one, want a stronger reporting structure. Will reach out directly to

Want this to live in a clear space on the City of Madison’s website 
 
Feedback before and after the EOC Meeting 
 
The Code refers to the AAO, but the footnote describes the protected classes. The AAO has only 
10 protected classes. Most of these classes cited in the Code are in the EOO, of which 3 are 
missing: 

• the fact that the person declines to disclose their social security number 
• status as a victim of domestic abuse, sexual assault, or stalking 
• receipt of rental assistance 

 
and of which 3 don't appear to be in the MGO anywhere: 

• use or nonuse of lawful products off the employer’s premises during non-work hours 
• HIV status, 
• military/veteran status, 

  
Which set of protected classes are we working with?  Does it agree with the MGO? 
  
Then there is editing of the document for clarity.  Would it be appropriate for me to suggest 
editing of the text?  Most of this involves using "appointed official" and "BCC member" 
interchangeably.

Censure – Complaint Process and Action by Common Council If the matter remains unresolved,

it'd be great to clarify which ordinance's protected classes are referred to in the Code document.  
The link on page 1, para 5 goes to the AAO, which does not agree with the list in the footnote on 
p. 4.  Maybe that link should go to the EOO. 
 
Economic Development Committee: July 16, 2025 
 
Feedback: Should hold vendors to the same code of conduct. Believes this is well written and 
makes sense for BCC members to sign it on a yearly basis to signal that they are aware of it and 
will abide by it.  
 
Question: Was there a critical incident that inspired this? 
 
Answer: Not on Council when initial piece was put together. Then in 2023 alders decided to 
create a team to update it, inspired by how Council members should treat and speak to each 
other. Then in 2024 there was a discussion about sexual harassment and prompted the 2024 edits. 
Then the new edits are not necessarily inspired by anything, as far as the alder can tell. 
 
Second Answer: While 99% of interactions have been positive, there had been negative 
interactions between elected officials and City staff that inspired the initial portion. 
 
Question: Was the draft itself using a template so that it followed a certain framework? Or was it 
a collected thoughts from a group of people? 
 
Answer: Understanding is that the original Code of Conduct was developed with help from City 
Attorney’s Office using references from other Wisconsin municipalities. Edits have also been 
inspired by other Wisconsin municipalities. 
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Feedback: No conduct related challenges observed in EDC meetings.  
 
Feedback: Second that. Though there can be times where power dynamics can emerge between 
alders, staff, BCC members, the public. Think prevention is always good. Believe this being an 
expectation is a good thing. 
 
Feedback: Important that this continues to be a living document and not necessarily defined by 
the most recent incident. Wants this to be a living document. 
 
Question: Will the Updated Code of Conduct be available publicly? That way people interested 
in becoming an elected official or appointed member of a BCC can see what is expected of them. 
 
Alcohol License Review Committee: July 16, 2025 
 
Feedback: Wants to see a reference towards derogatory statements regarding culture. Example of 
an alder saying “You people are always crying about something.” Appreciate everything else in 
the Updated Code of Conduct but would like to see that specific example included. Question the 
governing authority of CCEC rather than going to either Civil Rights for mediation or the Ethics 
Commission. Just food for thought on that. Appreciate the part about the media, but there needs 
to also be respect for constituents when talking to the media. 
 
Question: Question about referring to officials by their title and last name. How to avoid making 
assumptions about gender identity when you don’t know how to pronounce their last name or 
what their title is? 
 
Answer: This has been a common question. Think best thing to do is have committee staff help 
you with that. Staff should be able to reach out to relevant staff to know their title and how to 
pronounce their last name. After that, you are free to use their first names.  
 
Disability Rights Commission: July 24, 2025 
 
Feedback: Think it all seems pretty straightforward. Especially being welcoming to community 
members. Think DRC has set a high bar for that.  
 
Feedback: First amendment issue about not sharing your opinion with the media. 
 
Feedback: Want to give people more time to process this information. 
 
Police Civilian Oversight Board: August 20, 2025 
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Feedback: Appreciate the effort to codify this and feel like it is straightforward 
 
Disability Rights Commission: August 28, 2025 
 
Hope that this is a continuous process and want this document to be continually reflected upon. 
 
Appreciate the work that was done on it. 
 
Think it is pretty straightforward. 
 
Must uplift the vulnerability of being in this position while being disabled 
BCC Staff Feedback 
There is a lack of clarity regarding what actions will be taken if an official violates APM 3-5 or 
APM 2-33.  Will they be automatically removed? I think this should be clearly stated rather than 
left open for interpretation.   
 
“Council and BCC members should refer to staff by their title or formal salutation followed by 
the individual’s last name in public meetings when first introduced.” 

• I appreciate the intention here.  I also want to acknowledge that many City of Madison 
staff have long and complicated titles that are difficult to remember.  I would like to avoid 
a BCC member choosing not to introduce a city staff because they can’t remember their 
full title.   

• There are also a variety of different type of public meetings.  For ranging from formal 
presentations where this seems appropriate, to community events where staff may or may 
not be directly involved with the event.  I’m imagining, say attending Parks Alive or a 
Library event and a BCC member might introduce me as Rebecca who works for 
Department of Civil Rights or Rebecca who does Disability work for the City.  Would 
this be permissible?   

 
All employee performance issues shall be forwarded to the Mayor, the Human Resources 
Director or the employee’s Department/Division Head through professional, private 
correspondence or conversation. 

• Can this be re-ordered?  Department/Division Head, Human Resources, or the Mayor.  
Listing the Mayor first seems unduly influential.   

 
I would also like to see clarification regarding limiting requests of City staff during non-work 
hours.  I am connected with BCC members via social media and some have my personal cell.  
Occasionally, I receive inquiries or work-related requests outside of work hours.  I generally ask 
folks to email my city email so I can respond during the work week, but I would appreciate 
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clarifying that City staff are not expected to respond to work related requests during non-work 
hours and these should be limited to urgent maters only. 
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Elected and Appointed Official Code 
of Expected Conduct 

Proposed Revision, Govindarajan Alternate 

Purpose and Guiding Principles 
The City of Madison and its elected and appointed officials, including the mayor, alders, and 
members of City boards, commissions, and committees (“BCC”), share a fundamental 
responsibility to serve the community with integrity, respect, and accountability. Guided by 
the City’s vision of being inclusive, innovative, and thriving, and its mission to provide 
exceptional service to residents and visitors alike, officials are expected to uphold the 
highest standards of ethical behavior in all aspects of public service. 

The City’s democratic process depends on participation from individuals with diverse 
backgrounds, perspectives, and experiences. To sustain public confidence and ensure 
effective governance, City elected and appointed officials must conduct themselves with 
honesty, fairness, and civility, avoiding impropriety and refraining from any behavior that 
undermines trust in public service. 

Scope 
The Code of Expected Conduct applies to all elected and appointed City officials. It governs 
any conduct or interaction that occurs in the workplace or in any setting reasonably 
considered an extension of the workplace, including but not limited to communications via 
telephone, voicemail, text message, video conferencing, social media, or other online 
platforms. 

Standards of Expected Conduct 
City elected and appointed officials shall create and maintain a welcoming, respectful, and 
inclusive environment in the performance of their duties. They shall not engage in abusive, 
violent, bullying, harassing, discriminatory, or other threatening or intimidating behavior or 
language. 

● Bullying is repeated, unwanted, aggressive physical or verbal behavior which hurts 
another individual, physically, mentally, or emotionally 

● Harassment is repeated or egregious unwelcome, intimidating, hostile or offensive 
actions, words, jokes, or comments based on any city protected class status or 
statuses1. 

 
1 City protected classes: age, arrest record, citizenship status, color, conviction record, credit history, 
disability, domestic partners, familial status, gender identity, genetic identity, HIV status, 
homelessness, less than honorable discharge from military, marital status, military/veteran status, 
national origin/ancestry, non-religious, physical appearance, political beliefs, race, religion, sex, 
sexual orientation, source of income, student status, unemployment, use or non-use of lawful 
products off the employer’s premises during non-work hours 
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● Discrimination is unfair treatment of an individual or members of a group based 
on their protected class status. 

Bullying, harassment, and discrimination diminish public trust, damage relationships, and 
hinder effective governance. When concerns arise, individuals are encouraged to seek 
timely, respectful resolution. Informal resolution and self-correction should be pursued 
whenever possible; formal action may be taken when other approaches are unsuccessful. 

Conduct with City Staff 
The effective governance of the City depends on the collaboration between elected and 
appointed officials who set policy and the City staff who implement it. Mutual respect, 
professionalism, and clear communication are essential to this relationship. 

● City elected and appointed officials shall treat all staff as professionals and 
demonstrate respect for their expertise, experience, and contributions. 

● Communication should be clear, honest, and professional 
● Concerns about employee behavior or performance must be raised privately and 

professionally with the employee’s direct supervisor. If unresolved, concerns may 
be referred to the Human Resources Director. Personnel matters shall not be made 
public or gossiped about. 

Nothing in this section prohibits open discussion of City affairs by the Common Council or a 
BCC in a duly convened meeting. 

Conduct Toward Participants in Public Meetings 
Public participation is a cornerstone of democracy. Elected and appointed officials play a 
key role in fostering an environment where all individuals feel welcome to engage. 

● City elected and appointed officials shall treat members of the public with respect 
and attentiveness during public meetings. 

● Questions to speakers should be used to seek clarification or expand on information, 
not to demean or interrogate. 

● City elected and appointed officials should express appreciation for public input and 
ensure that meeting environments remain orderly and inclusive. 

● If a participant strays from the topic, exceeds allotted time, or uses inappropriate 
language, any Common Council or BCC member may request the issue be addressed 
using appropriate parliamentary procedures. 

Conduct with the Media and Press 
When speaking with the media, elected and appointed officials must: 

● Identify when they are speaking in their official role and avoid misrepresenting City 
actions or decisions.  

● When speaking in a personal capacity, officials should make clear that their views 
are their own and not those of the City, while ensuring such statements do not 
undermine public trust or create a perception of acting in an official capacity. This is 
to avoid misrepresentation, not limiting opinions of officials. 

● Avoid discussing personnel matters or the performance of individual staff members. 
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● Ensure statements do not misrepresent City policy or undermine public trust in City 
governance. 

 
Enforcement and Accountability 
Violations of this Code of Expected Conduct may result in formal sanctions, including: 

● Censure by the Common Council or a BCC. 
● Removal of a BCC member from their body by the appointing authority, or the 

Common Council for cause. 
● Removal from office of a Common Council member in accordance with Wis. Stat. § 

17.001 for cause (inefficiency, neglect of duty, official misconduct, or malfeasance in 
office). 

Points of Order During Meetings 
Violations occurring during a public meeting may be addressed by raising a point of order. 
The Chair shall rule on the point of order, subject to challenge and reversal by a majority of 
the members present. 

Communication and Reconciliation 
Outside of meetings, City elected and appointed officials who believe a violation has 
occurred should first attempt to resolve the matter privately and professionally. If 
unresolved, either party may seek assistance from the Common Council Chief of Staff or 
appropriate City personnel for mediation. 

Complaint and Censure Process 
If informal efforts fail, a sworn written complaint may be filed with the City Clerk. 
Complaints will be reviewed by the Department of Civil Rights and Human Resources, which 
may provide recommendations to the Common Council President, Common Council Vice 
President and the Mayor.  

Any alder or BCC member may draft and introduce a censure resolution on the agenda, 
however such a resolution must be sponsored by at least two members for a vote to be in 
order. Adoption of a censure requires a majority vote of all Common Council or BCC 
members. 

Implementation 
All elected and appointed City officials will receive the Code of Expected Conduct upon 
taking office and must acknowledge its receipt. Lack of acknowledgment does not exempt 
an official from its requirements. Anytime the Code of Expected Conduct is amended, the 
updated version shall be emailed to all city elected and appointed officials. 

The City will provide ongoing training and resources to support compliance with the Code 
of Expected Conduct and to promote an inclusive, respectful, and effective City government. 

Officials are also subject to the City’s Code of Ethics (MGO 3.35), which governs conflicts of 
interest, use of public office, political activity, and the acceptance of gifts or favors. 
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Appendix A – Sexual Harassment Complaints 
If a person has experienced or witnessed sexual harassment by an alder or member of a City 
boards, commissions or committees while such official is on City business, whether on or off 
City premises, including at City-sponsored events or other events which the alder or 
appointed individual attends in their official capacity, the common Council encourages the 
following steps: 

● If the person feels comfortable and safe, the person can address the matter 
informally with the alder or appointed individual. 

● The person can report the matter to another alder; the alder will connect the person 
with the Common Council Chief of Staff. 

● The person can contact the Common Council Chief of Staff; the Chief of Staff will 
connect the person with the appropriate personnel to report their claim. 

Prohibited Conduct Examples 
Examples of actions that could constitute sexual harassment include, but are not limited to: 

● Preferential treatment in return for submitting to or engaging in sexual conduct 
● Making derogatory or demeaning comments about someone’s sexual orientation or 

gender identity (including but not limited to consistently misgendering an 
individual) 

● Name-calling or using slurs with a gender/sexual connotation 
● Making sexual comments about appearance, clothing or body parts 
● Rating a person’s sexuality 
● Asking for sex or sexual conduct 
● Asking a person for dates in a coercive manner, or repeatedly asking for a date after 

having been turned down 
● Staring in a sexually suggestive manner 
● Unwelcome touching, including pinching, patting, rubbing, or purposefully brushing 

up against a person, making inappropriate sexual gestures 
● Unwelcome sharing of sexual or lewd anecdotes or jokes 
● Unwelcome sending of sexually suggestive communications in any format 
● Sharing or displaying sexually inappropriate images or videos in any format not 

necessary for work purposes 
● Attempted or actual sexual assault 

Reporting and Investigation 
A person who feels that they have been harassed by an alder or an appointed individual 
while acting in their official capacity may report the matter to the organizer of the event or 
relevant meeting authority or the Common Council Office Chief of Staff. The organizer of the 
event or the meeting authority will be expected to take appropriate action by its applicable 
policies, regulations, and rules and shall notify the Common Council Office Chief of Staff. 

Examples of appropriate action may include, but are not limited to: 
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● Requesting the perpetrator to stop the offending behavior immediately 
● Conveying the complaint to the Common Council Office Chief of Staff 

The Common Council Office Chief of Staff will connect the individual reporting the conduct 
with the Department of Civil Rights, Human Resources, and the City Attorney. After talking 
to the complainant and, if different, the person who was the alleged subject of the sexual 
harassment, the Department of Civil Rights, the Human Resources Department, and the City 
Attorney will decide if an investigation or referral to any other agency is needed. Any action 
taken as a result of an investigation shall be under the applicable Federal, State or City law 
or applicable City procedure. 

Debriefing 
If the Department of Civil Rights, Human Resources, and the City Attorney complete an 
investigation upon completion of their investigation they shall debrief the complainant, the 
respondent, the Common Council President and the Common Council Office Chief of Staff on 
the findings of the investigation. 

Release of Summary of Findings or Related Documents 
After consideration of safety-related concerns and confidentiality needs related to the 
investigation, the Common Council President may issue a public summary of findings. 

The City will ensure compliance with Wisconsin’s Public Records Laws in release of any 
required documents, redacting such information as required by law. 

Retaliation 
Threats, intimidation, or any other form of retaliation against a person who has made a 
complaint or provided information supporting a complaint are prohibited. An alder or 
appointed individual or any other entity responsible for Common Council events will take 
any reasonable and appropriate action to prevent and respond to retaliation per its 
applicable policy, regulations, and rules.

Hello,

My name is Travis Austin. I’m a Master of Public Affairs student at UW-Madison and a member
of the City of Madison Ethics Board. The views I’m expressing here are my own and not an
official position of the City Ethics Board. I was registered to speak earlier this week on Legistar
file 87483 - Adopting the Updated Elected and Appointed Official Code of Ethical
Conduct; however, the CCEC decided to re-refer the item due to a lack of time before the
Common Council meeting that was starting at 6:30. I wanted to provide what I would have
been my comments in person had that item been discussed:

I wanted to state my support for the Govindarajan Alternate that is being
proposed for discussion. The structure and wording of the Alternate best help
to clarify a distinction between MGO 3.35 and the Code of Conduct. When I
initially read the first proposed update, there was still some confusion on how
to draw a distinction between the Code of Conduct and MGO 3.35. I am also
wholly in support of the changes that are proposed to capture and clearly
define more forms of conduct than what is currently present in the Code of
Conduct.

This confusion was present earlier this year, when former Alder Myadze filed
ethics complaints that contained many allegations that did not appear to fall
under MGO 3.35, but likely the code of conduct. While Alder Myadze chose to
withdraw his complaints at the jurisdictional meeting, there was one aspect of
the complaints that, had we gotten to a discussion of jurisdiction, I might have
been inclined to take up. Improper use of the official City Blog was one
allegation that I likely would have voted to give jurisdiction for, as it is a
resource that is not available to the general public. If an alder were to request
an advisory opinion from the Ethics Board, I would welcome that consideration
and discussion of the proper use of that resource. I would also welcome the
chance for the Ethics Board to give feedback on the Code of Conduct at our
next meeting. The Ethics Board has a meeting scheduled for late October.

When it comes to the enforcement of the Code of Conduct, I would like to
suggest an alternative enforcement mechanism for your consideration. Under
its current structure, the Common Council Executive Committee hears
complaints that cannot be resolved by other means. Currently, the Ethics
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Board meets very infrequently to address MGO 3.35 complaints, and the
likelihood that a complaint under the Code of Conduct would require a
hearing is also fairly low. Violations of the Code of Conduct that require a
hearing could be tense, heated, or controversial. It could be effective to seek
guidance and recommendations from an outside body like the Ethics Board,
rather than the Common Council Executive Committee holding a hearing. The
Ethics Board is more insulated from political tensions and could make its
considerations insulated from those tensions. It is also just as valid to keep
the jurisdiction of the Ethics Board narrow, only dealing with financial conflicts
and conflicts of interest, so the Ethics Board can maintain select expertise on
those types of violations. The decision on which method of enforcement is the
best course of action will be up to you; each has pros and cons that should be
weighed and considered.

I welcome any discussion Alders might wish to have regarding either the Code of Conduct or an
advisory opinion regarding the use of the City Blog.

WHEREAS, the City of Madison’s vision is Inclusive, Innovative, and Thriving; and,

WHEREAS, the City of Madison is committed to equity, diversity, inclusion, equal employment 

and participatory government for all; and,
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WHEREAS, the goal of our policy is for City work and meeting environments to be inclusive, 

equitable, and free of harassment, discrimination, and retaliation; and,

  

WHEREAS, we expect all members of the Common Council, the Mayor, and members of City 

Boards, Commissions, and Committees to treat their colleagues, City employees and members 

of the public in a welcoming, inclusive, fair, respectful, and equitable manner; and,

WHEREAS, in 2023, the Common Council passed RES-23-0000 adopting the Elected and 

Appointed Official Code of Ethical Conduct; and,

WHEREAS, in 2024, the Common Council passed RES-24-00450 adopting the Sexual 

Harassment Appendix to the Elected and Appointed Official Code of Ethical Conduct; and,  

WHEREAS, the Updated Elected and Appointed Official Code of Ethical Conduct includes 

additional guidance on expected interactions between officials and members of the public, City 

staff, and the media; and,

WHEREAS, the Updated Elected and Appointed Official Code of Ethical Conduct also includes 

the procedure for censure of an alder for violation of the Code;

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Madison Common Council adopts the 

Updated Elected and Appointed Official Code of Ethical Conduct.
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Elected and Appointed Official Code 
of Conduct 

Purpose and Guiding Principles 
The City of Madison and its elected and appointed officials, including the mayor, alders, 
and members of City boards, commissions, and committees (“BCCs”), share a 
fundamental responsibility to serve the community with integrity, dignity, and 
accountability. Guided by the City’s vision of being inclusive, innovative, and thriving, 
and its mission to provide exceptional service to residents and visitors alike, officials are 
expected to uphold the highest standards of ethical behavior in all aspects of public 
service. 

The City’s democratic process depends on participation from individuals with diverse 
backgrounds, perspectives, and experiences. To sustain public confidence and ensure 
effective governance, City elected and appointed officials must conduct themselves with 
honesty, fairness, and civility, while avoiding impropriety and refraining from any 
behavior that undermines trust in public service. 
 

Scope 
The Code of Conduct applies to all elected and appointed City officials. It governs any 
conduct or interaction that occurs while the official is doing City business, whether on or 
off City premises, including at City-sponsored events or other events which the alder or 
BCC member attends in their official capacity. It governs any conduct in the workplace or 
in any setting reasonably considered an extension of the workplace, including but not 
limited to communications via telephone, voicemail, text message, video conferencing, 
social media, or other online platforms.  
 

Implementation 
All elected and appointed City officials will receive the Code of Conduct upon taking 
office and sign to acknowledge its receipt. Lack of signature does not exempt an official 
from its requirements. Any time the Code of Conduct is amended, the updated version 
shall be emailed to all City elected and appointed officials. 

The City will provide ongoing training and resources to support compliance with the 
Code of Conduct and to promote an inclusive and effective City government. 
 

Standards of Expected Conduct 
City elected and appointed officials shall create and maintain a welcoming, courteous 
and inclusive environment in the performance of their duties. They shall not engage in 
abusive, violent, bullying, harassing, discriminatory, or other threatening or intimidating 
behavior or language. 

● Bullying is repeated, unwanted, aggressive physical or verbal behavior which 
hurts another individual, physically, mentally, or emotionally. 

● Harassment is repeated or egregious unwelcome, intimidating, hostile or 
offensive actions, words, jokes, or comments based on any City protected class 
status or statuses referenced in the Madison General Ordinances or 
Administrative Procedure Memorandum (APM) 3-5.  
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● Discrimination is unfair treatment of an individual or members of a group based 
on their protected City protected class status or statuses as referenced in the 
Madison General Ordinances or Administrative Procedure Memorandum (APM) 
3-5.  
 

Bullying, harassment, and discrimination diminish public trust, damage relationships, and 
hinder effective governance.  

Conduct Toward City Staff 
Effective governance of the City depends on the collaboration between the elected and 
appointed officials who set policy and the City staff who implement it. Mutual respect, 
professionalism, and clear communication are essential to this relationship. 

● City elected and appointed officials shall treat all staff as professionals with 
valuable expertise, experience, and contributions. 

● Communication should be clear, honest, and measured. 
● Concerns about staff behavior or performance must be raised privately and 

professionally with the staff member’s direct supervisor. If unresolved, concerns 
may be referred to the relevant agency director or the Human Resources 
Director. Personnel matters shall not be discussed in public forums. 

Nothing in this section prohibits discussion of City affairs by the Common Council or a 
BCC in a duly-convened meeting. 

Conduct Toward Participants in Public Meetings 
Public participation is a cornerstone of democracy. Elected and appointed officials play a 
key role in fostering an environment where all individuals feel welcome to engage. 

● City elected and appointed officials shall treat members of the public with 
attentiveness during public meetings. 

● Questions to members of the public should be used to seek clarification or 
expand on information, not to demean or interrogate. 

● City elected and appointed officials should express appreciation for public input 
and ensure that meeting environments remain orderly and inclusive. 

● If a participant strays from the topic, exceeds allotted time, or uses inappropriate 
language, any Common Council or BCC member may request the issue be 
addressed using appropriate parliamentary procedures. 

Points of Order During Meetings 
Violations occurring during a public meeting may be addressed by raising a point of 
order. The Chair shall rule on the point of order, subject to challenge and reversal by a 
majority of the members present. 

Conduct Toward the Media and Press 
When speaking with the media, elected and appointed officials must ensure statements 
do not misrepresent City policy or undermine public trust in City governance. 

● Identify when they are speaking in their official role and avoid misrepresenting 
City actions or decisions.  

● When speaking in a personal capacity, officials should make clear that their 
views are their own and not those of the City, while ensuring such statements do 
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not undermine public trust or create a perception of acting in an official capacity. 
This is to avoid misrepresentation, not limiting opinions of officials. 

● Avoid discussing personnel matters or the performance of individual staff 
members with the media or press. 
 

Sexual Harassment Complaints 
If a person experiences or witnesses sexual harassment by an alder or member of a City 
BCC while such official is on City business, whether on or off City premises, including at 
City-sponsored events or other events which the alder or appointed individual attends in 
their official capacity, the Common Council encourages the following steps: 

● If the person feels comfortable and safe, the person can address the matter 
informally with the alder or appointed individual. 

● The person can report the matter to another alder; the alder will connect the 
person with the Common Council Chief of Staff, who will then connect the person 
with the appropriate personnel to file the complaint. 

● The person can contact the Common Council Chief of Staff; the Chief of Staff will 
connect the person with the appropriate personnel to report their claim. 

Prohibited Conduct Examples 
Examples of actions that could constitute sexual harassment include, but are not limited 
to: 

● Preferential treatment in return for submitting to or engaging in sexual conduct 
● Making derogatory or demeaning comments about someone’s sexual orientation 

or gender identity (including but not limited to consistently misgendering an 
individual) 

● Name-calling or using slurs with a gender/sexual connotation 
● Making sexual comments about appearance, clothing or body parts 
● Rating a person’s sexuality 
● Asking for sex or sexual conduct 
● Asking a person for dates in a coercive manner, or repeatedly asking for a date 

after having been turned down 
● Staring in a sexually suggestive manner 
● Unwelcome touching, including pinching, patting, rubbing, or purposefully 

brushing up against a person, making inappropriate sexual gestures 
● Unwelcome sharing of sexual or lewd anecdotes or jokes 
● Unwelcome sending of sexually suggestive communications in any format 
● Sharing or displaying sexually inappropriate images or videos in any format not 

necessary for work purposes 
● Attempted or actual sexual assault 

 
Enforcement and Accountability 

Communication, Informal Resolution and Reconciliation 
When concerns arise, individuals are encouraged to seek timely and collegial resolution. 
Informal resolution and self-correction should be pursued whenever possible; formal 
action may be taken when other approaches are unsuccessful or inappropriate.  
 
City elected and appointed officials who believe a violation has occurred should first 
attempt to resolve the matter privately and professionally. If unresolved, either party may 
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seek assistance from the Common Council Chief of Staff or other appropriate City 
personnel to connect them with available resources or options for next steps. 
 

Formal Sanctions 
Violations of the Elected and Appointed Official Code of Conduct may result in formal 
sanctions, including: 

● Censure by the Common Council or a BCC. 
● Removal of a BCC member from their body by the appointing authority, or by 

the Common Council for cause. 
● Removal from office of a Common Council member in accordance with Wis. 

Stat. § 17.001 for cause (inefficiency, neglect of duty, official misconduct, or 
malfeasance in office). 

Censure Process 
Any alder may draft and introduce a censure resolution regarding a Code of Conduct 
violation on the Common Council agenda, however such a resolution must be sponsored 
by at least two members for a vote to be in order. Adoption of a censure for a Code of 
Conduct violation requires a majority vote of the Common Council.  

BCC members may censure a member of their body by making a motion to censure that 
individual. Such motion may be accompanied by a censure statement in a form 
equivalent to a Council resolution which, if passed, would be attached to the BCC 
minutes. If the motion receives a second, the BCC then votes on the motion. In this case 
as well, adoption of a motion to censure an individual requires a majority vote of the 
BCC members.   
 

Complaint Reporting and Investigation 
A person who feels that the Code of Conduct has been violated by an alder or an 
appointed individual while acting in their official capacity, and who has attempted 
informal resolution without success or determined that informal resolution is not 
appropriate, may report the matter to the organizer of the event or relevant meeting 
authority or the Common Council Chief of Staff. The organizer of the event or the 
meeting authority will be expected to take appropriate action by its applicable policies, 
regulations, and rules and shall notify the Common Council Chief of Staff. 

Examples of appropriate action may include, but are not limited to: 
● Requesting that the perpetrator stop the offending behavior immediately 
● Indicating the behavior is unwelcome 
● Conveying a complaint to the Common Council Chief of Staff 

The Common Council Chief of Staff will connect the individual reporting the conduct with 
appropriate personnel in the Department of Civil Rights, Human Resources Department, 
and the City Attorney’s Office. After talking to the complainant and, if different, the 
person who was the alleged subject of the Code of Conduct violation, the Department of 
Civil Rights, the Human Resources Department, and the City Attorney will decide if an 
internal investigation or referral to an outside investigator is needed. Any action taken as 
a result of an investigation shall be under the applicable Federal, State or City law or 
applicable City procedure. 

Debriefing 
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Upon completion of the investigation, and, in the case of an outside investigation, after 
being briefed by the outside counsel, the Department of Civil Rights, Human Resources, 
and the City Attorney shall debrief the complainant, the respondent, the Common 
Council President and the Common Council Chief of Staff on the findings of the 
investigation. 

Release of Summary of Findings or Related Documents 
After consideration of safety-related concerns and confidentiality needs related to the 
investigation, the Common Council President may issue a public summary of findings. 

The City will ensure compliance with Wisconsin’s Public Records Laws in release of any 
required documents, redacting such information as required by law. 
 

Retaliation Prohibited 
Threats, intimidation, or any other form of retaliation against a person who has made a 
complaint or provided information supporting a complaint are prohibited. An alder or 
appointed individual or any other entity responsible for Common Council or BCC events 
will take any reasonable and appropriate action to prevent and respond to retaliation per 
its applicable policy, regulations, and rules.

WHEREAS, the City of Madison’s vision is Inclusive, Innovative, and Thriving; and,

WHEREAS, the City of Madison is committed to equity, diversity, inclusion, equal employment 

and participatory government for all; and,

 

WHEREAS, the goal of our policy is for City work and meeting environments to be inclusive, 

equitable, and free of harassment, discrimination, and retaliation; and,

  

WHEREAS, we expect all members of the Common Council, the Mayor, and members of City 

Boards, Commissions, and Committees to treat their colleagues, City employees and members 

of the public in a welcoming, inclusive, fair, respectful, and equitable manner; and,

WHEREAS, in 2023, the Common Council passed RES-23-0000 adopting the Elected and 

Appointed Official Code of Ethical Conduct; and,

WHEREAS, in 2024, the Common Council passed RES-24-00450 adopting the Sexual 

Harassment Appendix to the Elected and Appointed Official Code of Ethical Conduct; and,  

WHEREAS, the Updated Elected and Appointed Official Code of Ethical Conduct includes 

additional guidance on expected interactions between officials and members of the public, City 

staff, and the media; and,

WHEREAS, the Updated Elected and Appointed Official Code of Ethical Conduct also includes 

the procedure for censure of an alder for violation of the Code;

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Madison Common Council adopts the 

Updated Elected and Appointed Official Code of Ethical Conduct.
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Elected and Appointed Official Code 
of Conduct 

Purpose and Guiding Principles 
The City of Madison and its elected and appointed officials, including the mayor, alders, 
and members of City boards, commissions, and committees (“BCCs”), share a 
fundamental responsibility to serve the community with integrity, dignity, and 
accountability. Guided by the City’s vision of being inclusive, innovative, and thriving, 
and its mission to provide exceptional service to residents and visitors alike, officials are 
expected to uphold the highest standards of ethical behavior in all aspects of public 
service. 

The City’s democratic process depends on participation from individuals with diverse 
backgrounds, perspectives, and experiences. To sustain public confidence and ensure 
effective governance, City elected and appointed officials must conduct themselves with 
honesty, fairness, and civility, while avoiding impropriety and refraining from any 
behavior that undermines trust in public service. 
 
Scope 
The Code of Conduct applies to all elected and appointed City officials. It governs any 
conduct or interaction that occurs while the official is doing City business, whether on or 
off City premises, including at City-sponsored events or other events which the alder or 
BCC member attends in their official capacity. It governs any conduct in the workplace or 
in any setting reasonably considered an extension of the workplace, including but not 
limited to communications via telephone, voicemail, text message, video conferencing, 
social media, or other online platforms.  
 
Implementation 
All elected and appointed City officials will receive the Code of Conduct upon taking 
office and sign to acknowledge its receipt. Lack of signature does not exempt an official 
from its requirements. Any time the Code of Conduct is amended, the updated version 
shall be emailed to all City elected and appointed officials. 

The City will provide ongoing training and resources to support compliance with the 
Code of Conduct and to promote an inclusive and effective City government. 
 
Standards of Expected Conduct 
City elected and appointed officials shall create and maintain a welcoming, courteous 
and inclusive environment in the performance of their duties. They shall not engage in 
abusive, violent, bullying, harassing, discriminatory, or other threatening or intimidating 
behavior or language. 

● Bullying is repeated, unwanted, aggressive physical or verbal behavior which 
hurts another individual, physically, mentally, or emotionally. 

● Harassment is repeated or egregious unwelcome, intimidating, hostile or 
offensive actions, words, jokes, or comments based on any City protected class 
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status or statuses referenced in the Madison General Ordinances or 
Administrative Procedure Memorandum (APM) 3-5.  

● Discrimination is unfair treatment of an individual or members of a group based 
on their protected City protected class status or statuses as referenced in the 
Madison General Ordinances or Administrative Procedure Memorandum (APM) 
3-5.  
 

Bullying, harassment, and discrimination diminish public trust, damage relationships, and 
hinder effective governance.  

Conduct Toward City Staff 
Effective governance of the City depends on the collaboration between the elected and 
appointed officials who set policy and the City staff who implement it. Mutual respect, 
professionalism, and clear communication are essential to this relationship. 

● City elected and appointed officials shall treat all staff as professionals with 
valuable expertise, experience, and contributions. 

● Communication should be clear, honest, and measured. 
● Concerns about staff behavior or performance must be raised privately and 

professionally with the staff member’s direct supervisor. If unresolved, concerns 
may be referred to the relevant agency director or the Human Resources 
Director. Personnel matters shall not be discussed in public forums. 

Nothing in this section prohibits discussion of City affairs by the Common Council or a 
BCC in a duly-convened meeting. 

Conduct Toward Participants in Public Meetings 
Public participation is a cornerstone of democracy. Elected and appointed officials play a 
key role in fostering an environment where all individuals feel welcome to engage. 

● City elected and appointed officials shall treat members of the public with 
attentiveness during public meetings. 

● Questions to members of the public should be used to seek clarification or 
expand on information, not to demean or interrogate. 

● City elected and appointed officials should express appreciation for public input 
and ensure that meeting environments remain orderly and inclusive. 

● If a participant strays from the topic, exceeds allotted time, or uses inappropriate 
language, any Common Council or BCC member may request the issue be 
addressed using appropriate parliamentary procedures. 

Points of Order During Meetings 
Violations occurring during a public meeting may be addressed by raising a point of 
order. The Chair shall rule on the point of order, subject to challenge and reversal by a 
majority of the members present. 

Conduct Toward the Media and Press 
When speaking with the media, elected and appointed officials must ensure statements 
do not misrepresent City policy or undermine public trust in City governance. 

● Identify when they are speaking in their official role and avoid misrepresenting 
City actions or decisions.  
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● When speaking in a personal capacity, officials should make clear that their 
views are their own and not those of the City, while ensuring such statements do 
not undermine public trust or create a perception of acting in an official capacity. 
This is to avoid misrepresentation, not limiting opinions or statements of officials. 

● Avoid discussing personnel matters or the performance of individual staff 
members with the media or press. 
 

Sexual Harassment Complaints 
If a person experiences or witnesses sexual harassment by an alder or member of a City 
BCC while such official is on City business, whether on or off City premises, including at 
City-sponsored events or other events which the alder or appointed individual attends in 
their official capacity, the Common Council encourages the following steps: 

● If the person feels comfortable and safe, the person can address the matter 
informally with the alder or appointed individual. 

● The person can report the matter to another alder; the alder will connect the 
person with the Common Council Chief of Staff, who will then connect the person 
with the appropriate personnel to file the complaint. 

● The person can contact the Common Council Chief of Staff; the Chief of Staff will 
connect the person with the appropriate personnel to report their claim. 

Prohibited Conduct Examples 
Examples of actions that could constitute sexual harassment include, but are not limited 
to: 

● Preferential treatment in return for submitting to or engaging in sexual conduct 
● Making derogatory or demeaning comments about someone’s sexual orientation 

or gender identity (including but not limited to consistently misgendering an 
individual) 

● Name-calling or using slurs with a gender/sexual connotation 
● Making sexual comments about appearance, clothing or body parts 
● Rating a person’s sexuality 
● Asking for sex or sexual conduct 
● Asking a person for dates in a coercive manner, or repeatedly asking for a date 

after having been turned down 
● Staring in a sexually suggestive manner 
● Unwelcome touching, including pinching, patting, rubbing, or purposefully 

brushing up against a person, making inappropriate sexual gestures 
● Unwelcome sharing of sexual or lewd anecdotes or jokes 
● Unwelcome sending of sexually suggestive communications in any format 
● Sharing or displaying sexually inappropriate images or videos in any format not 

necessary for work purposes 
● Attempted or actual sexual assault 

 
Enforcement and Accountability 

Communication, Informal Resolution and Reconciliation 
When concerns arise, individuals are encouraged to seek timely and collegial resolution. 
Informal resolution and self-correction should be pursued whenever possible; formal 
action may be taken when other approaches are unsuccessful or inappropriate.  
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City elected and appointed officials who believe a violation has occurred should first 
attempt to resolve the matter privately and professionally. If unresolved, either party may 
seek assistance from the Common Council Chief of Staff or other appropriate City 
personnel to connect them with available resources or options for next steps. 
 
Formal Sanctions 
Violations of the Elected and Appointed Official Code of Conduct may result in formal 
sanctions, including: 

● Censure by the Common Council or a BCC. 
● Removal of a BCC member from their body by the appointing authority, or by 

the Common Council for cause. 
● Removal from office of a Common Council member in accordance with Wis. 

Stat. § 17.001 for cause (inefficiency, neglect of duty, official misconduct, or 
malfeasance in office). 

Censure Process 
Any alder may draft and introduce a censure resolution regarding a Code of Conduct 
violation on the Common Council agenda, however such a resolution must be sponsored 
by at least two members for a vote to be in order. Adoption of a censure for a Code of 
Conduct violation requires a majority vote of the Common Council.  

BCC members may censure a member of their body by making a motion to censure that 
individual. Such motion may be accompanied by a censure statement in a form 
equivalent to a Council resolution which, if passed, would be attached to the BCC 
minutes. If the motion receives a second, the BCC then votes on the motion. In this case 
as well, adoption of a motion to censure an individual requires a majority vote of the 
BCC members.   
 
Complaint Reporting and Investigation 
A person who feels that the Code of Conduct has been violated by an alder or an 
appointed individual while acting in their official capacity, and who has attempted 
informal resolution without success or determined that informal resolution is not 
appropriate, may report the matter to the organizer of the event or relevant meeting 
authority or the Common Council Chief of Staff. The organizer of the event or the 
meeting authority will be expected to take appropriate action by its applicable policies, 
regulations, and rules and shall notify the Common Council Chief of Staff. 

Examples of appropriate action may include, but are not limited to: 
● Requesting that the perpetrator stop the offending behavior immediately 
● Indicating the behavior is unwelcome 
● Conveying a complaint to the Common Council Chief of Staff 

The Common Council Chief of Staff will connect the individual reporting the conduct with 
appropriate personnel in the Department of Civil Rights, Human Resources Department, 
and the City Attorney’s Office. After talking to the complainant and, if different, the 
person who was the alleged subject of the Code of Conduct violation, the Department of 
Civil Rights, the Human Resources Department, and the City Attorney will decide if an 
internal investigation or referral to an outside investigator is needed. Any action taken as 
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a result of an investigation shall be under the applicable Federal, State or City law or 
applicable City procedure. 

Debriefing 
Upon completion of the investigation, and, in the case of an outside investigation, after 
being briefed by the outside counsel, the Department of Civil Rights, Human Resources, 
and the City Attorney shall debrief the complainant, the respondent, the Common 
Council President and the Common Council Chief of Staff on the findings of the 
investigation. 

Release of Summary of Findings or Related Documents 
After consideration of safety-related concerns and confidentiality needs related to the 
investigation, the Common Council President may issue a public summary of findings. 

The City will ensure compliance with Wisconsin’s Public Records Laws in release of any 
required documents, redacting such information as required by law. 
 
Retaliation Prohibited 
Threats, intimidation, or any other form of retaliation against a person who has made a 
complaint or provided information supporting a complaint are prohibited. An alder or 
appointed individual or any other entity responsible for Common Council or BCC events 
will take any reasonable and appropriate action to prevent and respond to retaliation per 
its applicable policy, regulations, and rules.

Body

WHEREAS on April 10, 2018, the Common Council adopted Resolution 18-00303 (ID 50229) 

conditionally approving the preliminary plat and final plat of South Addition to Birchwood Point 

on land generally addressed as 10202-10304 Valley View Road to create 130 lots single-family 

detached residences, 45 two-family twin-homes on 90 lots, two outlots for public parkland, 

three outlots to be dedicated to the public for stormwater management, five outlots to be 

reserved for future development, and two outlots for private open space; and

WHEREAS the subdivision approval required a section of right of way for Watts Road to be 

acquired from a residential and agricultural property located in the Town of Middleton, 

hereinafter known as the May property, to ensure that the subdivision and development on 

surrounding properties would have adequate access for public safety and service providers 

until the May property develops; and

WHEREAS the subdivision approval also required that a section of right of way also be 

acquired from the May property for the purposes of connecting Sugar Maple Lane across the 

southwestern corner of the May property to allow connection of that north-south collector street; 

and

WHEREAS following a recommendation by the Board of Public Works on May 16, 2018, the 

Common Council adopted Resolution 18-000429 (ID 51615) on June 5, 2018 to approve the 

plans and specifications for surface paving required to serve the subdivision known as 

Birchwood Point South and authorizing construction to be undertaken by the developer, 

Veridian Homes, under Private Contract No. 8197, said subdivision improvement phase 

including the section of Watts Road located on the May property in the Town; and

WHEREAS the final plat of South Addition to Birchwood Point was recorded on September 5, 

2018 as Document No. 5439003; and

WHEREAS the City of Madison acquired the two subject parcels by Warranty Deed recorded at 

the Dane County Register of Deeds as Document No. 5502800 on July 9, 2019, said parcels 

identified as 038/0708-294-9523-0 and 038/0708-283-8617-0; and

WHEREAS the City endeavors to annex or attach properties it owns into its corporate limits 

whenever practical; and

WHEREAS following attachment, the two parcels will be shown as public street right of way on 

the Official Map and in adopted plans;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and the City Clerk are authorized to 

execute attachment petitions and all documents related thereto to cause the two parcels 

totaling approximately 22,050 square feet (0.5 acres) to be attached to the City from the Town 

of Middleton.

WHEREAS, Wisconsin State Statute 66.1109, often referred to as the "BID Law," authorizes 

cities to create Business Improvement Districts "to allow businesses within those districts to 

develop, to manage, and to promote the districts and to establish an assessment method to 

fund these activities;" and,

WHEREAS, under 1999 Wisconsin State Statute 66.608, the City of Madison on December 7, 

1999 created Madison Business Improvement District #1, known as Madison’s Central 

Business Improvement District, and adopted its initial operating plan; and,

WHEREAS, Madison’s Central Business Improvement District (BID) is governed by a Board of 

Directors, who are appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by the Common Council; and,

WHEREAS, the State enabling legislation requires that the Board of Directors of the BID 

annually consider changes to its operating plan and submit a revised operating plan to the local 

legislative body for approval. The BID Operating Plan contains a sunset clause requiring 

affirmative renewal of the District by property owner vote every 5 years. Madison’s Central 

Business Improvement District was last renewed in 2024 for a 2025-2029 term; and,

WHEREAS, Madison’s Central Business Improvement District Board of Directors convened an 

annual meeting of property owners and businesses on October 2, 2025 to review the District's 

accomplishments and to obtain input for the development of its 2026 Operating Plan and 

budget; and,

WHEREAS, Madison’s Central Business Improvement District Board of Directors adopted the 

2026 Operating Plan on October 2, 2025; and,

WHEREAS, the 2026 Operating Plan anticipates expenditures of $654,150 funded with a BID 

assessment of $350,950.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the 2026 Operating Plan for Madison’s Central 

Business Improvement District is approved.

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OPERATING PLAN FOR CALENDAR YEAR 2026 
BUSINESS IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT NO. 1 
OF THE CITY OF MADISON, WISCONSIN 
 
I.  INTRODUCTION 
 
Under Wisconsin Statute Section 66.1109, (the “BID Law”) cities are authorized to create Business 
Improvement Districts (“BIDs”) upon the petition of at least one owner of property used for 
commercial purposes within the District.  The purpose of the BID Law is “…to allow businesses 
within those districts to develop, to manage and promote the districts and to establish an 
assessment method to fund these activities.”  1983 Wis. Act 184, Section 1, legislative declaration.  
See Appendix A.   
 
BID assessments are similar to traditional special assessments wherein property owners are 
assessed for improvements or services that benefit them.  Unlike the traditional special 
assessments, however, BID assessments can be used to finance a wider range of activities, services 
and improvements such as business retention, expansion and recruitment; ambassadors; 
promotions and marketing and seasonal street decorations. 
 
On December 7, 1999 the City of Madison created Business Improvement District #1. 
Pursuant to BID Law, this is the operating plan (“Operating Plan”) for the District for the calendar 
year 2026, which has been prepared to establish the services to be offered by the district, 
expenditures by the district, the special assessment method applicable to properties within the 
district for the twenty-fourth year of the BID, and other requirements of the BID Law. 

 
II.      DISTRICT BOUNDARIES 

 
The District will include the area in Madison that comprises Madison’s Central Business District. 
The district includes the Capitol Square Area including the 100 block “spoke streets” off the 
Capitol Square, the 100 and 200 blocks of King Street and the State Street Area extending west to 
Park Street and down West Washington to Broom Street and south to University Avenue.  This 
entire area represents the heart of Madison’s downtown, linking State Street with the businesses 
in the Capitol Square and adjacent areas, the residential population in the downtown, the Monona 
Terrace Community and Convention Center’s visitors and the UW-Madison Visitors Services.  
 
A listing of the properties included in the District is set forth in Appendix B, attached hereto and 
incorporated herein, along with a map outlining the District in Appendix C. 
 
III.      OPERATING PLAN 
 
A.  Plan Objectives 

 
In the year 2003, Madison’s Central BID underwent a strategic planning process which led to the 
formulation and articulation of the District’s vision and mission. In 2006, the BID Board revisited 
and updated the Strategic Plan.  In 2015 and each year thereafter, the Board reviews and adjusts 
the organization’s mission and actions. The VISION of Madison’s Central BID is to be an effective 
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and responsive BID that is respected in the Community for getting things done.  The AIM of 
Madison’s Central BID is to increase the vitality and health of the district and promote business 
within it.  The CONSTITUENTS are the property and business owners within the district.  The 
ACTION by the BID to achieve the goal is to market the district as a whole, create a welcoming 
environment, produce programs and events, develop community relations, and provide outreach 
on issues affecting the District. In 2024 the BID was renewed with the same objectives.   
 
B.  Proposed Activities for 2026 
 
Madison’s Central BID has had and will continue to have five areas of strategic focus.  Those areas 
are to maximize marketing and promotion of the District, provide a welcoming environment to all, 
activate public spaces in the District through programming, develop community relations, and conduct 
outreach to and for the District. These efforts will all be a combination of in-person and virtual.  
 
Maximizing Marketing and Promotion of Downtown 

Promote the benefits of the Madison’s Central BID area as an important community asset 
and a unique place to shop, to dine and to recreate to residents and visitors. This includes:  

● Maintain website (www.visitdowntownmadison.com) and social media presence 
● Distribute Downtown Madison map and guide 
● Offer businesses ideas for high value advertising or marketing  
● Provide positive downtown public relations 
● Promotion of downtown as a great place to shop, dine, play, live and work 
● Creation of a consistent message between marketing strategies, public relations 

and programming 
● Support for downtown events  

 
Welcoming Environment 

Provide a friendly, welcoming, accessible, and unique environment for all within the 
District through: 

● The Ambassador program, including Ambassador staffing of the city’s Visitor Center 
at 452 State St. and the Visitor Booth located at the top of State St.  

 
Programming 

The BID’s efforts for programming are to bring people and customers downtown.  Such 
events might include amongst others: 

● Story Walk 
● Wine Walk 
● Lunch Time Live 
● Live & Local 
● Downtown Movie Nights 
● Electric Sundays in the Park 
● Family Halloween 
● Madison Night Market  
● Shine On Madison 
● Lunar New Year 
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Community Relations 
Work in a leadership role to enable communications and maximize compatibility among 
user groups of the downtown.  This includes: 

● Communication with district property owners regarding BID involvement and 
initiatives 

● Communication with business owners to keep them aware of issues and/or 
opportunities as they relate to their businesses 

● Collaboration with the University of Wisconsin Campus Visitor and Information 
Programs and Destination Madison 

● Work with the City of Madison and attend various city meetings, including the Parks 
Division, Department of Planning, Community and Economic Development, 
Engineering Division and Traffic Engineering for orchestration of physical 
environment programs and street reconstruction within and affecting the District; 
the Police regarding downtown safety; and the Mayor’s Office and other agencies on 
relevant issues 

● Coordinate efforts with Downtown Madison, Inc. (DMI) and participate in 
committees as relevant to BID work 

● Attend and provide reports at the Greater State Street Business Association (GSSBA) 
monthly meetings 

● Work with various downtown groups and other organizations in the business 
community in event planning and joint partnerships that increase business within 
the District. 

 
Outreach to and for the District 

To work closely with city staff, elected officials, and partner organizations and stakeholders 
to provide outreach and information on issues affecting the Business Improvement District 
as a whole including its constituent property and business owners, on areas including but 
not limited to: 

● Business Recruitment which includes continuing to increase opportunities for new 
businesses to host temporary, pop up or other experimental retail. 

● Support community efforts to encourage and increase diversity of property and 
business ownership 

● Work with brokers, property owners and others to promote and encourage 
businesses to locate downtown 

● City of Madison downtown business development, small business policies, alcohol 
license management, Economic Development Plan, and other similar initiatives 

● Proposed policies for the central downtown business district 
● Mall maintenance services 
● Parking accessibility and affordability that encourages retention and expansion of 

businesses along with the use of other modes of transportation 
● Street closures, construction, and access to downtown 
● Streetscape design and amenities 
● Downtown Safety 

 
The BID will conduct other activities similar to those above, to carry out the objectives identified 
above as funding allows.  
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In addition, the BID shall have all powers granted under the BID Law, including to collect the 
assessments provided herein, and to carry out the purposes of this Operating Plan. 
 
C.  Expenditures and Financing Method 
 
The 2026 Operating Budget for the District is approximately $654,150 (See Appendix D).  The 
projected expenditures are also identified on Appendix D, attached hereto and incorporated 
herein. The actual budget will be adjusted if the actual revenue received, and expenditures are 
more or less than projected.  The adjustments could include revising or eliminating individual 
budget line items as determined by the BID Board of Directors.   
 
Expenditures are intended to be made in a fair and equitable basis throughout and for the benefit 
of the entire District. In the event that a surplus exists at the end of any fiscal year, the monies may 
be carried over for expenditures in subsequent years.  
  
The BID Operating Budget for 2026 will be subject to the approval of the City of Madison, as set 
forth in Wisconsin Statutes section 66.1109.  If any year’s annual operating budget exceeds the 
prior year’s annual operating budget by 4% or more, such budget must be approved by a 2/3 
majority of the entire BID Board of Directors. Any capital improvements costing more than 
$10,000 each or $30,000 in the aggregate for any one calendar year must be approved by a 2/3 
majority of the entire BID Board of Directors.  For the purpose of this Operating Plan, “capital 
improvement” means any physical item that is permanently affixed to real estate including, 
without limitation, street lighting and sidewalk improvements.  The term “capital improvement” 
shall not include, among other things, any maintenance equipment or supply, any communications 
equipment, any vehicles, any seasonal improvement or any holiday lighting or decoration.  After 
the BID Board of Directors has approved the annual operating plan and budget, they will be sent to 
the City for approval, adoption and inclusion in the City’s annual budget for the following year. 
 
The district may not borrow funds without the approval of a 2/3 majority of the entire BID Board 
of Directors. 
 
D.  Organization of the District Board 
 
The Mayor shall appoint members, who will culturally represent Madison’s diverse communities, 
to the District Board (the “Board”), and the City Council of Madison will act on the confirmation of 
such appointments.  The Board shall be responsible for implementation of this Operating Plan.  
This requires the Board to negotiate with providers of services and materials to carry out the 
Operating Plan; to enter into various contracts; to monitor the effectiveness of the District’s 
activities, to aid compliance with the provisions of applicable statutes and regulations; and to 
make reimbursements for any overpayments of District assessments. 
 
Wisconsin Statutes section 66.1109(3) (a) requires that the Board be composed of at least five 
members and that a majority of the Board members shall either own or occupy real property in 
the District.  If the actual property or business owner is an entity, that entity shall designate a 
representative to act on its behalf. 
 
The Board shall be structured and operate as follows: 
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1. Board Size – 19 members 
2. Composition -  

a. State Street Area (4) - four members, representing 2 owners of commercial 
property and 2 owners of a business in the “State Street Area”; 

b. West Main Area (1) - one member, representing a commercial property owner or 
business owner; 

c. King Street Area (1) - one member, representing a commercial property owner or 
business owner; 

d. University of Wisconsin-Madison (1) - one member, representing the Chancellor; 
e. Destination Madison (1) - one member, representing Destination Madison; 
f. Capitol Square Area (3) - three members, representing either a commercial 

property owner or business owner in the “Capitol Square Area”; 
g. The Greater State Street Business Association (GSSBA) (1) - one member of the 

organization, nominated by the GSSBA; 
h. Tax Exempt Entity (1) - one member, representing a cultural or arts organization. 
i. Downtown Madison, Inc. (DMI) (1) - one member, representing the DMI board of 

directors; 
j. University of Wisconsin-Madison Student (1) - one member, representing the 

students of Madison; 
k. Downtown Resident (1) - one member, resident of central downtown; 
l. At-Large Members, General (2) - two members, representing the central 

downtown; 
m. At-Large Member, Property Owner Representative (1) - one member 

representing the largest property owner in the district (owner of the most aggregate 
frontage subject to the BID assessment). If no representative of the largest property 
owner wishes to serve, a representative of the second-largest property owner may 
be appointed to the seat (and so forth).  

 
In addition, the following representatives shall be appointed by the Mayor who shall not be formal 
members of the Board and therefore cannot vote, but who will represent the following 
constituency, and advise the Board, and shall be notified of all Board meetings, shall be able to 
attend such Board meetings and give input to the Board: 

 
n. City of Madison (1) - one member (without vote), representing the City of Madison; 
o. The 4th District Alderperson (1) - one member (without vote), representing the 

4th District. 
p. The 2nd District Alderperson (1) - one member (without vote), representing the 

2nd District. 
q. The 8th District Alderperson (1) – one member (without vote), representing the 

8th District.  
 

3. No one individual, and no more than one representative of any entity, may hold more than 
one Board position.  If, during the course of a term, a Board member’s situation changes, so 
that they no longer fit the definition for that seat, such as by selling their parcel, they shall 
continue to serve in that position until a replacement is appointed. 
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4. Term - Appointments to the Board shall be for a period of three years, in accordance with 
City of Madison terms. City of Madison terms are renewable for up to 4 appointments.  

 
5. Compensation – None. 

 
6. Open Meetings Law - All meetings of the Board shall be governed by the Wisconsin Open 

Meetings Law if and as legally required. 
 

7. Record Keeping - Files and records of the Board’s affairs shall be kept pursuant to the 
Wisconsin Public Records Law. 

 
8. Staffing and Office - one Executive Director, one Operations Director and one Events & 

Program Manager. Hourly paid Information Ambassadors staff the Downtown Visitor 
Center and volunteers staff the Downtown Visitor Booth. The BID currently subleases office 
space from Downtown Madison, Inc. and utilizes the Madison Parks facility at 452 State St.  

 
9. Meetings - The Board shall meet monthly except in July and January. An annual meeting 

will be planned for all property and business owners. 
 

10. Executive Committee - The Board shall elect from its members a chair, a vice-chair, a 
secretary, and a treasurer who, along with the immediate past Chair, and the current chairs 
of all standing subcommittees established by the Board shall comprise an Executive 
Committee of the Board.  The Executive Committee shall be authorized to oversee the day-
to-day operations of the District, including the execution of minor contracts, and the 
signing of checks, subject to the controls adopted by the Board.  

 
11. Subcommittees - May include Events & Marketing Subcommittee, Real Estate 

Subcommittee, Governance Subcommittee, Liaison Subcommittee, Fund Development 
Subcommittee, Nominating Subcommittee, and others formed by the Board as needed.  
Subcommittees may include Board members and other District representatives. 

 
12. Non-Voting Advisors - The Board will have two non-voting advisors, as identified above. 

 
13. Powers - The Board shall have all powers necessary and convenient to implement the    

Operating Plan, including the power to contract. 
 

14. Annual Report - The Board shall prepare and make available to the public annual reports, 
including an independent certified audit conducted by the City of Madison, as required by 
the BID Law. 

 
IV.       METHOD OF ASSESSMENT 
 
A.  Annual Assessment Rate and Method 
 
The annual assessment for District operating expenses will be in direct proportion to the frontage 
lineal footage of that property within the District, as defined below.   
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The individual assessment is derived by figuring the property’s primary lineal frontage at 100%, 
and the secondary lineal frontage, if applicable, at 50%. The total assessment for each assessed 
parcel is formulated by multiplying the total assessed lineal footage by $17.60.  The frontage 
measurements of each parcel of real estate, as identified in the records of the Commercial 
Property Record of the City of Madison, shall be the official measurement for purposes of this 
calculation.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, the total assessment for each improved property shall 
not exceed an amount equal to $0.312 per square foot of building area.   
 
Use of the property as of January 1, 2026 shall control for purpose of the twenty-sixth year 
assessment.  
 
Appendix B identifies each property included in the District and shows the proposed BID 
assessment for each property.   A property shall be defined as a parcel of land subject to 
assessment hereunder, with a separate Tax Key Number, as identified in the City of Madison’s 
Assessor’s Office. 
 
The BID assessment is hereby levied by the City of Madison, which shall be a lien against each of 
the tax parcels of real property contained in the District, unless exempted as identified herein, 
under the power of §66.0717, Wis. Stats.  Such special assessments are hereby levied by the City of 
Madison by adoption of this BID Plan.  The city Finance Director is authorized to include the BID 
assessment on bills for properties subject to the assessment within the designated Improvement 
District. 
 
The City of Madison shall collect such BID assessments and shall provide to the BID Board an 
accounting of the amounts received and the tax key numbers for which they are collected.  All 
assessments shall be placed in a segregated account in the City’s treasury.  The City shall disburse 
the funds when the BID Board requisitions payments for its expenses that are authorized by the 
BID Operating Plan.  All interest earned by virtue of temporary investment of funds in the BID 
account shall remain in the account for activities delineated in the BID Operating Plan. 
 
B.  Excluded and Exempt Property 
 
The BID statute requires explicit consideration of certain classes of property.  In compliance with 
the law, the following statements are provided. 
 

1.  Wisconsin Statutes section 66.1109(1) (f): Property used exclusively for manufacturing 
purposes will not be assessed.   

 
2.  Wisconsin Statutes section 66.1109(5) (a): Property used exclusively for residential 

purposes will not be assessed.  
 
3.  Wisconsin Statutes section 66.1109(5)(a): Real property that is exempted from  

general property taxes under s. 70.11 will not be assessed.  
 
Owners of tax-exempt property within the district and expected to benefit from District activities 
will be asked to make a financial contribution to the district on a voluntary basis. In addition, 
those tax-exempt properties within the District which are later determined no longer to be exempt 
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from general property taxes, and tax-exempt properties whose owners consent in writing to be 
assessed, shall automatically become subject to assessment under any current operating plan 
without necessity to undertake any other act.  
 
V.      PROMOTION OF ORDERLY DEVELOPMENT OF THE CITY 
 
Under Wisconsin Statutes section 66.1109(1) (f) 4, this Operating Plan is required to specify how 
the creation of the District promotes the orderly development of the City.  The District will 
increase the vitality of the Central Business District and, consequently, encourage commerce in the 
City. Increased business activity in the City will increase sales tax revenues and property tax base. 
 
City Role in District Operation 
The City of Madison has committed to assisting owners and occupants in the District to promote 
its objectives.  The creation of the BID District is in compliance with the City’s Master Plan.  To this 
end, the City has played a significant role in creation of the District and in the implementation of 
the Operating Plan.  In furtherance of its commitment, the City shall: 
 

1. Maintain services to the district at their current levels. 
2. Maintain the City’s current financial commitment to downtown. 
3. Maintain deployment of foot patrol officers. 
4. Handle the billing and collection of the BID assessment as provided herein. 
5. Provide annual audits as required per sec 66.1109 (3)(c) of the BID Law. 
6. Provide the BID board, through the Office of the City Assessor on or before June 30 of each plan 

year, with the official City tax key number within the district, as of January 1 of each plan year, 
for the purpose of calculating the BID assessments. 

7. Have the City Attorney make a legal opinion that the BID Operating Plan complies with the 
requirements of the BID 

 
VI.       PLAN APPROVAL PROCESS 
 
Public Review Process 
The BID Law establishes a specific process for reviewing and approving operating plans.  The 
statutory requirements will be followed, including the following process: 
 

1.  The District shall submit its proposed operating plan to the City of Madison Department 
of Planning, Community and Economic Development. 

 
2.  The Downtown Coordinating Committee (if convened) will review the proposed 

Operating Plan and after notice in the manner required by the BID Law, will adopt the 
Plan and make a recommendation to the full Common Council.  

 
3.  The Common Council will adopt the proposed Operating Plan. 
 
4.  If adopted by the Common Council, the proposed Operating Plan is sent to the Mayor, 

who will appoint, in accordance with Article III.D., members to the Board, and the non-
voting advisors. 
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VII.  FUTURE YEAR OPERATING PLANS 
 
A.  Changes 
 
This Operating Plan is designed to authorize and control the BID for only its 2026 activities.  It is 
anticipated that the district will continue to be renewed by the city after this 2026 Operating Plan, 
and in such renewals the district will revise and develop this Operating Plan annually, in response 
to changing needs and opportunities in the district, in accordance with the purposes and 
objectives defined in this Operating Plan. Future issues under consideration include fund 
development and expanding the district boundaries.  
 
Wisconsin Statutes Section 66.1109 (3)(b) requires the Board and the City to annually review, 
approve, and make changes as appropriate in the Operating Plan.  Therefore, while this document 
outlines in general terms proposed activities, information on specific properties, budget amounts 
and expenditures are based solely upon current conditions.  Subsequent years’ activities, budget, 
and assessments will be provided in the required annual plan updates, and approval by the 
Common Council of such plan updates shall be conclusive evidence of compliance with this 
Operating Plan and the BID Law. 
 
B.  Termination of the District 
 
The District may be terminated as provided by law.  At the end of each five-year term of the 
district (the next five-year term ends December 31, 2029), the District will automatically 
terminate unless there is a majority vote for the continuation of the BID.  The next vote will be in 
2029. The vote will be conducted by sending a ballot to each owner of property within the District 
subject to the BID special assessment. The vote will be conducted as outlined in Appendix E, 
Voting Process, and Appendix F, Sample Ballot.* The City Clerk’s office will send, receive, and 
count the ballots. Ballots will be securely stored by the Clerk’s Office, and may not be opened or 
counted until after the voting deadline has passed.  Based on the returned ballots, an aggregate 
frontage will be calculated.  The owners of over 50% of that voting aggregate frontage must vote 
affirmatively for the continuation of the BID. 
 
*Appendices E and F outline the voting process as approved for 2019 and may be modified by the Board for the Operating Plan as 
appropriate. 
 
C.  Amendment and Severability 
 
The District has been created under authority of Wisconsin Statutes Section 66.1109.  Should any 
court find any portion of this Operating Plan, or the BID Law invalid or unconstitutional its 
decision will not invalidate or terminate the District and this Operating Plan shall be amended to 
conform to the law without need of re-establishment. 
 
D.  Automatic Termination Unless Affirmatively Extended 
 
The District is being adopted by the City of Madison for one additional year only, and must be 
renewed each year by Common Council approval of the annual Operating Plan to remain effective.

SUBJECT: New 2026 Budget Positions Classification Summary Analysis 
 
At the request of Human Resources Director Erin Hillson, and on behalf of all department heads of 
agencies with new positions/classifications proposed in the 2026 operating budget, Human Resources 
makes the following recommendations. Several 2026 position requests require new classifications to 
be created, which are reviewed and analyzed below for proper placement in the compensation plan 
and salary schedules. As a result, this memo provides a summative analysis for the proposed new 
positions to classify these positions as part of the budget approval process. 
 
New positions or upgrades to existing classifications are outlined below. The citywide compensation 
plan study is nearing completion, and consideration was given to make any necessary adjustments to 
any of the new classifications given that final analysis.  
 
Human Resources Department – Human Resources Analyst 4 (CG18/R12) 
New Classification Title: Benefits Manager (CG18/R15) 
The Human Resources Department requested the reclassification of position #877 of Human Resources 
Analyst 4 (CG18/R12) as a Benefits Manager position in CG18, Range 15. This position is responsible 
managerial and supervisory human resources work in the development, implementation, and 
evaluation of the effectiveness of employee benefits, leave functions and accommodations. The work 
is characterized by a high degree of knowledge, judgment, and initiative in planning, overseeing, 
evaluating, and implementing the City’s Benefit Programs, Workplace Accommodations, Paid Parental 
Leave, and Family and Medical Leave Act (FMLA).  Work is characterized by considerable judgment, 
discretion and expertise in the administration of these benefit programs. Under the supervision of the 
Human Resources Director, the incumbent is expected to prepare comprehensive reports and 
recommendations; present and defend findings; and exercise professional skill regarding benefits 
program design and policy development.    
 
Classifying the Benefits Manager in CG18 Range 15 aligns it with the Organizational 
Health/Development Manager classification in Human Resources, which is described as “…highly 
responsible professional and managerial work in ensuring the success and engagement of City of 
Madison employees and agencies through the coordinated work of the learning, organizational 
development, and wellness programs. The Organizational Development unit oversees the City's change 
management, strategic management, process improvement, employee engagement, and 
organizational planning initiatives. The position also oversees learning development and talent 
management, coordinates internal and external learning for employees, develops and delivers 
leadership initiatives for employees, and designs and implements work group interventions necessary 
for an effective organizational culture, and/or organizational performance. Under the general 
supervision of the Human Resources Director, the incumbent provides consultation at all levels of the 
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organization and exercises a high degree of independent judgment and discretion establishing and 
achieving program goals.”  
 
This placement also parallels the previously deleted classification of Compensation and Benefits 
Manager in CG18 Range 15 which was responsible for performing similar work at an equivalent level. 
Therefore, we recommend the creation of the Benefits Manager classification in CG18/R15; recreation 
of position #877 as Benefits Manager, and the employee will underfill the new position while a trainee 
reclassification process is completed.

Streets Division/Forestry Section – Forestry Operations Supervisor (CG18/R8) 
New Classification Title: Assistant City Forester (CG18/R10) 
The Streets Division requested the reclassification of position #1495 of Forestry Operations Supervisor 
(CG18/R8) as Assistant City Forester in CG18, Range 10. This position includes acting for the City 
Forester by attending meetings as their representative to explain sectional activities or respond to 
operational concerns and assuming direct responsibility for sectional activities and programs in the 
absence of the City Forester. Additionally, this position assists the City Forester in preparing projections 
and justifications of personnel, equipment, and supply needs for budget development purposes and 
long-range planning; is responsible for cultivating and supporting professional networks within City 
agencies, with external partners (i.e., workforce development organizations, neighborhood affiliations, 
educational institutions, government entities, etc.); and for regional growth of arboriculture. 
 
This is responsible professional, technical, programmatic, administrative, and supervisory work in 
directing and coordinating the maintenance, removal, planting, plant health care, and city planning for 
all public trees within the City of Madison. Work involves supervising the activities of a large staff of 
permanent and seasonal staff through lower-level supervisors. This includes development and 
implementation of in-service training programs, as well as development and coordination of projects 
related to plant health care and urban forest maintenance operations.  The position also directs and 
monitors tree protection requirements for construction activities impacting trees in the right-of-way; 
and provides public information services; develops and coordinates hazardous materials management 
activities; planning, outlining and coordinating short and long-term/coordinated projects and section 
activities. The position cultivates internal and external networks in support of professional 
arboricultural services.  Under general supervision of the City Forester, this position is responsible for 
exercising independent judgment and discretion in scheduling and monitoring monthly to yearly work 
activities; managing the Forestry field offices; and overseeing hiring of seasonal staff and related 
personnel and labor relations activities. 
 
Classifying Assistant City Forester in CG18, Range 10 would align it with the Public Works Supervisor 
class, which is described as, “highly responsible supervisory work involving the planning, organization 
and direction of large field operations through subordinate supervisors. Positions in this class are 
responsible for supervising: 1) the operation and maintenance of the City’s water distribution system; 
2) the day-to-day operations of the Fleet Services Division; 3) Streets field operations on the East or 
West sides of Madison; or 4) other comparable field operations. The work is characterized by the 
exercise of independent judgment and discretion in supervising the activities of large numbers of 
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workers with varied skill levels. Under general supervision, positions at this level report to a Division 
Head or Operations Manager and are normally part of the management team." Therefore, we 
recommend the creation of the Assistant City Forester classification in CG18/R10, recreation of 
position #1495 as Assistant City Forester, and reallocating the employee (C. Klinke) to the new position 

through the reclassification process. 
*Attachments: Class Spec and Position Description 
 
Water Utility – Water Quality Program Supervisor (CG18/R9) 
In 2024, the Water Utility combined the Water Quality and Water Supply sections under one Water 
Quality Manager (CG18/R15). This resulted in the Manager having 18 direct reports. Almost a year 
later, it has become clear that the Manager cannot adequately supervise all those staff and perform 
the programmatic and managerial aspects of his job. This request is to create a new classification of 
Water Quality Program Supervisor in CG18, Range 9, with one new position assigned to the class. The 
new position will take on direct supervision of Water Quality staff (6 total positions), and will 
administer various water quality programs. This will free up the Water Quality Manager to focus on 
water supply and high-level managerial issues. 
 
The work is described as responsible technical, professional, and supervisory work in the Water 
Resources section specializing in the administration of Water Quality programs – sample collection and 
data reporting compliance, private well permitting and abandonment, cross connection control, and 
wellhead protection – and management of directly related information systems and personnel. The 
position is responsible for supervision and work assignments of Water Samplers, Cross Connection 
Control Inspectors, and the Program Specialist as well as documentation, storage, and reporting of 
data and information generated by that work. Under the general supervision of the Water Quality 
Manager, the work exercises a high degree of independence and judgment while coordinating with 
Water Engineering and other Water Resources sections staff. 
 
Placement in CG18, Range 9 is appropriate as that range also contains the Construction Supervisor at 
Water Utility, as well as the Sidewalk Program Supervisor at Engineering. The internal comparable of 
the Construction Supervisor is relevant in that the Construction Supervisor also supervises staff 
engaged in inspection activities and has administrative responsibilities around construction planning, 
preparation and design work, and record keeping. The position also engages with various City staff and 
contractors. Similarly, the Sidewalk Program Supervisor has a combination of programmatic activities 
and supervisory responsibility. Therefore, we recommend creation of the new classification of Water 
Quality Program Supervisor, in CG18/R9, with a new position in the budget being allocated to this 
classification. 
*Attachments: Class Spec and Position Description 
 
Clerk’s Office – Deputy City Clerk (CG18/R10)  
In 2025, a workgroup reviewed Clerk’s Office operations and developed recommendations for 
appropriate staffing levels as well as workflow considerations. One recommendation was to recreate 
the focus and compensation group/range of the Deputy City Clerk classification. The workgroup’s 
report noted that the current Deputy City Clerk classification, in CG18, R7 and consisting of one 
employee, does not have formal supervisory responsibilities and is not responsible for major aspects of 
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the election cycle. Rather, the entire organizational structure is flat, with all employees cross-trained 
and the City Clerk responsible for direct supervision of all. The workgroup recommended, in order to 
improve operational efficiencies and create better-defined roles and responsibilities, that two Deputy 
City Clerks be created which have both supervisory and defined programmatic responsibilities. One 
Deputy City Clerk will have primary responsibility for election management, and the other will have 
responsibility for licensing and administration. Both Deputy City Clerks will directly supervise staff in 
those respective areas and report to the City Clerk. 
 
The current classification of Deputy City Clerk is in CG18, R7 and was created at a time when the City 
Clerk was in CG21, R15. Since that time, the City Clerk has been moved to CG21, R18. For other CG21, 
R18 positions that have lower-level supervisors, none are as low as a range 7. Also, because of the 
added responsibility of formal supervision and programmatic responsibility, it is appropriate that the 
Deputy City Clerk be raised to a Range 10. Many other high-level managers and coordinators from 
larger agencies are in this CG and Range with similar responsibility for policy development and staff 
oversight.  
 
Because the added work of supervision and programmatic responsibility is not currently being 
performed by the incumbent, a reclass is not appropriate. Rather, the request is that the current 
classification of Deputy City Clerk (H375) is recreated in CG18, R10. The current position of Deputy City 
Clerk, #4651, will be recreated to CG18, R10 and the employee (J. Verbick) will be reallocated to the 
new position but will remain funded at Range 7 until the position will be filled at the Range 10 level. In 
addition, a new 1.0 FTE position of Deputy City Clerk in CG18, R10 will be created as of January 1, 2026.

Clerk’s Office – Municipal Clerk Leadworker (CG20/R17)  
A second recommendation from the workgroup is to create a new classification of Municipal Clerk 
Leadworker. Leadworkers will assign staff discrete tasks and provide accountability for the completion 
of specific work areas. The leadworkers will provide staff with subject matter expertise, help assign 
work, and triage major concerns. They will also be added support to the Deputy City Clerks.  
 
Because of the flat structure in the Clerk’s Office, no leadworker exists today. The highest non-
management classification is the Certified Municipal Clerk, in CG20, R15. Because the leadworkers will 
oversee the work of the Certified Municipal Clerks, as well as Municipal Clerks 1 and 2, it is appropriate 
to create the leadworker classification in a higher range. Normally, leadworkers are at least 2 ranges 
higher than the employees they lead. Therefore, the recommendation is to create a new classification 
of Municipal Clerk Leadworker in CG20, R17. Furthermore, 3 positions (#708, 743 and 4047) of 
Certified Municipal Clerk will be recreated as Municipal Clerk Leadworker as of July 1, 2026. All 
positions will be filled through a recruitment process.

CLASS DESCRIPTION 

 
 General Responsibilities: 
 
This is responsible professional, technical, supervisory, programmatic and administrative 
work in directing and coordinating the maintenance, removal, planting, plant health care, and 
city planning for all public trees within the City of Madison. The work involves supervising 
the activities of a large staff of permanent and seasonal staff through subordinate supervisors. 
This includes development and implementation of in-service training programs; development 
and coordination of projects related to plant health care and urban forest maintenance 
operations. The position also directs and monitors tree protection requirements for 
construction activities impacting trees in the right-of-way; provides public information 
services; develops and coordinates hazardous materials management activities; plans, 
outlines, and coordinates short and long-term/coordinated projects and section activities. The 
position cultivates internal and external networks in support of professional arboricultural 
services. Under general supervision of the City Forester, this position is responsible for 
exercising independent judgment and discretion in scheduling and monitoring monthly to 
yearly work activities; managing the Forestry field offices; and for overseeing the hiring of 
seasonal staff and related personnel and labor relations activities. The position provides 
additional technical and administrative support to the City Forester and Assistant Streets 
Superintendent.  In addition, this position also serves as the City Forester in their absence. 
 
 Examples of Duties and Responsibilities: 
 
Assist the City Forester by attending meetings as their representative to explain sectional 
activities or by responding to operational concerns; in preparing projections and justifications 
of personnel, equipment, and supply needs for budget development purposes; and in long-
range planning. Cultivate and support professional networks within City agencies and with 
external partners and the regional growth of arboriculture. Provide presentations to the public 
and elected officials. Assume direct responsibility for sectional activities and programs in the 
absence of the City Forester. 
 
Supervise the field operations of the Forestry Section relating to the maintenance, removal 
and planting of street trees in the City of Madison and to activities relating to the 
identification and treatment of diseased trees and shrubs. Set tree district cycle pruning and 
small tree cycle pruning goals. Determine priorities and communicate assignments to 
forepersons and other staff. Coordinate emergency tree response, compile data, and assemble 
reports for event analysis. Coordinate the hiring, promotion, evaluation, discipline and 
training of staff. Participate with the City Forester in disciplinary procedures and handling 
employee grievances. Schedule and approve leave time. Inspect work done by subordinate 
staff and contracted tree and shrub planting programs to ensure that it conforms to established 
standards and operating procedures.  
 
Verify and maintain records; compile and prepare monthly, quarterly and special reports. 
Manage and coordinate updates to the street tree inventory. 
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Develop plans and schedules for the planting trees in the public right of way. Coordinate the 
dissemination of utility planting routes for street tree planting. Coordinate purchasing and 
delivery of tree stock. Prepare projections and justifications of personnel, equipment and 
supply needs for budget development purposes. Monitor budget expenditures. Order 
necessary supplies and materials. Assist in preparing specifications for new vehicles and 
equipment. 
 
Plan and coordinate the Forestry Section’s plant health care management program. Diagnose 
and treat tree disorders including insects, diseases, and abiotic disorders. Monitor pest 
incidence and population levels. Coordinate, consult, and make recommendations on 
pesticide application programs including proper materials, equipment, calibration, methods, 
timing and personal protective equipment. Coordinate cooperative state and federal 
quarantine and control programs for exotic and invasive landscape pests (Ex. Spongy moth, 
Emerald Ash Borer, Oak Wilt, Etc.). 
 
Coordinate, manage, schedule, and supervise the Emerald Ash Borer Operations Plan 
including the injection of city owned ash trees and preemptive removals of ash. 
 
Monitor pesticide use and maintain pesticide application records and the current pesticide 
manual. Assure section compliance with local, state, and federal pesticide and hazardous 
materials regulations governing storage, application, worker protection, disposal and 
emergency response. Requisition, delivery, and manage section’s inventory of pesticides and 
chemicals. Maintain current file of material safety data sheets on all potentially hazardous 
substances in section use. 
 
Oversee construction and code enforcement activities. Coordinate and regulate contractor 
activities impacting all city owned trees. Coordinate the inspection and evaluation of Private 
Development Plans. Coordinate the inspection and evaluation Engineering Projects for street 
tree protection methods and requirements. Coordinate the inspection of contracted tree care 
and planting operations. Enforce, record and submit fines for negligible street tree damage to 
appropriate city agencies. Coordinate the inspection of privately owned trees for compliance 
of Madison General Ordinances as related to Dutch Elm Disease, Emerald Ash Borer, and 
Oak Wilt 
 
Coordinate staff to inspect privately owned trees and prepare written tree evaluations for 
City’s Building Enforcement Division. Defend appeals related to code enforcement orders 
 
Coordinate and manage forestry specialist’s involvement in the City’s Sidewalk Repair 
program 
 
Plan, coordinate and provide technical training activities of the Section. Coordinates the field 
and classroom training in arboriculture and forestry operations standards of practice for all 
forestry employees. Develop and implement in-service training program for section to 
include both in-house and outside instructional resources. Train section staff as instructors for 
in-service programs. Develop, acquire and maintain current written and visual instructional 
materials. Develop, implement and coordinate staff training for on the job safety including 
the proper operation of equipment and tools, establishing work zones, compliance of ANSI 
Z133 Safety Standards for Arborists, etc. 
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Develop new programs, policies, and procedures as necessary. Coordinate, plan and 
implement projects and activities necessary to accomplish short and long-term goals. 
 
Coordinate snow removal on assigned routes and schedule staff as necessary to assist the 
Streets Division. Coordinate grubbing of stumps with the Streets Division. 
 
Prepare emergency storm call/standby list annually. Distribute copies to Streets 
Administration, the Police Department and all other concerned agencies. 

 
Perform related work as assigned. 
 

QUALIFICATIONS 
 
Training and Experience:

General Responsibilities: 
 
This is highly responsible managerial and supervisory human resources work in the 
development, implementation, and evaluation of the effectiveness of employee benefits, leave 
functions and accommodations.

The Common Council of the City of Madison do hereby ordain as follows: 
 
 1. Section 12.143 entitled “Installation of Parking Meters” of the Madison General 
Ordinances is repealed and recreated as follows: 
 
“12.143 INSTALLATION OF PARKING METERS. 

The Parking Division Manager shall install, regulate, control, and maintain in good 
working condition parking meters and/or payment equipment along highways, for parking lots, 
and for garages, as established by ordinance or other authority. 

Parking meters controlling an individual space shall be installed adjacent to the curb, 
and lines or marks shall be placed upon or adjacent to the roadway so as to designate individual 
vehicle parking spaces, not inconsistent with other provisions of this chapter. Generally, 
individual space parking meters shall be so set as to show or display by appropriate signal 
whether the parking space adjacent to such meter is legally in use. 

Parking may be managed using multi-space pay stations, kiosks, mobile payment 
systems, or other emerging technologies approved by the Transportation Commission. Such 
systems shall be installed and maintained so as to clearly indicate, through signage or 
electronic verification, whether a vehicle has paid and is legally parked. Where appropriate, 
parking zones may be marked with signage and do not need to have individual lines or marks 
designating parking spaces. 

(1) Test Area Programs.  

The Parking Division ` is further authorized to establish test area programs that may 
utilize alternative payment methods, time limits, hours of operation, rates, signage, 
markings, or zone configurations in order to evaluate new technologies, policies, or 
practices. Test areas shall be clearly signed and regulated, and any such use or 
changes to such use shall be reported to the Transportation Commission as part of 
program evaluation as stated below. Alternative payment methods may include but are 
not limited to mobile payment, pay-by-plate, pay-by-space, or multi-space meters. 
Special zones or pricing structures may be used, including but not limited to demand-
based or graduated rates. 

(2) Duration.  

Test programs may be authorized for up to two (2) years. Extensions or modifications 
beyond this period require additional approval by the Transportation Commission. 

(3) Public Notice.  

The Parking Division shall provide public notice of any test area by: 

(a) First receiving approval through the Transportation Commission 

1. Posting signage in the affected area; and 
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2. Publishing notice on the City’s website not less than seven (7) days 
before implementation. 

(4) Evaluation and Reporting.  

The Parking Division Manager shall prepare and submit to the Transportation 
Commission an annual report on test areas, summarizing usage, compliance, revenues, 
customer feedback, operational issues, and recommendations for permanent adoption 
or modification.” 

 
 
 2. Section 12.144 entitled “Operation of Parking Meters” of the Madison General 
Ordinances is amended as follows: 
 
“12.144 OPERATION OF PARKING METERS. 

(1) Upon the deposit, payment by the operator of a vehicle, of the coin or coins or other form 
of payment required by this chapter, each parking meter that controls a single stall shall 
continuously indicate the length of time during which such vehicle may be allowed to 
remain parked in the parking space adjacent to such meter under the provisions of this 
chapter, and upon the expiration of the time limit applicable to such vehicle shall, by 
appropriate signal, indicate the expiration of the time limit.  

(2) Upon the deposit, by the operator of a vehicle, of the payment required by this chapter, 
each multi-space meter Paid zones not controlled by a single stall shall have some 
means of indicating the amount of time during which such vehicle may be allowed to 
remain parked, whether by a receipt displaying the expiration time or an indication on the 
meter such as a physical or electronic receipt, an indication on the meter, a software 
application, or other means.  

(3) There shall be attached to each parking meter that controls a single stall a sign 
indicating the length of time vehicles may be parked in the parking space adjacent to the 
meter under the provisions of this chapter, the days and times during which such time 
limit is applicable and the amount and method of payment required to be deposited in 
the meter. Where paid parking is in effect, signage and/or display method(s) shall be 
used provide the days and times during which payment is required, any applicable date 
or time limits for parking, and the amount and method of payment required. 

(4) There shall be attached to each multi-space meter a sign or other display method 
indicating the length of time vehicles may be parked in the parking spaces controlled by 
that meter under the provisions of the chapter, the days and times during which such 
time limit is applicable, and the amount and method of payment required to be deposited 
in the multi-space meter.” 

 
 
 3. Section 12.145 entitled “Parking at Parking Meters and Multi-Space Meters; 
Meter Rates” of the Madison General Ordinances is amended as follows: 
 
“12.145 PARKING AT PARKING METERS AND MULTI-SPACE METERS; METER RATES. 

(1) Restrictions. In all parking meter zones established by Secs. 12.143, 12.1495, 12.150, 
12.1505, 12.151, 12.1515, 12.1516, 12.1517 and 12.1518 or at any other on-street 
parking meter space or on-street multi-space metered zone established under the 
authority of the Director of Traffic Engineering and or Parking Division Manager, no 
person shall park, stop or leave standing any vehicle, whether attended or unattended, 
unless the following provisions are strictly complied with: 
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(a) Parking at a Meter Controlling a Single Space. The operator of every vehicle, 
upon stopping, standing or parking the vehicle at a parking meter space adjacent 
to which a parking meter is located, shall deposit in such parking meter the 
proper payment as required by the directions on the meter and remove the 
vehicle therefrom prior to the expiration of the time limit indicated on the meter 
The operator of every vehicle, upon parking in a paid parking zone, shall make 
the required payment by meter, pay station, kiosk, mobile application, or other 
authorized means.  

(b) No such vehicle shall be parked, stopped or left standing for a longer period than 
the applicable time limit specified in Secs. 12.1495, 12.150,12.1505, 12.151, 
12.1515, 12.1516, 12.1517, or 12.1518, or the applicable limit specified by 
signage in accordance with Sec. 12.143. 

(c) The operator of any such vehicle shall comply with all other provisions of this 
chapter relating to the parking, stopping or leaving a vehicle standing of vehicles, 
except those provisions which by their very nature would have no application. 

(d) No person shall stop, park or leave standing any vehicle at a parking space 
adjacent to a parking meter or multi-space metered in a paid parking zone for the 
purpose of conducting street vending directly from the vehicle, during the hours 
in which that meter is enforced of enforcement. "Street vending" shall have the 
meaning established in Sec. 9.13. This prohibition shall apply to all on-street 
parking meter zones established by this Chapter, during the hours of 
enforcement established herein. 

(e) Parking at a Multi-Space Meter. The operator of every vehicle, upon stopping, 
standing or parking the vehicle at spots controlled by multi-space parking meters, 
shall deposit the proper payment as required by the directions on the multi-space 
meter and shall remove the vehicle therefrom prior to the expiration of the time 
limit indicated on the multi-space meter or the parking meter receipt. Parking 
meter receipts, if required by the directions on the meter, must be placed on the 
front dashboard of the driver's side of the vehicle. Only one receipt may be 
displayed at any one time and the printed expiration time must be visible through 
the front windshield. Motorcycles, mopeds, and other vehicles not specified must 
display parking meter receipts, if required, in a visible manner. 

(2) Exceptions.  

(a) Hours of Enforcement. The provisions of subs. (1)(a), (b), (d), and (e) apply only 
during the following times and days, unless otherwise posted: 

1. 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. on all days except Sundays and holidays. 

(b) The absence or complete functional failure of a parking meter adjacent to any 
parking space shall exempt operators of vehicles from the provisions of 
subsection (1)(a), but shall not exempt them from any other provision of this 
chapter In the event of a complete functional failure of a meter, pay station, kiosk, 
or mobile payment system, operators of vehicles shall be exempted from the 
provisions of subsection (1)(a) for the duration of such failure, but must comply 
with all other provisions of this chapter. 

(c) With the exception of two fifteen (15) minute metered parking spaces, the east 
side of South Carroll Street extending from West Doty Street to West Wilson 
Street shall be restricted to the parking only of Madison Police Department 
vehicles. 

(3) Rates. The rate of payment for on-street parking meters shall be: 

(a) Parking meter zones established by Sections 12.1495, 12.150, 12.1505, 
12.1515, 12.1516, 12.1517 and 12.1518: one dollar and ten cents ($1.10) per 
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hour for the ten-hour meters, and two dollars ($2.00) per hour for all other 
meters. 

(b) Parking meter zones established by Section 12.151: one dollar and thirty cents 
($1.30) per hour for all meters. 

(c) The hourly rate for all on-street metered parking designated for motorcycles and 
mopeds shall be one dollar ($1). 

(d) The rate for any other on-street parking meter installed under the authority of the 
Director of Traffic Engineering and or Parking Division Manager, but not included 
in the zones listed above shall be either two dollars ($2) per hour, one dollar and 
fifty cents ($1.50) per hour, one dollar and thirty cents ($1.30) per hour, one 
dollar and ten cents ($1.10) per hour, or seventy-five cents (75¢) per hour, as 
determined by the Director of Traffic Engineering and Parking Division Manager. 

(e) On street multi-space meters paid by methods other than cash will have a 
minimum required payment equal to one dollar ($1) of metered time, as 
determined Minimum payments for transactions made by methods other than 
cash may be established by the Director of Traffic Engineering and or Parking 
Division Manager. 

(f) This ordinance shall become effective June 1, 2016 Test area program rates may 
be set at the amounts above or by the Transportation Commission.” 

 
 
 4. Section 12.147 entitled “Misuse of Parking Meters and Multi-Space Meters” of 
the Madison General Ordinances is amended as follows: 
 
“12.147 MISUSE OF PARKING METERS AND MULTI-SPACE METERS. 

(1) No person shall intentionally, by physical, electronic, or mechanical force or by the use 
of any instrument, software, or device, damage, deface, tamper with, open or impair the 
effective operation of a parking meter, kiosk, or multi-space meter installed pursuant to 
ordinance other similar or related equipment. 

(2) No person shall place, insert or deposit or cause to be deposited in a parking meter, 
kiosk, or multi-space meter installed pursuant to ordinance other similar or related 
equipment, anything other than the form of payment specified on the meter, and when 
coins are permitted, shall not deposit any coins other than lawfully minted coins of the 
United States.” 

 
 
 5. Section 12.148 entitled “Fees from Parking Meters and Multi-Space Meters for 
Regulation” of the Madison General Ordinances is amended as follows: 
 
“12.148 FEES FROM PARKING METERS AND MULTI-SPACE METERS FOR REGULATION 

The fees required by ordinance in parking meters and multi-space meters are imposed 
as police regulation and inspection fees, and the revenues derived therefrom shall be 
used for the installation, operation, inspection and regulation of parking meters, multi-
space meters, and parking space in parking meter zones created by ordinance to fund 
the City of Madison’s Parking Division.” 

 
 
 6. Subsection (3) entitled “Schedule of Deposits” of Section 1.08 entitled “Issuance 
of Citations and Complaints for Violations of Certain Ordinances and Providing a Schedule of 
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Cash Deposits” of the Madison General Ordinances is amended by amending therein the 
following:

Proposal Summary: The project site includes three properties. One property is zoned A (Agricultural District). The 
applicant is requesting to rezone the other two properties to the A District. The proposed Certified Survey Map 
would subdivide the three properties to create one lot and one outlot. A solar array is expected to be built on a 
part of the lot in the future. The outlot would be dedicated to the public.  
 
Applicable Regulations & Standards: MGO Section 28.183(6) lists the approval standards for zoning map 
amendments. The process and standards of approval for Certified Survey Maps are found in MGO Section 
16.23(5)(g).  
 
Review Required By: Plan Commission and Common Council  
 
Summary Recommendation: The Planning Division recommends the following to the Plan Commission regarding 
the applications for 1201-1241 Moorland Road. All recommendations are subject to input at the public hearing 
and the conditions recommended by the reviewing agencies.  

• That the Plan Commission find the approval standards for zoning map amendments met and forward 
Zoning Map Amendment Section 28.022-00729 to change the zoning of 1233 and 1241 Moorland Road 
from the SR-C1 (Suburban Residential-Consistent 1) District to the A (Agricultural) District to the Common 
Council with a recommendation of approval.  

• That the Plan Commission finds the approval standards for Certified Survey Maps are met and forward 
the Certified Survey Map for 1201-1241 Moorland Road to the Common Council with a recommendation 
of approval. 

 
Background Information 
 
Parcel Location: The project site includes three properties that total 4,117,170 square feet (94.5 acres). The  
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project site is located on the south side of Moorland Road between Wayland Drive and Manor Drive. It is within 
Alder District 14 (Alder Knox) and the Madison Metropolitan School District.  
 
Existing Conditions and Land Use: There are no buildings on the site. The site is used for community gardens and 
farming. A public path is located in the southwest corner of the site.  
 
Surrounding Land Use and Zoning:  
North: Across Moorland Road, Nine Springs Wastewater Treatment Plant, zoned IL (Industrial-Limited) District; 

East: Highland Manor Mobile Home Park, zoned PMHP (Planned Mobile Home Park) District; City of Madison Highland 
Manor Park, zoned PMHP District;  

South: City of Fitchburg and Town of Blooming Grove, Capital Springs Recreation Area, Capital City Trail and Nine Springs 
Creek; 

West: City of Madison Water Utility Well #30, zoned SR-C2 (Suburban Residential – Consistent 2) District; single family 
residential, zoned SR-C2 District.  
 
Adopted Land Use Plan: The Comprehensive Plan (2023) recommends P (Parks and Open Space) development for 
the site.  
 
Zoning Summary: If the property is rezoned it will be in the A (Agricultural) District.

Environmental Corridor Status: An environmental corridor is located along the southern edge of the site.   
 
Public Utilities and Services: This property is served by a full range of urban services. 
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Project Description, Analysis, and Conclusion 
 
Project Description 
 
The project site includes three properties that are owned by the Madison Metropolitan Sewerage District (MMSD). 
MMSD has submitted a rezone request and Certified Survey Map (CSM) so that a solar array can built on a part of 
the site. The community gardens are expected to remain on the site if the solar array is built. The properties at 
1233 and 1241 Moorland Road are zoned SR-C1 (Suburban Residential – Consistent 1) District. The rezone request 
would change the zoning of 1233 and 1241 Moorland Road from the SR-C1 District to the A (Agricultural) District. 
The single family homes on the properties were demolished and they are now vacant. The property at 1201 Moorland 
Road is zoned A District. It is used for farming and community gardens. A public path is located in the southwest 
corner of the property.  
 
The proposed CSM would create one lot and one outlot. Proposed Lot 1 is 84.5 acres. Proposed Lot 1 would include 
the existing community gardens and farmland. Proposed Outlot 1 is 9.9 acres. The CSM states that the outlot will 
be dedicated to the public for parkland purposes. However, the Engineering Division and Parks Division 
recommend that the outlot be dedicated to the public for stormwater drainage and management purposes. 
 
Proposed Official Map Amendment   
 
The Official Map is a planning tool enabled by Wisconsin Statutes Section 62.23(6), which allows a municipality to 
map and reserve land for future streets. The City has utilized the Official Map since 1966. No building permits for 
construction of new buildings or additions may be issued within reserved areas. When a property owner seeks to 
divide or combine property within or including an area reserved on the Official Map, the area must be dedicated to 
the public (MGO Section. 16.23(3)(a)2.) 
 
The Official Map shows a 120-foot wide reservation for a future street on 1201 Moorland Road. The Official Map 
originally showed a future street connecting Moorland Road to East Clayton Road in the City of Fitchburg. In 2013 
the Common Council approved Resolution 13-00309 (Legistar ID 29482) to vacate the portion of the street that was 
on the Highland Park Mobile Home property to the east. That portion of the street connected Moorland Road to this 
property. As a result of the vacation, the future street no longer provides a connection from Moorland Road to East 
Clayton Road.  
 
MMSD has requested that the Official Map be amended to remove the mapped reservation across 1201 Moorland 
Road. If the street is not removed from the Official Map, then it would need to be shown on the proposed CSM and 
dedicated to the City. 
 
The Plan Commission will consider the amendment to the Official Map on November 3, 2025. It will then be 
considered by the Common Council on November 25, 2025 (Legistar ID 90173). Consistent with recommendations 
from the Transportation Commission and the Board of Public Works, Planning Division staff recommend that the 
reservation for the future street be removed from the Official Map. See the Planning Division Staff Report for  the 
Official Map amendment for more information.  
 
Conformance with Adopted Plans 
 
The Comprehensive Plan (2024) recommends P (Parks and Open Space) development for the site. P areas include 
public parks, conservation areas, recreation areas, private recreation uses (such as golf courses), cemeteries, 
stormwater management facilities, greenways, urban agriculture, community gardens, major public trails, and 
other natural features and lands with a park-like character that are recommended for preservation. 
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Zoning Map Amendment Standards  
 
The zoning map amendment standards state that such amendments are legislative decisions of the Common 
Council that shall be based on public health, safety, and welfare, shall be consistent with the Comprehensive Plan, 
and shall comply with Wisconsin and federal law. Chapter 66.1001(3) of Wisconsin Statutes requires that zoning 
ordinances, which includes the zoning map, enacted or amended after January 1, 2010, be consistent with the 
City’s Comprehensive Plan. 2010 Wisconsin Act 372 clarified “consistent with” as “furthers or does not contradict 
the objectives, goals, and policies contained in the comprehensive plan.”  
 
The applicant is requesting to rezone 1233 and 1241 Moorland Road to the A (Agricultural) District.  
 
Per the Zoning Code, the purpose of the A (Agricultural) District is to support the continuance of agriculture and 
rural character within outlying agricultural areas. In addition, the A district is intended to support local food 
production and community health by encouraging community and market gardens and other small-scale 
agricultural operations within city limits.  
 
Agriculture and community gardens are both permitted uses in the A (Agricultural) District. The applicant has 
indicated that a portion of the site may be used for a solar array in the future. A solar array is considered an electric 
power production use in the Zoning Code. Electric power production from a solar array is a permitted use in the 
A (Agricultural) District.  
 
Staff believe that the rezone to the A (Agricultural) District is consistent with the P (Parks and Open Space) land 
use recommendation in the Comprehensive Plan (2024), and that the zoning map amendment approval standards 
can be found met.  
 
Land Division Standards 
 
The proposed CSM would create one lot and one outlot. The Official Map shows a parkway along the southern 
edge of the property. Proposed Outlot 1 would dedicate the parkway to the public. The CSM states that the outlot 
will be dedicated to the public for parkland purposes. However, the Engineering Division and Parks Division 
recommend that the outlot be dedicated to the public for stormwater drainage and management purposes. This 
is noted in the recommended conditions of approval.  
 
Per the recommended conditions of approval, the applicant shall work with the Traffic Engineering and 
Engineering Divisions on dedicating Right of Way or granting an easement for future multi-use path on their 
frontage of Moorland Road. 
 
Staff believe that the applicable standards for land divisions can be found met, subject to the recommended 
conditions of approval, and approval of the proposed Official Map amendment to remove the street reservation 
on 1201 Moorland Road.  
 
Conclusion 
 
There are two requests before the Plan Commission, a zoning map amendment (rezone) and Certified Survey Map 
(CSM).  
 
The applicant is requesting to rezone 1233 and 1241 Moorland Road to the A (Agricultural) District. Staff believe 
that the rezone to the A (Agricultural) District is consistent with the P (Parks and Open Space) land use 
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recommendation in the Comprehensive Plan (2024), and that the zoning map amendment approval standards can 
be found met.  
 
The proposed CSM would create one lot and one outlot to be dedicated to the public. Staff believe that the 
applicable standards for land divisions can be found met, subject to the recommended conditions of approval, 
and approval of the proposed Official Map amendment to remove the north-south street reservation on 2202 
Darwin Road.

Dear Plan Commission Members, 

We are pleased to submit to you this proposal to prepare the parcel at 3618 Milwaukee Street for 
future development. This letter outlines the proposed subdivision and land use application that 
supports a cohesive vision for residential growth in the area. 

Situated just east of the recently approved Starkweather Plat, the site offers a natural extension of 
the neighborhood’s residential character and walkable street network. Building on the success of 
that project, this proposal continues the emphasis on livability, pedestrian scale, and thoughtful 
urban design across several new residential parcels 

Based on preliminary analysis, we believe the neighborhood can accommodate up to 250 housing 
units across three parcels, contributing to a vibrant development that aligns with community goals 
and planning objectives. 

Existing Site  

The project site encompasses approximately five acres of undeveloped land currently zoned TR-C1. 
The terrain is predominantly upland, with no identified wetlands or high-quality habitat, making it 
well-suited for residential development. Existing vegetation consists mainly of scrub with minimal 
tree coverage. 

This parcel shares its eastern boundary with the DWI4 Amazon Delivery Station at 3650 Milwaukee 
Street, which recently installed a retaining wall and electric vehicle charging stations along the 
shared edge. These site conditions played a key role in shaping the proposed layout and phasing 
strategy, particularly in terms of buffering, access, and visual screening.

General Project Description  

The proposed plan introduces three new residential lots and one outlot, thoughtfully positioned to 
support cohesive development. The layout responds to adjacent land uses—including the 
Starkweather Plat to the west and the Amazon Delivery Station to the east—in the following ways: 

- Seamless neighborhood integration: Residential development on the west side of the parcel 
aligns with the character and street network of the adjacent Starkweather Plat, promoting 
continuity and community cohesion. 

- Strategic buffering: A new north–south street along the eastern edge of the site provides a 
functional buffer between residential uses and the Amazon Delivery Station, enhancing privacy 
and reducing potential conflicts. 

- Stormwater management and daylight access: The stormwater outlot in the northwest corner 
serves as both a drainage solution and a spatial buffer, ensuring adequate daylight reaches the 
neighboring community garden spaces.

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- Pedestrian connectivity: A mid-block extension of the stormwater outlot preserves pedestrian-
scale movement through the site and encourages access to public amenities within the 
Starkweather Plat. 

- Vehicle circulation and alley potential: An access easement along the eastern boundary offers 
the opportunity to route vehicle traffic behind residential lots, potentially functioning as a slow-
moving alley for parking and service access.

Zoning and relationship to Milwaukee Street Special Area Neighborhood Plan 

The future use and development of the 3618 Milwaukee Street parcel—commonly referred to as the 
“Duren” property—is outlined in the 2018 Milwaukee Street Special Area Plan. As noted on page 6, 
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the parcel was part of a broader shift in land use strategy, transitioning from single-family zoning to 
medium residential, which accommodates a wider variety of housing types. 
 
Specifically, the Duren parcel was identified as a candidate for Community Mixed Use zoning. While 
one of the initial drivers for this recommendation was the proximity to the now-decommissioned 
East Transfer Point Station, the plan also reflected strong neighborhood interest in more locally 
focused retail and services. These amenities were envisioned as part of a mixed-use development, 
potentially with commercial uses on the ground floor and residential units above—supporting both 
walkability and community vitality.  
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Street Design 

The project includes the planned extension of both Chicago Avenue to the north and Canvas Street 
to the south, with the submitted drawings allocating sufficient right-of-way for these future 
connections. 

In addition, a new north–south street is proposed along the eastern edge of the parcel, connecting 
Milwaukee Street to Chicago Avenue. The design team has collaborated closely with the City’s 
Engineering and Planning departments to ensure the proposed right-of-way meets applicable 
standards and supports long-term connectivity.  

This new street will be designed in accordance with the Complete Green Streets framework. It is 
currently envisioned to include on-street parking along the development-facing side only, with 
intentional breaks in parking to accommodate aerial apparatus access for emergency services. 

Neighborhood Engagement  

The 3618 Milwaukee Street parcel holds significance for the Eastmoreland Neighborhood, a 
sentiment that was clearly expressed during the community meeting held on June 26, 2025. 

Residents voiced strong support for the development’s goals, particularly the commitment to high-
quality residential design and the preservation of the neighborhood’s established character. 
Attendees appreciated that the proposed plan avoids impacting any high-quality environmental 
areas and incorporates walkability into the design of new streets.

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One key area of interest was the connection between the new street and Milwaukee Street, with 
residents emphasizing the importance of safe crossing conditions for pedestrians, cyclists, and 
other modes of transportation. This aspect of the project will continue to evolve in collaboration 
with the City of Madison as the street design is refined. 

Development Schedule 

The timeline of future development on these parcels is not known; there are no current plans to 
develop these sites. The intention of this application is to prepare the needed subdivision and 
rezoning work to allow the parcels to be considered for future development.

Requested Actions: Consideration of a request to rezone 3618 Milwaukee Street from TR-C1 (Traditional 
Residential–Consistent 1 District) to TR-U2 (Traditional Residential–Urban 2 District) and CC-T (Commercial 
Corridor–Transitional District), PR (Parks and Recreation District), and CN (Conservancy District); and approving a 
Certified Survey Map of 3618 Milwaukee Street to create one lot in CC-T zoning, two lots in TR-U2 zoning, and one 
outlot for stormwater management. 
 
Proposal Summary: The applicant is seeking approval to divide a 5.1-acre parcel located on the north side of 
Milwaukee Street, approximately 200 feet east of N Walter Street, to create a lot for future mixed-use 
development in CC-T zoning along the Milwaukee Street frontage, and two lots for future multi-family 
development in TR-U2 zoning to the north. An outlot for stormwater management will be located along the 
southern and western edges of proposed Lot 3. As part of the proposed land division, the applicants will plat and 
dedicate extensions of Canvas Road and Chicago Avenue from their current terminus in the recently recorded 
‘Starkweather Plat’ of the former Voit property. Those streets will extend to a proposed north-south local street 
shown as “A” Street on the proposed Certified Survey Map (CSM). The letter of intent indicates that there is no 
timeline for development of the property following the requested zoning map amendments and land division.  
 
Applicable Regulations & Standards: Section 28.182 of the Zoning Code provides the process for zoning map 
amendments. The subdivision process is outlined in Section 16.23(4) of the amended Subdivision Regulations. 
 
Review Required By:  Plan Commission and Common Council. 
 
Review Schedule: The State’s subdivision statute, Wis. Stats. 236, requires that a Certified Survey Map be 
approved, conditionally approved, or rejected (with stated reasons) within 90 days of submittal unless the time is 
extended by agreement with the applicant. If no action is taken within 90 days and no extension granted, the plat 
is deemed approved. The CSM was submitted to the City on September 22, 2025. Therefore, the 90-day review 
period is scheduled to expire on December 22, 2025.  
 
Summary Recommendation: The Planning Division recommends that the Plan Commission find the standards met 
and forward Zoning Map Amendment ID 28.022–00731 and 28.022–00732, rezoning 3618 Milwaukee Street from 
TR-C1 to TR-U2 and CC-T, and the Certified Survey Map of 3618 Milwaukee Street to the Common Council with 
recommendations of approval, subject to input at the public hearing and the conditions from reviewing agencies 
beginning on page 6 of this report.  
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Background Information 
 
Parcel Location: Approximately 5.1 acres of land located on the north side of Milwaukee Street between Walter 
Street and Schenck Street; Alder District 15 (Martinez-Rutherford); Madison Metropolitan School District.  
 
Existing Conditions and Land Use: Undeveloped land, zoned TR-C1 (Traditional Residential–Consistent 1 District). 
 
Surrounding Land Use and Zoning:  

North: Starkweather Park, zoned CN (Conservancy District); 

South: Single- and two-family residences and SS Morris Community AME Church across Milwaukee Street, zoned 
TR-C1 (Traditional Residential–Consistent 1 District) and TR-C4 (Traditional Residential–Consistent 4 
District); 

East: Amazon package distribution facility, zoned CC-T (Commercial Corridor–Transitional District); and 

West: Undeveloped land in the Starkweather Plat, zoned TR-V2 (Traditional Residential–Varied 2 District), TR-U2 
(Traditional Residential–Urban 2 District), CC-T (Commercial Corridor–Transitional District), PR (Parks and 
Recreation District), and CN. 

 
Adopted Land Use Plans: The Milwaukee Street Special Area Plan, adopted in 2018, recommends that the 
northern two-thirds of the subject site be developed with Residential Housing Mix 2 (HM2), while the southern 
third closest to Milwaukee Street is recommended for Mixed-Use.  
 
The special area plan also recommends the extension of Chicago Avenue across the site from its current terminus 
in the adjacent Starkweather Plat; Chicago Avenue is planned to form the northern boundary of a grid of streets 
that will extend north from Milwaukee Street to serve the development planned on the subject site and other 
properties located between West Corporate Drive and N Fair Oaks Avenue. Additionally, the plan calls for a north-
south street to generally parallel the eastern property line between Chicago Avenue and Milwaukee Street, which 
will provide access to the future development on the site. 
 
The Comprehensive Plan as amended through 2024 generally follows the recommendations in the Milwaukee 
Street Special Area Plan, recommending the HM2 areas in the special area plan for Medium Residential (MR), 
while the Milwaukee Street frontage is recommended for Community Mixed-Use (CMU).  
 
Environmental Corridor Status: There are no mapped environmental corridors on the subject site. The adjacent 
City-owned conservancy park to the north is located in mapped corridor. 
 
Public Utilities and Services: The property is located in the Central Urban Service Area (CUSA). The subject site is 
served by a full range of urban services, including Metro Transit, which operates daily service along Milwaukee 
Street past the site on Routes D1 and L, with trips at least every 60 minutes. 
 
Zoning Summary: The proposed lots will be zoned TR-U2 (Traditional Residential–Urban 2 District) and CC-T 
(Commercial Corridor–Transitional District). The conformance of the proposed lots with the minimum area 
requirements of those districts will be discussed in the ‘Analysis’ section of this report.

Project Description 
 
The applicant, 3618 MF, LLC, is requesting zoning and land division approvals to allow a 5.1-acre parcel located at 
3618 Milwaukee Street to be developed in the future with a variety of mixed-use and multi-family buildings. The 
subject parcel is a long, somewhat narrow parcel located on the north side of Milwaukee Street between the 
recently recorded Starkweather Plat mixed-use and multi-family development to the west and an Amazon package 
distribution facility to the east. The site has approximately 250 feet of frontage along Milwaukee Street and 
extends approximately 950 feet north from Milwaukee Street to the southern edge of the City’s Starkweather 
Park conservancy lands. The property is characterized by a modest slope that falls from Milwaukee Street to the 
north, with a small embankment in the northeastern corner of the site that falls toward the northwestern corner 
of the Amazon site to the east. 
 
The proposed Certified Survey Map (CSM) to divide the property calls for three lots to be located on the west side 
of “A” Street, a 60-foot wide north-south right of way that will extend along the eastern property line from 
Milwaukee Street to an extension of Chicago Avenue across the northern edge of the site from its platted terminus 
in the adjacent Starkweather Plat development. In addition, the CSM calls for a half-block long extension of Canvas 
Road from its platted terminus in the Starkweather Plat to connect to proposed “A” Street. 
 
Beginning at Milwaukee Street, Lot 1 of the CSM will be an approximately 0.84-acre parcel that will be zoned CC-
T with the associated zoning map amendment. The letter of intent submitted with these requests suggests that 
proposed Lot 1 could be developed in the future with an up to four-story building that could include 85 multi-
family units. The northern edge of Lot 1 will be Canvas Road. North of Canvas Road, the applicant is requesting 
TR-U2 zoning for Lots 2 and 3 of the land division. The letter of intent indicates that those lots could both be 
developed in the future with 85 multi-family units in up to four-story buildings. Separate land use approvals will 
be required for the future development on Lots 1-3 following approval and recording of the CSM. In addition to 
the three lots proposed for future development, the CSM includes an L-shaped, 0.37-acre outlot, which will be 
reserved for stormwater management. While not shown on the CSM, proposed Outlot 1 will abut a private outlot 
for stormwater management created with the adjacent Starkweather Plat. 
 
Analysis  
 
In order to approve the zoning map amendment, the Common Council shall find that the zoning map amendment 
is consistent with the City’s Comprehensive Plan as required by Section 66.1001(3) of Wisconsin Statutes. 
“Consistent with” is defined as “furthers or does not contradict the objectives, goals and policies contained in the 
comprehensive plan.” The Comprehensive Plan notes that sub-area plans (neighborhood, area, etc.) are adopted 
as “a supplement to the Comprehensive Plan” to reflect their function and status in providing more detailed 
planning recommendations than are often needed to effectively implement the Comprehensive Plan. The 
Comprehensive Plan provides a long-term, broad, generalized policy framework for land use, growth, and large-
scale investment priorities for the City, while sub-area plans provide more detailed recommendations for a specific 
geographic area.  
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The subject site is located within the boundaries of the Milwaukee Street Special Area Plan (MSSAP), which was 
adopted in 2018 to guide development and redevelopment in the area bounded by N Fair Oaks Avenue on the 
west, State Highway 30 on the north, N Stoughton Road (US Highway 51) on the east, and Milwaukee Street 
generally on the south.  
 
The northern two-thirds of the subject site are recommended in Residential Housing Mix (HM) 2, the denser of 
two residential land use categories included in the special area plan. HM2 includes townhomes and three- to four-
story apartment buildings (rental, senior and condominium). The MSSAP recommends that ground level units 
facing public streets have primary entries on the street, with direct access to a public sidewalk. Setbacks should 
generally be 10-20 feet, and all parking should be located underneath, behind or beside buildings. The HM2 district 
in the special area plan generally aligns with the Medium Residential (MR) category in the Comprehensive Plan. 
The MR category in the Comprehensive Plan generally allows multi-family development in up to five-story 
buildings and at densities up to 90 units an acre. 
 
The remainder of the site closest to Milwaukee Street is recommended for Mixed-Use by the MSSAP, which is 
intended to be consistent with the Community Mixed-Use (CMU) category in the Comprehensive Plan, with 
building scales recommended to be three to five stories. The CMU district in the Comprehensive Plan includes 
existing and planned areas supporting an intensive mix of residential, commercial, and civic uses serving residents 
and visitors from the surrounding area and the community as a whole. CMU areas are generally located at major 
intersections and along relatively high-capacity transit corridors and can generally accommodate significant 
development with a variety of housing options and commercial uses that attract a wide customer base in buildings 
two to six stories in height. Development and design within CMU areas should create a walkable node or corridor 
and should be transit oriented. On-street parking may be provided, but intense development in CMU areas may 
require structured parking. Buildings should be placed close to the sidewalk and should screen any surface parking 
from the street. Development within CMU areas should be designed to support surrounding residential uses by 
providing services and retail, and designed to support nearby employment areas by providing residential units 
close enough to make walking and biking the most convenient method of commuting. Employment, retail, civic, 
institutional, and service uses serving both adjacent neighborhoods and wider community markets are 
recommended for CMU areas. Residential uses will generally be similar to the MR category, though they may 
occur at higher densities up to 130 units per acre. 
 
The Milwaukee Street Special Area Plan also recommends the extension of Chicago Avenue across Starkweather 
Creek from its current terminus at N Fair Oaks Avenue to West Corporate Drive to provide a link between the 
development parcels east of the creek and adjacent neighborhoods to the west and south. In the special area 
plan, Chicago Avenue is envisioned as the boundary between the park and open space uses planned to the north 
and the residential and mixed-use development planned to the south. Chicago Avenue was platted with the 
Starkweather Plat subdivision to the northwestern corner of the subject site and will be extended across the 
northern edge of the property with the proposed CSM. In addition, the special area plan recommends a north-
south local street through the site and two east-west local streets between Chicago and Milwaukee, though only 
one of those two streets were approved and dedicated with the adjacent Starkweather Plat.  
 
The Comprehensive Plan as amended through 2024 follows the recommendations in the Milwaukee Street Special 
Area Plan, designating the HM2 areas in the special area plan as Medium Residential (MR), while the Milwaukee 
Street frontage is recommended for Community Mixed-Use (CMU). 
 
Additionally, Milwaukee Street is identified in the Comprehensive Plan as a community growth corridor, with the 
section between Fair Oaks Avenue and Stoughton Road also identified as a “transitioning community center.” 
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According to the Comprehensive Plan, community growth corridors are recommended along certain major streets 
in the city that have some transit, but lack a diversity of existing or planned future land uses. Many such corridors 
are expected to transition from an auto-oriented development pattern to more transit-, walk-, and bike-friendly 
styles of development. Within the hierarchy of activity centers in the Growth Framework in the 2023 plan, 
community centers still tend to have access to transit and major streets, but are expected to develop at a lower 
intensity than the more intensive regional activity centers and serve a smaller area. Transitioning activity centers 
are considered “underutilized” areas with commercial and employment uses that are well served by transit with 
the potential to transition into “vibrant” mixed-use areas over time. 
 
The Planning Division believes the Plan Commission can find that the proposed CC-T zoning for Lot 1 and TR-U2 
zoning for Lots 2 and 3 and proposed land division are generally consistent with the plan recommendations 
summarized above.  
 
Per its statement of purpose, the CC-T zoning district is “…established to recognize the many commercial corridors 
within the City that remain largely auto-oriented, and to encourage their transformation into mixed-use corridors 
that are equally conducive to pedestrian, bicycle, transit and motor vehicle activity.” The district is also intended 
to improve the quality of landscaping, site design and urban design along these corridors, encourage appropriate 
transitions between higher-intensity uses along commercial corridors and adjacent lower-density residential 
districts, and encourage the use of structured parking. Staff believes that the use of CC-T zoning is consistent with 
the CMU recommendation for the Milwaukee Street frontage. Similarly, the proposed TR-U2 zoning is generally 
consistent with the HM2 category in the Milwaukee Street Special Area Plan despite the permitted six-story 
building height in the TR-U2 district being greater than the four stories recommended, which were informed by 
feedback received from the community during the MSSAP planning process. The TR-U2 zoning proposed for Lots 
2 and 3 of the proposed CSM is the same zoning district approved for the areas recommended for HM2 in the 
adjacent Starkweather Plat development.  
 
The Planning Division believes that the three lots proposed for future development also meet the dimensional 
requirements in the Zoning Code for the zoning districts requested, as well as the design criteria for lots and blocks 
in the Subdivision Regulations. The layout of the CSM also follows the development pattern recommended for the 
site in the special area plan, including the gridded street pattern and the use of future Chicago Avenue as the 
boundary between development to the south and parks and open space to the north. The location of “A” Street 
is also consistent with the location of a north-south street in the special area plan intended to serve development 
of the parcels east of Walter Street and the Starkweather Plat. The Traffic Engineering Division has determined 
that “A” Street will be a Neighborhood Street as identified in the Complete Green Streets Guide, which has a 64-
foot typical right of way width. However, it is anticipated that additional right of way may be required to complete 
the cross-section of “A” Street on the adjacent Amazon property at such time as it redevelops. Staff feels that the 
60 feet proposed with the CSM will be adequate to provide full vehicular access to development on the subject 
site in the meantime. 
 
Conclusion 
 
The applicants are requesting approval of a zoning map amendment and Certified Survey Map to divide the 5.1-
acre subject parcel into one lot to be zoned CC-T and two lots to be zoned TR-U2 for future mixed-use and multi-
family development. Staff believes that the Plan Commission may find that these requests meet the standards for 
approval. The proposed development is generally consistent with the applicable recommendations for the site in 
the Milwaukee Street Special Area Plan and Comprehensive Plan. The proposed future development of the subject 
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site with mixed-use and multi-family development should also be complementary with the development pattern 
and forms anticipated in the adjacent Starkweather Plat to the west.

3. All references to ‘Canvas Street’ on the CSM shall be revised to ‘Canvas Road’ consistent with its platted street 

name in the adjacent subdivision.

4. The City of Madison will not accept underground stormwater treatment systems for the treatment of 
stormwater from the public right of way. The final approved stormwater management plan for this CSM will 
require the treatment of public stormwater, said improvements shall be on a public outlot treating only the 
public right-of-way. Stormwater from the private lots shall be treated on private property with a maintenance 
agreement recorded against all served parcel. 

 
5. A Phase 1 environmental site assessment (per ASTM E1527-13), is required for lands dedicated to the City. 

Provide one (1) digital copy and staff review will determine if a Phase 2 ESA is also required. Submit report(s) 
to Environmental Review (environmentalreview@cityofmadison.com). 

 
6. The applicant shall provide projected wastewater calculations to Mark Moder, mmoder@cityofmadison.com. 

Off-site sewer improvements by the developer may be required as a result of the proposed development.  
 

7. The construction of this project will require that the applicant shall enter into a City/ Developer agreement for 
the required infrastructure improvements. The agreement shall be executed prior to sign off. Allow 4-6 weeks 
to obtain agreement. Contact City Engineering to schedule the development and approval of the plans and 
the agreement. 

 
8. The developer shall construct Madison standard street, multi-use path, and sidewalk improvements for all 

streets within the plat. This condition excludes construction of sidewalk along the east side of "A" Street, which 
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will be constructed when the adjacent property redevelops. The developer shall construct multi-use path 
along the north side of Chicago Avenue instead of a standard sidewalk. 

 
9. The developer shall construct multi-use path adjacent to Lot 1 along north side of Milwaukee Street per plans 

approved by the City Engineer. 
 

10. The developer shall make improvements to Milwaukee Street to facilitate ingress and egress to the plat as 
required by the City Engineer. Improvements can include but are not limited to adding pavement for turn 
lanes, curb, gutter, storm sewer, pavement markings, and streetlights. 

 
11. The developer shall construct public sanitary sewer, storm sewer, and drainage improvements as necessary to 

serve the lots within the CSM. 
 

12. Madison Metropolitan Sewerage District (MMSD) connection charges are due and payable prior to City 
Engineering Division sign-off, unless otherwise collected with a Developer's/ Subdivision Contract. Contact 
Mark Moder ((608) 261-9250) to obtain the final MMSD billing a minimum of two (2) working days prior to 
requesting City Engineering signoff. 

 
13. A minimum of two (2) working days prior to requesting City Engineering signoff on the CSM, contact either 

Tim Troester (West) at (608) 261-1995 (ttroester@cityofmadison.com) or Brenda Stanley (East) at (608) 261-
9127 (bstanley@cityofmadison.com) to obtain the final stormwater utility charges that are due and payable 
prior to sub-division of the properties. The stormwater utility charges (as all utility charges) are due for the 
previous months of service and must be cleared prior to the land division (and subsequent obsolesces of the 
existing parcel). 

 
14. An Erosion Control Permit is required for this project. 

 
15. A Storm Water Management Report and Storm Water Management Permit is required for this project. 

 
16. This site appears to disturb over one (1) acre of land and requires a permit from the Wisconsin Department 

of Natural Resources (WDNR) for stormwater management and erosion control. The City of Madison has been 
required by the WDNR to review projects for compliance with NR-216 and NR-151; however, a separate 
permit submittal is still required to the WDNR for this work. The City of Madison cannot issue our permit until 
concurrence is obtained from the WDNR via their NOI or WRAPP permit process. Contact Eric Rortvedt at (608) 
273-5612 of the WDNR to discuss this requirement. The applicant is notified that the City of Madison is an 
approved agent of the Department of Safety and Professional Services (DSPS) and no separate submittal to 
this agency or the Capital Area Regional Planning Commission (CARPC) is required for this project to proceed. 

 
17. Submit a soil boring report that has been prepared by a Professional Engineer two weeks prior to recording 

the final plat to the City Engineering Division indicating the ground water table and rock conditions in the area. 
The borings shall be performed a minimum of 15 feet below the finished grade of the streets being dedicated 
to the public. A minimum of 3 soil borings shall be performed along "A" Street with a maximum distance of 
300 feet in between. 

 
18. Confirm that adequate sight distance exists where public streets intersect per AASHTO design standards for 

intersection sight distance.  
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19. Provide calculations for the 500-year storm event, as identified in Madison General Ordinance Chapter 37, as 

part of the CSM design and stormwater management plan. The flows from this design storm event will be 
routed through the development and used to determine an anticipated safe top of concrete foundation 
elevation for future buildings in critical areas. 

 
20. This project falls in the area subject to increased erosion control enforcement as authorized by the fact that it 

is in a TMDL ZONE and therefore will be regulated to meet a higher standard. 
 

21. This project will disturb 4,000 square feet or more of land area and require an Erosion Control Permit. Submit 
the Erosion Control Permit Application (with USLE calculations and associated fee) to Megan Eberhardt (west) 
at meberhardt@cityofmadison.com, or Daniel Olivares (east) at daolivares@cityofmadison.com, for approval. 

 
22. This project will disturb 20,000 square feet or more of land area and require an Erosion Control Plan. Please 

submit an 11" x 17" copy of an erosion control plan (pdf electronic copy preferred) to Megan Eberhardt (west) 
at meberhardt@cityofmadison.com, or Daniel Olivares (east) at daolivares@cityofmadison.com, for approval. 

 
23. Demonstrate compliance with MGO Sections 37.07 and 37.08 regarding permissible soil loss rates. Include 

Universal Soil Loss Equation (USLE) computations for the construction period with the erosion control plan. 
Measures shall be implemented in order to maintain a soil loss rate below 5.0 tons per acre per year. 

 
24. This project will require a concrete management plan and a construction dewatering plan as part of the 

erosion control plan to be reviewed and approved by the City Engineer's Office. If contaminated soil or 
groundwater conditions exist on or adjacent to this project additional WDNR, Public Health, and/or City 
Engineering approvals may be required prior to the issuance of the required Erosion Control Permit. 

 
25. This project appears to require fire system testing that can result in significant amounts of water to be 

discharged to the project grade. The Contractor shall coordinate this testing with the erosion control measures 
and notify City Engineering (608) 266-4751 prior to completing the test to document that appropriate 
measures have been taken to prevent erosion as a result of this testing. 

 
26. Complete weekly self-inspection of the erosion control practices and post these inspections to the City of 

Madison website as required by MGO Chapter 37. 
 

27. Prior to approval, this project shall comply with Chapter 37 of the Madison General Ordinances regarding 
stormwater management. Specifically, this development is required to submit a Storm Water Management 
Permit application, associated permit fee, Stormwater Management Plan, and Storm Water Management 
Report to City Engineering. The Storm Water Management Plan & Report shall include compliance with the 
following: 

 Submit prior to plan sign-off, a stormwater management report stamped by a P.E. registered in the State of 
Wisconsin. 

 Provide electronic copies of any stormwater management modeling or data files including SLAMM, RECARGA, 
TR-55, HYDROCAD, Sediment loading calculations, or any other electronic modeling or data files. If calculations 
are done by hand or are not available electronically, the hand copies or printed output shall be scanned to a 
PDF file and provided to City Engineering. 

 Detain the 2-, 5-, 10-, 100-, and 200-year storm events, matching post development rates to predevelopment 
rates and using the design storms identified in MGO Chapter 37. 
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 Provide infiltration of 90% of the pre-development infiltration volume. 

 Reduce TSS by 80% (control the 5-micron particle) off of newly developed area as compared to no controls. 

 The applicant shall demonstrate that water can leave the site and reach the public right of way without 
impacting structures during a 100-year event storm. This analysis shall include reviewing overflow elevations 
and unintended storage occurring on site when the storm system has reached capacity. 

 Submit a draft Stormwater Management Maintenance Agreement (SWMA) for review and approval that 
covers inspection and maintenance requirements for any BMP used to meet stormwater management 
requirements on this project. 

 
28. Submit, prior to plan sign-off but after all revisions have been completed, digital PDF files to the Engineering 

Division. Email PDF file transmissions are preferred to: bstanley@cityofmadison.com (East) or 
ttroester@cityofmadison.com (West). 

 
City Engineering Division – Mapping Section (Contact Julius Smith, (608) 264-9276) 

29. Grant any necessary easements/agreements for the detention and or treatment of the Public Stormwater 
Drainage that may be required for the proposed streets. This includes possible easements across Outlot 1 and 
associated maintenance agreements for the proposed stormwater management features, or dedicate a 
separate public outlot for the exclusive public stormwater use. 

 
30. Grant new public sidewalk easements on the face of the land division as shown the final width and location to 

be approved by the City Engineering and Traffic Engineering Divisions. 
 
31. The applicant shall dedicate the public rights of way as shown for Canvas Road, as officially mapped in the 

Milwaukee Street Special Area Plan for Chicago Avenue, as required to comply with the Complete Green 
Streets Guide for A Street, and as specified by City Engineering and Traffic Engineering Divisions for Milwaukee 
Street. 

 
32. For underground encroachments, provide a signed and sealed Plat of Survey and legal description by a 

Professional Land Surveyor compliant with Chapter A-E 7 of the Wisconsin Administrative Code showing the 
improvements with a fully dimensioned and legally described three-dimensional boundary of the 
encroachment area. Dimensions tied to a quarter section line and referenced to the Dane County Coordinate 
System and NAVD 88(91). Provide an electronic copy of the survey (pdf) and legal description (MS Word) to 
the Land Records Coordinator, (Jule Smith - jsmith4@cityofmadison.com) for review, comment and 
coordination. The encroachment agreement shall require the applicant/ owner to be a member of Diggers 
Hotline throughout the term of this agreement and shall adequately mark the location of underground 
features upon a Digger's Hotline notification. Enter into a privilege in streets agreement for the underground 
private improvements proposed for the storm sewer outlets at each end of the CSM. Or, confirm public 
acceptance of the propose pipe and structure shown within the limits of Milwaukee street to be dedicated 
and add an additional structure at the southerly curb line of Chicago Ave. that is to be dedicated. 

 
33. Provide for review, comprehensive reciprocal easements and agreements including, but not limited to, access, 

parking, utilities, common areas, Sanitary Sewer, Storm Sewer and storm management that are necessary to 
accomplish the land division or site development as proposed prior to final sign off. The document(s) shall be 
executed and recorded immediately subsequent to the CSM recording and prior to building permit issuance. 
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Provide easements for the cross uses shown between Lots 2 and 3 and over Outlot 1 for Sanitary, Storm, 
access, parking and other use needed. 

 
34. The applicant shall form agreement with adjacent owner of the parcel to the east at 3650 Milwaukee Street 

to remove/move all portions of the existing fence located within the lands that are to be dedicated for A Street. 
 
35. Outlot 1 is not to be dedicated to the public for Stormwater purposes. 
 
36. Release MG&E Easement No.913 15-foot wide right-of-way grant for gas main located in the lands to be 

dedicated for Chicago Avenue or have MG&E assign their rights to the City. 
 

37. Release the stormwater management easements per Document No. 5733989 located within the lands to be 
dedicated for A Street. 

 
38. Coordinate and request from the utility companies serving this area the easements required to serve this 

development. Those easements shall be properly shown, dimensioned and labeled on the final CSM. 
 

39. For any required utility easements, add standard note: “ Public Utility Easements as herein set forth are for 
the use by Public Bodies and Private Public Utilities having to right to serve the area.” 

 
40. The sanitary sewer serving Lots 2 and 3 shown along the rear lot will not be public and Outlot 1 will not require 

any public sanitary sewer or access easements. Remove the language for the public sanitary sewer easements 
from the CSM. 

 
41. Cite and or show on the face of the CSM all documents that this property is subject to as noted in the title 

report such as Document Nos. 1047702 and 1210337 and any of the other documents that may affect this 
parcel as listed within those documents which were not provided in the title report. If such documents affect 
the property provided them in an updated title report. 

 
42. Wisconsin Administrative Code A-E 7.08 identifies when Public Land System (PLS) tie sheets must be filed with 

the Dane County Surveyor's Office. The developer's surveyor and/or applicant must submit copies of required 
tie sheets or monument condition reports (with current tie sheet attached) for all monuments, including 
center of sections of record, used in this survey, to Jule Smith, City Engineering (jsmith4@cityofmadison.com). 

 
43. In accordance with Section s. 236.18(8), Wisconsin Statutes, the applicant shall reference City of Madison 

WCCS Dane Zone, 1997 Coordinates on all PLS corners on the Certified Survey Map in areas where this control 
exists. The surveyor shall identify any deviation from City Master Control with recorded and measured 
designations. Visit the Dane County Surveyor's Office web site for current tie sheets and control data that has 
been provided by the City of Madison. 

 
44. Prior to City Engineering Division final sign-off by main office for Certified Survey Maps (CSM), the final CSM 

must be submitted in PDF format by email transmittal to Engineering Land Records Coordinator Jule Smith 
(jsmith4@cityofmadison.com) for final technical review and approval. This submittal must occur a minimum 
of two working days prior to final Engineering Division sign-off.

and approval. 
 

47. The westerly lines of A Street are not parallel with the easterly line of A Street on either block. A djust each 
lot/ block to be parallel to the easterly line and reverify the resultant area of all the lots and outlots. 

 
48. Per A-E 7.05(11), list the datum and adjustment for the coordinate system used. 

 
49. The applicant shall submit to Jule Smith, prior to final Engineering sign-off of the subject CSM, one (1) digital 

CADD drawing in a format compatible with AutoCAD. The digital CADD file(s) shall be referenced to the Dane 
County Coordinate System and shall contain, at minimum, the list of items stated below, each on a separate 
layer/level name. The line work shall be void of gaps and overlaps and match the final recorded CSM: right of 
way lines (public and private); lot lines; lot numbers; lot/plat dimensions; street names, and; easement lines 
(including wetland and floodplain boundaries).

Amending the City of Madison Official Map to remove a mapped reservation for a future public 

street located in the West Half of the Northwest Quarter of Section 31, Township 7 North, 

Range 10 East, in the City of Madison, on land addressed as 1201 Moorland Road (District 14).

Body

PREAMBLE

The City of Madison has used an Official Map since August 1966 to reserve areas for planned 

new streets, highways, parks, parkways, and greenways in the existing and future City, as 

enabled by Wis. Stats. ss. 62.23(6)(c) and Section 16.25(6) of Madison General Ordinances. 

Where the City has mapped a reservation, building permits may generally not be issued to 

construct new buildings within the reserved area, and if land with a mapped reservation is 

divided by plat or Certified Survey Map, the subdivider is required to dedicate the reservations 

to the public.

Since 1966, the Official Map has included a mapped reservation in the West half of the 

Northwest Quarter of Section 31, Township 7 North, Range 10 East for future public streets 

and parkways. In 1972, Certified Survey Map 668 created two lots and dedicated a portion of 

the mapped reservation, on land now addressed as 1501 Moorland Road, 10 Manor Drive and 

1 Sierra Court for what became the Highland Manor mobile home community. In 1975, Certified 

Survey Map 1635 created two lots and dedicated a portion of the mapped reservation, on land 

now addressed as 1701 Moorland Road. In 1975 Certified Survey Map 1698 created four lots 

and dedicated a portion of the mapped reservation on land that is now addressed as 1201 

Moorland Road. The dedicated street, South Side Way (formerly Raywood Road), was not 

constructed. 

In April 2013 the Common Council approved Resolution 13-00309 (ID 29482) to vacate South 
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Side Way. The vacation was related to the conversion of the South Side Way public 

right-of-way into public parkland (Highland Manor Park) and the construction of a shared 

severe weather shelter and parks and recreation facility in the parkland as authorized by 

Resolution 13-00127 (ID 28921). The severe weather shelter facility serves the residents of the 

Highland Manor mobile home park. 

The map sheet for this area still shows a 120-foot wide reservation for future street purposes 

on land addressed as 1201 Moorland Road, see Parcel B in Exhibit A. The 120-foot wide 

reservation continues southwest on a separate Official Map sheet. The future street was 

intended to connect Moorland Road to East Clayton Road and Oregon Road (City of 

Fitchburg). Due to the vacation approved in April 2013, the future street will not connect to 

Moorland Road.

 

The Madison Metropolitan Sewerage District (MMSD)  owns three parcels addressed as 1201, 

1233, and 1241 Moorland Road. MMSD has made an application with the Department of 

Planning and Community and Economic Development to subdivide their three parcels into one 

lot and one outlot by Certified Survey Map. MMSD has requested that the Official Map be 

amended to remove the mapped reservation so that the portion of planned South Side Way 

across the 1201 Moorland Road parcel does not need to be dedicated with their proposed 

CSM. The land shown on the Official Map for proposed parkway will be dedicated to the City as 

open space with the CSM.

In reviewing the Official Map City staff determined a portion of the mapped reservation was not 

dedicated with CSM 668 or CSM 1698 due to a surveying error. Therefore this portion of the 

mapped reservation is still on the Official Map, see Parcel A in Exhibit A. The owner has 

requested that the Official Map be amended to remove the mapped reservation.

WHEREAS the Common Council adopted Ordinance 2091 on August 11, 1966, to establish the 

Official Map for the City of Madison for a part of the City of Madison located in the West Half of 

the Northwest Quarter of Section 31, Township 7 North, Range 10 East to map various future 

streets/ highways, parkways, and greenways; and

WHEREAS said Official Map sheet shows a 120-foot wide reservation for future street 

purposes between the west boundary of CSM 13513 and the east boundary of CSM 1698 for a 

distance of approximately 88.5 feet; and 

WHEREAS said Official Map sheet shows a 120-foot wide reservation for future street 

purposes beginning at the southwesterly end of vacated South Side Way (formerly Raywood 

Road) extending southwest across 1201 Moorland Road for a distance of approximately 1,443 

feet; and 

WHEREAS, the owner of 1201, 1231, and 1241  Moorland Road has made an application with 

the Department of Planning and Community and Economic Development to subdivide the land 

addressed as 1201, 1231, and 1241 Moorland Road into one lot and one outlot; and

WHEREAS, the owner of 1201 Moorland Road has requested that the Official Map be 

amended to remove the mapped 120-foot wide reservation for future street purposes from that 

parcel; and

WHEREAS, the City of Madison Engineer and City of Madison Traffic Engineer, in coordination 

with other City of Madison Agencies and Staff, have reviewed the request, and after 

consideration of the City’s needs for Streets, Highways and Parkways within this area of the 

City, recommend removal of the Reservation Area from the City of Madison Official Map for 
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Proposed Streets, Highways, and Parkways. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the City of Madison hereby amends the City of 

Madison Official Map to remove those lands reserved for Proposed Streets located in the West 

Half of the Northwest Quarter of Section 31, Township 7 North, Range 10 East as described in 

the attached legal description in Exhibit B, pursuant to Section 16.25(6) of Madison General 

Ordinances and Wis. Stats. ss. 62.23(6)(c).

The Plan Commission will consider the amendment to the Official Map on November 3, 2025. It will then be 
considered by the Common Council on November 25, 2025.  
 
The Official Map is a planning tool enabled by Wisconsin Statutes Section 62.23(6), which allows a municipality to 
map and reserve land for future streets. The City has utilized the Official Map since 1966. No building permits for 
construction of new buildings or additions may be issued within reserved areas, and when a property owner seeks 
to divide or combine property within or including an area reserved on the Official Map, the area must be dedicated 
to the public (MGO Section 16.23(3)(a)2.)  
 
Previous Approvals 
 
Since 1966, the Official Map has included a mapped reservation for future public streets and parkways on 1201 
Moorland Road and adjacent properties. In 1972, Certified Survey Map (CSM) 668 was recorded for what became 
the Highland Manor mobile home community. The CSM created two lots and dedicated a portion of the mapped 
reservation, on properties addressed as 1501 Moorland Road, 10 Manor Drive and 1 Sierra Court. In 1975, CSM 
1635 created two lots and dedicated a portion of the mapped reservation, on property addressed as 1701 
Moorland Road. In 1975, CSM 1698 created four lots and dedicated a portion of the mapped reservation on 
property that is addressed as 1201 Moorland Road. The dedicated street, South Side Way (formerly Raywood 
Road), was not constructed.  
 
In April 2013 the Common Council approved 
Resolution 13-00309 (Legistar ID 29482) to 
vacate South Side Way. The vacation was 
related to the conversion of South Side Way 
into public parkland (Highland Manor Park). 
This would allow a shared severe weather 
shelter and parks and recreation facility to be 
built in the park (Legistar ID 28921). The shelter 
facility serves the residents of the Highland 
Manor mobile home park.  
 
Proposed Official Map Amendment  
 
The Official Map still shows a 120-foot wide 
reservation for a future street on 1201 
Moorland Road, see Parcel B in Exhibit A. The 
120-foot wide reservation continues 
southwest across adjacent properties. The 
future street was intended to connect 
Moorland Road to East Clayton Road and 
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Oregon Road (City of Fitchburg). Due to the vacation approved in April 2013, the future street will not connect to 
Moorland Road.  
 
The Madison Metropolitan Sewerage District (MMSD) owns three properties addressed as 1201, 1233, and 1241 
Moorland Road. MMSD has asked for approval to subdivide the three properties into one lot and one outlot by 
Certified Survey Map. MMSD has requested that the Official Map be amended to remove the mapped reservation 
so that the portion of the street on 1201 Moorland Road does not need to be dedicated with the CSM. The land 
shown on the Official Map for proposed parkway will be dedicated to the City as open space with the CSM. 
 
In reviewing the Official Map, City staff determined a portion of the mapped reservation was not dedicated with 
CSM 668 or CSM 1698 due to a surveying error. Therefor this portion of the mapped reservation is still on the 
Official Map, see Parcel A in Exhibit A. The owner has requested that the Official Map be amended to remove the 
mapped reservation. 
 
Analysis  
 
The Comprehensive Plan (2023) recommends Parks and Open Space development for MMSD’s properties at 1201, 
1233, and 1241 Moorland Road. Properties to the east and west are recommended for Low Residential 
development. Properties to the south are recommended for Parks and Open Space. This includes properties that 
are a part of the Capital Springs Recreation Area.  
 
Due to the previously approved street vacation on Highland Park Mobile Home Park the street on 1201 Moorland 
Road will not connect Moorland Road to East Clayton Road and Oregon Road (City of Fitchburg). Staff do not 
believe that a street on 1201 Moorland Road is needed to support connectivity for any future redevelopment of 
this property or adjacent property. 
 

Recommendation 

Consistent with recommendations from the Transportation Commission and the Board of Public Works, Planning 
Division staff recommend that the Plan Commission forward a recommendation to the Common Council that the 
reservation for the north-south future street be removed from the Official Map.

Subject: Quarterly Report (3rd, 2025) 

This document provides an update on selected MPD topics for the third quarter (July, August, and September) of 
2025.  

Please consider the data included in this update as preliminary and subject to modification. 

Emergency and Priority Calls 
During the 3rd quarter, MPD patrol response was limited to emergency and priority calls 14.4% of the time. This is 
an increase from the from the 2nd quarter of 2025 when our response time was limited 8.6% of the time. Given the 
volume of 9-1-1 calls or the severity of calls requiring multiple resources, there were 126 instances where MPD's 
patrol response was limited. Note that some of these instances did not impact citywide response but were limited 
to a particular district or area of the city. The 126 instances occurred on 68 dates (some days required limited call 
response multiple times); this means that at some point on 73.9% of the days during the 3rd quarter MPD patrol 
response was limited. The 126 instances spanned about 316.9 total hours of limited call response, an average of 2.5 
hours per instance.  

Significant Incidents 
Events involving firearms are considered a significant incident within our stratified policing crime reduction 
framework.  All calls involving a firearm and shots fired are investigated.  

Shots Fired – 

There were 25 reports of shots fired in July, August and September of 2025.  Year-to-date we received 82 reports 
of shots fired.  

Below is a graph showing the year-to-date incidents of shots fired (82) compared to the 3-year-average (117: 2022-
2024) by month. Through Q3 we have seen a 30% decrease in shots fired incidents compared to the 3-year average. 

Opiate/Opioid Overdoses – 

Officers responded to 53 known opiate/opioid in overdoses in July, August and September of 2025. Year-to-date 
there have been 140 known opiate/opioid overdoses. 
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Below is a graph showing the year-to-date incidents of known opiate/opioid overdoses (140) compared to the 3-
year-average (209: 2022-2024) by month. Through Q3 we have seen a 33% decrease in known opiate/opioid 
overdoses compared to the 3-year average.  
 

 
 
 
There were 4 suspected opiate/opioid overdose deaths in July, August and September of 2025. Year-to-date there 
have been 15 suspected opiate/opioid overdose deaths.  
 

• [Note that these figures only include opiate/opioid overdose deaths with police involvement and clear 
evidence of an overdose; the actual figure may be higher]. 

 
The Madison Police Department actively seeks opportunities to divert and deflect individuals from the justice 
system. 
 
Diversion occurs when police refer individuals to a program or services in lieu of an arrest. Pre-arrest or pre-charge 
diversion seeks to connect individuals with community-based help, while avoiding a damaging arrest record.  
 
Deflection is community based and entails no criminal justice system involvement beyond an individual’s interaction 
with a police officer in the field. Police deflection programs aim to reduce crime by connecting people living with 
mental health struggles or substance use disorder to treatment and recovery resources.  
 
Madison Area Recovery Initiative (MARI) is a program for individuals living with substance use disorders who have 
committed eligible, non-violent offenses stemming from their disease of addiction. The program offers six months 
of individualized treatment and coaching to participants. Participants must complete the program for non-
prosecution of the charges they would have faced. Eligible charges include possession of drug paraphernalia, 
possession of a controlled substance, retail theft, prostitution, and theft/burglary if the victim of the theft/burglary 
agrees to the MARI program being offered. 
  
The Addiction Resource Team is multidisciplinary and utilizes a police officer and a Peer Specialist from Safe 
Communities. The teams follow up with people who have experienced a non-fatal overdose or other precipitating 
event that brought them into contact with Madison Police or Madison Fire personnel. The purpose is to connect 
individuals with recovery resources, meet people where they are, and provide harm reduction materials. The team 
distributes the opioid reversal agent Naloxone and fentanyl test strips on outreach visits. 
 
Robberies –  
 
There were 24 robberies reported in July, August and September of 2025.  Year-to-date 70 robberies have been 
reported. 
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Below is a graph showing the year-to-date reported robberies (70) compared to the 3-year average (97: 2022-2024) 
by month.  Through Q3 we have seen a 28% decrease of robberies reported compared to the 3-year average.  
 

 
 
Burglaries – 
 
There were 100 burglaries reported in July, August and September of 2025. Year-to-date 317 burglaries have been 
reported.    
 
Below is a graph showing the year-to-date reported burglaries (317) compared to the 3-year average (554: 2022-
2024) by month.  Through Q3 we have seen a 43% decrease of burglaries reported compared to the 3-year average.  
 

 
 
 
Stolen Autos –  
 
There were 82 vehicles reported stolen in July, August and September of 2025. Year-to-date 222 vehicles were 
reported stolen. 
 
Below is a graph showing the year-to-date reported stolen autos (222) compared to the 3-year average (443: 2022-
2024) by month.  Through Q3 we have seen a 50% decrease of stolen autos reported compared to the 3-year 
average.  
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Thefts from Autos –  
 
There were 170 reports of theft from autos in July, August and September of 2025. Year-to-date 455 reports of theft 
from autos were received. 
 

• MPD encourages everyone in our community to remove valuables from their vehicle, lock their vehicles, 
and when possible, park near lights. 

 
Below is a graph showing the year-to-date reported thefts from autos (455) compared to the 3-year average (542: 
2022-2024) by month.  Through Q3 we have seen a 16% decrease of thefts from autos reported compared to the 
3-year average.  
 

 
 
Arrest Data 
 
Physical Arrests: Law enforcement physically took someone into custody and transported them to jail. 
Citations: This is an administrative arrest. The individual is issued a ticket and promises to appear in court. 
 
In the 3rd quarter of 2025, MPD responded to 37,405 calls for service. Of this total, there were 1,457 physical arrests 
and 651 citations issued (Group A and Group B offenses).

Group A Offenses are reported violations and arrests of state statutes and city ordinances that are grouped into persons crime, 
property crime, and societal crime categories. Group B Offenses are arrest-only data. Arrests include citations and physical. Group A offenses are more serious crimes such as Murder, 
Rape, Robbery, etc. Group B offenses tend to be minor in nature, such as Curfew/Loitering/Vagrancy Violations, Disorderly Conduct, Driving Under the Influence, etc. (2023 NIBRS 
User Manual).

Use of Force Overview 
 
During the third quarter of 2025, MPD officers responded to 37,405 calls for service. In that time, there were 102 
contacts in our community in which officers used recordable force during the encounter.  This means that in the 
third quarter, MPD officers used recordable force 0.27% (approximately one quarter of 1%) of the time when 
engaging with members in our community. Each of these force incidents was reviewed for compliance with MPD 
standard operating procedures.

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Diversion Data (3rd Quarter, 2025) 
 
The Madison Police Department actively seeks to divert individuals from the traditional justice system. Diversion 
occurs when police refer individuals to a program or services in lieu of an arrest and seeks to connect individuals 
with community-based help and to avoid a damaging arrest record. 
 
These programs are based in restorative justice. Restorative justice seeks to examine the harmful impact of a crime 
and then determines what can be done to repair that harm while holding the person who caused it accountable for 
his or her actions. This approach focuses on the needs of victims, respondents, and the affected community. Victims 
can actively participate in the process. Respondents acknowledge responsibility for their actions. The goals of 
restorative justice are to repair harm, reduce the risk of re-offense and rebuild community. 
 
The Madison Police Department has two diversion programs oriented around restorative justice.  
 

1. Community Restorative Court (CRC) run by Dane County Dept. of Human Services for 17 – 25-year-olds 
who are cited for disorderly conduct, simple battery, obstructing an officer, damage to property, trespass, 
or theft (including retail). 

2. Restorative Justice (RJ) run by the YWCA for 12 – 16-year-olds. Officers are required to refer youth to this 
program in lieu of a municipal citation (excluding traffic violations.)

As a learning site, our unit fields inquiries and hosts 
visitors from law enforcement agencies around the county who seek support to begin or advance behavioral health 
units of their own. MPD’s MHU has a role in educating internally (within MPD) and also externally. 
 
Internal Engagement 
 
In Q3 of 2025,  

- MHOs and LECWs led 20 hours of Crisis Management training within the MPD Pre-Service Academy. This 
curriculum included coverage of all WI DOJ-mandated learning objectives. It also included: a lived 
experiences panel, collaboration with NAMI Dane County for the Hearing Voices simulation (more info here: 
https://namiwisconsin.org/support-and-education/presentations/nami-wisconsin-hearing-voices/),  
and scenario-based training; and 

- MHOs and LECWs led 0.5 hours of MHU refresher for Field Training Officers. This took place over the course 
of three dates, and did not include brand new FTOs. 

 
External Engagement 
 
In Q3 of 2025, our MHU logged 10 instances of community-facing presentations. These presentations were for 
Community Organizations or for other Law Enforcement or Government agencies. With those presentations, we 
provided education to 22 distinct organizations/agencies and reached approximately 217 community members. 
 
Most notably in Q3, MARI did a joint presentation (MPD, Tellurian and Safe Communities) at the Crisis Intervention 
Conference in Wisconsin Dells. It was an extremely well-attended conference session and included social workers 
and providers from around the state of Wisconsin, some of whom learned about MARI for the first time.  
 
Thus far in 2025, our MHU has logged 28 instances of community-facing presentations. These presentations were 
for Community Organizations or for other Law Enforcement or Government agencies. With these presentations, we 
provided education to 77 distinct organizations/agencies and reached approximately 645 community members. 
 
SOP Updates 
 
A number of MPD SOPs were updated during the quarter.  Copies showing the changes are attached to this memo 
as an appendix.  Note that all MPD SOPs are reviewed regularly, with the most critical SOPs being reviewed annually.  
This process typically results in additional SOP changes/updates.   
 
MPD posts drafts of new/revised SOPs on our website before final implementation, to allow for public review and 
comment.

Purpose 

To outline the guidelines for Madison Police Department (MPD) reporting requirements. 

Procedure 

The appropriate official police report format will be used to record information that is developed or received by 
any member of the MPD assigned a case number. A field report or dictated report shall be utilized as the 
primary report and where applicable the forms listed below are authorized to serve as a primary report: 

1. Traffic Crash Forms DT4000 and MPD4000
2. A  Uniform Traffic Citation (UTC), municipal, e-citation (ELCI), or parking citation (NOT

misdemeanor citations)
3. It is not necessary to complete a separate report on a “private property” parking complaint.

However, a case number is required and at a minimum, the name of the complainant,
address, phone number, and terminology of the “no parking” sign shall be included on the
parking citation.

4. Incapacitated Person Report Protective Custody Conveyance Form
5. Subpoena - (Case Number, Date, Time, and Officer on top right)
6. Summons - (Case Number, Date, Time, and Officer on top right)
7. Found Property Form
8. Fire Station Violation Complaint - (Case Number and date on top right).
9. Boom Car Violation Complaint.

REQUIRED REPORTS 

CASE REPORTS 
Employees should complete Case Reports on incidents when circumstances indicate a report is warranted, to 
include all criminal investigations, reports that include property intake of any kind, and reports required by 
other MPD standard operating procedures (SOP). 

INCIDENT REPORTS 
Employees completing Incident Reports shall include person and vehicle jackets in their Incident Report when 
reporting on minor, non-criminal CFS. Incident Reports shall not be used in the below situations: 

Any potential criminal investigation, 
Any person that could be considered dangerous to themselves or others, 
Any search or seizure of person or property including a detention or Terry Stop, frisk of a person/vehicle. 

Incident Reports are appropriate for the following Incidents: 
Preserve the Peace without domestic violence component 
Civil Disputes without fraud/theft component 
Neighbor Trouble (non-criminal) 
Lost Property except firearms 
Accidents and Traffic Stops supplemental information to TRaCS (non-criminal) 
Check Person/Check Property without dangerousness to themselves or others and no criminal aspect 
Suspicious Vehicles 
Trespass complaints with no enforcement action 
Noise complaints with no enforcement action 
Juvenile Complaints 
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CALL NOTES 
Call notes may be used to supplement incident information in situations not requiring a report, but may not be 
used as a substitute for completing a report. 
Employees who do not complete a report must advise the dispatcher that there will not be a report on the 
case number involved. Nothing in this procedure will prohibit a supervisor from requiring an employee to 
complete a report on any incident.  
 
Employees are not required to complete reports on incidents identified below: 
 
Calls Canceled 

Calls canceled by the complainant except robberies, calls to liquor license establishments (bars and 
restaurants), calls which might have involved physical harm or threat of harm to anyone (e.g., family trouble, 
crimes against persons, etc.) where the person canceling the call may not be the victim. 
 
Unfounded Calls 

Unfounded calls where nothing is located and no new information is received (e.g., a traffic crash where 
responding officers are unable to locate vehicle or driver). 
 
False Security Alarms  

False security alarms from a governmental agency, unless a continuing problem exists. Any alarms that fall 
within the guidelines of Alarm Response in the Calls for Service (CFS) Dispatch Guidelines SOP. False fire 
alarms always require a report. 
 
Assist Calls 

Requiring no follow-up action such as: 
 

1. Assist outside agencies 
2. Assist citizens 
3. Delivering messages 
4. Assistance to other City departments or government agencies for traffic direction or similar 

safety precautions 
 

Beat Information 

Documentation and the ability to retrieve information received from community members who wish to make 
the police aware of situations which may occur or have occurred in the past. This information may not require 
immediate action and is provided to officers to make them aware of community members’ concerns. Officers 
may take enforcement action if appropriate (e.g., driving complaints, extra patrol, etc.). 
 
Simple Conveyances 

Unrelated to offense or intoxication. 
 
Traffic Stops 

All vehicle traffic stops must be documented in a report, through the Traffic and Citation Software (TraCS), or 
with a Vehicle Stop Information Form. Investigative traffic stops related to criminal (non-traffic) violations must 
be documented in a report. Vehicle stops related to traffic violations must be documented by either a TraCS 
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citation or TraCS warning. The Vehicle Stop Information Form will be used to document a traffic-related 
vehicle stop if TraCS is unavailable. 
Completed Vehicle Stop Information Forms should be submitted to the Traffic section via inter-departmental 
mail or email (PD Traffic Stop Warnings email group). 
 
SUPPLEMENTAL REPORTS 

Complete supplemental reports on any follow-up conducted under the original case number. 
 
ATTACHMENTS 
 
Hard copy attachments shall have the case number placed in the upper right hand corner of documents and 
the most obvious/legible place for non-documents. Electronic attachments can be emailed to 
pdcaseprocessing@cityofmadison.com 
 
SELF-REPORTING 

Self-reporting occurs by call in, walk in, or internet submission. If an officer is dispatched to a call, the officer 
may not refer the complainant to self-reporting unless approved by the Officer in Charge (OIC) or a supervisor 
or unless the city has gone to Priority Call Response dispatching. 
 
REPORT CONTENT 

Language should be Understandable, Accurate, and Concise 

1. Foul/abusive language should only be quoted to describe another’s actions or accurately 
document a statement taken by an officer.  

2. Names and difficult word spellings should be checked for accuracy. 
3. Standard abbreviations for street types and titles (e.g., PO, Dep, Sgt, Dr, LPO) or agencies 

(e.g., DCJ, DCHS) may be used. Abbreviations of commonly used terms (e.g., w/o, veh, 
approx) may not be used. 

4. Reported information must be legible. 
5. Unreadable documents shall be returned to the responsible officer for correction. 
6. A black ballpoint pen must be used for completing any non-electronic citations/required 

forms so that readable copies can be made. 
7. All names, addresses, and phone numbers (private or businesses) must be complete, when 

possible. 
8. Reports must accurately reflect situations investigated by the officer(s) on the scene. 
9. Ten codes may not be used in report narratives. 

 
REPORT REVIEW 

Written reports should be a word picture about what occurred. Reports must describe a wide variety of 
actions, and are an official statement of facts.  
 

1. Detective Lieutenants or their designees shall review all district reports. 
2. If the report does not adhere to the requirements of the Reporting Procedures and if the 

reporting officer is not available to make corrections, the reviewer should forward a copy of 
the report to the reporting officer’s supervisor or commanding officer, indicating the errors or 
omissions. 

3. If the report does not adhere to the requirements of the Reporting Procedures, requires 
urgent modification or attention, and if the reporting officer is not available to make 
corrections, the reviewer should contact the appropriate work unit indicating what next day 
follow-up is required. If immediate attention is necessary (i.e., directing that an arrested 
person be released), the reviewer will ensure that the appropriate action is taken. 
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4. All reports returned for corrections shall be re-submitted, in a timely fashion, as a 
supplemental report containing the requested changes. 

 
SUPPLEMENTAL REPORTS, ATTACHMENTS, AND OTHER FORMS 

The following reports will be used as a supplement to a Primary Report: 
1. Submitted after follow-up or for technical personnel to record actions taken subsequent to the 

submission of an original/primary report; 
2. Explaining a DT4000 or citation where the space provided on the original form is insufficient; or  
3. As otherwise required (i.e., juvenile alcohol-related offenses). 

 
All attachments shall have the case number placed in the upper right hand corner of documents and the most 
obvious/legible place for non-documents. Store retail theft reports will have “state” or “municipal” added in the 
upper right hand corner if an arrest has been made. One set of attachments shall accompany the original 
report and another set/photocopies shall be left in district for the detective lieutenant. 
 
Victim Rights Information (VRI), Municipal Rights Pamphlet, Juvenile Arrest Notification forms, and Vehicle 
Stop Information Cards shall be completed and issued or filed appropriately. 
 
SELF-REPORTING 

Self-reporting occurs by call in, walk in, or internet submission. If an officer is dispatched to a call, the officer 
may not refer the complainant to self-reporting unless approved by the Officer in Charge (OIC) or a supervisor 
or unless the city has gone to Priority Call Response dispatching. 
 
REPORT COMPLETION TIMELINES 
 
Reports will be completed based on the already established dictation and Mobile field reporting priority code 
list of report types. These guidelines encompass all report types, dictated, field, citation, etc. As indicated 
below, reports Reports that indicate they must be completed prior to end of shift unless specified otherwise. 
These guidelines apply to all persons completing a report for that case, not just the original report or report 
containing the probable cause. Regardless of the established completion timelines, all reports should be 
completed as soon as possible. 
 
Reports that indicate they must be completed prior to end of shift must be done immediately after completion 
of the call. Staff may return to their district to complete the report, and but must remain out of service until the 
report is finished unless there is an emergency call for service. 
 
1. Custody Juvenile – Complete before end of shift 

• In custody at the Juvenile Reception Center (JRC) or other secure facility 
2. Custody Adult – Complete before end of shift  

• In custody 
• New criminal arrests and are at the Dane County Jail (DCJ), Detox, or Hospital 
• Emergency detentions 

3.  Priority Reports – Complete before end of shift 
• In custody arrest for Probation/Parole (P&P) holds, municipal arrests, warrants 
• Domestic abuse incidents with probable cause and suspect is at large 
• Restraining order or other court order investigations 
• Death Investigations 
• Physical child placements 
• Child abuse/neglect cases 
• Missing persons 
• Crimes with known suspects at large (may be held with approval of the OIC) 
• Sexual assault investigations 
• Threats complaints that refer to physical harm or hate crimes 
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• Cases involving officers disengaging from a hospital when Emergency Detention criteria is 
present (see Mental Health Incidents/Crises SOP for more) 

• Intentional overdose cases, incidents of attempted suicide, or incidents of bodily harm to self 
(see Mental Health Incidents/Crises SOP for more) 

4.  All Other Criminal Felony Cases – OIC or Supervisor discretion for completion time

• Incident Report in Mobile may be appropriate

Purpose 

The purpose of this SOP is to provide guidelines to officers related to the reporting of missing/overdue or 
stolen vehicles and recovery of stolen vehicles by outside agencies. 
  
Procedure for Stolen Vehicles 

In many situations vehicles are being reported as stolen that are, in fact, only missing or overdue. 
Circumstances may involve the loaning of a vehicle to a friend or relative, while others are “loaned out” or 
informal “rental type” agreements between the owner and another person for cash, drugs or a service, and 
the vehicle was not returned in a timely manner. 
 
When officers locate an occupied and/or mobile stolen vehicle, the potential danger to law enforcement and 
the community is very high, particularly when the case involves suspects who are associated with drug 
activity. The likelihood that weapons will be present or a high-speed pursuit will result is significant. 
 
WHEN INVESTIGATING THESE INCIDENTS, OFFICERS SHALL ENSURE THE FOLLOWING 
INFORMATION IS OBTAINED 

• Positive identification of vehicle owner. 
• Proof of vehicle ownership. (Positive identification of registered vehicle owner through DOT records will 

suffice.) 
• Take vehicle owner statement related to incident. 
• Verify/corroborate vehicle owner’s statement to the extent possible. 
• Copy of rental agreement from rental agency 
 
MISSING/OVERDUE STATUS 

When the details of an investigation include any of the following criteria, a vehicle’s status should be titled as 
“Missing/Overdue:” 
• Owner indicates drug-related or other illegal activity was involved and vehicle is missing/overdue less 

than 72 hours. 
• Investigation reveals a strong inference that drug or other illegal activity was involved and vehicle is 

missing/overdue less than 72 hours. 
• Owner indicates the vehicle was “loaned out” or informally “rented” to an individual, but is 

missing/overdue for less than ten days.  
• No threats or weapons involved in incident. 
 
The investigating officer should complete a report on the incident, and broadcast an attempt to locate for the 
vehicle. The vehicle should not be entered as stolen through DATA/NCIC.  
 
STOLEN STATUS 

When the initial investigation demonstrates any of the below listed criteria, a vehicle’s status should be titled 
as “Stolen.” 
• Owner has no idea who took vehicle. 
• An individual who is not a regular driver is suspected of taking vehicle without consent and no formal 

rental agreement existed. 
• Owner indicates drug-related or other illegal activity was involved and after 72 hours the vehicle has not 

returned.  
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• Investigation reveals a strong inference that drug or other illegal activity was involved and after 72 hours 
the vehicle has not been returned.  

• Owner indicates the vehicle was “loaned out” or informally “rented” to an individual and after ten days 
has not been returned.  

• Use/threat of force or weapons involved in the incident. 
• A rental vehicle, with a written lease or written rental agreement, is not returned upon expiration of the 

rental agreement.  
 
RENTAL VEHICLES 
 
A rental vehicle, with a written lease or written rental agreement, should be listed as stolen if it is not returned 
after 10 days of the expiration of the rental agreement.   
 
Investigating officers shall obtain a copy of the rental agreement from the rental agency and confirm the terms 
of the rental agreement prior to listing the vehicle as stolen.  
 
Per state statute 943.20 (1)(e), a person who intentionally fails to return a rental vehicle after within 10 days 
after a written lease or rental agreement has expired is guilty of a Class E felony.  
 
If the signer of the written lease or rental agreement reports the rental vehicle as stolen, officers shall list the 
vehicle as stolen upon the time of the report. 
 
Procedure for Recovered Stolen Vehicles 

The following guidelines were agreed upon by the Dane County Chiefs Association and will be applied to 
other jurisdictions, as well as our department.  These guidelines should help make our response and those of 
other jurisdictions more consistent and efficient. Please contact your commanding officer if you have any 
questions.   
 
Occupied Vehicles 

If a law enforcement agency locates/observes an occupied vehicle that has been entered as stolen by 
another Dane County law enforcement agency, the locating agency should take appropriate action to 
recover the vehicle and apprehend the operators. The locating agency is responsible for the arrest and 
booking of any suspects located as well as searching the recovered vehicle and collecting any relevant 
physical evidence. 
 
The locating agency should then contact the entering agency to advise them of the recovery and 
determine whether the entering agency wishes to interview the arrested persons or take any other 
investigative steps (i.e. process the vehicle, conduct additional follow up, etc.). If the entering agency 
determines there is no need for them to respond, the locating agency may process the vehicle on their 
own. 
 
The locating agency should contact the entering agency and advise them of the recovery so that the 
vehicle can be removed from NCIC/CIB as stolen. MPD officers shall contact the Dane County Dispatch 
Center to ensure that the NCIC/CIB stolen vehicle entry has been removed.  If the entering agency is not 
dispatched by the Dane County Dispatch Center, the dispatcher will send a teletype to the entering agency to 
request that the NCIC/CIB stolen status entry be removed.  The locating agency should obtain the vehicle 
owner’s information from the entering agency and contact the owner to advise him/her of the vehicle’s 
recovery. The locating agency should arrange for the owner to retrieve the vehicle, or arrange for the 
vehicle to be towed to a secure location. The entering agency is responsible for recording the recovered 
stolen vehicle as required by Wisconsin State Statute and the F.B.I.’s Uniformed Crime Reporting program. 
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Unoccupied Vehicles 

Upon locating an unoccupied stolen vehicle, the locating agency should secure the vehicle, and contact 
the entering agency and advise them of the recovery so that the vehicle can be removed from NCIC/CIB 
as stolen. MPD officers shall contact the Dane County Dispatch Center to ensure that the NCIC/CIB stolen 
vehicle entry has been removed.  If the entering agency is not dispatched by the Dane County Dispatch 
Center, the dispatcher will send a teletype to the entering agency to request that the NCIC/CIB stolen status 
entry be removed.  The locating agency should then determine whether the entering agency wishes to 
process the vehicle or conduct any other investigative follow up. If the entering agency determines there is 
no need for them to respond, the locating agency may process the vehicle on their own. The locating 
agency should obtain the vehicle owner’s information from the entering agency and contact the owner 
to advise him/her of the vehicle’s recovery. The locating agency should arrange for the owner to retrieve 
the vehicle, or arrange for the vehicle to be towed to a secure location. The entering agencies is 
responsible for recording the recovered stolen vehicle as required by Wisconsin State Statute and the 
F.B.I.’s Uniformed Crime Reporting program.

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LICENSE AGREEMENT 

Between the City of Madison and T-Mobile 
For the Placement of Communication Facilities at 910 S. High Point Road 

 
 THIS OPTION AND LICENSE AGREEMENT (“Agreement”), dated as of the latter of the 
signature dates below (the “Effective Date”), is entered into by City of Madison, a Wisconsin municipal 
corporation having a mailing address of City of Madison, Economic Development Division, Office of Real 
Estate Services P.O. BOX 2983 Madison WI 53701-2983 (“Licensor”) and T-Mobile Central LLC, 
Delaware limited liability company, having a mailing address of  12920 SE 38th Street, Bellevue, WA 98006 
(“Licensee”). 

 
BACKGROUND 

 
 WHEREAS, Licensor owns or controls that certain plot, parcel or tract of land, as described on 
Exhibit 1, together with all rights and privileges arising in connection therewith, located at 910 S. High 
Point Road, Madison, WI 53719, (collectively, the “Property”).   
 
 WHEREAS, Licensor owns a self-supporting water tower on the Property (“Tower”).  
 
 WHEREAS, Licensor desires to grant to Licensee the right to use a portion of the Property and 
certain space on the Tower in accordance with this Agreement. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereby agree as follows: 
 
1.  PRIOR LICENSE.  Licensor entered into a license agreement with Licensee’s predecessor-in-
interest Sprint Spectrum L.P. (“Sprint”) pursuant to that certain License dated March 19, 1998 (“Prior 
License”).  The Prior License expired on February 28, 2018 and Sprint and its successor-in-interest, 
Licensee,  continued to operate on a month to month basis at the Tower under the terms of the Prior License 
with Licensor’s consent.  Licensor and Licensee acknowledge and agree that the Prior License shall 
terminate effective as of 11:59:59 pm on the day immediately prior to the Commencement Date of this 
Agreement ("Prior License Termination Date") as if such date were originally stated to be the termination 
date of the Prior License and shall thereafter be replaced in its entirety by this Agreement.  The termination 
of the Prior License shall be effective without further documentation.  Any license fee payments received 
by Licensor pursuant to the Prior License for periods following the Prior License Termination Date will be 
applied as a credit against the Rent due and owing pursuant to this License. 
 
2. LICENSE.  This Agreement shall be effective on the Effective Date of this Agreement whereby 
Licensor grants to the Licensee, and Licensee hereby accepts, the right to use the Premises for the placement 
of a Communication Facility, as defined in Section 3 below (the “License”). Licensor’s exercise of its rights 
under this License shall be on the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement. 
 
3. PERMITTED USE.   

(a) Subject to the special conditions contained in Exhibit 3 (intentionally omitted), and only 
after the Term Commencement Date, as defined below in Section 4, Licensee may continue to use the 
Premises for the transmission and reception of communications signals and the installation, construction, 
maintenance, operation, repair, replacement and upgrade of communications fixtures and related 
equipment, cables, accessories and improvements, which may include associated antennas, equipment 
shelters or cabinets and fencing and any other items necessary to the successful and secure use of the 
Premises (the “Communication Facility”), as well as the right to test, survey and review title on the 
Property; Licensee further, upon prior notice to Licensor has the right but not the obligation to add, modify 
and/or replace equipment in order to be in compliance with any current or future federal, state or local 
mandated application, including, but not limited to, emergency 911 communication services, (collectively, 
the “Permitted Use”).  If Exhibit 2 (intentionally omitted) includes drawings of the most recent installation 
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of the Communication Facility, Licensor’s execution of this Agreement will signify Licensor’s approval of 
Exhibit 2.  

(b) Prior to contacting Licensor, Licensee shall consult Licensor’s agent, Terabonne, LLC, for 
any engineering, design, leasing and easement matters at info@terabonne.net. For any operational or access 
matters, Licensee shall contact City Operations at 608-266-4768.    

(c) Licensee has the right to install and operate transmission cables from the equipment shelter 
or cabinet to the antennas, electric lines from the main feed to the equipment shelter or cabinet and 
communication lines from the Property’s main entry point to the equipment shelter or cabinet, install 
warning signs to make individuals aware of risks and install any other control measures reasonably required 
by Licensee’s safety procedures or applicable law. 
 (d) In the event Licensee desires to modify or upgrade the Communication Facility or disturb 
the ground outside the Premises, Licensee shall first obtain Licensor’s consent, not to be unreasonably 
withheld, conditioned or delayed. Licensee installations that require a structural analysis shall require the 
stamp approval of a structural engineer licensed in the State of Wisconsin and Licensor’s consent, which 
shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed, it being understood that Licensor reserves the 
right to review Licensee’s engineering plans prior to such consent. Nothing in this Agreement grants 
Licensee the right to load the Tower up to 100% structural capacity.  In the event the Licensor requires the 
expertise of a third-party engineer/consultant to review the installation of the Communication Facility, or 
any future modifications to the Licensee’s Communication Facility on the Tower and/or Shelter, the 
Licensee shall be required to reimburse Licensor reasonable actual costs incurred by Licensor as a result of 
hiring said engineer/consultant, not to exceed Five Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($5,000) per review. 
Licensor shall provide sufficient supporting documentation and detailed invoices evidencing such 
reasonable actual costs to Licensee within Sixty (60) days of the date on which such costs were incurred, 
in order for Licensor to be entitled to such reimbursement. Such third-party review shall include, but not 
be limited to, the following: the review of plans and specifications; review of structural, interference, and 
other reports; and on-site inspections and meetings. All fees and invoices must be paid within Forty-Five 
(45) days after Licensor sends the Licensee an invoice for the same together with reasonable supporting 
documentation evidencing such fees as set forth herein. 
 (e) In the event Licensor consents to Licensee’s modification, within Thirty (30) days 
following any modification to the Communication Facility, the Licensee shall provide the Licensor with an 
as-built construction drawings showing the actual location of the Communication Facility installed on the 
Premises, and of all installations and accessories on the Tower. Said drawings shall be accompanied by a 
complete and detailed inventory of all equipment installed on the Property.  All antennas, radios, brackets, 
attachments, cables and equipment, not in use, shall be removed from the Tower and updated in all current 
structural drawings.     

(f) Licensee shall have the right to park vehicles only within the Premises or designated access 
easement areas, as depicted in Exhibit 2 (intentionally omitted). 

(g) Licensee agrees to join and maintain membership in Diggers Hotline and secure and 
maintain the services of a competent locating service. That membership in Diggers Hotline and contracting 
of a locating service shall be continuous and uninterrupted throughout the term of this Agreement. 

(h) In the event Licensee desires, after the initial construction period or after any future 
upgrade or modification projects, to bring onto the Property “Heavy Equipment” which is defined as any 
vehicle with more than Two (2) axles, or any trailers, or any vehicle and equipment designed to extend 
above 6 feet, such as bucket trucks, scaffolds, or cranes that pose risks to people, traffic or property below, 
Licensee shall first notify Licensor and shall pay Licensor a fee of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) for each 
day any Heavy Equipment is on the Property. 

(i) Licensor shall not be liable for any damage within the Premises except to the extent caused 
by the gross negligence or willful misconduct of the Licensor. 
 
4. TERM.  

(a) The initial license term will be Five (5) years (the “Initial Term”), commencing on the 
Effective Date (the “Term Commencement Date”).  The Initial Term will terminate on the end of the Fifth 
(5th) anniversary of the Term Commencement Date. 
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(b) This License will automatically renew for Five (5) additional Five (5) year term(s) (each 
additional Five (5) year term shall be defined as an “Extension Term”), upon the same terms and conditions 
set forth herein unless Licensee notifies Licensor in writing of Licensee’s intention not to renew this License 
at least ninety (90) days prior to the expiration of the Initial Term or the then-existing Extension Term. 

(c) If Licensee remains in possession of the Premises after the termination of this License, then 
Licensee will be deemed to be occupying the Premises on a month-to-month basis (the “Holdover Term”), 
subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, provided the Rent during the Holdover Term shall 
be equal to One Hundred Fifty percent (150%) of the Rent at termination or expiration of the License. 

(d) The Initial Term, any Extension Terms, and any Holdover Term are collectively referred 
to as the “Term.” 
 
5. RENT.  
 (a) Commencing on the first day of the month following the Effective Date (the “Rent 
Commencement Date”), Licensee will pay Licensor on or before the Fifth (5th) day of each calendar month 
in advance, Three Thousand Seven Hundred Fifty Dollars ($3,750.00) (the “Rent”), at the address set forth 
to the following payees: 
 

a) Eighty-Five percent (85%) of all payments shall be made to the City Treasurer, referenced 
to Real Estate Project No. 4118, and sent to Economic Development Division, Office of 
Real Estate Services P.O. BOX 2983 Madison WI 53701-2983, their respective heirs and 
assigns. 

b) Fifteen percent (15%) of all payment shall be sent to Bella Ranch, LLC., 30 North Gould 
Street, Suite R, Sheridan, WY 82801 or its heirs and assigns; 

 
Nothing herein shall be deemed to imply that Bella Ranch has any rights as Licensor or otherwise 

under this Agreement, or that any changes to the Agreement must be approved by Bella Ranch (except for 
changes to the payment due to Bella Ranch, as expressly set forth in this Section 5(a)).  Neither the Rent 
payees nor their respective percentage shares listed above may be changed without the prior written 
approval of both payees.  In any partial month occurring after the Rent Commencement Date, the Rent will 
be prorated. The initial Rent payment will be forwarded by Licensee to Licensor within Sixty (60) days 
after the Rent Commencement Date. 

(b) On the first anniversary of the Commencement Date, and on each anniversary of the 
Commencement Date thereafter for the duration of the Term, Rent will increase by Four (4%) over the Rent 
payable during the immediately preceding year.   
 (c) All charges payable under this Agreement such as utilities and taxes directly attributable 
to Licensee’s use of the Premises shall be billed by Licensor.  The foregoing shall not apply to monthly 
Rent which is due and payable without a requirement that it be billed by Licensor. Any charges payable 
under this Agreement other than Rent shall be billed by Licensor to Licensee within twelve (12) months 
from the date the charges were incurred or due; otherwise the charges shall be deemed time-barred and 
forever waived and released by Licensor.   The provisions of this subsection shall survive the termination 
or expiration of this Agreement. 

(d)  A License Fee Schedule showing the Rents due from the Initial Term through the Extension 
Terms is attached as Exhibit 4 (intentionally omitted) for the use and reference by the parties. 
 
6.  APPROVALS.  
 (a) Licensor agrees that Licensee’s ability to use the Premises is contingent upon the suitability 
of the Premises and Property for the Permitted Use and Licensee’s ability to obtain and maintain all 
Government Approvals.  Licensor authorizes Licensee to prepare, execute and file all required applications 
to obtain Government Approvals for the Permitted Use and agrees to reasonably assist Licensee with such 
applications and with obtaining and maintaining the Government Approvals. 
 (b) Licensee has the right to obtain a title report or commitment for a leasehold title policy 
from a title insurance company of its choice and to have the Property surveyed by a surveyor of its choice.

(c) Licensee may also perform and obtain, at Licensee’s sole cost and expense, soil borings, 
percolation tests, engineering procedures, environmental investigation or other tests or reports on, over, and 
under the Property, necessary to determine if Licensee’s use of the Premises will be compatible with 
Licensee’s engineering specifications, system, design, operations or Government Approvals. 

(d)  Licensor’s consent shall be required for all zoning plans and construction drawings prior 
to submittal for governmental approvals, including any subsequent changes to survey drawings, and any 
drawings affecting changes to access and utility easements, zoning drawings, and construction drawings, 
which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, delayed, or conditioned. 
 
7. TERMINATION.  This Agreement may be terminated, without penalty or further liability, as 
follows:  

(a) by either party on Thirty (30) days prior written notice, if the other party remains in default 
under Section 16 of this Agreement after the applicable cure periods; 

(b) by Licensee upon written notice to Licensor, if Licensee is unable to obtain, or maintain, 
any required approval(s) or the issuance of a license or permit by any agency, board, court or other 
governmental authority necessary for the construction or operation of the Communication Facility as now 
or hereafter intended by Licensee; or if Licensee determines, in its sole discretion that the cost of or delay 
in obtaining or retaining the same is commercially unreasonable; 

(c) by Licensee, upon written notice to Licensor, if Licensee determines, in its sole discretion, 
due to the title report results or survey results, that the condition of the Premises is unsatisfactory for its 
intended uses;  
 
8. INSURANCE.  The Licensee shall carry commercial general liability insurance per ISO form CG 
00 01 or its substantial equivalent covering as insured the Licensee and including the Licensor and 
Terabonne Inc, their officers, officials, agents, employees as additional insureds by endorsement as respects 
this License, with a limit of Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000) per occurrence and Five Million Dollars 
($5,000,000) in the aggregate.  This policy shall also provide contractual liability coverage in the same 
amount and apply on a primary and noncontributory basis. Licensee shall provide the Licensor Thirty (30) 
days advance written notice of cancellation or non-renewal of the policy unless replaced during the term of 
this License.  As evidence of this coverage, the Licensee shall furnish the Licensor with a certificate of 
insurance on an ACORD form, and if requested by the City Risk Manager, the Licensee shall also provide 
copies of additional insured endorsements or policy.  If the coverage required above expires while this 
License is in effect, the Licensee shall provide a renewal certificate to the Licensor for approval. 
Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Licensee shall be entitled to self-insure all or part of the foregoing 
insurance coverages. However, if the Licensee self-insures and ceases to self-insure to the standards 
required above or is unable to provide continuing evidence of financial ability to self-insure to these 
standards, the Licensee shall promptly obtain the commercial general liability insurance required above.  
Furthermore, the Licensee shall provide the Licensor with defense and self-insurance coverage on a primary 
and non-contributory basis, as if the Licensor were an additional insured under the Licensee’s insurance 
policies.  
 
9. INTERFERENCE. 

(a) The Licensee’s installation, operation, and maintenance of the Communication Facility 
shall not damage or interfere in any way the Licensor’s Tower operations or related repair and maintenance 
activities or with such activities of other licensees on the Property. The Licensee agrees to cease all such 
actions which materially interfere with the Licensor’s use of the Tower immediately upon actual notice of 
such interference, provided however, in such case, the Licensee shall have the right to terminate the License. 
Licensor, at all times during this License, reserves the right to take any action it deems necessary, in its sole 
discretion to repair, maintain, alter or improve the Property, excluding the Communication Facility, in 
connection with Tower operations as may be necessary, including licensing part of the Tower and/or the 
Property to others, subject to the terms hereof. Except in cases of emergency, Licensor will endeavor to 
provide the Licensee with written notice in advance of any scheduled repair, maintenance, alteration or 
improvement of the Property. The Licensee agrees to reimburse the Licensor for any additional repair, 
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maintenance, alteration or improvement costs which the Licensor incurs as a direct result of the Licensee’s 
Communication Facility being located on the Tower. Licensor must notify Licensee of such repairs and 
Licensee shall have sixty (60) days to correct on its own.  Licensor shall attempt to minimize, at no 
additional expense to the Licensor, any disturbance to the Licensee’s operations during such repairs, 
maintenance, alterations or improvements. Should Licensor’s activities interfere with the Licensee’s 
operation, Licensor shall, if feasible, allow the Licensee to install temporary facilities, at Licensee’s sole 
cost, at an agreed upon location on the Property until such activities are completed.  

(b) Licensor does not guarantee to the Licensee subsequent noninterference with the 
Licensee’s communications operations, provided, however, that in the event any other party except a 
governmental unit, office or agency requests a license and/or permission to place any type of additional 
antenna or transmission facility on the Tower, the following procedures shall govern to determine whether 
such antenna or transmission facility will interfere with the Licensee’s transmission operations: 

If the Licensor receives any such request, the Licensor shall submit a proposal complete 
with all technical specifications reasonably requested by the Licensee to the Licensee for review 
for noninterference; however, the Licensor shall not be required to provide the Licensee with any 
specifications or information claimed to be of a proprietary nature by the third party. The third party 
shall be responsible for the reasonable cost of preparing the technical specifications for its proposed 
transmission facility. The Licensee shall have Thirty (30) days following receipt of said proposal 
to make any objections thereto, and failure to make any objection within said Thirty (30) day period 
shall be deemed consent by the Licensee to the installation of antennas or transmission facilities 
pursuant to said proposal. If the Licensee gives notice of objection due to interference during such 
Thirty (30) day period and the Licensee’s objections are verified by the Licensor to be valid, then 
the Licensor shall not approve such proposal unless the third party modifies the proposal in a 
manner determined, in the Licensor's reasonable judgment, to adequately reduce the interference. 
In that case, the Licensor may approve the proposal.  

Licensor shall not cause or permit the construction of communications towers or structures 
on the Premises or Property that interfere with Licensee’s Permitted Use. 
(c) In the event of electronic interference, Licensor shall reasonably cooperate with Licensee’s 

technical team to identify the source of the interference and determine the method to cease the electronic 
interference. 

(d)  
(e) The Licensee’s use and operation of the Communication Facility shall not interfere with 

the use and operation of other communication facilities on the Property which pre-existed the 
Communication Facility. If the Communication Facility causes interference, Licensee shall take all 
measures reasonably necessary to promptly correct and eliminate the interference. If the interference cannot 
be eliminated within Five (5) days after the Licensee has actual notice of this interference, the Licensee 
shall immediately cease operating its Communication Facility until the interference has been eliminated 
(except for periodic testing pursuant to FCC regulations and generally accepted industry standards). If the 
interference cannot be eliminated within Thirty (30) days, the Licensee shall have the right to terminate this 
Agreement. If the interference cannot be eliminated within One Hundred Twenty (120) days, the Licensor 
may revoke this Agreement.  

(f) For the purposes of this Agreement, “interference” may include, but is not limited to, any 
use on the Property that causes electronic or physical obstruction with, or degradation of, the 
communications signals from the Communication Facility. This Agreement does not grant Licensee the 
exclusive right to operate telecommunications facility on the Property and the Parties acknowledge that the 
Licensor will continue to use the Tower and shall have the right to lease or grant other licenses to one or 
more entities on the Tower, provided that any such subsequent use, lease, or license shall not interfere with 
the Licensee’s rights under this Agreement as provided in this Section 9. 
 
10. INDEMNIFICATION.   The Licensee shall be liable to and agrees to indemnify, defend and hold 
harmless the Licensor and Terabonne Inc, and their officers, officials, agents, and employees, against all 
loss or expense (including liability costs and attorney's fees) by reason of any claim or suit, or of liability 
imposed by law upon the Licensor or its officers, officials, agents or employees for damages because of 
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bodily injury, including death at any time resulting therefrom, sustained by any person or persons or on 
account of damages to property, including loss of use thereof, arising from, in connection with, caused by 
or resulting from the acts or omissions of the Licensee and/or its officers, officials, agents, employees, 
assigns, guests, invitees, or subcontractors, in the performance of this Agreement, whether caused by or 
contributed to by the negligent acts of the Licensor, its officers, officials, agents, or employees.  This 
paragraph shall survive termination and assignment or transfer of this Agreement.   
 
11. WARRANTIES.  
 (a) Each of Licensee and Licensor (to the extent not a natural person) each acknowledge and 
represent that it is duly organized, validly existing and in good standing and has the right, power, and 
authority or capacity, as applicable, to enter into this Agreement and bind itself hereto through the party or 
individual set forth as signatory for the party below. 
 (b) Licensor represents, warrants and agrees that: (i) Licensor solely owns the Property as a 
legal lot in fee simple, or controls the Property by lease or license; (ii) to the best of the Licensor’s 
knowledge, the Property is not encumbered by any liens, restrictions, mortgages, covenants, conditions, 
easements, leases or any other agreements which would adversely affect Licensee’s Permitted Use and 
enjoyment of the Premises; Licensor grants to Licensee sole, actual, quiet and peaceful use, enjoyment and 
possession of the Premises in accordance with the terms of this Agreement without hindrance or ejection 
by any persons lawfully claiming under Licensor; (iv) Licensor’s execution and performance of this 
Agreement will not violate any laws, ordinances, covenants or the provisions of any mortgage, lease or 
other agreement binding on Licensor; and (v) if the Property is or becomes encumbered by a deed to secure 
a debt, mortgage or other security interest, then Licensor will make reasonable efforts to provide promptly 
to Licensee a mutually agreeable subordination, non-disturbance and attornment agreement executed by 
Licensor and the holder of such security interest. 
 (c) Licensor makes no representations or warranties as to the suitability of the Premises for 
Communication Facilities, or as to the condition of the Premises.  By accepting this License, Licensee 
accepts the Premises as suitable for the purposes for which it is licensed.  Licensee also accepts the Premises 
and every part thereof in an as-is condition, with all defects, except for latent defects.   
 
12. ENVIRONMENTAL.  
 (a) Licensor represents and warrants, except as may be identified in Exhibit 3 (intentionally 
omitted) attached to this Agreement, (i) to the best of Licensor’s knowledge and without Licensor’s 
inspection, the Property, as of the Effective Date, is free of hazardous substances, including asbestos-
containing materials and lead paint, and (ii) to the best of Licensor’s knowledge and without Licensor’s 
inspection, the Property has never been subject to any contamination or hazardous conditions resulting in 
any environmental investigation, inquiry or remediation.  Licensor and Licensee agree that each will be 
responsible for compliance with any and all applicable governmental laws, rules, statutes, regulations, 
codes, ordinances, or principles of common law regulating or imposing standards of liability or standards 
of conduct with regard to protection of the environment or worker health and safety, as may now or at any 
time hereafter be in effect, to the extent such apply to that party’s activity conducted in or on the Property. 
 (b) Licensee represents and warrants that its use of the Property will not generate any 
hazardous substance, and it will not store or dispose on the Property nor transport to or over the Property 
any hazardous substance in violation of any applicable federal, state or local law, regulation or rule.  
Licensee further agrees to hold the Licensor harmless from and indemnify the Licensor against any release 
of such hazardous substance and any damage, loss, or expense or liability resulting from such release 
including all attorneys’ fees, costs and penalties incurred as a result thereof except any release caused by 
the sole negligence or intentional acts of the Licensor, its employees or agents. “Hazardous substance” shall 
be interpreted broadly to mean any substance or material defined or designated as hazardous or toxic waste, 
hazardous or toxic material, hazardous or toxic radioactive substance, or other similar term by any federal, 
state or local environmental law, regulation or rule presently in effect or promulgated in the future, as such 
laws, regulations or rules may be amended from time to time; and it shall be interpreted to include, but not 
be limited to, any substance which after release into the environment will or may reasonably be anticipated 
to cause sickness, death or disease or damage to or loss of use of real or personal property.  
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13. ACCESS.   

(a) At all times throughout the Term of this Agreement, Licensee, Licensee and its employees, 
agents, and subcontractors shall have pedestrian and vehicular access (“Access”) to and over the Licensor’s 
Property, from an open and improved public road to the Premises, for the installation, maintenance and 
operation of the Communication Facility and any utilities serving the Premises.  Licensee may access the 
Premises during ordinary business hours of 8:00 AM – 5:00 PM, Monday through Friday, excepting 
government holidays therefrom, for regular maintenance and repairs, by first providing notice to Licensor 
at 608-266-4768 provided, however, in the event of a bona fide emergency where service outage is 
involved, which shall be deemed to include any outage or failure of the Communication Facility, Licensee 
shall have Twenty Four (24) hours per day, Seven (7) days per week emergency Access to the Premises by 
providing Licensor reasonable notice of any such emergency access as soon as reasonably practicable in 
light of the emergency circumstance, by contacting Licensor at 608-266-4768.   

(b) Any additional keys required for such access shall be paid for by Licensee at Five Hundred 
Dollars ($500) each.  If special gates/locks are required to provide Licensee with full daily access, then 
Licensee shall pay for the cost of that installation and maintenance. As may be described more fully in 
Exhibit 2 (intentionally omitted), Licensor grants to Licensee an easement for such Access and Licensor 
agrees to provide to Licensee such codes, keys and other instruments necessary for such Access to Licensee.    

(c) Licensee must accept road conditions in their current and future states.  Licensor does not 
warrant road conditions fit for any particular use or purposes and has no obligations to maintain any roads 
for Licensee.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, Licensee shall be responsible for the cost of damage only to 
the extent such damage is caused by Licensee.  Together with the invoice, Licensor shall provide Licensee 
with evidence documenting to what extent the damage was caused by Licensee’s use.   

(d) Licensee shall have the right to park vehicles only within the Premises or designated areas. 
(e) At all times during which the Licensee has access to the Premises, the Licensee will take 

all reasonable steps to ensure that all enclosures, gates, ladders and any other access ways to the Premises 
are properly secured when not in use in order to prevent unauthorized access to the Premises. The Licensee 
shall be assessed a penalty of Two Thousand Dollars ($2,000.00) for each instance of non-compliance with 
the requirements of this Subparagraph, payable within Thirty (30) days after Licensee’s receipt of notice 
and invoice from the Licensor; and, in the event that curing such violation requires the Licensee to access 
the Premises, the Licensor shall grant the Licensee such access as soon as reasonably possible after 
providing notice of such violation. 

(f) If Licensee elects to utilize an Unmanned Aircraft System (“UAS”) in connection with its 
installation, construction, monitoring, site audits, inspections, maintenance, repair, modification, or 
alteration activities at a Property, Licensor hereby grants Licensee, or any UAS operator acting on 
Licensee’s behalf, express permission to fly over the applicable Property and Premises, but not take off nor 
land the UAS on the Property or Premises, and consents to the use of audio and video navigation and 
recording of the Premises in connection with the use of the UAS.   

(g) Licensor acknowledges that in the event Licensee cannot obtain Access to the Premises, 
Licensee may incur damages.  If Licensor fails to provide the Access granted by this Section 13, such failure 
shall be a default under this Agreement.  Notwithstanding Access granted by this Section 13, Licensor, in 
its sole discretion, reserves the right to deny access during high fire hazard or other hazardous conditions 
without incurring damages, except in the case of an emergency, in which case, Licensee shall have Access 
as provided herein. 
 
14. REMOVAL/RESTORATION.  All portions of the Communication Facility brought onto the 
Property by Licensee will be and remain Licensee’s personal property and, at Licensee’s option, may be 
removed by Licensee at any time during or after the Term, except for utilities installed by the utility 
company, including power meters. Licensor covenants and agrees that no part of the Communication 
Facility constructed, erected or placed on the Premises by Licensee will become, or be considered as being 
affixed to or a part of, the Property, it being the specific intention of Licensor that all improvements of 
every kind and nature constructed, erected or placed by Licensee on the Premises will be and remain the 
property of Licensee and may be removed by Licensee at any time during or after the Term. Within One 
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Hundred Twenty (120) days after the latter of the end of the Term and cessation of Licensee’s operations 
at the Premises, Licensee shall remove its Communications Facility, including all footings and foundations 
to three feet below grade, and Licensee will restore the Premises to its condition at the commencement of 
the Agreement, reasonable wear and tear and loss by casualty or other causes beyond Licensee's control 
excepted.  Licensee will repair any damage to the Property resulting from Licensee’s removal activities.  
Licensee shall continue to pay Rent during the 120-day removal period in an amount that is the same as 
that which was paid for the month immediately prior to expiration or termination.  Any portions of the 
Communication Facility that Licensee does not remove within such 120-day period shall be deemed 
abandoned and owned by Licensor, upon written notice to Licensee.   Thereafter, Licensor may remove all 
Licensee’s Communications Facility and restore the Premises to its original condition, wear and tear and 
underground utilities excepted. Licensor shall invoice Licensee for Licensor’s actual out of pocket costs 
incurred in such removal, plus fifteen percent (15%), to be paid to Licensor within Forty Five (45) days of 
Licensee receipt of an invoice therefor.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, Licensee will not be responsible 
for the replacement of any trees, shrubs or other vegetation, nor will Licensee be required to remove from 
the Premises or the Property any underground utilities. Licensee shall continue to pay Rent until the 
Communication Facility is removed in accordance with this Section 14.  All rights to access and utility 
easements, of record and not of record, shall cease and be considered terminated at the expiration or 
termination of this Agreement and any portions of the Communication Facility that remain within such 
access or utility easements or rights of way shall be deemed abandoned and owned by the Licensor in 
accordance with the terms of this Section 14.   
 
15. MAINTENANCE/UTILITIES.  

(a) Licensee will keep and maintain the Premises in good condition, free of any debris, 
reasonable wear and tear and damage from the elements excepted and in a presentable condition consistent 
with good business practice and in a manner consistent with the preservation and protection of the general 
appearance and value of other premises in the immediate vicinity.  Maintenance responsibilities include, 
but shall not be limited to, any required paving, general repairs, removal of garbage and debris, snow 
removal, landscape and upkeep when accessing the site for its own use only.  Licensor has no obligations 
to maintain road conditions or warrants their fit for any particular uses or purposes.  Licensee must accept 
road conditions in as-is conditions. Licensee shall not use the Premises for storage, including but not limited 
to the storage of equipment or hardware, except the temporary and orderly placement of items in 
conjunction with maintenance, repair or construction activities. 

(b) Licensee will have the right to install utilities, at Licensee’s expense, and to improve 
present utilities on the Property and the Premises. Licensor shall have no obligation to provide utility 
services to Licensee. Existing utility infrastructure will be utilized where possible for Licensee’s separate 
utilities. If new utility service is needed Licensor hereby grants to any service company providing utility or 
similar services, including electric power and telecommunications, to Licensee an easement over the 
Property, from an open and improved public road to the Premises, and upon the Premises, for the purpose 
of initially constructing, operating and maintaining such lines, wires, circuits, and conduits, associated 
equipment cabinets and such appurtenances thereto, as such service companies may from time to time 
require in order to provide such services to the Premises, at locations and upon conditions approved in 
writing by Licensor.  Upon Licensee’s or service company’s request, Licensor will execute a separate 
recordable easement evidencing this grant. Licensee or service company shall compensate Licensor for any 
actual out of pocket expenses borne by Licensor to provide the easement document. Licensee shall obtain 
the prior written approval of Licensor regarding any work activities outside of the Premises and within the 
easements. Licensee shall not interfere with Licensor’s normal operations nor harm the Property.  

(c) Licensee will be responsible for paying on a monthly or quarterly basis all utilities charges 
for electricity, telephone service or any other utility used or consumed by Licensee on the Premises directly 
to the utility company 

(d)  Licensee, shall cooperate with Licensor’s maintenance and upgrade activities. This 
cooperation includes but is not limited to Licensor’s general property maintenance activities, construction 
upgrades or enhancements to the Tower as may be required from time to time with increased use of the 
Tower’s structural capacity. 
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16. DEFAULT AND RIGHT TO CURE; TERMINATION. 
 (a) In addition to the occurrences set forth in subsections (c) and (d) below, the following will 
be deemed a default by Licensee and a breach of this Agreement: (i) non-payment of Rent if such Rent 
remains unpaid for more than Thirty (30) days after written notice from Licensor of such failure to pay; or 
(ii) Licensee’s failure to perform any other term or condition under this Agreement within Forty Five (45) 
days after written notice from Licensor specifying the failure. No such failure, however, will be deemed to 
exist if Licensee has commenced to cure such default within such period and provided that such efforts are 
prosecuted to completion with reasonable diligence.  Delay in curing a default will be excused if due to 
causes beyond the reasonable control of Licensee.  If Licensee remains in default beyond any applicable 
cure period, then Licensor will have the right to exercise any and all rights and remedies available to it 
under law and equity. Failure of Licensor to declare this License revoked upon the breach or default of the 
Licensee for any reason set forth in this Section 16 shall not operate to bar or destroy any right of Licensor 
to revoke this License for any subsequent breach or default of any term or condition of this License. 
 (b) The following will be deemed a default by Licensor and a breach of this Agreement:  (i) 
Licensor’s failure to provide Access to the Premises in accordance with the provisions in Section 13 within 
a reasonable period after written notice of such failure; (ii) Licensor’s failure to assist in curing an 
interference problem as required by Section 9 within a reasonable period  after written notice of such failure; 
or (iii) Licensor’s failure to perform any term, condition or breach of any warranty or covenant under this 
Agreement within Forty Five (45) days after written notice from Licensee specifying the failure.  No such 
failure, however, will be deemed to exist if Licensor has commenced to cure the default within such period 
and provided such efforts are prosecuted to completion with reasonable diligence. Delay in curing a default 
will be excused if due to causes beyond the reasonable control of Licensor.  If Licensor remains in default 
beyond any applicable cure period, Licensee will have any and all other rights available to it under law and 
equity. 
 (c) The following occurrences shall constitute an act of default by the Licensee under this 
Agreement, and are subject to the provisions of paragraph (a) above: 

 1. The failure of the Licensee to make any payment due under this License at any 
time following the filing by the Licensee of a voluntary petition in bankruptcy. 
 2. The institution of proceedings in bankruptcy against the Licensee and the 
adjudication of the Licensee as bankrupt pursuant to such proceedings. 
 3. The taking by a court of competent jurisdiction of the Licensee’s assets pursuant 
to proceedings brought under the provisions of any federal or state reorganization act. 
 4. The appointment of a receiver of the Licensee’s assets. 
 5. The divestiture of the Licensee’s interest herein by other operation of law, except 
as permitted in Section 17. 
 6. The Licensee’s use of the Premises for an illegal purpose.   

 (d) In the event that the Licensee shall fail to maintain insurance as required by this License, 
Licensor may elect to: (a) immediately revoke this License and cause the removal of the Communication 
Facility installed upon the Premises at the sole expense of the Licensee; or (b) purchase or pay for any 
insurance coverage required by this License and charge the Licensee the cost of same as an Additional Fee. 
In the event of revocation under this paragraph, any License Fee that has been prepaid shall be retained by 
Licensor as liquidated damages. 
 (e) The Licensee shall have the right to give notice to terminate this License at any time during 
the Term of this License by giving Licensor a minimum of One (1) year’s written notice of termination. In 
the event of termination under this paragraph, the date of termination must coincide with the last day of the 
then-current Term.  
 (f) The primary purpose of the Tower is to support Licensor’s municipal water distribution and 
communication uses. As such, the Licensor shall have the right to terminate this License, at any time during 
the Term, in the event Licensor determines, in its sole and absolute discretion, that the Tower is no longer 
necessary for municipal water distribution uses or if the Tower no longer supports communication 
municipal uses. Licensor shall provide Licensee notice of such termination with no less than twelve (12) 
months written notice. 
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17. ASSIGNMENT.  Licensee will have the right to assign this Agreement for the Premises and its 
rights herein, in whole or in part, subject to Licensor’s consent, which shall not be unreasonably withheld, 
delayed, or conditioned.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, Licensee will have the right to assign, sell or 
transfer its interest under this Agreement without the approval or consent of Licensor, to Licensee’s 
Affiliate (defined below) or to any entity which acquires all or substantially all of the Licensee’s assets by 
reason of a merger, acquisition, or other business reorganization.  Upon obtaining Licensor’s written 
consent and completing such assignment or upon completion of assignment if no such consent is required, 
Licensee will be relieved of all future performance, liabilities and obligations under this Agreement to the 
extent of such assignment. Should Licensor, at any time during the Term, sell or transfer all or any part of 
the Property to a purchaser other than Licensee, such transfer shall be subject to this Agreement and 
Licensor shall require any such purchaser or transferee to recognize Licensee’s rights under the terms of 
this Agreement in a written instrument signed by Licensor and the third-party transferee.  Licensee shall 
not have the right to lease, sublease or grant licenses to the Premises.   
 
18. NOTICES.  All notices, requests and demands hereunder will be given by first class certified or 
registered mail, return receipt requested, or by a nationally recognized overnight courier, postage prepaid, 
to be effective when properly sent and received, refused or returned undelivered.  Notices will be addressed 
to the parties hereto as follows:

Either party hereto may change the place for the giving of notice to it by Thirty (30) days’ prior written 
notice to the other party hereto as provided herein. 
 
19. CONDEMNATION.  

(a) In the event the Premises or any part thereof shall be needed either permanently or 
temporarily for any public or quasi-public use or purpose by any authority in appropriation proceedings or 
by any right of eminent domain, the entire compensation award therefor, including, but not limited to, all 
damages and compensation for diminution of value of this License, and the reversion and fee interests, shall 
belong to Licensor without any deduction therefrom for any present or future estate of the Licensee, and 
the Licensee hereby assigns to Licensor all of its right, title and interest to any such award. However, the 
Licensee shall have the right to recover from the condemning authority such compensation as may be 
separately awarded to the Licensee on account of interruption of the Licensee’s business and for moving 
and relocation expenses and any other award available to Licensee that is not attributable to Licensor’s title 
to or interest in the Property. 

(b) In the event the whole of the Premises or any part thereof shall be taken or condemned so 
that the balance cannot be used for the same purpose and with substantially the same utility to the Licensee 
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as immediately prior to such taking, this License shall terminate upon delivery of possession to the 
condemning authority and any License Fee that has been prepaid for the period following the termination 
shall be prorated on a per diem basis and refunded to the Licensee unless the Licensee will receive 
compensation for any prepaid License Fee from the condemning authority. 

(c) In the event of a taking of any portion of the Premises not resulting in a termination of this 
License, Licensor shall use so much of the proceeds of Licensor’s award for the Premises as is required 
therefor to restore the Premises to a complete architectural unit, and this License shall continue in effect 
with respect to the balance of the Premises, with a reduction of the License Fee in proportion to the portion 
of the Premises taken.   

(d) In the event of a condemnation of a portion of the Property, Licensor may agree to permit 
Licensee to place temporary transmission and reception facilities on the Property, at Licensee’s sole cost, 
upon Licensee presentation of a construction drawing that Licensor finds reasonably acceptable, at a 
mutually agreed upon location but only until such time as Licensee is able to activate a replacement 
transmission facility at another location; notwithstanding the termination of this Agreement, such temporary 
facilities will be governed by all of the terms and conditions of this Agreement, including Rent. If Licensee 
undertakes to relocate the Communication Facility, as applicable, Licensor agrees to permit Licensee to 
place temporary transmission and reception facilities on the Property until the relocation of the 
Communication Facility is complete.   

(e) If a condemning authority takes all of the Property, or a portion sufficient, in Licensee’s 
sole determination, to render the Premises unsuitable for Licensee, this Agreement will terminate as of the 
date the title vests in the condemning authority.  The parties will each be entitled to pursue their own 
separate awards in the condemnation proceeds, consistent with applicable law, which for Licensee will 
include, where applicable, the value of its Communication Facility, moving expenses and business 
dislocation expenses so long as Licensee’s award does not diminish Licensor’s award.  
 
20. CASUALTY.  Licensor will make a good faith effort provide notice to Licensee of any casualty 
or other harm affecting the Property within Forty-Eight (48) hours of the casualty or other harm upon 
discovery.  If the Tower is damaged or destroyed by fire, winds, flood, lightning or other natural or 
manmade cause, the Licensor shall have the option to repair or replace the Tower at its sole expense or to 
terminate the License, without penalty, effective on the date that Licensor provides written to Licensee.  If 
any part of the Communication Facility or the Property is damaged by casualty or other harm as to render 
the Premises unsuitable, in Licensee’s sole determination, then Licensee may terminate this Agreement by 
providing written notice to Licensor, which termination will be effective as of the date Licensee provides 
Licensor written notice of termination pursuant to this Section.  Upon such termination, Licensee will be 
entitled to collect all insurance proceeds payable to Licensee on account thereof.  In the event that the Tower 
can no longer support Licensee’s equipment, and the License has not been terminated by Licensor or 
Licensee under this Section, Licensor agrees to permit Licensee to place temporary transmission and 
reception facilities on the Property upon Licensee presentation of a construction drawing that Licensor finds 
reasonably acceptable, but only until such time as Licensee is able to activate a replacement transmission 
facility at another location; notwithstanding the termination of this Agreement, such temporary facilities 
will be governed by all of the terms and conditions of this Agreement, including Rent.  If Licensor or 
Licensee undertakes to rebuild or restore the Premises and/or the Communication Facility, as applicable, 
Licensor agrees to permit Licensee to place temporary transmission and reception facilities on the Property 
until the reconstruction of the Premises and/or the Communication Facility is completed.  Licensee agrees 
to restore the Property to its condition prior to the installation of the temporary transmission and reception 
facility within Thirty (30) days after the same is removed, reasonable wear and tear excepted.  The 
restoration of Licensor’s services shall be given the highest priority in the event that any of Licensor’s 
services and the Licensee’s telecommunication services are interrupted at the same time, unless otherwise 
agreed to by Licensor and the Licensee at the time of restoration. 
 
21. WAIVER OF LICENSOR’S LIENS.  Licensor waives any and all lien rights it may have, statutory 
or otherwise, concerning the Communication Facility or any portion thereof.  The Communication Facility 
shall be deemed personal property for purposes of this Agreement, regardless of whether any portion is 
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deemed real or personal property under applicable law; Licensor consents to Licensee’s right to remove all or 
any portion of the Communication Facility from time to time in Licensee’s sole discretion and without 
Licensor’s consent. 
 
22. TAXES. 
   (a)  Licensor is currently a tax-exempt entity and the Property is currently not subject to real estate 
taxes or assessments. In the event that Licensor is required to pay to taxes, Licensee shall be responsible 
for and pay, before delinquency, (i) any real estate taxes and assessments attributable to and levied upon 
Licensee’s improvements on the Premises if and as set forth in this Section 22 and (ii) all municipal, county 
and state or federal personal property taxes assessed against any interest of the Licensee in the Premises or 
assessed against the Communication Facility. Licensee shall make commercially reasonable efforts to pay 
taxes associated with its license improvements directly to the taxing authority without requiring Licensor 
to pay Licensee’s share of taxes so as to avoid Licensor managing any tax payments on behalf of Licensee.  
 (b) If it is not possible to pay taxes directly to the taxing authority, and in the event Licensor 
receives a notice of assessment with respect to which taxes or assessments are imposed on Licensee’s 
license improvements on the Premises, Licensor shall provide Licensee with copies of each such notice, 
then Licensee shall reimburse Licensor for the tax or assessments identified on the notice of assessment on 
Licensee’s license improvements, which has been paid by Licensor within Thirty (30) days of receipt of 
such notice.    
 (c)  For any tax amount for which Licensee is responsible under this Agreement, Licensee shall 
have the right to contest, in good faith, the validity or the amount thereof using such administrative, 
appellate or other proceedings as may be appropriate in the jurisdiction, and may defer payment of such 
obligations, pay same under protest, or take such other steps as permitted by law.   If the taxing authority 
requires Licensee to institute any legal, regulatory, or informal action in the name of the Licensor, Licensor 
shall reasonably cooperate with respect to the commencement and prosecution of any such proceedings and 
will execute any documents required therefor.  The expense of any such proceedings shall be borne by 
Licensee and any refunds or rebates secured as a result of Licensee’s action shall belong to Licensee, to the 
extent the amounts were originally paid by Licensee.   
 
23. SALE OF PROPERTY. 
 (a) Licensor may sell the Property or a portion thereof to a third party, provided the sale is 
made subject to the terms of this Agreement. 

(b) If Licensor, at any time during the Term of this Agreement, decides to rezone or sell, 
subdivide or otherwise transfer all or any part of the Premises, or all or any part of the Property, to a 
purchaser other than Licensee, Licensor shall promptly notify Licensee in writing, and such rezoning, sale, 
subdivision or transfer shall be subject to this Agreement and Licensee’s rights hereunder.   In the event of 
a change in ownership, transfer or sale of the Property, within Ten (10) days of such transfer, Licensor or 
its successor shall send the documents listed below in this Section 23(b) to Licensee.  Until Licensee 
receives all such documents, Licensee’s failure to make payments under this Agreement shall not be an 
event of default and Licensee reserves the right to hold payments due under this Agreement.

 (c) The provisions of this Section 23 shall in no way limit or impair the obligations of Licensor 
under this Agreement, including interference and access obligations.  
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24. LICENSOR’S RIGHT OF ENTRY.  Licensor and its representatives shall have the right to enter 
upon the Premises (but shall not have access to any interior space without prior notice to the Licensee or 
without allowing the Licensee to have its representative accompany the Licensor) at any reasonable time 
for the following purposes: 
 (a) To make any inspection it may deem expedient to the proper enforcement of any term or 
condition of this Agreement or in the exercise of its police powers. 
 (b) For the purpose of performing work related to any public improvement, provided that Licensor 
restore the Premises to a condition equivalent to that which existed on the date Licensor initiated the 
installation of the public improvement. The Licensee agrees to hold Licensor harmless for any loss of access 
to the Premises by the Licensee which may occur during the period of installation of the public 
improvement. 
 
25. RELOCATION.  Licensor shall have the right to relocate the Tower (or tank) on the Property 
during the Term. In the event Licensor desires to relocate the Tower (or tank) on the Property, Licensor 
shall provide Licensee with One Hundred Eighty (180) days written notice of such relocation along with a 
rendering depicting the ground equipment location and space on the Tower (or tank) that Licensee may 
relocate its Communications Facility at a new location on the Property. Licensee, may, at its discretion, 
elect to relocate its Communications Facility to the new location on the Property, at its sole cost and expense 
or Licensee may terminate this Agreement, upon written notice, without penalty. In the event, Licensee 
requires a temporary communications facility on the Property so as to avoid any network outages, Licensor 
shall take commercially reasonable steps to cooperate with Licensee on identifying a temporary location 
acceptable to both Licensor and Licensee for the placement of a temporary communications facility on the 
Property, so long as Licensee continues to pay Rent. 
 
26. TOWER COOPERATION. Licensee, shall cooperate with Licensor in Licensor’s efforts to 
maintain, repair, upgrade or enhance the Tower, at Licensee’s sole cost and expense. The cooperation 
described in this Section 26 includes, and is not limited to, the temporary removal of equipment, antenna, 
cabling or brackets by Licensee.  
  
27. MISCELLANEOUS. 
 (a) Amendment/Waiver. This Agreement cannot be amended, modified or revised unless 
done in writing and signed by Licensor and Licensee. No provision may be waived except in a writing 
signed by both parties. The failure by a party to enforce any provision of this Agreement or to require 
performance by the other party will not be construed to be a waiver, or in any way affect the right of either 
party to enforce such provision thereafter.  
 (b) RF Emissions. The Licensee shall be responsible for ensuring that the Communication 
Facility does not cause radio frequency ("RF") emissions that are in excess of the safe limits established by 
the FCC ("RF Standards"). Before installing or making any modifications to the Communication Facility, 
the Licensee shall survey the existing RF environment at the Property. By installing the Communication 
Facility, the Licensee shall be deemed to have represented to the Licensor that the Communication Facility 
shall not itself violate, or, in conjunction with other RF sources located at the Property as of the Effective 
Date, exceed the RF Standards. The Licensee shall provide the Licensor with safety recommendations that 
address the protection of those who must be on the Property due to maintenance, repair, or other activities 
related to the operations carried out at the Property. The Licensee shall cooperate with the Licensor in 
reducing RF exposure to maintenance personnel by powering down, or powering off, the Communication 
Facility, as necessary, during periods of maintenance at the Property. The Licensor shall provide the 
Licensee with as much advance notice of any such maintenance as is reasonably available. 
 (c) Rights Upon Expiration, Revocation or Termination.  Upon the expiration, revocation 
or termination of this License for any cause, the Licensee’s rights in the Premises and its obligations 
hereunder (except any obligations that by their nature or by their language survive termination) shall cease, 
and the Licensee shall immediately surrender the Premises, subject to the provisions of Section 14. 
 (d) Compliance with Law. Licensee agrees to comply with all federal, state and local laws, 
orders, rules and regulations (“Laws”) applicable to Licensee’s use of the Communication Facility on the 
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Property. Licensor agrees to comply with all Laws relating to Licensor’s ownership and use of the Property 
and any improvements on the Property. The Licensee may, if in good faith and on reasonable grounds, 
dispute the validity of any charge, complaint or action taken pursuant to or under color of any statute, rule, 
order, ordinance, requirement or regulation, defend against the same, and in good faith diligently conduct 
any necessary proceedings to prevent and avoid any adverse consequence of the same. The Licensee agrees 
that any such contest shall be prosecuted to a final conclusion as soon as possible and that it will hold the 
City harmless with respect to any actions taken by any lawful governmental authority with respect thereto. 
 (e) Bind and Benefit. The terms and conditions contained in this Agreement will run with the 
Property and bind and inure to the benefit of the parties, their respective heirs, executors, administrators, 
successors and assigns. 
 (f) Entire Agreement. This Agreement and the exhibits attached hereto, all being a part 
hereof, constitute the entire agreement of the parties hereto and will supersede all prior offers, negotiations 
and agreements with respect to the subject matter of this Agreement. Exhibits are numbered to correspond 
to the Section wherein they are first referenced.  Except as otherwise stated in this Agreement, each party 
shall bear its own fees and expenses (including the fees and expenses of its agents, brokers, representatives, 
attorneys, and accountants) incurred in connection with the negotiation, drafting, execution and 
performance of this Agreement and the transactions it contemplates. 
 (g) Governing Law.  This Agreement will be governed by the laws of the state of Wisconsin, 
without regard to conflicts of law. 
 (h) Interpretation.  Unless otherwise specified, the following rules of construction and 
interpretation apply:  (i) captions are for convenience and reference only and in no way define or limit the 
construction of the terms and conditions hereof; (ii) use of the term “including” will be interpreted to mean 
“including but not limited to”; (iii) whenever a party’s consent is required under this Agreement, except as 
otherwise stated in the Agreement or as same may be duplicative, such consent will not be unreasonably 
withheld, conditioned or delayed; (iv) exhibits are an integral part of this Agreement and are incorporated 
by reference into this Agreement; (v) use of the terms “termination” or “expiration” are interchangeable; 
(vi)  reference to a default will take into consideration any applicable notice, grace and cure periods; (vii) 
to the extent there is any issue with respect to any alleged, perceived or actual ambiguity in this Agreement, 
the ambiguity shall not be resolved on the basis of who drafted the Agreement; (vii) the singular use of 
words includes the plural where appropriate; and (ix) if any provision of this Agreement is held invalid, 
illegal or unenforceable, the remaining provisions of this Agreement shall remain in full force if the overall 
purpose of the Agreement is not rendered impossible and the original purpose, intent or consideration is not 
materially impaired.  
 (i) Affiliates.  All references to “Licensee” shall be deemed to include any Affiliate of 
Licensee using the Premises for any Permitted Use or otherwise exercising the rights of Licensee pursuant 
to this Agreement.  “Affiliate” means with respect to a party to this Agreement, any person or entity that 
(directly or indirectly) controls, is controlled by, or under common control with, that party.  “Control” of a 
person or entity means the power (directly or indirectly) to direct the management or policies of that person 
or entity, whether through the ownership of voting securities, by contract, by agency or otherwise.   
 (j) Survival.  Any provisions of this Agreement relating to indemnification shall survive the 
termination or expiration hereof. In addition, any terms and conditions contained in this Agreement that by 
their sense and context are intended to survive the termination or expiration of this Agreement shall so 
survive.  
 (k) W-9.  As a condition precedent to payment, Licensor agrees to provide Licensee with a 
completed IRS Form W-9, or its equivalent, upon execution of this Agreement and at such other times as 
may be reasonably requested by Licensee, including any change in Licensor’s name or address. 
 (l) Execution/No Option. The submission of this Agreement to any party for examination or 
consideration does not constitute an offer, reservation of or option for the Premises based on the terms set 
forth herein.  This Agreement will become effective as a binding Agreement only upon the handwritten 
legal execution, acknowledgment and delivery hereof by Licensor and Licensee. This Agreement may be 
executed in two (2) or more counterparts, all of which shall be considered one and the same agreement and 
shall become effective when one or more counterparts have been signed by each of the parties. All parties 
need not sign the same counterpart.  
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 (m) Further Acts.   Upon request, Licensor will cause to be promptly and duly taken, executed, 
acknowledged and delivered all such further acts, documents, and assurances as Licensee may request from 
time to time in order to effectuate, carry out and perform all of the terms, provisions and conditions of this 
Agreement and all transactions and permitted use contemplated by this Agreement.   
 (n)  Free of Encumbrances/Liens.  The Licensee shall in no way encumber, or allow to be 
encumbered, the Licensor’s title to the Premises. Licensee shall keep the Premises and the Property and 
Licensor’s interest therein free from any liens arising from any work performed, materials furnished or 
obligations incurred by or on behalf of Licensee. Licensee indemnifies Licensor for, and agrees to defend 
with counsel acceptable to Licensor, and hold Licensor harmless from and against, all liability, loss, 
damages, costs or expenses, including but not limited to attorneys’ fees, expenses and court costs incurred 
in connection with any such lien. Within thirty (30) days after the filing of any such lien, Licensee shall 
either discharge or cancel such lien of record. If Licensee desires to contest any such claim of lien, Licensee 
will cause such lien to be released of record by bonding off said lien or by posting adequate security with a 
court of competent jurisdiction as may be provided by Wisconsin law. If Licensee fails to so discharge or 
bond such lien within thirty (30) calendar days after written demand from Licensor, Licensor may, at its 
option, bond or discharge the same by paying the amount claimed to be due, and 115% of the amount so 
paid by Licensor, including the maximum allowable actual attorney's fees paid by Licensor under 
Wisconsin law to defend against such lien or procure the bonding or discharge of such lien be due and 
payable within 30 days upon demand by Licensee to Licensor. 

(o)  Quality of Work.  Work shall be performed in a high-quality manner.  The completely 
constructed Communication Facility shall be free of debris and no unused parts or remnants shall be stored 
in or around the Premises or Property.  Access easements and any areas disturbed by Licensee due to 
construction staging, parking, and equipment storage shall be repaired and restored to their pre-construction 
state to Licensor reasonable satisfaction.   

(p)      As-Built.  Within 30 days after the completion of construction of the Communication 
Facility, Licensee shall provide Licensor with a close out package in PDF format containing construction 
drawings, zoning approval documents, building permits, and photo documentation of the Communication 
Facility at the time of construction completion as part of Licensor’s permanent records for the Premises.  
 (q) Non-Discrimination. In the performance of the services under this License, the Licensee 
agrees not to discriminate because of race, religion, marital status, age, color, sex, disability, national origin 
or ancestry, income level or source of income, arrest record or conviction record, less than honorable 
discharge, physical appearance, sexual orientation, gender identity, political beliefs or student status. The 
Licensee further agrees not to discriminate against any contractor, subcontractor or person who offers to 
contract or subcontract for services under this Agreement because of race, religion, color, age, disability, 
sex, sexual orientation, gender identity or national origin. 
 (r) Accessibility. The Premises shall conform where applicable to the accessibility 
provisions of the Wisconsin Administrative Code, Madison General Ordinance 39.05, the Federal Fair 
Housing Act as amended, and the Americans with Disabilities Act, regarding accessibility for the use of 
the Premises by the Licensee’s employees, with all costs of compliance to be paid by the Licensee. 
 (s) Subordination. This Agreement is subordinate to rights and privileges granted by the 
Licensor to public and private utilities across, over or under the Premises. The Licensee shall subordinate 
its rights in this License, without compensation, at the request of the Licensor to provide easements and 
rights-of-way for all public and private utilities across or along the Premises, provided that neither such 
subordination nor such easements shall interfere, except temporarily during construction or temporarily 
pursuant to rights which accrue to such easements or rights-of-way, with the use of the Premises by the 
Licensee under the terms of this License. 
 (t) Authorized Agent. The Director of the City’s Economic Development Division or the 
Director’s designee is hereby designated as the official representative of the Licensor for the enforcement 
of all provisions of this License, with authority to administer this Agreement lawfully on behalf of the 
Licensor. 
 (u) Conflict of Interest. The Licensee warrants that it and its agents and employees have 
no public or private interest, and will not acquire directly or indirectly any such interest, which would 
conflict in any manner with the performance of the services under this License. The Licensee shall not 
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employ or contract with any person currently employed by Licensor for any services included under the 
provisions of this License. 
 (v) Third Party Rights.  This License is intended to be solely between the parties hereto. No 
part of this License shall be construed to add, supplement, amend, abridge or repeal existing rights, benefits 
or privileges of any third party or parties, including but not limited to employees of either of the parties. 
 (w) Goodwill.  Any and all goodwill arising out of this License inures solely to the benefit of 
Licensor; the Licensee waives all claims to benefit of such goodwill. 
 (x) Prior License Holdover.  As an inducement for Licensor to enter into this Agreement with 
Licensee, Licensee shall make a one-time payment of two thousand one hundred thirty-three and 00/100 
dollars ($2,133.00) within sixty (60) days of Effective Date to compensate Licensor for underpaid rent 
referencing from the expiration date of the Prior License.  

(y) Severability. If any provision of this Agreement is held invalid, illegal or unenforceable 
by a court or agency of competent jurisdiction, (a) the validity, legality and enforceability of the remaining 
provisions of this Agreement are not affected or impaired in any way if the overall purpose of the Agreement 
is not rendered impossible and the original purpose, intent or consideration is not materially impaired; and 
(b) the Parties shall negotiate in good faith in an attempt to agree to another provision (instead of the 
provision held to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable) that is valid, legal and enforceable and carries out the 
Parties’ intentions to the greatest lawful extent. If any such action or determination renders the overall 
performance of this Agreement impossible or materially impairs the original purpose, intent or 
consideration of this Agreement, and the Parties are, despite the good faith efforts of each, unable to amend 
this Agreement to retain the original purpose, intent and consideration in compliance with that court or 
agency determination, the provision held invalid, illegal or unenforceable shall be considered deleted from 
this Agreement and shall not invalidate the remaining provisions of this Agreement.  

(z) Counterparts. This Agreement and any document executed in connection herewith may 
be executed in counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, but all of which together shall 
constitute the same document. Signatures on this Agreement may be exchanged between the Parties by 
facsimile, electronic scanned copy (.pdf) or similar technology and shall be as valid as original; and this 
Agreement may be converted into electronic format and signed or given effect with one or more electronic 
signature(s) if the electronic signature(s) meets all requirements of Wis. Stat. ch. 137 or other applicable 
Wisconsin or Federal law.  Executed copies or counterparts of this Agreement may be delivered by 
facsimile or email and upon receipt will be deemed original and binding upon the Parties hereto, whether 
or not a hard copy is also delivered. Copies of this Agreement, fully executed, shall be as valid as an original.  

(aa) Public Record.  A Memorandum of Agreement (Exhibit 5 (intentionally omitted)) will be 
recorded by the Licensor at the office of the Dane County Register of Deeds upon the Term Commencement 
Date.

Subject:  Authorizing the execution of a License Agreement with T-Mobile Central LLC for 
premises at the water tower located at 910 S. High Point Road. 

 
RECOMMENDATION 
 
Staff recommends authorizing the execution of a license agreement with T-Mobile Central LLC 
(“T-Mobile”) for premises at the Madison Water Utility (“MWU”) water tower located at 910 S. 
High Point Road for telecommunications purposes. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
The City currently has a number of license agreements in place that allow for the attachment of 
telecommunications equipment to City-owned property in various locations throughout Madison.  
These agreements generate revenue for City agencies and are beneficial to the 
telecommunications companies for building out their networks.  The most common agreements 
are on parcels with water towers – owned and managed by MWU – because of the towers’ 
height and transmittal potential.  These license agreements often run for 20 to 30 years and 
over time, the status of these agreements can generally range from “active” (as originally 
agreed); “expired” but in a holdover (continued as-is) state; or active with pending equipment 
change requests that necessitate renegotiating the terms of the existing agreements.  
Furthermore, there exists the capacity for the City to accommodate “new” license agreements at 
many of their sites. 
 
Ongoing and accelerating changes to telecommunications equipment, technology, and 
standards over the decades have made it difficult for current City staff – particularly in the Water 
and Real Estate agencies, where agreements are primarily negotiated and evaluated – to 
ensure that these agreements are appropriately valued and managed in ways that best benefit 
the City. 

14   
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In the fall of 2023, the Water and Real Estate agencies worked with City Purchasing to write up 
and issue a Request for Proposals (RFP) for consulting services related to telecommunications 
lease negotiations and evaluations.  Specifically, proposals were sought for services related to: 
 

• Assisting in negotiating amendments to existing license agreements. 
• Assisting in negotiating new license agreements 
• Providing engineering services to: 

o Review new equipment change requests from licensees for items including but 
not limited to: 
 Appropriate site configuration (placement, accessibility, aesthetics, etc.) 
 Structural integrity and certification; engineering analysis as appropriate 
 Acceptability by City agencies to accommodate their primary site and 

business needs 
• Reviewing/auditing existing equipment installations and documentation to: 

o Ensure compliance on City sites 
o Facilitate corrective actions by licensees, as appropriate 

 
City Purchasing facilitated and documented the RFP process and results which led to the 
recommendation of contracting with Terabonne, Inc. (“Terabonne”) for the services outlined 
above.  The contract between Terabonne and the City of Madison became effective in the 
spring of 2024.  Per that agreement, the City does not pay Terabonne directly for any of their 
services, rather Terabonne will charge their fees directly to the telecommunications companies 
as part of new license agreements that are established. 
 
In this case, Sprint Spectrum L.P. (“Sprint”), with whom the City had an agreement in place 
since 1998, is the predecessor-in-interest to T-Mobile.  In coordination with (and on behalf of) 
the City’s Water and Real Estate agencies, Terabonne negotiated new license terms as shown 
in Exhibits A through C. 
 
FISCAL IMPACTS 
 
The license “Fee Schedule” is presented in Exhibit A of the related documents and shows what 
is due from T-Mobile as revenue to both the City and Terabonne every month.  Compared to the 
previous agreement with Sprint, the City will immediately realize approximately $6,250 more 
annually in revenue from this new T-Mobile agreement, and that figure will grow by 4% every 
year that the agreement remains active.

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SECTION 1. PROJECT DESCRIPTION AND INTENT 

With less than four years of landfill space remaining, the Dane County Department of Waste + Renewables (W+R) 

has an opportunity to plan for the future of waste management in Dane County. Dane County (County) purchased 

approximately 230 acres of  land  (Property) on  the eastern portion of  the Yahara Hills Golf Course,  from  the City of 

Madison (City) to develop a Sustainability Campus. The Sustainability Campus includes a modern municipal solid waste 

(MSW) landfill co‐located with a Sustainability Business Park to divert waste and create local circular economies.  

 

In 2023, W+R subdivided and rezoned the Property into two lots. Lot 1 consisted of approximately 30 acres while Lot 2 

consisted of approximately 200 acres (CSM #16345).  W+R is seeking to amend the CSM, as outlined below: 

 

 Lot 1 revised to an area of approximately 25.9 acres and Lot 2 revised to an area of approximately 203.3 

acres.   This  is due  to an electrical  service  territory divide between MG&E and Alliant Energy and building 

configurations. Lot 1 will be serviced by MG&E while Lot 2 will be serviced by Alliant Energy. 

 Amend  the  Public  Stormwater Management  &  Drainage  Easement  Area.  This  is  due  to  our  proposed 

modifications to the WisDOT pond as part of W+R’s Major Alteration to an Approved Conditional Use Request 

submitted on August 25, 2025. Please note, W+R will need City assistance to also amend the Environmental 

Corridor designation on this area through Capital Area Regional Planning Commission. 

 Amend access along Millpond Road. This is due to the proposed driveway entrances along Millpond Road as 

part of W+R’s Major Alteration to an Approved Conditional Use Request submitted on August 25, 2025. 

 Amend Permanent Limited Easement Area.  This is due to our proposed modifications to the WisDOT pond as 

part of W+R’s Major Alteration to an Approved Conditional Use Request submitted on August 25, 2025.

SECTION 4. EXISTING CONDITIONS AND USES 

The  location of  the proposed  landfill  is currently  leased by  the City  for operation of a portion of  the Yahara Hills Golf 

Course. The property is currently zoned as Industrial – General (IG) and contains golf holes, golf cart trails, and other course 

infrastructure, including three maintenance buildings on the eastern portion of the parcels, near Brandt Road/CTH AB. 

 
As part of the lease agreements between the County and the City (refer to Legistar File ID #70597), the Sustainability 

Campus will accommodate 36, 27, and 18 holes of golf immediately west of the development until the end of the 2024 

golf season, 2025 golf season, and through at  least 2042, respectively. The  level of play and golf experience will be 

maintained at the site through natural buffers, protection of trees and screening, and being attentive and responsive to 

any concerns that may arise from the golfers and City of Madison Parks staff. 

 
SECTION 5. PROPOSED LAND USES 

The entire Property was rezoned from Parks and Recreation to IG in 2023.  Table 1, below, details anticipated land use 

areas for the Sustainability Campus with a total acreage of approximately 230 acres. Lot 1 will primarily house the 

Sustainable Business Park and W+R Infrastructure. Lot 2 will primarily house outdoor recreation, landfill and accessory 

landfill infrastructure, storage areas, landfill gas processing areas, potential compost area, and a southern access road 

(Attachment A).

Subsection 5.1 Landfill & Accessory Landfill Infrastructure 

The proposed landfill consists of approximately 77 acres with accessory infrastructure to include the following uses: 

 Landfill and associated areas for operation, maintenance, and monitoring  infrastructure for compliance with 

State and Federal rules and regulations. 

 Landfill  leachate  collection  systems  and/or  processing  systems  for  collection  of  liquids  that  have  come  in 

contact with MSW (leachate). Collection of leachate through a network of pipes, pumps, manholes, pump houses, 

above or below ground vaults, and  lift  stations  (if needed) are  required under Federal and State  rules and 

regulations. W+R assumes this is allowable under IG zoning as sewerage system lift stations and/or and limited 

processing. 

 Landfill  gas  collection  and processing  systems  and/or  renewable  energy  facility  for  control of  landfill  gas. 

Landfill gas is generated when MSW decomposes in anaerobic conditions.  Collection and control of gas through 

a network of pipes under vacuum with subsequent combustion is required under Federal and State rules and 

regulations. W+R has a long history of using landfill gas as a renewable energy resource and will continue to find 

new and  innovative ways  to manage  landfill gas. W+R assumes  this  is allowable under  IG  zoning as  limited 

processing. 

 Perimeter berms and access roads for customers to safely enter the  landfill.  Perimeter berms also assist  in 
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screening  the  landfill  from adjacent  lands. W+R assumes  this  is allowable under  IG  zoning as an accessory 

structure. 

o Please note, there is dedicated land along the southern edge of the property for a future public street 
per the Yahara Hills Neighborhood Development Plan and recorded in CSM #16345. 

 Soil stockpiles for use  in daily cover operations, construction activities (including clay for  landfill  liner or cap 

events), or temporary or permanent screening berms. Daily cover is required under Federal and State rules and 

regulations to minimize windblown  litter and potential for vectors.  W+R assumes this  is allowable under  IG 

zoning as outdoor storage. 

 Stormwater management systems and ponds to collect, store, and transport surface water or stormwater for 

compliance with applicable Federal, State, and Local rules and regulations 

 Underdrain  systems  to  collect,  store, and  transport groundwater away  from  the bottom of  the  landfill  for 

compliance with applicable Federal and State rules and regulations. 

 Greenspace, buffers, or open space for habitat restoration, recreation, visual screening, and the continued use of 

the golf course. 

 
Subsection 5.2 W+R Infrastructure 

Initial development of the Sustainability Campus will include the following uses as part of the W+R Infrastructure:  

 

 Maintenance facility for servicing fleet vehicles and heavy equipment required for landfill operations and/or 

recycling activities.  In the future, the Facility will have a storage building for housing spare parts and equipment 

required for operation. 

 Scale office and scales for tracking incoming materials.  Scales could also be used to track outgoing materials 

for recycling and/or reuse operations. 

 Education and administrative center that will serve as office and breakroom facilities for W+R staff and include 

community space for educational programs.  Facility may also include leasable space for other businesses. 

 Outdoor recyclable material drop‐off area where single stream recyclables from large vehicles can be collected 

for transfer to a recycling facility. This may include materials such as tires, shingles, metal, mattresses, yard or 

food waste, wood, or other recyclable material. Note, food waste may be in a covered unit. 

 Stormwater management systems and ponds to collect, store, and transport surface water or stormwater for 

compliance with applicable Federal, State, and Local rules and regulations. 

 

W+R anticipates the following uses as part of future phases of development at the Sustainability Campus: 

 

 Residential recycling and waste drop‐off facility where County residents can separate materials for either 
reuse, recycling, or disposal.  The drop‐off facility may be indoors or outdoors with collection, storage, and 
transfer of diverted materials.  This may include materials such as tires, shingles, metal, mattresses, yard or food 
waste, wood, furniture, appliances, or other recyclable material. Note, food waste may be in a covered unit. 
Please note, not all materials placed in recycling facilities can technically or economically be recycled and some 
residual materials from recycling operations will require proper disposal in the landfill which would be 
considered waste transfer operations. Additionally, the initial residential recycling and waste drop‐off facility 
will be located at Rodefeld until moved to the Sustainability Campus. 

 Can storage & wood yard for storage of customer containers and collection of wood material  for recycling.  

These areas are anticipated to be located south of the proposed landfill.  W+R assumes this is allowable under 

IG zoning as outdoor storage. 

 Landfill  gas  collection  and processing  systems  and/or  renewable  energy  facility  for  control of  landfill  gas. 

Landfill gas is generated when MSW decomposes in anaerobic conditions.  Collection and control of gas through 

a network of pipes under vacuum with subsequent combustion is required under Federal and State rules and 

regulations. W+R has a long history of using landfill gas as a renewable energy resource and will continue to find 

new and innovative ways to manage landfill gas. This area is anticipated to be located south of the proposed 

landfill. W+R assumes this is allowable under IG zoning as limited processing. 

 Rest area to provide safe access to restroom facilities for our customers and may be equipped with vending 
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machines.    

 HHW recycling, collection, and transfer facility (Clean Sweep) for materials that cannot be disposed of in the 

landfill. 

 Recycling or waste processing facility where materials can be sorted for either reuse, recycling, or disposal. This 
may include a Construction & Demolition Material Recycling Facility, Mattress Recycling Facility, or a similar waste 
processing  facility. Please note, not all materials placed in recycling facilities can technically or economically be 
recycled and some residual materials from the recycling operations will require proper disposal in the landfill which would 
be considered waste transfer operations. 

 There is dedicated land along the southern edge of the property for a future public street per the Yahara Hills 
Neighborhood Development Plan and recorded in CSM #16345. 

 
Subsection 5.3 Potential Compost Facility 

W+R partnered with Purple Cow Organics in 2024 to provide composting services for yard and food waste through 2028.  

W+R  rolled out  community  food waste drop‐off  kiosks  in 2025  and  added  food  and  yard waste  collection areas at 

Rodefeld Landfill.  W+R anticipates offering these same services at the Sustainability Campus as part of the outdoor drop‐

off area and/or residential drop‐off facility. Beyond 2028, and contingent on future proposals, there is a potential to have 

a composting facility  located at the Sustainably Campus. W+R assumes that collection and processing materials into 

compost, regardless of food or waste, is allowable under IG zoning. 

 
Subsection 5.4 Sustainable Business Park 

A set of restrictive covenants was developed to establish the purpose of the Sustainable Business Park, a project review 

board and process, allowable uses, and standards for development of the Sustainable Business Park.  The  covenants 

include a list of anticipated uses for the Sustainable Business Park that have been reviewed and approved by the City. 

Additionally, W+R has  received  responses back  to Requests  for  Information  (RFIs)  to  solicit potential  tenants of  the 

Sustainable Business Park for areas outside the W+R Infrastructure. There is a potential for further subdivision of Lot 1 

to accommodate anticipated tenants of the Park. 

 
SECTION 6. SUPPLEMENTAL REQUIREMENTS 

W+R has prepared responses for supplemental requirements as part of the Conditional Use Permit process. 

 
Subsection 6.1. Project Schedule 

The Sustainability Campus involves several components, which will advance at timelines specific to the approvals, 

regulatory authorities, and permit requirements specific to each item. Therefore, the current schedule is subject to 

change.  Figure 7 provides an overview of the schedule for various elements of the project. 
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Figure 7. Sustainability Campus Development Timeline 

 
Recreation & Other Site Activities 

As part of the lease agreements between the County and the City, the Sustainability Campus will accommodate 36, 27, 

and 18 holes of golf immediately west of the development until the end of the 2024 golf season, 2025 golf season, and 

through at least 2042, respectively.   

 
Landfill Design, Permitting, and Construction 

Landfill permitting is a multiyear process, which is prescribed by State Statute and Wisconsin Department of Natural 

Resources (WDNR) code.  It consists of several iterations of design and public comment periods. W+R has awarded a 

contract to SCS Engineers, an environmental engineering firm with local offices in Madison Wisconsin, for design and 

permitting of the landfill.  The design and permitting process for the proposed landfill is outlined in Table 7.

 City Fire Department approvals may be needed. 
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Campus Planning 

Planning for the campus began in early 2023. Per Agreements, the City will remain involved in this process.  This 

process includes the following activities: 

 

 Stakeholder engagement with neighbors, community groups, and other interested parties to establish guiding 

principles for the project. 

 Identification of potential waste streams for future diversion from the landfill and recycling or reuse 

 Recruitment of business park tenants. 

 Development of goals and metrics for the campus.

Subsection 6.2. Agreements 

Dane County and the City of Madison entered into several Agreements, further described and outlined below: 

 Intergovernmental Agreement (Contract #14739): Sets mutual understandings and expectations from the 

City’s sale of a portion of the Yahara Hills Golf Course for the development of a landfill, Sustainability Campus, 

and development of adjacent county‐owned land. 

 Lease Agreements (Contract #14740 and #14746): To ensure continued golf course operations and use of 

maintenance facilities. Note, this Agreement has been amended to aid in continued golf course 

operations and landfill construction. 

 Easements (Contract #14741): To allow access to the golf course irrigation systems. 

 Sustainability Campus and Landfill Development Agreement (Contract #14742): Sets mutual understandings 

and expectations for the development of the landfill, compost site, and Sustainable Business Park in regards to 

property conveyance, land use approvals, permitting, environmental considerations, and specifics to 

Sustainable Business Park development.  This Agreement also discusses the conditions for additional land sale 

in the future. 

 Solid Waste Agreement (Contract #14743): Sets forth terms and conditions regarding the City’s solid waste 

stream, tipping fees, acceptance of daily cover and other City materials, and other items associated with the 

County’s landfill or compost operations. Note, this Agreement has been amended as part of the Negotiated 

Agreement Relating to Dane County Landfill Site No. 3. 

 Right of First Refusal (Contract #14744): For the potential sale of future land, approximately 80 acres. 

 Land Sale (Contract #14745):  For the sale of approximately 230 acres. 

 Negotiated Agreement Relating To Dane County Landfill No. 3 (Contract #15546): Sets forth terms and conditions 
regarding landfill operations including but not limited to; access and haul routes, mitigation of nuisances, 
procedures for reporting and correcting excess nuisances, hours of operation, environmental monitoring, 
limitations to the site, final use of the site, and property compensation.  

 

Note: The City and County are in the process of executing two (2) easements for stormwater infrastructure and landfill 
monitoring facilities (refer to 2025 ACT‐164 and 2025 ACT‐165 for more information).

1. Subsection (2) of Section 9.31 entitled “Cat License” of the Madison General 

Ordinances is amended to read as follows:

“(2) Every owner of a cat more than five (5) months of age on January 1 of any year, or five (5) 

months of age within the license year shall annually, or within thirty (30) days from the 

date such cat becomes five (5) months of age, at the time and in the manner provided 

by law, pay a cat license fee and obtain a license therefore. Effective January 1, 202 06, 

such cat license fee shall be equivalent to the City’s dog license tax, for altered and 

unaltered dogs, as established under Section 9.50(2).  Different fees shall apply  for 

each neutered male cat or spayed female cat upon presentation of evidence that the cat 

is neutered or spayed, and twenty-five dollars ($25) for each unneutered male cat or 

unspayed female cat, or one-half of these amounts if the cat becomes five (5) months 

of age after July 1 of the license year. The cat license year shall commence on January 

1 and end on the following December 31.”

Project Description: 

The proposed project is a mixed-use development featuring 260 residential units, a ground-level lobby 

and leasing area, and retail tenant space. Resident amenities will be located on Level 11 and include a 

clubhouse, fitness room, and an outdoor amenity deck with a pool. The building’s east side will rise 10 

stories and feature a rooftop amenity deck, while the west side will reach 15 stories. Two ground-floor 
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units will be designed in a walk-up style, with the remaining residences ranging from studio to five-

bedroom apartments.  

 

The project is designed to utilize the recently adopted downtown height ordinance amendment, enabling 

additional floors in exchange for dedicating 10% of the beds to students in need of financial assistance. 

These designated beds will be offered at a discounted rental rate through collaboration with the University 

of Wisconsin. 

 

Parking will be provided in two levels of structured parking between the ground floor and basement, with 

access via a single entrance on Gilman Street. Long-term bike parking will be available in dedicated 

parking rooms on the ground floor and in the basement, while short-term bike parking will be located 

along Gilman Street and the sidewalks on the east and south sides of the project.  
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Project Description (Cont.): 

The architectural design is composed of two distinct masses. The first, or base mass, features four 

differentiated elevations to break up the street façade. One of these façades will pay homage to  the 

existing 433 West Gilman / Stratford Apartments architecture in an effort to honor the neighborhood’s 

character. The rest of the base mass will be primarily constructed with brick veneer to further harmonize 

with the surrounding context. 

 

The second mass begins at Level 5 and is set back from the base with varying heights to create visual 

interest. Its façade will consist of a window wall system incorporating a mix of clear glazing, spandrel 

glass, and composite metal panels. Vertical and horizontal articulation will be achieved through window 

wall glazing wrapping the building and balconies that punctuate and break up the upper façade.

The proposed development aligns closely with the principles outlined in the City of Madison Downtown 

Plan, advancing its vision for a vibrant, walkable, and contextually sensitive urban core. The design 

thoughtfully integrates urban design, neighborhood context, and architectural continuity to strengthen the 

public realm and contribute to downtown’s evolving identity. 

 

At the street level, a transparent lobby and active retail frontage enhances pedestrian vitality in keeping 

with the Plan’s call for animated, people-oriented streets. Service areas are discreetly recessed to preserve 

an uninterrupted pedestrian experience, while the building base reinterprets the façade of 433 West 

Gilman, extending its established rhythm and materials across the frontage. Awnings and canopies 

provide weather protection and reinforce a cohesive streetscape character consistent with the Plan’s 

recommendations for human-scaled design. 

 

The building’s massing responds directly to its surroundings, employing a stepped podium and tower to 

minimize perceived height and maintain compatibility with adjacent structures. The inclusion of 

affordable student housing supports the Plan’s goals for a diverse and inclusive residential downtown, 

while contributing to increased density in a thoughtfully calibrated manner. The tiered height strategy 

follows Madison’s Downtown Height Map, transitioning from 8 stories near State Street to 11 stories 

mid-block, and culminating in a 15-story volume on the west. The design carefully respects the Capitol 

Viewshed height limit of 187’-2 1/2” above Gilman Street, ensuring the skyline remains harmonious with 

the city’s iconic silhouette. 
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Conditional Use Approval Standards: 

1. The establishment, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use will not be detrimental to or 

endanger the public health, safety, or general welfare. 

▪ The proposed mixed-use development, which includes internal vehicular parking, is compatible 

and consistent with the surrounding uses and will not create conditions detrimental to public 

health, safety, or general welfare. 

 

2. The City is able to provide municipal services to the property where the conditional use is proposed, 

given due consideration of the cost of providing those services. 

▪ The subject property is already served by existing municipal infrastructure, and the proposed 

conditional use will not place undue demand on the services.

Site Design + Building Placement 

Orientation: 

The development reinforces the urban block with a consistent street wall and tiered massing that supports 

residential density while respecting neighborhood scale. At the street level, a transparent lobby and active 

retail frontage enhance pedestrian vitality. A parking garage and service areas are discreetly recessed to 

preserve an uninterrupted pedestrian experience, while the building base reinterprets the façade of 433 

West Gilman, extending its established rhythm and materials across the frontage. Awnings and canopies 

integrate signage, provide weather protection, and reinforce a cohesive streetscape character, contributing 

to a contextually appropriate and engaging public realm. 

 

Access + Site Circulation: 

The primary entrances for both the residential lobby and retail spaces are located along Gilman Street, 

offering a transparent and direct visual connection to the active interior spaces while creating a 

welcoming street presence. Service functions, including garage and refuse access, are recessed from view 

to minimize their impact and preserve the integrity of the streetscape. Vehicle parking is provided at the 

ground level and within the basement, while bicycle parking is available along Gilman Street, on the east 

sidewalk, and within the open area on the south side of the project. Long-term bicycle parking is 

accommodated on the ground floor and in the basement. 

 

Useable Open Space – Residential Development: 

The project prioritizes resident well-being through a variety of open spaces, including three (3) internal 

courtyards that bring natural light into the building’s core and create calm, inviting areas for study and 

gathering. Balconies provide private outdoor access and reinforce the building’s architectural rhythm, 

while a landscaped amenity deck on Level 11 offers active recreational space with expansive views of 

Madison. Together, these features enhance livability and strengthen the building’s overall design 

integrity. 

 

Landscaping: 

Landscaping along Gilman Street will enhance the streetscape character through a native planting 

approach that complements the surrounding context. The east walkway and south open space will feature 

contextual landscaping and site-sensitive detailing designed to enrich the project’s identity while fostering 

a safe and welcoming environment. 

 

Lighting: 

Lighting will be designed to create a comfortable neighborhood ambiance while enhancing site safety and 

reinforcing the project’s overall visual cohesion. Special attention will be given to light the ground floor 

around the entire building to enhance safety.

Architecture 

Massing: 

The building’s massing responds directly to its surroundings, employing a stepped podium and towner to 

minimize perceived height and maintain compatibility with adjacent structures. The tiered height strategy 

follows Madison’s Downtown District Maximum Height Map, transitioning from 8 stories near State 

Street to a 15-story volume near the taller, higher-density neighborhood to the west. 

 

Building Components: 

The design establishes a contextually grounded base by reinterpreting the rhythm and materiality of the 

façade at 433 West Gilman, anchoring the building within its streetscape. Above, the tower introduces a 

composition of glass, spandrel, and metal panel elements, articulated by balconies that modulate the 

massing and create a dynamic vertical expression. Together, the base and upper volumes maintain visual 

continuity through proportion, alignment, and material transitions, resulting in a cohesive architectural 

composition that responds to both scale and context. 

 

Visual Interest: 

The building is articulated with base, middle, and top components, establishing a strong urban presence 

and sense of scale. The brick and glass base anchors the structure within the streetscape, while a step-back 

at Level 5 introduces a vertical rhythm of glass and metal panels articulated by balcony projections. This 

transition emphasizes the shift in material expression and culminates in a continuous ribbon of glass at the 

top floor, creating a visually cohesive and contemporary skyline profile. 

 

Door and Window Openings: 

The project draws inspiration from the façade of 433 West Gilman and establishes a base that aligns with 

the scale, rhythm, and material character of the surrounding streetscape. Above, a composition of glass, 

spandrel, and metal panels reflects design elements found in neighboring buildings, allowing the overall 

form to engage both its context and the evolving architectural language of the district. 

 

Building Materials: 

The design employs a refined palette of high-quality, durable materials that create visual interest and 

establish a distinct architectural identity, while remaining responsive to the character of the surrounding 

built environment. 

 

Terminal Views and Highly-Visible Corners: 

Although the site is not positioned at a major intersection or terminus, the design emphasizes the 

building’s presence through its form and orientation, making thoughtful use of available views to 

reinforce the prominence of the site within the downtown core. 

 

Awnings and Canopies: 

Awnings and canopies are thoughtfully integrated into the building’s design to complement its 

architectural expression. Incorporating signage within these elements provides weather protection and 

enhances the building’s material and textural richness without obscuring its architectural character. 
 

Signage: 

Signage will be thoughtfully integrated into the building’s overall design, complementing the architecture 

and reinforcing its cohesive identity. We anticipate signage will be incorporated within awnings and 

canopies, signage will be simple, well-conceived, and compatible with the project’s materials, scale, and 

detailing. Future submissions will ensure compliance with the City’s sign control ordinance in Chapter 31 

MGO, and to maintain visual harmony and regulatory compliance.

This letter commits the City of Madison (City) to fulfill all requirements of the State of Wisconsin Emergency 
Management Department’s (WEM) Pre-Disaster Flood Resilience Grant contained in Wisconsin Statute 323.63. 
This includes the submission of all appropriate forms and materials requested by WEM.  
 
The proposed Castle Creek Concrete Cunette Removal for Flood Mitigation project consists of lowering and 
widening an existing channel and removing a concrete cunette section to increase stormwater conveyance 
through the channel. These improvements create additional flood resilience and allow the City to make future 
upstream storm sewer improvements.

Project Overview: 

The Annex Group is proposing a multi-family/commercial mixed-use project to be located at the corner of Packers, 

Commercial and Oscar Avenues where the Oscar Mayer parking lot is currently located.  The project as proposed 

would have 241 total units with approximately 6,000 sf of retail space.  The intent is to promote the use of carbon 

free transportation (bicycles) as much as possible as well as encourage the use of public transit.  In addition, we 

intend on offering numerous electric car charging stations within the project with the ability to expand over time as 

we see demand increase. The project as proposed is a five-story building wrapped around a five-story parking 

garage.

Introduction: 
The proposed affordable-housing, mixed-use development consists of two new multi-family buildings on 

a combined parcel at the corner of East Washington Avenue and North Fair Oaks Ave.  Building 1 will 

be a new 5- Story, 171 unit mixed-use building with approximately 3,300 sf of ground floor commercial 

space and underground parking for 114 automobiles.  Building 2 will be a new 2-story, 6 unit townhome 

building with individual private garages.    The 9 parcels to be combined and redeveloped include:  922 -

930 N Fair Oaks Avenue & 3357 – 3375 E Washington Avenue.  Located within the Carpenter-

Ridgeway Neighborhood, the site is currently occupied by four rental properties and six commercial 

buildings. This project will provide affordable housing units for the benefit of the neighborhood and City.  

It is located within Urban Design District No. 5.  
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This application requests approval for the following: 

• Construction of a mixed-use building with over 60 dwelling units  

• Rezoning of the two properties located at 3357 E Washington Ave. and 3375 E. Washington 
Ave from TR-V1 to CCT. 
 

The seven additional parcels to be combined are all currently zoned CCT.  These parcels include:  

• 922 N Fair Oaks Ave. 

• 926 N Fair Oaks Ave. 

• 930 N Fair Oaks Ave. 

• 3361 E. Washington Ave. 

• 3365 E. Washington Ave. 

• 3371 E. Washington Ave. 

• 3375 E. Washington Ave. 
 

Upon approval of the proposed rezoning and development proposal, a new CSM will be prepared and 

recorded, combining all 9 parcels into a single parcel. 

Project Description: 
 

The architectural design of Building 1 includes recessed balconies and a balanced arrangement of 
materials, enhancing the character of the evolving East Washington Avenue corridor. High quality, 
durable materials include:  composite horizontal siding, composite panels, and brick masonry.  
Consistent levels of detailing extend around all faces of the building.  The design features both vertical 
and horizontal articulation and includes brightly colored vertical accent elements that wrap around the 
building. A distinctive corner of the building is highlighted with a two-story glass commercial space, 
complemented by color-accented panels on the upper stories.    
 
Walk-up residential units along both primary street facades provide a strong human-scale, pedestrian 
connection to the building neighborhood.  The two ends of the building are stepped-down to be 4 
stories to soften the ends of the building where facing the residential neighbors.   Additionally, the 
corner retail area will feature outdoor seating within a landscaped patio, creating a pedestrian-friendly 
environment.  
 
Building 2 is a two story (6 unit) townhouse-style building, placed in the SW corner of the property as a 
transitional buffer for the adjacent neighboring properties.  Exterior materials and colors will be 
consistent with the material palette on Building 1.   
 
Both indoor and outdoor common spaces are provided for the enjoyment of the residents.  Included 
amenities are: Indoor community room for gathering, exercise room, on-site management office, 
outdoor plaza with grilling and seating areas, play structure for children, and small fenced area for pet 
enjoyment.  The landscaping design has been carefully considered, for its variation in height and texture 
for the visual and environmental enjoyment of both the residents and the general public.  A combination 
of fencing and landscape screening has been included to provide privacy to adjacent neighbors. 
 
Parking is provided at the underground level of the apartment building, and the six townhome units have 
private single garages. Surface parking is provided for both resident and guest use.  Surface parking and 
underground parking can be accessed from both E. Washington Ave. and N. Fair Oaks Ave. The site is 
adjacent to a public BRT transit stop, allowing for easy access to many areas of the City. 
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City and Neighborhood Input: 
We have met with City staff on several occasions for this proposed development including 
preapplication and DAT meetings.  A neighborhood meeting was held on January 23, 2025, and the input 
from that meeting has helped shape this proposed development.  Adjustments to the project in 
response to neighborhood concerns include:  Increased commercial space along the East Washington 
façade, walk-up units to engage the sidewalk on N. Fair Oaks, and additional vehicular access via East 
Washington Ave. to address traffic concerns.  
 
Conformance with UDD No. 5 Requirements 

This preliminary design addresses the following Urban Design District 5 criteria: 

• The terrace along East Washington Avenue and Fair Oaks will be added or expanded to a 

minimum of 8’ in depth to allow for street tree plantings to occur in coordination with City 

Forestry guidelines.   

• Off-street parking is located at the rear of the building with a dedicated drop-off location for 

residents, limited surface parking for guests and residents, and underground garage parking 

for resident use.  Surface parking will be complemented by tree islands with a privacy fence 

along the rear lot lines adjacent to neighboring properties. 

• Building signage will be integrated into the architecture of the building.  Site and wayfinding 

signage will be integrated into the landscape plan.  All signage will conform to Madison 

General Sign Ordinances.   

• The building design incorporates high-durability composite materials with a masonry-clad 

ground level.  The balance of materials remains consistent around all sides of the building.   

• Accent colors are included via a rhythm of vertical, angled window bay elements as well as 

brightly colored composite panel sections at the ends and center of the building faces, 

visually dividing the building façades into smaller sections. 

• The building scale corresponds to the urban character of East Washington Ave, providing a 

strong presence on a busy intersection adjacent to the newly-constructed mixed-use project 

across the street.  The massing steps down at the end of the Fair Oaks wing of the building 

to reduce its scale as it faces the residential neighborhood to the South. 

• A pedestrian-oriented retail space is sited prominently on the corner of East Washington 

Ave and Fair Oaks Ave, providing an attractive, glass storefront space with outdoor seating 

for the use of patrons. 

• Exterior lighting will be designed with full cut-off fixtures, complying with all Madison 

Ordinances.  Building lighting will be anti-glare in nature, providing localized lighting for 

residents’ balconies and outdoor recreation areas.   

• Landscaping includes a variety of hardy, colorful species, providing visual interest, shading, 

and privacy screening.

The proposed development requires a conditional use to allow for mixed-use building over 60 dwelling 
units.  The proposed building’s size, scale and use are consistent with the City’s Comprehensive Plan for 
this property, which calls for higher density residential use.

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Existing Conditions 
 
The subject properties on the Northwest side of the intersection of Atwood Ave and S. Fair Oaks. The properties 
are zoned TSS (Traditional Shopping Street) and in the Transportation overlay district. There are currently 2 
buildings on the site, a 2-story mixed-use building and a 2-story apartment house. In addition, there is an 
existing parking lot with access to S. Fair Oaks between the two existing structures. The project site is located 
within an established mixed-use corridor and is well served by transit, pedestrian, and bicycle infrastructure. 
 
Project Description 
 
The proposed development is a 4-story, 31-unit mixed-use building with ground-floor commercial space and 18 
covered parking stalls on the ground floor. There is 3,800 SF of commercial space fronting the corner of 
Atwood Ave and S. Fair Oaks. 
 
The building design emphasizes an active streetscape with transparent storefronts, pedestrian-oriented entries, 
and high-quality exterior materials that align with the surrounding urban context found at the intersection of 
Atwood and South Fair Oaks. 
 
The building is primarily a red colored brick, framing areas of aluminum plank siding and composite metal 
panels. The Atwood/S.Fair Oaks corner is recessed to allow for more room at the corner for pedestrians to enter 
the retail part of the building. The rest of the retail area facing South Fair Oaks is primarily storefront glazing. The 
residential entrance, set around the corner on South Fair Oaks is also set back slightly from the front of the 
building to allow a more generous space for entry and exit. 
 
The enclosed surface parking at the rear of the building is black siding with vents painted to match as well, it is 
intended to match the rest of the building while also being less prominent. 
 
City and Neighborhood Input 
 
The development team met with the City of Madison Planning Staff on 8/1/25 for a pre-application meeting, and 
a DAT meeting on 7/10/25. 
 
The development team contacted the City Alderperson (Dina Nina Martinez-Rutherford) on Aug. 4 and met with 
them in person at the site on 8/8/25. The team followed this up with a formal notification by email on 9/22/25. 
 
The development team reached out to the SASY Neighborhood Association and presented plans to their 
executive committee on 9/3/25, 9/11/25, and 10/27/25. The team also provided a formal notification by email 
on 9/22/25. 
 
The development team also reached out to the Atwood Winnebago Business Association. A formal notification 
by email was sent on 9/10/25. 
 
Zoning/Conditional Use Approvals 
 
All the properties proposed for land combination and development are zoned Traditional Shopping Street (TSS). 
The properties are also located within the Transit Overlay District (TOD).

A. Project Details 

1. Background Information 

The current golf maintenance building, located on Brandt Rd. on the eastern side of the Yahara Golf Course, is located on 
property that was sold to Dane County for the new Dane County Sustainability Campus + Future Landfill.  The City of Madison 
Parks Golf Program will need to vacate the existing maintenance buildings by Oct. 31, 2028.  The goal is to complete this project 
by March 31, 2028 in order to not interfere with the 2028 golf season. 
 
This project consists of the design and construction of a golf maintenance building and cold storage to be located at the eastern 
side of the existing Yahara Hills clubhouse customer parking lot, at 7051 Millpond Road in Madison, WI.  This facility will be 
utilized year-round by Parks Division Golf Operations to service all of the City’s golf program vehicles and equipment.  This 
facility will also be used as the golf course maintenance facility for the Yahara Hills Golf Course.

4. Evaluation Panel 

The evaluation panel was comprised of a total of four panelists.  The panelists were tasked with scoring the technical 
requirements of the RFP proposal and included the following: 2 panelists from City Engineering-Facilities Management and 2 
panelists from the Parks Division.   

5. Evaluation Structure and Scoring 

Evaluations were documented through a quantifiable scoring mechanism – see Section C of this document. The evaluation was 
conducted in a structured manner and administered by City Finance’s Purchasing Unit. See below for additional details. 
 
ROUND - 1 

Per instructions within the Request for Proposal, Respondents were asked to provide a series of deliverables, a portion of 
which were evaluated by the Panel.  Evaluated deliverables included in the RFP in Section 5. Scope of Work and Required 
Information.  Panelists followed Purchasing guidelines and predetermined grading scales for each evaluated deliverable as 
detailed in section 5.3 Required Information and Content of Proposals.   
 
Panelists evaluated and scored the technical qualification and information section of each proposal and submitted their 
scoring evaluation to Purchasing where all the Panelist scores were averaged and weighted for evaluation for each of the 
Respondents. Purchasing scored the following deliverables based on City Purchasing guidelines: 5.4 Cost Proposal and 5.5 
Local Vendor Preference.  Results were then provided to the Panelists based on Section 5.6 Basis for Selection. 
 
One firm’s proposal was over 50% lower in hours and price.  The panel recommended Purchasing to reach out to the firm 
with the lowest proposal, offering them three business days to review their proposal hours and fee and provide an update.   
 
After Purchasing reached out to the firm with the lowest proposal, they offered to remove themselves from the process.  
Purchasing clarified the City was not requesting the firm withdraw and informed the firm they had the option to make 
updates.  Purchasing did not receive a response by the deadline, and subject firm was removed from consideration moving 
forward.  The Panelists recommended the remaining next three highest scoring Finalists move on to Round 2 of the 
evaluation process. 

 
ROUND - 2 

The three Finalists were provided with five specific criteria that needed to be addressed during their interview presentation.  
The Panelists evaluated each Finalist team on how well they did or did not address the criteria, how well they responded to 
questions by the Panelists after their presentation, and how well the overall presentation went.   
 
Panelists evaluated and scored each Finalists interview and submitted their scoring evaluation to Purchasing.  Purchasing  
weighted and averaged all of the interview scores along with the original Round 1 scores.

 WHEREAS, the City is the owner of certain park lands in the City of Madison, Dane

Hills Golf Course, located at 4635 Odana Rd., and Door Creek Park, located at 7035 Littlemore 

Dr. (“the Properties”), and certain equipment used for winter activities, including snow groomers 

(“Snow Equipment”); and, 

 

 WHEREAS, Club consists of City and area residents who together organize cross-country 

skiing races, maintain cross-country ski trails, provide ski lessons, support high school and junior 

skiers, and raise funds for ski related projects to promote the continuous growth and development 

of cross-country skiing in the region; and, 

 

 WHEREAS, in 2016 and 2018, the City and the Club entered into Snow Equipment and 

City Property Use Agreements which allowed the Club to use the City’s Snow Equipment to make 

snow for the Winter Festival and at Elver Park, and to groom the human-made and existing cross-

country ski trails at Elver Park and other approved locations.  These agreements benefitted the City 

by providing a greater level of service than the Parks Division was able to provide; and, 

 

 WHEREAS, in 2020, at Club’s request, Central Cross Country Skiing Inc. (“CXC”) took 

over the agreement and operated under its own use agreement through 2024, which agreement has 

not been renewed; and,

2. Term. This Agreement shall be effective upon execution by the parties hereto, and extend 

through Sept. 30, 2029.  Unless this Agreement is terminated under Section 8, this 

Agreement may be renewed for an additional 3-year term, running from October 1, 2029 

through September 30, 2032, upon written notice by the Club to the City no later than 

August 31, 2029.  The City’s decision to renew or not renew the Agreement for the 

following three-year term will be based upon the Club’s performance under this Agreement 

and will solely be that of the Parks Superintendent, or their designee.  The decision to renew 

or not renew the Agreement is not reviewable.  The City shall inform Club within ten (10) 

days of receipt of Club’s notice of its intent to renew the Agreement. 

3. Grant of Authority.  By entering into this Agreement, the City grants Club the authority to 

use the City’s Snow Equipment, for its designated purpose only, at the Properties and other 

City owned lands that the City may, from time-to-time, make available for cross-country 

skiing (“City Property”), to groom the City’s cross-country skiing trails, and to store Club 

equipment at Elver Park, pursuant to the terms and conditions as set forth in this 

Agreement.  Club may also offer individual and group lessons for a fee during the Winter 

Festival under conditions specified in the special event permit. 

4. Special Conditions of Use.  By entering into this Agreement, Club agrees to the following 

special terms and conditions regarding the Club’s use of the Snow Equipment and City 

Property: 

A. Permissible Users. 

(1) Any person operating or using the City’s Snow Equipment on behalf of, in 

association with or at the direction of the Club, or using Club equipment on 

City Property (the “User”), must be approved by the Parks Division and also 

meet the following requirements: 

(a) The User must be familiar with the equipment and have received 

appropriate training on the equipment’s operation, use and 

maintenance;  

(b) The User must be competent and qualified to operate and maintain 

the equipment in a safe manner and in strict accordance with the 

manufacturer’s manual; and,  

(c) The User shall comply with all applicable laws, regulations, 

ordinances, rules and orders, and exercise due regard for persons and 

property in the operation of the equipment. 

(d) The User shall be registered as a volunteer on the City’s Madison 

Parks Volunteer Website: https://cityofmadison.galaxydigital.com/.  
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(2) All Users under this Agreement shall wear the proper personal protective 

equipment when operating any equipment.  The Club agrees to provide all 

of its employees and volunteers with any necessary equipment. 

B. Grooming of Cross County Trails by Club. 

(1) The Club will be allowed to use their own snowmobile groomer(s) to groom 

the cross-country ski trials at the Properties or any other location the City 

expressly grants permission for cross-country skiing in the future. The Club 

is also permitted to use their own heavy equipment to groom trails with prior 

approval by the Parks Division, including using the City’s snow groomer 

sleds with the Club’s own ATV equipment. 

(2) The Club must keep a log of all grooming (what trails, what date, time and 

who performed grooming), and make it available to the City upon request. 

(3) Prior to any trail grooming, contact must be made with the Parks Division 

informing the City of when and where grooming will occur. 

(4) The City’s PistenBully will be allowed to be used by the Club for grooming 

at Elver Park consistent with the requirements of this subsection.  Other 

locations may be approved with the written permission of the Parks 

Division. 

C. Storage of Club Groomers at Elver Park. 

(1) The Club is allowed to store an ATV, Tidd Tech and other equipment as 

approved by the Parks Division, at the old concession building at Elver 

Park, other approved snow locations, and at specified City tennis courts 

during the cross-country ski season. If the City’s tennis courts experience 

damage as a result of such storage, the equipment will be removed, and an 

alternative location will be identified at Elver Park. Damage caused by    

Madnorski, beyond normal wear and tear, will be Madnorski's 

responsibility to repair or pay Madison Parks the labor and material costs to 

repair. 

(2) Storage of the above noted equipment is approved between December 1 and 

March 15.  Storage prior to December 1 may be approved by the Parks 

Superintendent due to weather.     

D. Trail Marking.  Club is authorized to use one day in the fall to install their markers, 

and one day in the spring to remove them. While performing this work, Club 

vehicles must have a sign on the vehicle indicating who they are with, and any such 

work must be coordinated with the West Parks Supervisor before commencing 

marking work.  If necessary, Club is responsible for calling the one-call system (aka 

Diggers Hotline) prior to performing any excavation work, as defined at Wis. Stat. 

Sec. 182.0175(1)(b), at City Properties. 
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E. Use of City Property. 

(1) Activities. The Club will provide to the City a list of proposed Club 

activities, dates, times and estimated attendance at least two weeks prior to 

the start of the first activity, which may include dry running practice. The 

City will review and approve the activities that are permitted. All cross-

country ski trails, including the human made trials, will remain open to the 

public. If the Club would like to close trail(s), the Club will submit a Parks 

Special Event application for review in the standard process and fees. All 

participants of activities are required to have a City cross-country ski permit 

and pay the standard price for ski rental, if renting equipment from the City.  

(2) Reporting. Annually, the Club will provide the City with a list of the number 

of participants in the activities, residence location, demographics, gender (if 

provided), and age. If the City requests, the Club will supply to the City an 

accounting of the funds they are generating from activities in park(s) within 

one month of the request. 

(3) Map of Annual Plan. By September 1 of each year, the Club will provide a 

detailed map of the route of proposed human-made trails, location of 

fencing, equipment placement, storage, port-a-potty and any other uses the 

Club is proposing for the City Property. 

(4) Modifications and Improvements to Premises.  The Club shall not make any 

modifications or changes to City Property except with the prior written 

approval of the Parks Superintendent, or designee.   

(5) Parking and Access.  This Agreement does not convey any special right to 

the Club, or to Club’s employees, volunteers, contractors, agents, 

customers, invitees, or any other third party, to use the City parking spaces, 

driveways, delivery areas, bike paths, pedestrian walkways or other 

locations to park vehicles and/or access the City’s Property.  Any such use 

must be pursuant to the rules and regulations otherwise in place at the 

respective location, or as provided for in a separate agreement.   

(6) Weapons Prohibition.  The Club shall prohibit, and shall require its 

subcontractors to prohibit, its employees from carrying weapons, including 

concealed weapons, while using the City’s Property under this Agreement.   

(7) Shelter and Bathroom Access. The Club may use the City’s shelters and 

bathrooms during established public hours. It is the Club’s responsibility to 

know these hours.  Club may place a privately maintained port-a-potty upon 

the City Property for bathroom needs. Location of the port-a-potty shall be 

approved by the Parks Division prior to placement. 

(8) Additional Shelter Use. Club must provide Parks at least two weeks advance 

notice for winter and dry season uses of the City’s shelter facilities at City 
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Property. Parks will provide two keys to designated Club representatives 

from November 1 to the end of the winter recreation season. Keys must be 

returned to the Parks Office at 330 E Lakeside St in Madison no later than 

the first Monday of March.  Fees for shelter usage will be in line with the 

current fee structure for reserving shelters as approved by the Board of Park 

Commissioners. 

(9) Lighting. Club must give at least two weeks notice requesting lights to have 

the lights turned on for any time of day during the spring and fall seasons. 

(10) Collaboration for Special Events.  Club and Parks agree to collaborate on 

certain special events, including Learn to Series, Nordic Walking, Cross 

Country Skiing, and Snowshoe Events, in the City parks. All special events, 

including the aforementioned events, must have at least one month advance 

notice to effectively plan and promote to the community.  

(11) Donation Boxes and Signs.  The Parks Division, with the approval of the 

Board of Park Commissioners, may authorize Club to place signage 

regarding donations on or near the cross-country ski paths being maintained 

by Club under this Agreement, or signs informing users how they may 

contribute to the costs to maintain the paths. The City shall not be 

responsible for any damage to these boxes or signs, nor any theft or loss that 

may occur resulting from the use thereof. 

(12) Storage.  Storage inside of winter recreation areas at the City Properties is 

unavailable to Club, including specifically storage for ski equipment such 

as skis, boots, and poles. 

(13) Removal of Equipment. By March 20 of each year, Club is responsible for 

removing any fencing, equipment, storage, port-a-potties and other uses 

approved at City Properties. If Club cannot remove equipment by this date, 

Club must notify Parks Superintendent or designee to receive approval for 

an extension date.  

(14) Driving in Park.  Club may operate motor vehicles in the City Properties if 

they are necessary for snow grooming activities.  In so doing, Club will take 

all possible safety precautions and only do so outside of peak recreation 

times. In addition, the ground must be in such a condition that such 

equipment and the use thereof will not damage the turf. Additionally, Club 

will take the following additional safety precautions: 

(a) Clearly marking personal vehicles as “contractor” vehicles.  Upon 

request  Parks may make available magnetic stickers to be placed on 

the side of personal vehicles for this purpose. 

(b) Modify or limit access to areas where personal vehicles are on Parks 

land. 
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(c) Signage will be placed letting users know that there are vehicles in 

use in the specified area(s) 

F. Equipment Safety.  The Club shall maintain its own equipment, including safety 

equipment, in a safe working order at all times.  In addition, all equipment subject 

to this Agreement that is located on City Property for grooming must be safely 

secured and not create hazards to park users.  Equipment storage and use must not 

unreasonably interfere with other park activities, such as ice skating and sledding. 

G. Snow Equipment Maintenance.  The City will perform annual service on the Snow 

Equipment and deliver the equipment in working order to Elver Park by December 

1, unless grooming can begin prior to December 1 in which case an earlier delivery 

date will be established.  During the winter season, the Club is responsible for 

maintaining the Snow Equipment.  At the end of the winter season, or as otherwise 

agreed to by the Parties, the Club is responsible for returning the equipment to the 

City in working order. 

H. Additional Conditions.   

(1) The City may, at any time, suspend the Club’s use of the Snow Equipment 

or City Property if the City has a need for the Snow Equipment or other use 

of the City Property.  The City will, if possible, provide 48 hours advance 

notice of such a suspension.  In addition, if the City determines that the 

Snow Equipment is being misused, operated in an unsafe manner, or in 

violation of rules of use (however provided), it may terminate this 

Agreement with no advance notice. 

(2) The Club assumes all risk and liability for damage to the Snow Equipment 

or City Property arising out of the Club’s activities under this Agreement.  

The Club will promptly notify the City in the event of any incident involving 

the Snow Equipment or on City Property, whether or not the incident causes 

bodily injury or property damage. The Club will promptly pay any charges 

the City incurs in repairing damage to or replacing the Snow Equipment or 

City Property, including reimbursement of any property insurance 

deductibles. 

(3) The Club agrees that the City shall not be held responsible for any damage 

or loss to any of the Club’s property, or any of its employees’ or volunteers’ 

property, while engaging in activities covered by this Agreement, whether 

the damage is caused by the City, its employees, contractors or others. 

I. Fees and Charges. 

(1) Trail Use Fee.  No trail use fees will be charged by the City for weekly 

lessons, practices, and races due to the investment Club is making in support 

of grooming the trails. 
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(2) Special Lighting Charge.  Outside of the City’s official opening and closing 

of the cross-country ski trails at the City Property for the season, the cost of 

trail lighting will be the responsibility of the Club.  Lighting rates will be 

charged in accordance with fees approved by the Board of Park 

Commissioners.  The Club must provide a schedule for lighting needs at 

least two weeks prior to the beginning of the season and must contact Parks 

at least 48 hours in advance of the need to deviate from the schedule.  

Additional lighting will be used for all lessons or events used by the Club, 

including for dry run practices.  The Club will pay lighting invoices within 

30 days of receipt. 

5. Indemnification and Insurance.  

A. Indemnification. The Club shall be liable to and hereby agrees to indemnify, defend 

and hold harmless the City of Madison, and its officers, officials, agents, and 

employees against all loss or expense (including liability costs and attorney's fees) 

by reason of any claim or suit, or of liability imposed by law upon the City or its 

officers, officials, agents or employees for damages because of bodily injury, 

including death at any time resulting therefrom, sustained by any person or persons 

or on account of damages to property, including loss of use thereof, arising from, 

in connection with, caused by or resulting from the Club’s acts or omissions in the 

performance of this Agreement and use of the City’s Snow Equipment or City 

Property, whether caused by or contributed to by the negligence of the City, its 

officers, officials, agents, or its employees.   

B. Hazardous Substances; Indemnification.  Club represents and warrants that its use 

of the City’s Snow Equipment and City Property will not generate any hazardous 

substance, and it will not store or dispose on City property nor transport to or over 

City property any hazardous substance in violation of any applicable federal, state 

or local law, regulation or rule.  Club further agrees to hold the City harmless from 

and indemnify the City against any release of such hazardous substance and any 

damage, loss, or expense or liability resulting from such release including all 

attorneys’ fees, costs and penalties incurred as a result thereof except any release 

caused by the sole negligence or intentional acts of the City, its employees or 

agents. “Hazardous substance” shall be interpreted broadly to mean any substance 

or material defined or designated as hazardous or toxic waste, hazardous or toxic 

material, hazardous or toxic radioactive substance, or other similar term by any 

federal, state or local environmental law, regulation or rule presently in effect or 

promulgated in the future, as such laws, regulations or rules may be amended from 

time to time; and it shall be interpreted to include, but not be limited to, any 

substance which after release into the environment will or may reasonably be 

anticipated to cause sickness, death or disease or damage to or loss of use of real or 

personal property. 
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C. Insurance. 

(1) Required Coverage.  The Club will insure, and will require each 

subcontractor to insure, as indicated, against the following risks to the extent 

stated below. The Club shall not commence work under this Agreement, 

nor shall the Club allow any Subcontractor to commence work on its 

Subcontract, until the insurance required below has been obtained and 

corresponding certificate(s) of insurance have been approved by the City 

Risk Manager. 

(a) Commercial General Liability.  During the life of this Agreement, 

the Club shall procure and maintain Commercial General Liability 

insurance including, but not limited to, bodily injury, property 

damage, personal injury, products and completed operations in an 

amount not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence.  This policy shall 

also provide contractual liability in the same amount.  The Club’s 

coverage shall be primary and noncontributory, and list the City of 

Madison, its officers, officials, agents and employees as additional 

insureds.  The Club shall require all subcontractors under this 

Agreement (if any) to procure and maintain insurance meeting the 

above criteria, applying on a primary basis and listing the City of 

Madison, its officers, officials, agents and employees as additional 

insureds. 

(b) Automobile Liability. During the life of this Agreement, Club shall 

procure and maintain Business Automobile Liability insurance 

covering owned, non-owned and hired automobiles with limits of 

not less than $1,000,000 combined single limit per accident. Club 

shall require all subcontractors under this Contract (if any) to 

procure and maintain insurance covering each subcontractor and 

meeting the above criteria.  

(c) Umbrella Liability. During the life of this Agreement, the Club shall 

procure and maintain Umbrella Liability coverage at least as broad 

as the underlying Commercial General Liability and Business 

Automobile Liability with minimum limits of $2,000,000 per 

occurrence and in the aggregate.  

(d) Property Insurance.  Club shall be solely responsible for carrying 

personal property insurance sufficient to cover the loss of all of its 

personal property on City Property. Such personnel property 

includes, but is not limited to, Club’s snow grooming equipment and 

other vehicles.  The City shall not be liable for any damage to or loss 

of property of Club or others located on the Premises except to the 

extent such damage or loss was caused by the City’s sole negligence 

or willful act.  
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(2) Acceptability of Insurers.  The above-required insurance is to be placed with 

insurers who have an A.M. Best rating of no less than A- (A minus) and a 

Financial Category rating of no less than VII. 

(3) Proof of Insurance, Approval.  The Club shall provide the City with 

certificate(s) of insurance showing the type, amount, class of operations 

covered, effective dates, and expiration dates of required policies prior to 

commencing work under this Agreement. Club shall provide the 

certificate(s) to the City’s representative upon execution of the Agreement, 

or sooner, for approval by the City Risk Manager. The Club shall provide 

copies of additional insured endorsements or insurance policies, if requested 

by the City Risk Manager. 

(4) Notice of Change in Policy.  The Club and/or Insurer shall give the City 

thirty (30) days advance written notice of cancellation, non-renewal or 

material changes to any of the above-required policies during the term of 

this Agreement. 

(5) Insufficient Coverage.   In the event of expiration, material change, or 

cancellation of insurance required by this Agreement, Club shall 

immediately cease use of the Premises and the provision of the services 

under this Agreement until such time as proof of the required insurance is 

provided to the City Risk Manager consistent with the requirements of this 

Section. 

(6) Risk Manager.  All information required to be provided to the Risk Manager 

should be addressed as follows:

6. Notices. All notices to be given under the terms of this Agreement shall be in writing 

and signed by the person serving the notice and shall be sent registered or certified mail, 

return receipt requested, postage prepaid, or hand delivered to the addresses of the parties 

listed below:

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7. Non-Discrimination.  In the performance of the services under this Agreement the Club 

agrees not to discriminate against any employee or applicant because of race, religion, 

marital status, age, color, sex, handicap, national origin or ancestry, income level or source 

of income, arrest record or conviction record, less than honorable discharge, physical 

appearance, sexual orientation, gender identity, political beliefs, or student status.  Club 

further agrees not to discriminate against any subcontractor or person who offers to 

subcontract on this Agreement because of race, religion, color, age, disability, sex, sexual 

orientation, gender identity or national origin.   

8. Default/Termination.  

A. Except where otherwise noted in this Agreement, in the event Club shall default in 

any of the covenants, agreements, commitments, or conditions herein contained, or 

fails to fully perform and carry out any term or condition of this Agreement to the 

satisfaction of the City, and any such default shall continue unremedied for a period 

of ten (10) days after written notice thereof to Club, the City may, at its option and 

in addition to all other rights and remedies which it may have at law or in equity 

against Club, including expressly the specific enforcement hereof, forthwith have 

the cumulative right to immediately terminate this Agreement and all rights of Club 

under this Agreement.   

B. Notwithstanding paragraph A., above, the City may in its sole discretion and 

without any reason terminate this agreement at any time by furnishing the Club 

with ten (10) days' written notice of termination. 

9. Status of Parties.  It is agreed that Club is not an employee or representative of the City, 

and that any persons who Club utilizes and provides for services under this Agreement are 

employees or volunteers of Club and are not employees or volunteers of the City of 

Madison.  In addition, it is agreed that by granting Club the right to use the Boat Launch 

for the purposes set forth herein, that the City is not granting Club the right to sell or 

distribute any City goods or services nor is there a community of interest, as that term is 

defined at Wis. Stat. Sec. 135.02(1), between the City and Club arising from this 

Agreement.  The Parties both acknowledge that this Agreement does not create a dealership 

under Wis. Stat. Ch. 135. 

10. Third Party Rights. This Agreement is intended to be solely between the parties hereto.  

No part of this Agreement shall be construed to add, supplement, amend, abridge or repeal 

existing rights, benefits or privileges of any third party or parties, including but not limited 

to employees of either of the parties. 

11. Assignability and Subcontracting.  The Club shall not assign or subcontract any interest or 

obligation under this Agreement without the City’s prior written approval.  All of the 

services provided for hereunder shall be performed by the Club and employees or 

volunteers of the Club.   
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12. No Realty. It is expressly understood and agreed that this Agreement is not a lease or a 

conveyance of realty, but merely a granting to the Club of the right to use the City’s Snow 

Equipment and use and maintain City Property for the purposes set forth herein.   

13. Access to City Property. This Agreement gives the Club the non-exclusive right to 

use City Property and Snow Equipment for specific purposes.  In no case shall this limited 

grant of rights be interpreted to preclude the City’s or the public’s access to the City’s 

Property.   

14. Amendments. This Agreement shall be binding on the parties hereto, their respective heirs, 

devisees, and successors, and cannot be varied or waived by any oral representations or 

promise of any agent or other person of the parties hereto.  Any change in any provision of 

this Agreement may only be made by a written amendment, signed by the duly authorized 

agent or agents of the Club and the Parks Superintendent, or their designee. 

15. No Waiver. No failure to exercise, and no delay in exercising, any right, power or 

remedy hereunder on the part of the City or the Club shall operate as a waiver thereof, nor 

shall any single or partial exercise of any right, power or remedy preclude any other or 

further exercise thereof or the exercise of any other right, power or remedy.  No express 

waiver shall affect any event or default other than the event or default specified in such 

waiver, and any such waiver, to be effective, must be in writing and shall be operative only 

for the time and to the extent expressly provided by the City or Club therein. A waiver of 

any covenant, term or condition contained herein shall not be construed as a waiver of any 

subsequent breach of the same covenant, term or condition. 

16. Severability. It is mutually agreed that in case any provision of this Agreement is 

determined by any court of law to be unconstitutional, illegal or unenforceable, it is the 

intention of the parties that all other provisions of this Agreement remain in full force and 

effect. 

17. Joint Preparation.  Each Party and its counsel have participated fully in the review and 

revision of this Agreement and acknowledge that the preparation of this Agreement has 

been their joint effort.  The language agreed to expresses their mutual intent and the 

resulting document shall not, solely as a matter of judicial construction, be construed more 

severely against one of the Parties than the other.  The language in this Agreement shall be 

interpreted as to its fair meaning and not strictly for or against any party. 

18. Choice of Law and Forum Selection.  This Agreement shall be governed by and 

construed, interpreted and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of Wisconsin. 

The parties agree, for any claim or suit or other dispute relating to this Agreement that 

cannot be mutually resolved, the venue shall be a court of competent jurisdiction within 

Dane County, State of Wisconsin and the parties agree to submit themselves to the 

jurisdiction of said court, to the exclusion of any other judicial district that may have 

jurisdiction over such a dispute according to any law. 

19. Compliance with Applicable Laws.  The Club shall become familiar with, and shall at all 

times comply with and observe all federal, state, and local laws, ordinances, and regulations 
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which in any manner affect the services or conduct of the Club and its agents and 

employees.  The Club’s failure to comply with any such laws, ordinances or regulations 

shall be a default subject to Section 8 of this Agreement. 

20. Authority.  The Club represents that it has the authority to enter into this Agreement and 

the person signing on behalf of the Club represents and warrants that he or she has been 

duly authorized to bind the Club and sign this Agreement on the Club’s behalf. 

21. Entire Agreement. The entire agreement of the Parties is contained herein and this 

Agreement supersedes any and all oral contracts and negotiations between the Parties. 

22. Counterparts; Electronic Delivery.  This Agreement and any document executed in 

connection herewith may be executed in counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an 

original, but all of which together shall constitute the same document. Signatures on this 

Agreement may be exchanged between the Parties by facsimile, electronic scanned copy 

(.pdf) or similar technology and shall be as valid as original; and this Agreement may be 

converted into electronic format and signed or given effect with one or more electronic 

signature(s) if the electronic signature(s) meets all requirements of Wis. Stat. ch. 137 or 

other applicable Wisconsin or Federal law.  Executed copies or counterparts of this 

Agreement may be delivered by facsimile or email and upon receipt will be deemed 

original and binding upon the Parties hereto, whether or not a hard copy is also delivered. 

Copies of this Agreement, fully executed, shall be as valid as an original.

Elementary School Crossing Protection Criteria Summary of Policy Revisions 
November 17, 2025 

 

The Transportation Commission asked staff to conduct a Racial Equity and Social Justice 
Initiative review of the School Crossing Protection Criteria (the “Policy”). While developing 
recommended revisions to the Policy, staff took the opportunity to simplify the Policy, clarify 
basic criteria within the Policy, and restructure the Policy document. The majority of the 
recommended revisions to the Policy are minor and involve rearranging the structure of the 
document and simplifying criteria. More significant recommended changes to the Policy 
include: 

• Removed the general history of the Policy 
• Clarified that the Policy is for elementary school students and applies to public 

elementary schools within the City of Madison 
• Reduced minimum number of students required to be crossing at a location for 

consideration of an Adult School Crossing Guard from 25 to 20 
• Added a process flow chart to conduct an evaluation for an Adult School Crossing 

Guard 
• Clarified the process for study of discontinuance of a crossing guard location: 

o Clarified the number of students crossing at a location to be less than 10 
per shift over two years 

o Noted changes to street design that may prompt evaluation of discontinuance 
o Clarified process steps when considering discontinuance 

• Revised calculation of the hazard score: 
o Removed the number of students crossing from the calculation 
o Consolidated similar factors listed under “other factors” 
o Added consideration of City of Madison Equity Areas to the calculation 

• Simplified the Actions section and reduced the hazard score required to 
recommend an Adult School Crossing Guard

Introduction 
  
Elementary school-age children are in the process of learning how to safely travel to and from school. The City of 
Madison utilizes several safety tools to help protect elementary school-age pedestrians, including the use of Adult 
School Crossing Guards at crosswalks on busy streets where large numbers of children cross. This document 
describes how locations are evaluated for the need for an Adult School Crossing Guard where one is not currently 
placed and for evaluation of existing Adult School Crossing Guard locations for discontinuance. 
 
Criteria and Process for Evaluation of New Adult School Crossing Guard Placement 
 
Three basic criteria must be met before evaluating a location for an Adult School Crossing Guard: 
 

1. The request for an Adult School Crossing Guard must be submitted to Traffic Engineering or the School Traffic 
Safety Team by the school principal. 

2. The request must be for a public elementary school located within the City of Madison. 
3. A minimum of 20 elementary school students are observed crossing at the location during a single school 

arrival or dismissal period. 
 
Pedestrian counts are made during the peak school crossing periods (both morning and afternoon). The exact hours 
counted will vary depending upon school start and dismissal times. Only elementary school children are counted. 
Crossing by single children may be tallied together, but groups should be noted by a numeral indicating the size of the 
group. Totals will be made by quarter hours. The count will be conducted on a warm, sunny day, if possible, during the 
fall or spring of the year. If doubt arises as to the accuracy and validity of the count, a second count will be made and 
higher count will be used. The wintertime school pedestrian traffic will also be considered, especially in borderline 
situations. 
 
When the above criteria are met, the School Traffic Safety Team will recommend that Transportation Engineering 
conduct a full evaluation of the site to determine if an Adult School Crossing Guard is supported. The general process 
to evaluate requests for an Adult School Crossing Guard is depicted below. 
 

 
 
When a location is recommended for evaluation for an Adult School Crossing Guard, Traffic Engineering staff will 
gather data to assess the hazard inherent at the location, as depicted in the chart on the following page. The data 
gathered and the process for scoring the data are described in the following sections. If the criteria are met for

Criteria and Process for Discontinuance of an Existing Adult School Crossing Guard Assignment 
 
Locations where Adult School Crossing Guards are currently placed will occasionally be evaluated for discontinuance 
to ensure the efficient use of resources for the Crossing Guard Program. The decision to review an existing Adult 
School Crossing Guard assignment can be made based on: 
 

• Low numbers of elementary school aged students utilizing the crossing (less than 10/shift over two years); 
• Changes to the street design, traffic patterns, or traffic counts that reduce the hazard score at a location 

below 20 points; 
• Changes in school attendance area boundaries such that elementary school students no longer cross a 

particular street; and/or 
• Changes in school busing policies where students who used to walk to school are now bused to school. 

 
Locations where modifications that may improve pedestrian safety have been installed nearby shall be reevaluated 
within one year of the installation. Pedestrian safety modifications include, but are not limited to, traffic signals, road 
diets, pedestrian hybrid beacons, pedestrian refuge islands, raised crosswalks, and rectangular rapid flashing 
beacons. All crossing guard locations should be evaluated for continued need once every five years or more 
frequently; need can be demonstrated by a sufficient number of children (10 or more) utilizing the crossing. 
 
If any of the above factors are identified, Traffic Engineering staff will evaluate the location for one year. The evaluation 
will consist of: 
 

• Crossing Guards will conduct monthly student counts throughout the year. 
• Traffic Engineering staff will study the Hazard Evaluation Criteria if the evaluation is based on changes to the 

street design, traffic patterns, or traffic counts. 
 
Following the evaluation period, Traffic Engineering staff will either recommend the location for discontinuance or to 
retain the Adult School Crossing Guard. Recommendations for discontinuance will be brought to the School Traffic 
Safety Team for discussion and then forwarded to the Transportation Commission in late spring or early summer. 
Traffic Engineering will notify the school’s Principal, Parent Teacher Group, area Alder, Neighborhood Association, and 
Neighborhood Resource Team, where applicable, when a recommendation is made to the Transportation 
Commission to discontinue an Adult School Crossing Guard assignment. If discontinuance is approved by the 
Transportation Commission, the Principal, Parent Teacher Group, Alder and Neighborhood Association will again be 
notified in order to allow time to plan for the change. Locations where Adult School Crossing Guards are discontinued 
will be added to the Safe Streets Madison project list for consideration of pedestrian safety enhancements.

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Hazard Evaluation Criteria 
  
When the School Traffic Safety Team recommends that a location be evaluated for the placement of a new Adult 
School Crossing Guard or the discontinuance of an existing location, the factors below will be studied. Traffic-related 
factors will be measured during the same time periods, but not necessarily the same dates, as the pedestrian counts 
conducted to recommend study of a location. 
 

1. Vehicle Gap Availability. The criterion for this element shall be the percentage of time during the school 
crossing period when gaps adequate for a safe crossing are available. The safe crossing time shall be 
considered as the time necessary for an elementary school child to cross from one refuge point to another 
(usually from one curb to another) at a walking speed of 3.0 feet per second.  
 
At an intersection having a major through street and a minor street(s) controlled by “STOP” or “YIELD” signs, 
the gaps in traffic to be considered will be those for the traffic on the major street approaches. At signalized 
intersections, the gaps to be considered shall be those from turning movements, which conflict with the 
crosswalk used by the largest group of school children, and the gaps will be computed per hour of “GREEN” 
time. In this instance, the width of the roadway is equal to one-half of the roadway, since the children are 
“protected” on the other half by vehicles waiting for the green light on the cross street (except for right turns 
on red). Where a major street has a median strip at least ten feet in width, which can afford adequate 
pedestrian refuge, the major approaches shall be considered as separate one-way streets and the gaps used 
will be those of the heaviest traveled approach. 
 
Right turns on red that conflict with a crosswalk used by elementary students will be analyzed. There are both 
benefits and hazards to pedestrians from right turn on red, but if unusual hazards exist from right turns on 
red, prohibition of such turns will be posted. 
 

2. Speed of Motor Vehicles. The criterion for this element shall be the 85th percentile speed observed on the 
major approaches. The 85th percentile speed is determined from a speed study, generally taken 
approximately 250 feet in advance of the crossing. It is the speed at which only 15 percent of the motorists 
were observed traveling faster than, or the speed below which 85 percent of the motorists travel. Speed 
studies are not necessary where the crossing is at a signalized intersection or where the approach is 
controlled by a stop sign. Historical speed studies in the area may be sufficient for estimating motor vehicle 
speeds. 

 
3. Sight Distance. The criterion for this element shall be the ratio of the sight distance of a vehicle driver 

observing a three-foot high object in the crosswalk to design stopping distance. The following Design stopping 
distances (wet pavement), as recommended by the American Association of State Highway and 
Transportation Officials, shall be used:  

  

Design Speed 
Design Stopping  
Sight Distance 

< = 25 mph 155 feet 
26 – 30 mph 200 feet 
31 – 35 mph 250 feet 
36 – 40 mph 305 feet 
41 – 45 mph 360 feet 
46 – 50 mph 425 feet 
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4. Safety History. The main criterion for this element shall be the number of pedestrian crashes occurring at the 
study location, involving school children going to or coming from school, during the previous five-year period. 
For locations where two or more such crashes have occurred, the five-year limit shall not apply. In addition, a 
history of other crash types that could conflict with pedestrian crossings will be considered, especially if 
there is a history of crashes at times of the day when elementary school children generally need to cross. 
However, significant geometric or traffic control changes at the crossing location need to be considered.  

 
5. Other Factors. Certain unique factors may exist at some locations which may increase or decrease the 

hazard to school-age pedestrians. Such factors may include complex intersection and/or traffic signal design, 
existence of safer crossings nearby, the age of children crossing, the presence of stopped buses and other 
obstructions, and the volume of turning traffic not reflected in the gap availability criterion. In addition, the 
character of the street (i.e., arterial, local, etc.) and the types of traffic (e.g., truck route) will be considered 
and will be a factor in borderline situations. The uniformity of the hazards throughout the school year, and 
from morning to evening crossing periods, needs to be considered. Situations where few children desire to 
walk to school when the temperature drops in the fall need special consideration.  

  
In addition to these factors, physical conditions of the crossing location will be measured or noted, including street 
width, median width, and length of crosswalk. The street width is the curb-to-curb width or width of paved surface 
where shoulder construction is used. Where there is considerable skew to the crosswalk or normal crossing path, the 
length of such crosswalk should be measured. Sight distance is the distance from the crossing at which the driver first 
receives a continuous view of a three-foot high object. This information is needed for all uncontrolled approaches.  
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 Hazard Scoring  
  
Evaluated locations are assigned points for each of the five criteria and a hazard score is assigned to compare the 
degree of hazard associated with each crossing. The hazard score is the total of points assigned to the crossing based 
on each of the hazard factors. The higher the hazard rating, the more hazardous the crossing is, relatively speaking.  
  
Hazard points are assigned according to the following schedule:

Based on the assigned hazard score, the following measures may be undertaken: 
  

1. MARK AS A SCHOOL CROSSING when the hazard score is greater than 15 at a crossing used by at least 20 
elementary school children during the peak crossing hour. The traffic engineer is authorized to mark such a 
crossing with appropriate warning signs and special crosswalk markings. 

 
2. RECOMMEND THE ASSIGNMENT OF AN ADULT SCHOOL CROSSING GUARD when the hazard rating is 

greater than 30 at a crossing used by at least 20 elementary students during the peak crossing hour. All new 
crossing guard locations shall be considered to be a trial and shall be evaluated during first year and after two 
years for continuance. 

 
3. RECOMMEND THE DISCONTINUANCE OF AN ADULT SCHOOL CROSSING GUARD at a crossing where the 

hazard rating falls below 20 or if the number of school children crossing during the peak crossing hour is less 
than 10 over the course of two years.  
 

Locations considered for an adult crossing guard, but not scoring enough hazard points may be reviewed as part of 
the Safe Streets Madison program for other safety treatments. 
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Introduction

expressed regarding the safety of children walking to and from school. During their early years, children are in the 
process of learning how to safely travel to and from school. . The City of Madison over the years has utilizesd several 
safety “tools” to help protect elementary school-age pedestrians, including the use of . School and school crossing 
locations are identified by uniform street signing and marking at strategic locations. Adult School Crossing Guards 
have for several decades been used at crosswalks on busy streets where large numbers of children cross.  
This document describes how locations are evaluated for the need for an Adult School Crossing Guard where one is 
not currently placed and for evaluation of existing Adult School Crossing Guard locations for discontinuance.  
In the early 1960’s, the Traffic Engineering Division reviewed the City’s school crossing protection policies and 
investigated what criteria other cities were using to determine whether an adult crossing guard was needed. Criteria 
thought appropriate for Madison were developed and subsequently accepted as policy by the Common Council.  
  
In 1975 the Common Council requested a reevaluation of the criteria to determine if it was still applicable. A 
subcommittee consisting of members of the Common Council, Board of Education, Transportation Commission, 
Madison Area Safety Council, and Parent Advisory group; persons with expertise in the area of safety engineering; and 
citizens, conducted an in-depth, lengthy review of the original 1962 criteria and recommended to the Council that 
only minor revisions be made. The criteria detail a method of analyzing traffic situations to determine the degree of 
hazard, provide a comparison of school crossings throughout the City, and recommend on the basis of need 
measures to be taken to reduce the hazards associated with school crossings.  
  
In 2014 the Pedestrian-Bicycle-Motor Vehicle Commission requested a review of the criteria. In particular, they 
wanted to compare Madison’s criteria for assigning and discontinuing Adult School Crossing Guards with 
recommendations from the Safe Routes to School movement and from peer communities. This review found that 
Madison’s criteria is still one of the best in the country.  
  
The Common Council adopted the following criteria (as amended) as a policy guideline in September 1976 and 
amended it in June 1981, July 1990 and January 2016.  
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BACKGROUND: SCHOOL CROSSING HAZARD ANALYSIS TECHNIQUES  
  
The Institute of Transportation Engineers (ITE) has developed recommended practices for school crossing protection 
in a step-by-step procedure (developed after the existing Madison method was development). The ITE method is being 
used by many cities to study whether additional protection is needed at school crossings. The City of Madison 
recognizes this method as an adequate procedure. However, because factors that the ITE method does not directly 
consider, such as speed of traffic, safety record of the crossing over the years, sight distance, etc., are felt relevant to 
the safety of the crossing, the City of Madison uses a more detailed method.  
 
  
Both methods consider the availability of gaps in traffic as a crucial factor in analyzing whether a crossing needs 
additional protection. While the ITE method considers that adequate crossing gaps are available if they occur at least 
once a minute, the Madison method indicates that safe gaps occurring once every 1 ½ minutes is acceptable for small 
groups (25-30 children per hour), while more frequent safe crossing gaps (once every 30 seconds) are desirable for 
larger groups (over 100 children per hour).

• Low numbers of elementary school aged students utilizing the crossing (less than 10/shift over two years); 
• Changes to the street design, traffic patterns, or traffic counts that reduce the hazard score at a location 

below 20 points; 
• Changes in school attendance area boundaries such that elementary school students no longer cross a 

particular street; and/or 
• Changes in school busing policies where students who used to walk to school are now bused to school. 

 
Locations where modifications that may improve pedestrian safety have been installed nearby shall be reevaluated 
within one year of the installation. Pedestrian safety modifications include, but are not limited to, traffic signals, road

beacons. All crossing guard locations should be evaluated for continued need once every five years or more 
frequently; need can be demonstrated by a sufficient number of children (10 or more) utilizing the crossing. 
 
If any of the above factors are identified, Traffic Engineering staff will evaluate the location for one year. The evaluation 
will consist of: 
 

• Crossing Guards will conduct monthly student counts throughout the year. 
• Traffic Engineering staff will study the Hazard Evaluation Criteria if the evaluation is based on changes to the 

street design, traffic patterns, or traffic counts. 
 
Following the evaluation period, Traffic Engineering staff will either recommend the location for discontinuance or to 
retain the Adult School Crossing Guard. Recommendations for discontinuance will be brought to the School Traffic 
Safety Team for discussion and then forwarded to the Transportation Commission in late spring or early summer. 
Traffic Engineering will notify the school’s Principal, Parent Teacher Group, area Alder, Neighborhood Association, and 
Neighborhood Resource Team, where applicable, when a recommendation is made to the Transportation 
Commission to discontinue an Adult School Crossing Guard assignment. If discontinuance is approved by the 
Transportation Commission, the Principal, Parent Teacher Group, Alder and Neighborhood Association will again be 
notified in order to allow time to plan for the change. Locations where Adult School Crossing Guards are discontinued 
will be added to the Safe Streets Madison project list for consideration of pedestrian safety enhancements.

The following factors are considered in analyzing school pedestrian crossings:  
  
 is coincidental andWhen the School Traffic Safety Team recommends that a location be evaluated for the placement 
of a new Adult School Crossing Guard or the discontinuance of an existing location, the factors below will be studied. 
Traffic-related factors will be measured during the same time periods, but not necessarily the same dates, as the 
pedestrian counts conducted to recommend study of a location. 
 

1. The number of elementary (grades K-5) school children crossing. At an intersection having a major through 
street and a minor street(s) controlled by “STOP” or “YIELD” signs, the number of elementary school children 
crossing the major street approach during the peak crossing hour shall be used. When the intersection is 
signalized, the number of elementary school children in the most heavily used crosswalk during the peak-
crossing hour shall be used. The total number of elementary school children crossing at an intersection shall 
be considered under Hazard Rating Factor 5 (Other Factors).  

 
3.1. Vehicle Gap Availability. The criterion for this element shall be the percentage of time during the school 

crossing period when gaps adequate for a safe crossing are available. The safe crossing time shall be 
considered as the time necessary for an elementary school child to cross from one refuge point to another 
(usually from one curb to another) at a walking speed of 3.0 feet per second.  
 
At an intersection having a major through street and a minor street(s) controlled by “STOP” or “YIELD” signs, 
the gaps in traffic to be considered will be those for the traffic on the major street approaches. At signalized 
intersections, the gaps to be considered shall be those from turning movements, which conflict with the 
crosswalk used by the largest group of school children, and the gaps will be computed per hour of “GREEN” 
time. In this instance, the width of the roadway is equal to one-half of the roadway, since the children are

“protected” on the other half by vehicles waiting for the green light on the cross street (except for right turns 
on red). Where a major street has a median strip at least ten feet in width, which can afford adequate 
pedestrian refuge, the major approaches shall be considered as separate one-way streets and the gaps used 
will be those of the heaviest traveled approach.  
 
Right turns on red that conflict with a crosswalk used by elementary students will be analyzed. There are both 
benefits and hazards to pedestrians from right turn on red, but if unusual hazards exist from right turns on 
red, prohibition of such turns will be posted. 
 

4.2. Speed of Motor Vehicles. The criterion for this element shall be the 85th percentile speed observed on the 
major approaches. The 85th percentile speed is determined from a speed study , generally taken 
approximately 250 feet in advance of the crossingmade with a radar unit. It is the speed at which only 15 
percent of the motorists were observed traveling faster than, or the speed below which 85 percent of the 
motorists travel. Speed studies are not necessary where the crossing is at a signalized intersection or where 
the approach is controlled by a stop sign. Historical speed studies in the area may be sufficient for estimating 
motor vehicle speeds. 

 
5.3. Sight Distance. The criterion for this element shall be the ratio of the sight distance of a vehicle driver 

observing a three-foot high object in the crosswalk to design stopping distance. The following Design stopping 
distances (wet pavement), as recommended by the American Association of State Highway and 
Transportation Officials, shall be used:

6.4. Safety History. The main criterion for this element shall be the number of pedestrian crashes occurring at the 

study location, involving school children going to or coming from school, during the previous five-year period. 
For locations where two or more such crashes have occurred, the five-year limit shall not apply. In addition, a 
history of other crash types that could conflict with pedestrian crossings will be considered, especially if 
there is a history of crashes at times of the day when elementary school children generally need to cross. 
However, significant geometric or traffic control changes at the crossing location need to be considered.  

 
7.5. Other Factors. Certain unique factors may exist at some locations which would tendmay to increase or 

decrease the hazard to school-age pedestrians. Such factors may include complex intersection and/or traffic 
signal design, existence of safer crossings nearby, the age of children crossing, a street which is used 
extensively by “foreign” traffic, the presence of stopped buses and other obstructions, and the volume of 
turning traffic not reflected in the gap availability criterion. In addition, the character of the street (i.e., arterial, 
local, etc.) and the types of traffic (e.g., truck routepercent and types of trucks) will be considered and will be 
a factor in borderline situations. The uniformity of the hazards throughout the school year, and from morning 
to evening crossing periods, needs to be considered. Situations where few children desire to walk to school 
when the temperature drops in the fall need special consideration.  
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In addition to these factors, physical conditions of the crossing location will be measured or noted, including street 
width, median width, and length of crosswalk. The street width is the curb-to-curb width or width of paved surface 
where shoulder construction is used. Where there is considerable skew to the crosswalk or normal crossing path, the 
length of such crosswalk should be measured. Sight distance is the distance from the crossing at which the driver first 
receives a continuous view of a three-foot high object. This information is needed for all uncontrolled approaches.  
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 THE HAZARD RATING SYSTEMHazard Scoring  
  
Evaluated locations are assigned points for each of the five criteria and a hazard score is assigned toEach crossing is 
analyzed with respect to the above factors. In order to compare the degree of hazard associated with each crossing, a 
relative point (or hazard) rating is assigned to each crossing. The hazard rating score is the cumulative total of points 
assigned to the crossing based on each of the hazard factors. The higher the hazard rating, the more hazardous the 
crossing is, relatively speaking.

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INTERPRETATION OF HAZARD RATING Actions 
 
Based on the assigned hazard score, the following measures may be undertaken:Using the hazard rating as a guide, 
the following measures are appropriate:  
  

1. MARK AS A SCHOOL CROSSING when the hazard rating score is greater than 20 15 at a crossing used by at 
least 205 elementary school children during the peak crossing hour. The traffic engineer is authorized to mark 
such a crossing with appropriate warning signs and special crosswalk markings. 

 
1. INSTALL FLASHING BEACONS if any one of the following conditions is met: 

 . The 85th percentile speed is in excess of 40 mph, measured at existing school crossing signs, which have 
been in place at least 30 days. 

 . The street crossed is a U.S. or State Trunk Highway on which a significant percentage of “foreign” drivers 
can be expected. 

 . The ratio of sight distance to safe stopping distance is less than 1.5. 
 . The hazard rating is greater than 30 at an unguarded location where at least 25 elementary students cross 

and the available safe crossing gaps are less than 50%. 
 

2. RECOMMEND THE ASSIGNMENT OF AN ADULT SCHOOL CROSSING GUARD when the hazard rating is 
greater than 340 points at a crossing used by at least 250 elementary students during the peak crossing hour. 
All new crossing guard locations shall be considered to be a trial and shall be evaluated during first year and 
after two years for continuance. If the school has only Grades K-2, then recommend the assignment of an 
adult guard when the hazard rating is greater than 30 points at a crossing used by at least 15 elementary 
students during the peak crossing hour. 

 
3. RECOMMEND THE DISCONTINUANCE OF AN ADULT SCHOOL CROSSING ADULT GUARD PROTECTION at 

a crossing where the hazard rating falls below 30 20 points or if the number of school children crossing during 
the peak crossing hour is less than 10 over the course of two years5. traffic signals,  At the intersection of two 
arterial streets where the total entering weekday traffic volume exceeds 25,000 vehicles, the total number of 
students crossing at the intersection will be used to compare to the minimum of 15 students required to 
retain an adult guard.  
 

Locations considered for an adult crossing guard, but not scoring enough hazard points may be reviewed as part of 
the Safe Streets Madison program for other safety treatments. 
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SCHOOL CROSSING STUDY PROCEDURE  
 
Requests to study locations for new assignments of Adult School Crossing Guards shall be made by the  
Elementary School Principal to the School Traffic Safety TeamCommittee. Requests that come in to Traffic 
Engineering will be referred to the Elementary School Principal to consider forwarding to the School Traffic Safety 
TeamCommittee. Pedestrian counts are made during the peak school crossing periods (both morning and afternoon). 
The exact hours counted will vary depending upon school start and dismissal times. Only elementary school children 
are counted. Crossing by single children may be tallied together, but groups should be noted by a numeral indicating 
the size of the group. Totals will be made by quarter hours.  
 
  
In order to properly evaluate the hazard inherent in a given street crossing used by school children, certain data are 
necessary concerning the quantity and characteristics of the traffic at the location. The specific field studies include 
counts of school children crossing, traffic volumes, turning movements, measurement of traffic gaps, vehicle speeds, 
and physical conditions of the location.  
  
Pedestrian counts are made during the peak school crossing periods (both morning and afternoon). The exact hours 
counted will vary depending upon school start and dismissal times. Only elementary school children are counted. 
Crossing by single children may be tallied together, but groups should be noted by a numeral indicating the size of the 
group. Totals will be made by quarter hours.  
  
Vehicular traffic turning movements and traffic gaps will be measured during the same periods as the pedestrian 
counts. Tabulations by fifteen-minute intervals are desired.  
  
The count will be conducted on a warm, sunny day, if possible, during the Ffall or Sspring of the year. If doubt arises as 
to the accuracy and validity of the count, a second count will be made and the values resulting in the higher hazard 
rating will be used. The wintertime school pedestrian traffic will also be considered, especially in borderline 
situations.  
  
Spot speeds of traffic approaching on the major approaches to the crossing are measured with a radar speed 
meterwill be studied. These speed studies are generally taken approximately 250 feet in advance of the crossing. 
Speed studies are not necessary where the crossing is at a signalized intersection or where the approach is controlled 
by a stop sign. Historical speed studies in the area may be sufficient for estimating motor vehicle speeds. The 85th 
percentile speed on each major approach is desired.  
  
Physical conditions required include street width, length of crosswalk, and approach sight distance.  
  
The street width is the curb-to-curb width or width of paved surface where shoulder construction is used. Width of 
median is also desired. Where there is considerable skew to the crosswalk or normal crossing path, the length of such 
crosswalk should be measured. Sight distance is the distance from the crossing at which the driver first receives a 
continuous view of a three-foot high object. This information is needed for all uncontrolled approaches.  
  
As individual locations are called to the attention of the Traffic Engineering Division by elementary school Principal 
through the School Traffic Safety TeamCommittee, studies will be made and the indicated measures taken or 
recommendations will be submitted to the agency responsible.  
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PROCEDURE TO STUDY THE DISCONTINUANCE OF AN ADULT SCHOOL CROSSING GUARD LOCATION  
  
Adult School Crossing Guards are employed and supervised by the Madison Police Department. Each year the Adult 
School Crossing Guards conduct counts at their assigned location in the fall and in the spring. After each count, the 
Crossing Guard Supervisors and Traffic Engineering staff meet to discuss program operations and to determine if 
there are any existing locations that should be reviewed for discontinuance. The decision to review an existing Adult 
School Crossing Guard Assignment can be made based onshift  changes in school attendance area boundaries such 
that elementary school students no longer have to cross a particular street, changes in school busing policies where 
students who used to walk to school are to be bused to school instead, locations where the number of elementary 
school aged students using the crossing has dropped below the threshold of 15 for several years, or changes in traffic 
patterns such that the hazard rating at a location might have dropped below the threshold of 30 points.  
  
The school’s Principal and Parent Teacher Group, Neighborhood Resource Team (NRT), where applicable, as well as 
the area Alder and Neighborhood  
Association, will be contacted by Traffic Engineering when a determination has been made to study an Adult School 
Crossing Guard assignment for discontinuance. When the reason for this study is a low number of students using the 
crossing, the city will offer assistance to help the school community increase the number of elementary school 
students walking to school and using the crossing in order to retain the Adult School Crossing Guard assignment. The 
site will be studied for one school year. Traffic Engineering will conduct studies in the fall and spring and work with the 
school throughout the year if they respond to the offer of assistance. The Crossing Guard Supervisors will have the 
Crossing Guard do monthly counts to track crossing use throughout the school year.  
  
When studies are completed, if the staff recommendation, based on these adopted criteria, is to discontinue the 
Adult School Crossing Guard assignment, this will be forwarded to the Pedestrian Bicycle Motor Vehicle Commission 
(PBMVC) in late spring or early summer. If changes are recommended and approved by the PBMVC, the school will 
then have enough time to plan for these over the summer for the start of school the following fall. The Principal, Parent 
-Teacher Group, Alder and Neighborhood Association will be informed of the results of the study. If there is a 
recommendation of discontinuance, they will be notified as to when this will be on the Pedestrian-Bicycle-Motor 
Vehicle Commission’s meeting agenda.

contracts and/or contract amendments with each of the identified subrecipient agencies as 

appropriate once fully executed FY25 grant agreements have been received from HUD.

BACKGROUND

The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), as a condition of awarding 

federal "formula" grant funding to the City of Madison through HUD's Community Development 

Block Grant (CDBG), HOME Investment Partnerships (HOME) and Emergency Solutions 

Grants (ESG) Programs, requires the City to submit a Consolidated Plan (ConPlan) every five 

years, as well as an Annual Action Plan (AAP) for each year covered by the ConPlan, 

describing how the City will use those funds.  On March 11, 2025 (RES-25-00181, Legistar File 

#87293), the Common Council adopted the City's Five-Year (2025-2029) ConPlan and the first 

year's (2025) AAP incorporated therein, and approved the execution of CDBG, HOME and 

ESG grant agreements upon receipt from HUD. 

Due to substantial staffing reductions at HUD, the recent federal government shutdown, and 

other extenuating factors during 2025 the City's FY25 CDBG, HOME and ESG grant 

agreements have not yet been fully executed with HUD.

The City has customarily operated on a reimbursement basis when it comes to its HUD grants, 

paying subrecipients using City funds initially and then subsequently requesting commensurate 

grant reimbursement from HUD. To mitigate risk to the City from any potential 

non-reimbursement of City expenses by HUD in 2025, the City's Finance Department advised 

CDD not to move forward with issuing its 2025 subrecipient contracts that were to be funded by 

these FY25 HUD grants, until such time as the City was in possession of the fully executed 

HUD grant agreements.

As a result of the City implementing this measure, there are several CDBG-, HOME- and 

ESG-funded programs for which the previously allocated 2025 "formula" grant funds have not 

yet been 100% encumbered via written agreement(s) with the designated subrecipient 

agencies, as follows:

· Catalyst for Change, Inc.: Up to $15,523 (ESG) for Street Outreach and Mediation.

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· Habitat for Humanity of Dane County: Up to $30,000 (CDBG) for its Home Repair 

Program and up to $172,000 (HOME) for its Homebuyer Assistance Program.

· Latino Chamber of Commerce: Up to $35,745 (CDBG) for its Small Business 

Initiative.

· Madison Area Community Land Trust (CLT): Up to $143,469 (CDBG) for the 

agency's Housing Maintenance Fund.

· Madison Black Chamber of Commerce: Up to $30,653 (CDBG) for the provision of 

technical assistance to Black-owned businesses.

· Movin' Out, Inc.: Up to $653,024 (HOME) for its Homeownership Program.

· Project Home, Inc.: Up to $300,000 (CDBG) for its Minor Home Repair Program and 

up to $600,000 (CDBG) for its Major Home Rehab Loan Program.

· The Salvation Army of Dane County: Up to $60,000 (ESG) for Emergency Shelter 

Operations and Case Management.

· Wisconsin Women's Business Initiative Corporation (WWBIC): Up to $183,325 

(CDBG) for its Business Development Loans Program.

· YWCA Madison, Inc.: Up to $25,000 (ESG) for Family Shelter Operations.

The above grant-funded program/contract amounts had originally been allocated for a 

performance period beginning January 1, 2025, and ending December 31, 2025. The purpose 

of this Resolution is to permit these affected programs to be carried forward into 2026, with 

performance periods extended through December 31, 2026, and with the associated 

encumbrances implemented via executed 2025-2026 subrecipient contracts and/or contract 

amendments.

Development Block Grant (CDBG) program, as amended, and its implementing regulations 

located at 24 CFR 570, permit the City of Madison to assist community agencies that benefit

WHEREAS, HUD’s HOME Investment Partnerships (HOME) Program, as amended, and 

its implementing regulations located at 24 CFR 92, permit the City of Madison to assist housing 

programs and projects that benefit low- and moderate-income persons; and,

WHEREAS, HUD's Emergency Solutions Grants (ESG) program, pursuant to Subtitle B of 

Title IV of the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act (42 USC 11371-11378), as amended, 

and its implementing regulations located at 24 CFR Part 576, permit the City of Madison to 

assist community agencies that serve individuals and families who are homeless or at -risk of 

homelessness; and,

WHEREAS, the "formula" grant funds that are annually allocated to the City via the above 

three HUD programs are administered locally by the City's Community Development Division 
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(CDD); and,

WHEREAS, the CDBG, HOME and ESG grant-funded allocations for the 

programs/contracts described herein were originally authorized and approved as part of CDD's 

Adopted 2025 Operating Budget, and would further the Community Development Program 

goals expressed in the City's adopted 2025-2029 Consolidated Plan and 2025 Action Plan, but 

did not move forward due to extenuating factors delaying or otherwise impairing the delivery 

and execution of the City's FY25 "formula" grant agreements with HUD; and,

WHEREAS, the City still wishes to move forward with the 2025 programs/contracts 

described herein and seeks to carry forward funding awards. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Common Council hereby approves the 

carry-forward into 2026 of the previously authorized CDBG-, HOME- and ESG-funded 2025 

subrecipient programs/contracts described herein; and,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Common Council hereby approves the extension, 

through December 31, 2026, of the performance period associated with the above allocations 

of HUD "formula" grant funding for the identified programs and subrecipients; and,

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that the Common Council hereby authorizes the Mayor and 

City Clerk to execute 2025-2026 contracts and/or contract amendments with the subrecipient 

agencies for the programs and up to the amounts identified herein, at such time that 2025 HUD 

grant agreements are fully executed by the City.

The proposed resolution authorizes an increase to the loan amount to the Community 

Development Authority (CDA) for the Monona Shores rehabilitation project previously 

authorized via legislative file 89378. The amendment increases the maximum loan amount to 

the CDA by $78,750. The total amount of Affordable Housing Fund loans authorized via 
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legislative file 89378 was up to $2.0 million for the CDA Monona Shores project and MRCDC 

rehabilitation projects at several of its scattered sites.

Body

BACKGROUND

On September 2, 2025, the Common Council adopted RES-25-00481 (Legistar #89378), 

authorizing the allocation of up to $2,000,000 in Affordable Housing Funds (AHF) to support 

two rehabilitation projects: up to $1,640,000 to the Madison Revitalization and Community 

Development Corporation (MRCDC) for rehabilitation of seven (7) units and common area 

improvements within its scattered-site affordable housing portfolio, and up to $360,000 to the 

Community Development Authority (CDA) for the rehabilitation and preservation of eleven (11) 

rental units at Monona Shores Apartments, located at 2 Waunona Woods Court.

Since adoption of the original resolution, the CDA has refined the scope of work for the Monona 

Shores rehabilitation. The project now includes the replacement of twenty (20) HVAC units 

rather than seven (7), made possible by securing a discounted per-unit cost. This expanded 

scope raises the total project cost to $438,750. Simultaneously, project expenses for MRCDC 

are less than anticipated. 

The amendment adjusts the maximum loan amount for the CDA’s Monona Shores project to 

reflect these updated costs. The total combined allocation for the MRCDC and CDA projects 

remains within the previously authorized $2,000,000 Affordable Housing Funds set-aside. No 

additional City appropriation is required.

ACTION

WHEREAS, on September 2, 2025, the Common Council approved up to $360,000 of 

Affordable Housing Funds (AHF) via RES-25-00481 (Legistar #89378) to the Community 

Development Authority (CDA) to finance the rehabilitation and preservation of eleven (11) units 

of rental housing at Monona Shores Apartments; and,

WHEREAS, the CDA has expanded the project scope by increasing the number of HVAC 

units it will replace from seven (7) to twenty (20), a change made possible by securing a 

discounted unit price but will raise the total project cost to $438,750; and,

WHEREAS, the Community Development Division allocates up to $2 million in Affordable 

Housing Fund dollars annually to support City- and CDA-sponsored affordable housing 

activities such as those described in this Resolution; and,

WHEREAS, sufficient funds remain available within the previously authorized $2,000,000 

Affordable Housing Fund set-aside to support both the MRCDC and CDA rehabilitation 

projects.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Common Council approves an increase 
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in the amount of the loan to the CDA made from the Affordable Housing Fund, from up to 

$360,000 to up to $438,750, for the purpose of rehabilitating at least eleven (11) units of

The proposed resolution authorizes the award of Affordable Housing Fund loans to support four 

development proposals submitted as part of the Community Development Division's (CDD) tax 

credit-eligible Request for Proposal (RFP) process in summer 2025. The four awards total up to 

$13.963 million. Funding for the loans is available in the Community Development Division's 

2026 Adopted Capital Budget (Affordable Housing - Development Projects, program 17110). 
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The proposed resolution further authorizes the execution of all necessary documents to 

achieve the purpose of the resolution. No additional City appropriation is required.

Title

Awarding up to $13,963,000 from the Affordable Housing Fund to support four affordable 

housing development projects, selected through a City Request for Proposals process that will 

support construction of approximately 425 units of new rental housing in Madison, 263 of which 

will be affordable, and authorizing the execution of related loan agreements (District 12, District 

18, District 19).

Body

Background

The City of Madison’s 2026 Executive Capital Budget, adopted on November 11, 2025, 

includes the City’s commitment to the Affordable Housing Fund (AHF) at $17,500,000 in 2026. 

The Common Council established the AHF in the 2015 Capital Budget to help increase and/or 

preserve the supply of affordable rental housing. The City’s primary strategy in deploying AHF 

is to leverage other resources, most notably federal Low-Income Housing Tax Credits 

(LIHTCs), to help achieve the goal of significantly increasing the supply of new affordable rental 

units. 

For purposes of this initiative, affordable rental housing is defined as that which is reserved for 

households with incomes at or below 60% of the County Median Income (CMI), and with rents 

restricted at levels deemed affordable to households at those income levels. Initially, the receipt 

of AHF funds required developers to commit to a 30-year period of affordability, however, since 

2020, the required minimum commitment is 40 years. Furthermore, since 2022, applicants 

willing to commit to permanent affordability through a recorded Land Use Restriction 

Agreement (LURA) are eligible for more favorable loan terms. 

In Wisconsin, LIHTCs are administered by the Wisconsin Housing and Economic Development 

Authority (WHEDA). WHEDA allocates credits annually through both non-competitive and 

competitive statewide processes. The review criteria that WHEDA employs favors development 

proposals that demonstrate significant leveraging of other financial resources.

In determining how to allocate City AHF assistance, CDD conducts its own competitive Request 

for Proposals (RFP) process. That process is scheduled to align with WHEDA’s cycle such that 

City funds are awarded to benefit developers seeking tax credits from WHEDA.

This resolution is intended to authorize the commitment of City funds for project proposals 

selected in this year’s RFP process. It is also intended to authorize the Mayor and City Clerk to 

execute the corresponding loan agreements and other documents necessary to proceed with 

the approved financial commitments. All commitments of City funds are contingent upon 

developers securing tax credits and other needed financing, and satisfying all City land use and 

other requirements.

ACTION

WHEREAS, as part of ongoing efforts to advance the City’s objective of expanding the supply 

of affordable rental housing, and using City-administered resources in concert with federal 

Low-Income Housing Tax Credits, the Community Development Division issued a Request for 

Proposals (RFP) in July 2025 seeking tax credit-eligible development proposals; and,

WHEREAS, in response to the RFP, the City received eight proposals seeking financial 

assistance, three of which, Falconer Apartments from Common Wealth Development, Grand 

Teton Apartments from Volker Development, and Presley Apartments from PreservingUS Inc., 
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were subsequently withdrawn; and,

WHEREAS, a review team, comprised of staff from the City’s Community Development, 

Economic Development, and Planning Divisions as well as the Office of Sustainability 

evaluated proposals based on criteria set forth in the RFP that addressed issues such as the 

number and mix of housing units; project locations with respect to nearby amenities such as 

public transit, especially the current Metro transit network, schools, retail and employment 

opportunities, etc.; financial viability; gap financing needed; per-unit subsidy requested; 

incorporation of energy efficiency, renewable energy and other sustainability features; 

development team experience; likelihood of the developer securing needed land use approvals; 

conformance with Tenant Selection Plan Standards; and anticipated scores in WHEDA’s 

LIHTC application process; and,

WHEREAS, in addition to this review, the CDD staff team also evaluated each proposal for its 

consistency with the goals and requirements set forth in the City’s 2025-2029 Five-Year 

Consolidated Plan, formally adopted by the Common Council on March 11, 2025, which guides 

the use of U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development funds; and,

WHEREAS, based on these reviews, the City staff team concluded that four projects, 

described below, were the most responsive to the criteria set forth in the RFP, supported by 

adopted City Plans, ready to proceed and, with City financial support, well-positioned to secure 

WHEDA LIHTCs; and,

WHEREAS, the CDD staff team then formulated recommendations that will allocate up to 

$13,963,000 in City AHF funds to support four development proposals as follows: 

· Up to $600,000 to DreamLane Real Estate, LLC, or an affiliate LLC, in partnership with 

Northpointe Development, for United Residences Senior Apartments, a 24-unit 

rental housing development with 15 units permanently affordable to households with 

incomes at or below 60% AMI

· Up to $5,613,000 to MSP Real Estate, Inc., or an affiliate LLC, for 437 S Yellowstone 

Senior Apartments, a 130-unit rental housing development with 104 units 

permanently affordable to households with incomes at or below 60% AMI

· Up to $5,250,000 to Volker Development Inc., or an affiliate LLC, in partnership with 

Lutheran Social Services of Wisconsin and Upper Michigan, Inc. and Edifici LLC for 

E Washington and Carpenter/Ridgeway Senior Apartments, a 91-unit rental housing 

development with 48 units permanently affordable to households with incomes at or 

below 60% AMI 

· Up to $2,500,000 to Volker Development, or an affiliate LLC, in partnership with 

Lutheran Social Services of Wisconsin and Upper Michigan, Inc. and Edifici LLC, for 

E Washington and Fair Oaks Apartments, a 177-unit rental housing development 

with 96 units permanently affordable to households with incomes at or below 60% 

AMI; and,

WHEREAS, together these four proposals represent the construction of approximately 425 

units of rental housing, 263 of which will be maintained as permanently affordable; and,

WHEREAS, these recommendations will be reviewed by the CDBG Committee on December 

4, 2025, and any changes the Committee chooses to make will be sent to the Common Council 

for final action; and, 

WHEREAS, as development proposals proceed through final design stages and WHEDA’s 
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application process, developers may need to make minor project adjustments, including to the 

number and mix of housing units, if such changes will improve prospects for success in 

WHEDA’s application process or are necessary to comply with land use requirements; and,

WHEREAS, the developer’s receipt of financial assistance from other funding sources 

subsequent to adoption of this resolution, including City Tax Increment Financing (TIF) or Dane 

County’s Affordable Housing Development Fund (AHDF), may be used to reduce the financial 

contribution to the project from AHF, so that AHF funds remain available to support other 

projects; and,

WHEREAS, upon securing federal LIHTCs from WHEDA, the developers of these projects, via 

an affiliate LLC, will be prepared to execute loan agreements and related loan documents with 

the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor and the Common Council approve the 

recommended funding commitments described herein and authorize the issuance of letters of 

funding commitments for the identified proposals to align with the deadline for the applicable 

WHEDA tax credit applications; and,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Council authorizes CDD staff to approve minor 

alterations to development projects, including to the number and mix of housing units, if such 

changes are deemed necessary to improve prospects for securing LIHTCs and/or comply with 

City land use requirements, but not increase the level of City financial assistance without 

Council approval; and,

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Council authorizes the Mayor and City Clerk to 

execute, for these four developments, loan agreements utilizing CDD-administered funds in 

terms described below and reflecting any minor adjustments approved by CDD staff or caused 

by the application of TIF, HOME or other government-administered resources:

Form of Loans

· The City financial assistance will be provided in the form of a loan, up to 50% of which 

will be amortized over 30 years and payable over 16 years, contingent upon 

available cash flow, and at least 50% of which will be a 0% interest, long-term 

deferred loan, payable upon sale, transfer, or change in the use of the property, with 

a waiver of shared appreciation granted in exchange for a commitment to 

permanent affordability through a recorded LURA; and

· The AHF loan will be secured by a subordinate mortgage, note(s), and LURA securing a 

permanent period of affordability through a recorded LURA; and

· The developer shall apply the proceeds of the Loan to the expense of acquiring the 

property and/or constructing the project, including at least the total number of units 

and units to be designated as affordable housing, with restricted rents and for 

income-eligible households as specified for each; and

· The loan agreement will remain in full force and effect until the loan is repaid or at the 

expiration of the respective periods of affordability, whichever is later.

Assignment

· The loan shall not be assigned without permission of the City except for an assignment 

to an affiliate entity of the developer prior to loan closing.

 Closing

· Prior to closing, the developer must submit to the City a standard ALTA commitment for 

a loan policy of title insurance in the amount of the Loan for such Property, which 
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will be subject only to municipal and zoning ordinances and agreements entered 

under them, recorded easements for the distribution of utility and municipal services, 

mortgages, security agreements, assignments of leases and rents, regulatory and 

land use restriction agreements and an extended use commitment pursuant to 

Section 42 of the Internal Revenue Code, recorded building and use restrictions and 

covenants, taxes levied in the year of closing, and any other encumbrances 

acceptable to the City; and

· Prior to closing, the developer must provide evidence of property insurance as required 

by the Mortgage, containing a standard loss payee endorsement identifying the City 

as mortgagee. Developer also agrees to provide evidence of property insurance 

annually by February 10th or before expiration of existing policy; and,

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED, that the execution of a loan agreement and disbursement 

of City funds will be made contingent upon each project developer demonstrating that it has (1) 

secured financing sufficient to complete the project, including WHEDA LIHTCs; (2) received 

from the City all necessary land use and permit approvals; and (3) satisfied any other City 

requirements, including, but not limited to, providing acceptable documentation related to a 

Tenant Selection Plan and Affirmative Marketing Plan consistent with the Standards published 

in the RFP; and,

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that the Council authorizes the Mayor and City Clerk to execute, 

deliver, publish, file and record such other documents, instruments, notices and records, and 

take such other actions as shall be deemed necessary or desirable to accomplish the purpose 

of this Resolution, and to comply with and perform the obligations of the City hereunder.

Background 
 
The Community Development Division (CDD) administers an annual Affordable Rental 
Housing Development: Tax Credit Request for Proposals (RFP), making available projected 
funds from the subsequent year’s budget.  
 
Since 2013, the CDD has successfully utilized this RFP to support the development of income- 
and rent-restricted affordable housing by utilizing the Affordable Housing Fund (AHF) to 
provide gap financing to development proposals seeking allocations of Low-Income Housing 
Tax Credits (LIHTCs), which are administered by the Wisconsin Housing and Economic 
Development Authority (WHEDA). To date, this gap financing awarded by the CDD has 
assisted in ensuring developers could gain access to approximately $386 million in tax credit 
equity for purposes of affordable housing construction. In total, these investments have 
resulted in over $757 million in new construction activity across the city that would not otherwise 
occur. 
 
Since inception, CDD funding commitments through this RFP have cumulatively invested $67 
million dollars toward the creation of 33 development projects, aiding the development of nearly 
2,800 new units of housing – the vast majority of which (nearly 2,250 units) are 
affordable/income- and rent-restricted to at- or under- 60% of the Area Median Income (AMI). 
Nearly 1,800 of these affordable units at- or under- 60% AMI across 26 developments have 
been completed to date, and are currently occupied by households at those income levels in 
need of affordable housing opportunities.  
 
The City’s 2026 Capital Budget, adopted on November 11, 2025, includes $17.5 million for the 
Affordable Housing Fund. In anticipation of that budget, the CDD issued a RFP in July 2025 
soliciting development proposals that would utilize Affordable Housing Funds to create 
additional housing opportunities while furthering pre-identified goals of City policy documents, 
prioritizing preferences such as transit-oriented development, permanent periods of 
affordability, accessibility of units across all levels of ability, significant commitments to 
sustainability and renewable energy, dedicated units for households experiencing 
homelessness, and adequate funding to support provision of such services on-site.   
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Current Development Proposals 
 
The CDD received eight development proposals in response to the 2025 Affordable Rental 
Housing Development: Tax Credit RFP.  

1. Falconer Apartments, submitted by Common Wealth Development Inc. 
2. United Residences Senior Apartments, submitted by DreamLane Real Estate, LLC in 

partnership with Northpointe Development 
3. 437 S Yellowstone Senior Apartments, submitted by MSP Real Estate, Inc. 
4. E Washington and Carpenter/Ridgeway Senior Apartments, submitted by Volker 

Development Inc., in partnership with Luteran Social Services of Wisconsin and Upper 
Michigan, Inc. and Edifici LLC 

5. E Washington and Fair Oaks Apartments, submitted by Volker Development Inc., in 
partnership with Luteran Social Services of Wisconsin and Upper Michigan, Inc. and 
Edifici LLC 

6. Grand Teton Apartments, submitted by Volker Development Inc., in partnership with 
Luteran Social Services of Wisconsin and Upper Michigan, Inc. and Edifici LLC 

7. The Presley Apartments, submitted by PreservingUS Inc., in partnership with Cohen-
Esrey Development Group, LLC 

8. 1 S Franklin Apartments, submitted by Wash Franklin, LCC c/o Bear Development, LLC 
 
Five development proposals were ultimately fully reviewed and evaluated by an 
interdisciplinary staff team based on the benchmarks, requirements, and preferences 
contained within the RFP, after the CDD was notified of withdrawal of submitted proposals for 
Falconer Apartments, Grand Teton Apartments, and The Presley Apartments.  
 
During application review, MSP Real Estate proposed a change to their application for 437 S 
Yellowstone Senior Apartments, increasing supportive services funding to Lutheran Social 
Services of Wisconsin and Upper Michigan to fund 1 FTE support service staff onsite, and 
committing to a permanent period of affordability.  
 
In addition, Volker Development, in partnership with Lutheran Social Services of Wisconsin 
and Upper Michigan, and Edifici LLC proposed a change for E Washington and 
Carpenter/Ridgeway Senior Apartments, setting aside nine units of housing to be permanently 
held open to be occupied by households experiencing homelessness throughout the period of 
affordability, as referred through Lutheran Social Services.  
 
Upon conclusion of those reviews, and further information supplied by development teams in 
response to staff team requests for information, staff recommends that a total of $13,963,000 
of Affordable Housing Funds be awarded to four proposals as summarized below: 

1. Up to $600,000 to DreamLane Real Estate, LLC, in partnership with Northpointe 
Development, for United Residences Senior Apartments 

2. Up to $5,613,000 to MSP Real Estate, Inc., for 437 S Yellowstone Senior Apartments 
3. Up to $5,250,000 to Volker Development Inc., in partnership with Luteran Social 

Services of Wisconsin and Upper Michigan, Inc. and Edifici LLC, for E Washington and 
Carpenter/Ridgeway Senior Apartments 

4. Up to $2,500,000 to Volker Development Inc., in partnership with Luteran Social 
Services of Wisconsin and Upper Michigan, Inc. and Edifici LLC, for E Washington and 
Fair Oaks Apartments 
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In total, these four projects propose to add approximately 425 units of rental housing, of which 
263 would be affordable units income- and rent-restricted for households with incomes at- or 
below 60% of the Area Median Income. All affordable units will remain permanently affordable 
through a recorded Land Use Restriction agreement (LURA).  
 
 
 
Final authorization of City funding is contingent upon the developer demonstrating that it has 
(1) secured financing sufficient to complete the project, including an allocation of WHEDA 
LIHTCs; (2) received from the City all necessary land use and permit approvals; and (3) 
satisfied any other City requirements, including, but not limited to, providing acceptable 
documentation related to a Tenant Selection Plan and Affirmative Marketing Plan consistent 
with the Standards published in the RFP.

Fiscal Note

The City of Madison Common Council approved the reservation of up to $125,000 in federal 

Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) grant funds for high priority projects emanating 

from the Northeast Area Plan as part of the adopted 2025 Operating Budget of the Community 

Development Division (CDD). The funds will remain within CDD's Community Development 

Multiyear Grants Fund with an individual project established for Traffic Engineering for this 
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project. Traffic Engineering's 2025 Adopted Capital Budget has sufficient budget authority 

available within the Street Light Installation program (program #10418, sub-project #16016) for 

costs exceeding $125,000. No additional appropriation is required.

Title

Authorizing the Community Development Division to enter into an agreement with the Traffic 

Engineering Division, and to use up to $125,000 in federal Community Development Block 

Grant (CDBG) funds, to implement a neighborhood improvement project identified in the 

Northeast Area Plan (District 3, District 12, District 17, District 18).

Body

BACKGROUND

The City’s Planning Division, in cooperation with the Community Development Division (CDD) 

and Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Committee, undertook a planning effort in 

the Northeast Area of Madison, within the established 12 Area Plans Planning Framework. The 

resulting Plan, adopted by the Common Council in September 2024, identified implementation 

priorities designed to address specific objectives. While engaging in the planning process, 

neighborhood residents selected fifteen potential projects to utilize the CDBG funds as part of 

three identified Community Action Strategy Areas (Sandburg, Burke Heights, and 

Hawthorne-Truax). The CDD's Adopted 2025 Operating Budget authorized up to $125,000 of 

CDBG funds to be used to implement eligible projects in the Northeast Area plan.

Staff have reviewed the list of potential projects and recommend CDBG funds be allocated for 

shovel-ready projects intended to improve pedestrian lighting in Sycamore Park along 

pedestrian/bike paths.

To meet U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development's national objectives, CDBG 

funds must be used to benefit low- and moderate- income persons residing in the Northeast 

Madison planning area to meet the criteria for Low/Mod Area Benefit "LMA" National Objective.

WHEREAS, the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 permits the City of 

Madison to assist agencies in the development and implementation of innovative projects which 

provide benefits to strategically identified low- and moderate-income areas; and,

WHEREAS, the Northeast Area Plan, adopted as a supplement to the City of Madison 

Comprehensive Plan and enacted on September 10th, 2024 (RES-24-00557), prioritized 

making improvements to lighting and safety at Sycamore Park (CDBG Priority Projects #1, 

p.79); and,

WHEREAS, up to $125,000 in federal CDBG grant funds are authorized in the 

Community Development Division's Adopted 2025 Operating Budget to carry out eligible 

projects in Northeast Area Plan and that authorization carries forward to 2026; and,

WHEREAS, the Community Development Division staff have reviewed these proposals 

and conclude that they are consistent with Program Goals and Priorities and recommend their 

adoption in order to promote further progress with the adopted Area Plan; and,
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WHEREAS, under one of proposals, the Traffic Engineering Division will install path 

lighting within Sycamore Park; and,

WHEREAS, the Parks Division maintains park amenities and facilities, including path and 

area lighting, located on park land.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Common Council approves the 

allocation of up to $125,000 in federal CDBG grant funds to support the installation of lighting 

along the paved bicycle and pedestrian path through Sycamore Park, contingent upon the

WHEREAS, on August 2, 2022 the City of Madison Common Council authorized the Planning Division’s shift
to a planning framework with twelve (12) Area Plans that cover the entire city and are updated every ten (10)
years (RES-22-00577); and

WHEREAS, the City of Madison Common Council authorized the Planning Division to prepare the Northeast
Area Plan on January 17, 2023 (RES-23-00068); and

WHEREAS, the City of Madison Common Council adopted a public participation plan for the Northeast Area
Plan on September 19, 2023 (RES-23-00589), as required by Wis. Stat. § 66.1001(4) to amend the

Comprehensive Plan, which described how the City intended to make the process accessible to all; and

WHEREAS, the public participation process included more traditional engagement through a project website,
interactive mapping, virtual meetings, in-person meetings, emailed project updates to interested parties,
distribution of informational materials, focus groups, neighborhood association visits, social media posts,
traditional media; and

WHEREAS, the public participation process also included contracting with several Community Partners and
coordinating with the City’s Neighborhood Navigators to engage traditionally underrepresented residents
through focus groups and participation in community events and activities; and

WHEREAS, Plan progress updates were provided to several City boards, committees, and commission during
the process; and

WHEREAS, the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Committee designated the Hawthorne-Truax
area (portions of Census Tracts 25.0, 26.01 and 26.02), Sandburg area (portion of Census Tract 26.02), and
Burke Heights area (portion of Census Tracts 26.01 and 26.03) as CDBG eligible neighborhoods, with a higher
proportion of low- and moderate- income residents, for the purposes of providing planning assistance and to
facilitate deeper public engagement and guide future neighborhood investments; and

WHEREAS, the Wisconsin Department of Transportation (WisDOT) is studying proposed changes to the
Highway 51 and Interstate 39/90/94 corridors which includes the Northeast Area, and the Northeast Area Plan
actions related to these WisDOT studies reflect the community’s desire to connect neighborhoods safely and
comfortably and not be solely focused on moving vehicles; and

WHEREAS, consistent with RES-22-00577, archiving of adopted plans within the Northeast Area Plan
boundary was considered as part of the development of the Northeast Area Plan, and the adopted plans were
reviewed to identify the recommendations from each adopted plan that should be incorporated into the
Northeast Area Plan before being archived; and

WHEREAS, the planning framework states that the Generalized Future Land Use Map developed through
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each area plan process will directly update the Comprehensive Plan’s Generalized Future Land Use Map; and
WHEREAS, the Northeast Area Plan’s actions are based on: citywide policies including the Comprehensive
Plan, recommendations in underlying plans, and feedback received from the community, and

WHEREAS, Plan actions focus on guiding changes to the physical aspects of the Northeast Area that occur
incrementally over decades, such as development initiated by the private sector and infrastructure
improvements typically carried out by the public sector; and

WHEREAS, the Community Action Strategy includes actions for physical improvements and capacity building
in the Hawthorne-Truax, Sandburg, and Burke Heights areas; and

WHEREAS, the City of Madison has held at least one public hearing on the Comprehensive Plan amendment

in compliance with the requirements of Section 66.1001(4)(d) of the Wisconsin Statutes.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Madison Plan Commission recommends adoption of
the Northeast Area Plan.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that, the East Towne-Burke Heights Neighborhood Development Plan (initially
adopted in 1987), Hanson Road Neighborhood Development Plan (2000) Carpenter-Ridgeway-Hawthorne-
Truax Neighborhood Plan (2001), Ridgewood East Central Development Plan (2002), Greater East Towne
Area Plan (2021) and Hawthorne-Truax Neighborhood Plan (2023) are archived which means they will no
longer be used by the City for project review or planning purposes.
