The proposed resolution authorizes the appointment of Matthew Tucker as the Director of the

Building Inspection Division for a 5-year term. The 5-year term shall take effect July 21, 2026.
As stated in the draft Employment Agreement between the City of Madison and Matthew
Tucker, the Director's salary will be based on an annualized rate of $167,000. The rate is within
the range for the Building Inspection Division Director position in compensation group 21, range

18.

The new compensation rate will cost approximately $7,300 in 2026. The cost will be absorbed
within the Building Inspection Division's 2026 adopted operating budget. The annual cost is

approximately $16,000. Annual salary adjustments may be made during the term of the
agreement at the Mayor’s discretion, subject to Common Council approval. No additional
appropriation is required with approval of this appointment.

EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF MADISON
AND
MATTHEW W. TUCKER

This Agreement made this 21st day of July, 2026, by and between the City of Madison, a
municipal corporation of Dane County, Wisconsin (hereafter, the "City") and Matthew W.
Tucker, a natural person (hereafter, “Building Inspection Division Director,” “Division
Director,” or “Director”).

WITNESSETH,;

WHEREAS, the City desires to hire the Division Director as an employee of the City of
Madison to perform the services described herein on its sole behalf as the Building
Inspection Division Director, and

WHEREAS, the Building Inspection Division Director represents that they possess the
necessary knowledge, skill, abilities and experience to perform such services and is
willing to perform such services as the Building Inspection Division Director, and

WHEREAS, the Director has been duly selected and has been confirmed for
appointment to the position of Director by the Common Council of the City of Madison on
July 21, 2026, and

WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City has authorized the execution of the
Agreement by Resolution No. RES

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants, terms, and agreements
contained in this document, the receipt and sufficiency of which is mutually
acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

l. BUILDING INSPECTION DIVISION DIRECTOR HIRED

Matthew Tucker is hired as a non-civil service employee of the City, holding the
position of Building Inspection Division Director pursuant to the terms, conditions,
and provisions of this Agreement. The Director shall have and exercise full
authority and discretion as a Department Head within the City's organizational
structure and act as Appointing Authority for employees of the Building Inspection
Division in accordance with all appropriate City Ordinances and Mayor's
Administrative Procedure Memoranda.

1. FUNCTIONS, DUTIES, AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE BUILDING
INSPECTION DIVISION DIRECTOR
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General Responsibilities:

This is responsible managerial and administrative work in directing the programs
and services of the Building Inspection Division, which encompasses the following
City programs: 1) Housing and Property Maintenance Code Enforcement; 2)
Building Inspection (administers Building, Housing, Zoning, Plumbing, Electrical,
and Heating Codes); 3) Permit Plan Review; 4) Zoning and Sign Code
Enforcement; and 5) Consumer Protection (regulates measurement standards).
This work requires considerable independent judgment in developing division
policies and procedures and resolving complex operational problems. This work
requires a commitment to upholding the City’s mission, values and service
promise, and a commitment to racial and gender equity. Work is reviewed by the
Director of Planning & Community & Economic Development primarily for
conformance with Division goals and objectives.

Examples of Duties and Responsibilities:

Manage and administer the Building Inspection Division of the Department of
Planning & Community & Economic Development (DPCED). Hire, train, supervise,
coordinate and evaluate staff. Maintain a positive work environment that
welcomes and supports a diverse staff. Develop, administer and monitor division
budget. Establish annual division performance standards and goals with the
PCED Director. Review and develop work procedures. Perform affirmative action
and labor relations activities. Provide direction, leadership, information and
recommendations to subordinate staff on diverse programs, projects and
improvements to services/procedures.

Conceptualize, plan, coordinate, implement and manage Housing Code
Enforcement and Property Maintenance strategies and programs using an equity
lens. Review building construction plans for compliance with existing regulations
and structural integrity as required. Interpret codes, evaluate alternatives, and
resolve code enforcement problems that relate to special or unusual situations;
assess and resolve administrative problems that relate to Division operations.
Meet with developers and the general public to discuss codes and their
application. Meet with Mayor’s Office and other City agencies for the purpose of
communication, coordination and problem solving.

Serve as departmental representative on State Department of Commerce, Safety
and Buildings Division code-related committees. Act as secretary/staff to
building/fire code review/appeals board. Help support the City’s sustainability
efforts that focus on the built environment.
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Administer and enforce regulatory codes and standards related to structural,
electrical, plumbing, heating, air-conditioning, zoning, signs, vending and weights
and measures controls, and develop division procedures for their interpretation
and application and understanding. Secure compliance with State and local laws
pertaining to weights and measures, snow removal and weed control.

Prepare special written and oral reports on division activities and/or projects in
progress or, in response to inquiries. Direct staff in remedying emergency/public
safety situations that relate to code enforcement.

Develop and sustain a highly functional department of crucial importance to the
people of Madison.

Demonstrate a commitment to the City’s racial equity and social justice initiatives
(RESJI). Participate in and help lead city-wide and agency efforts toward
implementing RESJI principles.

Instill a culture of continuous learning and a commitment to ongoing initiatives
involving performance excellence systems.

Demonstrate and promote organizational values, in everyday work, to further the
mission and vision of the City of Madison.

Perform related work as required.

C. The Director agrees to perform such functions and duties at a professional
level of competence and efficiency. The Director shall abide by all
requirements of the laws of the State of Wisconsin, and of the ordinances,
resolutions, regulations, rules and practices of the City which exist at the
time of execution of this Agreement or which may, hereafter, be enacted or
amended by the State of Wisconsin or the City in the exercise of their
lawful authority. In the event a provision of this Agreement conflicts with
any City ordinance, resolution, regulation, rule or policy, the provision of the
Agreement shall control, except that nothing herein shall be interpreted as
modifying the obligations or terms Madison General Ordinance §3.35 (the
Ethics Code).

D. The Director shall devote full time to the duties and responsibilities provided
herein and shall engage in no pursuit that interferes with them. The Mayor,
however, may approve the Director’s reasonable time away from the
regular duties and responsibilities provided such time is approved in
advance and taken as vacation leave or absence without pay. Further, the

Mayor may authorize other limited outside professional activities on City
time provided that they are determined to be of benefit to the City and the
Building Inspector Division Director is not compensated for such activities.
Nothing herein limits the Building Inspector Division Director from
performing outside services for compensation provided such outside
services have been approved by the Mayor, are not done on City time, and
otherwise comply with City ordinances and rules.

The standard City workweek is 38.75 hours. However, the Director shall
have reasonable flexibility from this standard to accommodate additional
time expended outside regular working hours required by attendance at
meetings and the like. Such flexibility is not intended to provide or be used
as additional vacation or other paid leave.

The Director shall have no right to make contracts or commitments for or
on behalf of the City except as preauthorized by statute, ordinance or
express written consent of the City.

The Director shall continue to reside within the City of Madison for the
duration of this contract. As a condition of accepting this contract, the
Director agrees to waive any right to challenge this residency requirement,
by court action or otherwise.

[l COMPENSATION AND BENEFITS

A.

The Director’s salary shall be based on an annualized rate of $167,000 and
shall be paid in approximately equal biweekly payments according to
regular City payroll practices. Annual salary adjustments during the term of
this agreement may be made at the Mayor's discretion, subject to approval
of the Common Council, as provided in the City's established managerial
pay plan. The Director shall not be entitled to receive any additional
overtime compensation, compensatory time off, or bonuses.

The Director shall, in addition to the compensation provided in Paragraph A
above, and except as otherwise set forth in the Agreement, be entitled to
the following benefits:

1. The Director shall receive the same benefits as all other non-
represented professional employees in Compensation Group 18 as
may be provided and/or modified by the Madison General
Ordinances, Resolution of the Common Council, Administrative
Procedure Memoranda, or other official City action throughout the
duration of this agreement.

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The Director shall be entitled to twenty-seven (27) days of vacation
in each year of this Agreement. Credited but unused vacation in
excess of ten (10) days may be carried forward to the succeeding
year with the approval of the Human Resources Director. Except as
otherwise provided, the Building Inspection Division Director shall be
paid in full for credited but unused vacation existing at the expiration
of this Agreement or upon the Director’s retirement, when qualified
for receipt of Wisconsin Retirement System (WRS) benefits. The
Director may elect to convert up to twenty (20) days of their annual
vacation to an amount of cash equivalent, calculated on their regular
earnings. The Director shall apply for such conversion option in
accordance with City procedures, and such amount shall be paid in
a manner determined by the City.

Sick Leave: If the Director leaves the position before the end of the
contract period, the Director shall be entitled to payment in full
(100%) of any earned but unused sick leave accumulated during
each of the fully completed contract period(s). The Director shall be
entitled to one-half (50%) of any earned but unused sick leave
accumulated to the day the Director terminated City employment
during the contract period. If the City terminates the Director’'s
contract before the end of the contract period or the Director leaves
the position at the end of the contract period or the Director retires
and qualifies for WRS benefits, they shall be entitled to payment in
full (100%) of any sick leave the Director would have earned through
the end of that year.

The Director shall be eligible to participate at City expense in
professional seminars, conferences, workshops and related
meetings consistent with the role as Director and in accordance with
applicable Administrative Procedure Memoranda.

The Director shall be reimbursed for relevant professional
association and/or licensure dues.

The Director shall be eligible to be a CARS monitor in the City CARS
program.

The Director shall be eligible for smart phone with data plan
reimbursement up to seventy-five (75) dollars per month for City
usage.

TERM: RENEWAL OPPORTUNITY; NON-RENEWAL

A.

This Agreement shall take effect on July 21, 2026, and shall expire on
July 20, 2031, unless terminated sooner as provided herein. All salary
and benefit changes shall apply the pay period including August 2,
2026.

The Mayor, in their sole discretion, may offer renewal of this Agreement to
the Director. The Mayor shall notify the Director of the intent to renew the
Agreement at least ninety (90) calendar days before the expiration of this
Agreement. Failure to so notify the Director shall extend the term of this
Agreement by the time of the delay in actual notification (but in no event for
more than ninety (90) days) without change in the Director’s anniversary
date, and shall not act as a full renewal of the Agreement. Renewal of the
agreement and of its provisions shall be subject to the approval of the
Common Council. In the event the Common Council does not renew this
Agreement, this Agreement will remain in effect for ninety (90) days
following the non-renewal action by the Common Council or five (5) years
from the date of this Agreement, whichever is later.

The Mayor, in their sole discretion, may elect not to offer renewal of this
Agreement to the Director. In such event, the Mayor shall notify the Director
of the intent not to renew the contract at least ninety (90) calendar days
before the expiration of this Agreement. Failure to so notify shall extend the
term of this Agreement by the time of the delay in actual notification (but in
no event for more than ninety (90) days) and shall not act as a renewal of
the Agreement. At the expiration of the Agreement, the parties' rights,
duties, responsibilities and obligations shall end. However, the Director will,
at the sole discretion of the Mayor, be eligible to take a voluntary demotion
into any vacant or newly created position for which the Director is qualified.

In the event of non-renewal of this Agreement, under either Paragraph C
above, the Mayor may, in their sole discretion, terminate this Agreement at
any earlier date within ninety (90) days of the expiration of this Agreement,
as determined by the Mayor. The early termination is to be accomplished
by (a) notifying the Director of the date of early termination, and (b)
committing to buy out the balance of this Agreement by paying the Director
the balance due under this Agreement in a lump sum, including salary and
leave benefits (vacation, floating holiday, paid leave, sick leave) earned or
to be earned through the original term of this Agreement, together with
payment of the City’s share of any health insurance premiums or the
provision for such payment through the original term of this Agreement.
The buy-out may be for the full period left on this Agreement, or any portion

of the final ninety (90) days thereof. If this Agreement is terminated early
through the provisions of this buy-out clause, the Director's employment
with the City ends as of the date of early termination.

PERSONNEL ACTIONS

The Building Inspection Division Director is subject to the Mayor and Planning,
Community, and Economic Development Director’s (PCED Director) supervision
and is, during the term of this Agreement, subject to the Mayor and PCED
Director’s authority to impose discipline on or to discharge the Division Director as
is provided in Sec. 9 of the City of Madison Personnel Rules, or as may be
renumbered or amended hereafter. The Division Director shall be entitled to the
procedural appeal and provisions contained in such subsection or as may be
provided other non-represented employees at the time of imposition of suspension
or discharge.

CITY OBLIGATIONS AND RIGHTS

The City shall provide staff, equipment, supplies and space that it deems
reasonable, in its sole discretion, for the conduct of the work of the Director. The
City retains the sole right to determine the organizational structure and overall
functioning of the Building Inspection Division.

REOPENING THE AGREEMENT

Either party may request that the Agreement be reopened for renegotiation if or
when the Director’s duties or responsibilities change significantly. A "significant"
change in the Director’s duties is defined as that degree of change in duties and
responsibilities that would qualify a civil service position for reclassification
pursuant to standard City personnel practices.

Factors which may be considered include the addition or deletion of duties,
changes in Department services or the addition or deletion of programs. If there is
no agreement, the original Agreement shall control and shall not be reopened.
Agreement changes, if any, and any resulting reclassification of the position shall
not be deemed the creation of a new position so as to require competition.

LIABILITY PROTECTION

The City shall defend and indemnify the Director against and for any and all
demands, claims, suits, actions and legal proceedings brought against them in
their official capacity or personally for acts performed within the scope of their
employment to the extent and only to the extent authorized by the Wisconsin

Statutes in effect at the time of the act complained of and as may be provided by
any City insurance coverage for employees at such time.

STATEMENT OF ECONOMIC INTERESTS

Pursuant to Madison General Ordinance §3.35 (the Ethics Code), the Director
shall file a Statement of Economic Interests with the City Clerk within 14 days of
their appointment. Each person required to file a Statement of Economic Interests
shall annually file with the Clerk an updated Statement no later than April 30 of
each year.

DOCUMENTS AND MATERIALS PROPERTY OF THE CITY

All of the documents, materials, files, reports, data and the like which the Director
prepares or receives while this Agreement is in effect are the sole property of the
City of Madison. The Director will not publish any such materials or use them for
any research or publication without attribution to the City other than as work
performed pursuant to the terms of this Agreement.

APPEARANCE BEFORE ANY CITY ENTITY FOLLOWING SEPARATION FROM
EMPLOYMENT

The Director shall be subject to the provisions of Madison General Ordinance
§3.35 (the Ethics Code).

TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT

A. The Director may elect to terminate this Agreement before the expiration of
the contract period. If the Director provides less than forty-five (45)
calendar days’ notice in writing to the Mayor, the Director forfeits all rights
to the cash equivalent of any of the benefits enumerated in Section Ill. B. of
the Agreement. If the Director provides forty-five (45) calendar days’ notice,
or greater, in writing to the Mayor, the benefits enumerated in Section Ill. B.
of the Agreement will be paid according to the terms of the Director leaving
during the contract period. These forfeiture provisions do not apply if the
Director retires from this position and qualifies for benefits under the
Wisconsin Retirement System.

B. The Director’s discharge (as provided for in section 9 of the City of Madison
Personnel Rules) during the term of this Agreement shall be deemed a
breach of material provision of the Agreement. In the event of a discharge
or other breach of a material provision of the Agreement by the Director,
the Director shall forfeit all compensation and benefits from the date of

notification of the breach by the City. This action shall not impact the
receipt of benefits earned during the total period of employment. In the
event of an alleged breach of a material provision of this Agreement by
either party, the concerned party shall notify the other party in writing within
thirty (30) working days, which shall be followed by a meeting of the parties
to resolve the alleged breach. In the event the issue is not resolved, the
Director or the City may pursue contract remedies.

C. The City retains the right, in its sole discretion, to abolish the position of
Director or to reorganize as it deems in the best interest of the City. In the
event the City abolishes the position of Director or reorganizes the
Department to the extent that the position of Director is no longer required,

In order to
meet the donors’ timeline, the project is moving at an expedited rate, necessitating the need for a
noncompetitive contract for consultant design services to ensure the Clubhouse and Park Improvements
are completed by the time the course reopens in 2028 and prevent further negative impacts to revenue
for the Golf Enterprise Program during the construction of the project. Each of these improvements
together will result in a more resilient and sustainable activity hub that will better serve the needs of the
community and park users.

This single contract with the A/E shall be for all design phases, bidding phase, construction administration
phase and warranty administration phase. It is anticipated that the contract shall take approximately
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three (3) vyears from contract signing through the end of the warranty phase.

The A/E design services for this contract shall include plans and specifications for site planning,
landscaping, architectural design of interior and exterior spaces, finishes, MEP/FP/T (mechanical,
electrical, plumbing, fire protection, and technology) systems design, construction specifications, and cost
estimating.

Exception Criteria
7. A particular consultant has provided services to the City on a similar or continuing project in the recent
past, and it would be economical to the City on the basis of time and money to retain the same consultant.

Reason For Request

Construction is anticipated to begin in late 2026 and conclude in early summer 2028 for the course and
the Parks Division is leading efforts to complete clubhouse and park improvements along this same
timeline. In order to meet the donors’ timeline, the project is moving at an expedited rate, necessitating
the need for a noncompetitive contract for consultant design services to ensure the Clubhouse and Park
Improvements are completed by the time the course reopens in 2028 and prevent further negative
impacts to revenue for the Golf Enterprise Program during the construction of the project.

Aro Eberle Architects, Inc. was competitively selected in 2019 through a request for proposal (RFP) process
to provide professional architecture and engineering services for the Door Creek Park Shelter construction
project. Aro Eberle Architects, Inc. successfully provided design services related to the design and
construction of the Door Creek Park Shelter. The Parks Division believes the Door Creek Park Shelter
provides the basis for the design of the building needed at Odana Hills. In addition, Aro Eberle Architects,
Inc. and consultants have been working under a separate contract to provide Odana Hills East Park and
related park entrance and clubhouse master planning.

City staff recommend and request that Aro Eberle Architects, Inc. continue to provide professional
architect and engineering services for the design and construction administration phases for the proposed
Odana Hills Clubhouse and related park improvements project as the proposal moves from master
planning into the next phases of design, construction documentation, bidding, construction
administration, and warranty phases.

This resolution authorizes a jurisdictional transfer agreement between the City of Madison and

the State of Wisconsin Department of Transportation. Under the agreement, the City will
assume full responsibility for sections of US Highway 151 from the Beltline to Blair/ East
Washington. The specific roadway segments subject to jurisdictional transfer are detailed in the
body of the resolution and attachments.

Currently, the City and State share responsibility for these roadways. The City performs regular
maintenance (e.g. snowplowing, patching potholes), the City and the State share responsibility
for future reconstruction, and the State has authority for approval of any roadway changes
under its policies. The City receives an annual state aid payment (Connecting Highway Aid) of
approximately $300,000 to offset maintenance costs.

Under the jurisdictional transfer agreement, the City will assume full responsibility for these
roadways. The State would pay $37 million to the City by September 30, 2026. This sum was
calculated by WisDOT based on procedures dictated by the Wisconsin Department of
Transportation Facility Development Manual chapter 4, section 5 and represents the costs of
future pavement replacement between 2026 and 2035. These funds would be deposited in a
new transportation special revenue fund for the purpose of transportation-related operating
costs and capital improvements. The City would no longer receive the annual Connecting
Highway aid for these roadways or receive state funding for future reconstruction projects for
these roadways. Expenses that were previously supported with State contributions would be
paid with City funds, including the funds provided through this up-front payment.

Additionally, the resolution amends the budget for the North South Bus Rapid Transit (BRT)
capital project in the Transportation budget (Munis #13665) to appropriate $15 million of the
funds received through the payment from the jurisdictional transfer.

To Alder Madison, the Common Council, City Clerk, and Mayor Rhodes-Conway:

I am writing as a resident of District 17 (3346 Forest Run) to formally put my opposition to the
jurisdictional transfer of S. Park Street, W. Washington Avenue, and John Nolen Drive on the official
written record. The current proposal represents a contradiction in the city’s fiscal prioritization, traffic
flow logic, and approach to equitable justice.

1. The Mechanical Failure: Displacing Hazards onto the Beltline

As a daily commuter on the Beltline, | observe the severe congestion at the US-151/Park Street exit,
which routinely backs up past Fish Hatchery Road. Because the exit acts as a constricted valve, any
Vision Zero lane reduction on Park Street will drastically reduce the volume of vehicles that can exit the
highway per minute. This will mathematically push the dead-stop traffic line further back onto the high-
speed interstate, creating a lethal rear-end collision zone. The city's proposal does not eliminate traffic
violence; it displaces it onto WisDOT's high-speed corridor.

2. The Restorative Justice Void & Un-Audited Enforcement

The city relies on the tragic death of Sasha Rosen to justify this transfer. However, MPD records confirm
the intersection already had a 25 mph limit and active flashing warning beacons. The driver ighored them
while traveling 62 mph. Passive engineering cannot fix active non-compliance. Furthermore, relying on
physical policing defaults to a regressive financial citation system. Financial fines punish our lowest-
income neighbors the hardest while acting as a mere "cost of speeding" for the wealthy. If the city truly
wants a progressive Vision Zero, it must advocate for automated enforcement (cameras) paired with
restorative justice diversion programs (community volunteering/education). Instead of absorbing road
debt, Madison should pool its resources with Milwaukee to lobby the state legislature to repeal the ban
on automated enforcement.

3. The Fiscal Contradiction: Capital Grants vs. Operating Liabilities
Proponents of this transfer frequently state that federal Safe Streets grants or Capital funds will pay for
the road redesign, indicating it does not affect our operating budget for social services. This overlooks a

critical structural liability. While Capital grants may pay for the initial paint, taking jurisdiction of a state
highway transfers the long-term Operating liabilities to the city.
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Currently, WisDOT pays the daily costs for plowing, winter salting, and heavy base-patching on these
corridors. If Madison takes ownership, the cost of that daily maintenance permanently shifts onto the
city's General Operating Fund. This is the exact same bucket of money that is currently facing a $3.3
million deficit to provide 24/7 staffing at the new Bartillon men's shelter.

Furthermore, in November 2024, Madison taxpayers passed a historic $22 million operating referendum
purely to keep basic city services running, concurrent with a massive $550 million MMSD school
referendum. Taxpayers are already stretched to their absolute limits funding our schools and keeping the
city's lights on. We cannot claim operating budget austerity when evaluating a $3.3 million gap for
unhoused residents, while simultaneously volunteering to permanently absorb WisDOT’s operating
liabilities for regional highways. Every mile of state highway we absorb mathematically drains the exact
same General Fund we need for community care. You cannot separate the road from the ledger.

| urge you to vote against this transfer. Keep the physical and fiscal liability of state highways with the
state.

Introduction

The Wisconsin Department of Transportation (DEPARTMENT) has proposed a change to a segment
of the State Trunk Highway System in the city of Madison, city of Monona and town of Burke, in Dane
County, whereby a segment of USH 151 will be rerouted to run concurrent with USH 12, USH 18,
Interstate Highway 39 (IH 39), IH 90 and IH 94. Additionally, the DEPARTMENT has proposed a change
to the State Trunk Highway System in the city of Madison, in Dane County, whereby the new highway
numbered STH X151 will be established over existing local road system. These actions require the
recission of the existing Connecting Highway of USH 151 within the city of Madison (CITY) in addition
to ajurisdictional transfer of a portion of USH 151 predating Connecting Highway and Connecting Street
legislation. These actions require no new construction or the acquisition of real property to
accommodate the relocation of USH 151.

Statutory Authority

All determinations and decisions herein and hereafter described are made in accordance with Section
86.32(1) of the Wisconsin State Statutes whereby the DEPARTMENT is proposing Connecting
Highway Change Number 329 to rescind a segment of Connecting Highway in the CITY.

All determinations and decisions herein and hereafter described are made in accordance with Section
84.02(8)(a)(b)(c) of the Wisconsin State Statutes whereby the DEPARTMENT may make additions and
deletions to the state trunk highway system by entering into a jurisdictional transfer agreement with any
local unit of government, and may contain any terms and conditions that the department and the local
unit of government may deem necessary regarding maintenance or rehabilitation of any highway
transferred.

All determinations and decisions herein and hereafter described are made in accordance with Section
84.02(1) and (3) (a) of the Wisconsin State Statutes whereby the DEPARTMENT is proposing to lay
out and establish a segment of state trunk highway by way of a new location and having a distance
along the deviation from the existing location of greater than 5 miles.

Determination and Description of Highway Segment Where Connecting Highway Designation Is
To Be Rescinded

The DEPARTMENT rescinds the Connecting Highway designation from the following segment of
highway described as:
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Segment 1 - USH 151

Beginning at the intersection of West Badger Road to the intersection of West Washington
Avenue, depicted on Attachment 1 as Segment 1.

Segment 1 is approximately 1.79 miles.
Segment 2 - USH 151

Beginning at a point on USH 151 starting at the intersection of West Washington and Park
Street to the intersection of Regent Street, depicted on Attachment 1 as Segment 2.

Segment 2 is approximately 0.4 miles.
Segment 3 - USH 151

Beginning at the intersection of West Washington Avenue to the intersection of John Nolen
Drive, depicted on Attachment 1 as Segment 3.

Segment 3 is approximately 0.63 miles
Segment 4 - USH 151

Beginning at the intersection of John Nolen Drive to the intersection of Blair Street, depicted
on Attachment 1 as Segment 4.

Segment 4 is approximately 0.83 miles
Segment 5 - USH 151

Beginning at the intersection of Blair Street to the intersection of East Washington Avenue,
depicted on Attachment 1 as Segment 5.

Segment 5 is approximately 0.21 miles
Segment 6 - USH 151

Beginning at a point on USH 151 starting at the intersection of Blair Street to the intersection
of East Springs Drive, depicted on Attachment 1 as Segment 6.

Segment 6 is approximately 5.30 miles.

Disposition of Highway Segment Where Connecting Highway Designation Was Rescinded

The Department has determined that upon rescission of the connecting highway designation the
underlying highway of Segment 1 will revert to a state trunk highway under the sole jurisdictional
authority of the Department. This action is executed concurrently with Jurisdictional Transfer

Agreement 389.

The Department has determined that upon rescission of the connecting highway designation the

underlying highway will revert to local jurisdiction as a city roadway for Segments 2, 3, 4, 5.

The Department has determined that upon rescission of the connecting highway designation the
underlying highway of Segment 6 will revert to a state trunk highway under the sole jurisdictional
authority of the Department. This action is executed concurrently with Connecting Highway Agreement

330 and State Highway Change 880.
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5. Determination and Description of State Highway Segment To Be Jurisdictionally Transferred by

the Department to Local Jurisdiction

The DEPARTMENT hereby finds that the public good will best be served by removing from the State
Trunk Highway System, by jurisdictional transfer, the highway described as Segment 1.

Determination and Description of State Highway Segment To Be Added To State Trunk Highway
System

The DEPARTMENT hereby finds that the public good will best be served by adding to the State Trunk
Highway System the highway described as:

Segment 7- STH X151
Beginning at a point at the intersection of USH 151 and Blair Street, easterly through the
interchange of IH 39/90/94 and East Washington Avenue depicted on Attachment 2 as
Segment 7.

Segment 7 is approximately 6.1 miles.

Determination and Description of State Highway Segment To Be Rerouted Over The Existing
State Trunk Highway System

The DEPARTMENT hereby finds that the public good will best be served by adding to the State Trunk
Highway System, the highway described as:

Segment 8 — USH 151
Beginning at a point at the interchange of USH 12/18 and USH 14 in the city of Madison,
easterly to the interchange of IH 39 and IH 90 and USH 12/18. Then northly through the
interchange of IH 39/90 and IH 94 in the town of Burke, continuing northerly to the
interchange of IH39/90/94 and East Washington Avenue in the city of Madison depicted as
Segment 8 on Attachment 3.

Segment 8 is 12.9 miles.

Physical and Effective Date of Change

The physical date for the removal from the State Trunk Highway of the highway segments noted in
Section 3 and 5 shall be the date ####

The effective date for the determination action for the removal from the State Trunk Highway system of
the highway segments noted in Section 3 and 5, is the signature date shown on the bottom of this
document.

The physical date for the addition to the State Trunk Highway of the highway segments noted in Section
6 and 7 shall be the date ####

The effective date for the determination action for the addition to the State Trunk Highway system of
the highway segments noted in Section 6 and 7, is the signature date shown on the bottom of this
document.
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9. Other Considerations

The Department has determined that Other Considerations should be included with the state highway
changes herein identified:

RIGHT-OF-WAY
e The DEPARTMENT will retain ownership of all highway right-of-way acquired by fee.

ACCESS
o The DEPARTMENT will convey access rights to the City along Segments 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5 except
where the DEPARTMENT has access rights by fee.

UTILITIES AND OTHER NON-ACCESS PERMITS
o The City will be the permitting authority on Segments 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5.

HIGHWAY MAINTENANCE AGREEMTNS

e This Agreement relieves the DEPARTMENT from all maintenance responsibilities or other
preexisting obligations on Segments 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5 of highway transferred to the City except
those noted in Wisconsin Statute section 84.10255. WisDOT shall transfer maintenance
responsibilities for Segment 6 under Connecting Highway Agreement 330.

DAILY MAINTENANCE RESONSIBILTY
e The City will continue to perform daily maintenance on segments 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5.

FACILITIES TO BE JURISDICTIONALLY RETAINED BY THE DEPARTMENT
¢ No facilities will be retained by the Department on Segments 1, 2, 3,4, and 5.

CAPITALIZATION OF MAINTENANCE COSTS FOR ADDITIONAL NET MILES ASSIGNED
e WisDOT shall make no payment for the Capitalization of Maintenance costs to the City.

SYSTEM ROUTING AND NAMING CONVENTIONS
o The following Segments will revert to their local names.
o Segment 1 will be named “Park Street.”
o Segment 2 will be named “West Washington Avenue.”
o Segment 3 will be named “Proudfit Street” from the intersection of West Washington Ave
to West Brittingham Place.
o Segment 3 will be named “North Shore Drive” from West Brittingham Place to John Nolen
Drive.
o Segment 4 will be named “John Nolen Drive.”
Segment 5 will be named “Blair Street.”

TRAFFIC OPERATIONS

e Signal operations at West Badger and Park St will continue to follow the existing “Traffic Signal
and Lighting Maintenance Agreement” between the DEPARTMENT and the City.

e Signal operations at the intersection of East Washington and Blair Street will continue to follow
the “Cooperative Agreement for the East-West Bus Rapid Transit Project” signed by the City on
May 24t 2022.

SYNCHRONIZING GENERAL TRANSPORATION AID PAYMENTS
¢ No synchronization of General Transportation Aid will be done for this transfer.
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HISTORICAL PRESERVATION

¢ Significant work for this transfer will be the removal of USH 151 highway signs by the
DEPARTMENT on the segments transferred to the City. Any impacts to historical properties will
be avoided for the work to complete the jurisdictional transfer.

REHABILITATION/RECONSTRUCTION TREATMENTS
Segment Designation
e Segment 1 is subdivided into three parts for the cost to cure payment.
o Segment 1-A begins at the intersection of West Badger Road northerly to the Wisconsin
& Southern Railroad crossing depicted as Segment 1-A in Attachment 4.
o Segment 1-B begins at the Wisconsin & Southern Railroad crossing northerly to the
intersection with Olin Avenue depicted as Segment 1-B in Attachment 4.
o Segment 1-C begins at the intersection of Olin Avenue northerly to the intersection of
West Washington Avenue depicted as Segment 1-C in Attachment 4.
e Segments 2,3 ,4, and 5 are previously described in section 3.

Roadway Rehabilitation

Payment for each segment follows procedures dictated by the Wisconsin Department of
Transportation Facility Development Manual chapter 4, section 5:

e The DEPARTMENT will provide a cost to cure payment in fiscal year 2027 for Segment 1-A of
$9,500,000. This payment is intended to represent pavement replacement scheduled between
2026 to 2035.

e The DEPARTMENT will provide a cost to cure payment in fiscal year 2027 for Segment 1-B of
$5,000,000. This payment is intended to represent pavement replacement.

o The DEPARTMENT will provide a cost to cure payment in fiscal year 2027 for Segment 1-C of
$8,000,000. This payment is intended to represent pavement replacement scheduled between
2026 and 2035.

o The DEPARTMENT will not provide a cost to cure payment for Segment 2

o The DEPARTMENT will provide a cost to cure payment in fiscal year 2027 for Segment 3 of
$2,000,000. This payment is intended to represent a 3.5” mill and overlay between 2026 and
2035

o The DEPARTMENT will provide a cost to cure payment in fiscal year 2027 for Segment 4 of
$12,500,000. This payment is intended to represent pavement replacement between 2028 and
2035.

o The DEPARTMENT will not provide a cost to cure payment for Segment 5.

The sum of payments to the CITY will be $37,000,000.00 to be paid by September 30, 2026 (“Cost to
Cure Payment”).

Miscellaneous ltems

o The City and its representatives of the Madison MPO may not apply for or use STP-Urban funds
on segments transferred from the DEPARTMENT in this Agreement for a period of 10 years after
WisDOT completes the Cost to Cure Payment to the CITY.
