	project description: I came to Madison on the Summer of 2017. Before the huge cultural change, I was a housewife in my home country, Iran. It was years I did not have sociable life and my world was as small as my home’s wall. I decided to better myself and make goals in my life. I learned English and started taking photos of my world. The long way of preparation for being an artist had a huge change in my life style positively and negatively. My marriage life ended up six mouth before coming here. The results of the trauma as long as the pain of political conflicts which effect all Iranians’ life have always shown itself in my art work. 
Currently, I am working on staged-street photography series called, Cheltikeh. In my language it means 40 pieces. It also refers to the concept of infinity and a word for quilt. By this body of work, I depict the pieces of the life of a woman who struggles to make a home somewhere in the world. The work necessarily does not depict my life but it is the story of a generation. People whose dream and past were affected by political conflicts and social classes. I show the feelings of unbalance-ness and solitude of displacement.
I illustrate the all of the concepts by walking on the streets of Madison, finding the abandoned furniture’s outside, adding elements of my culture or home to the objects and then while doing a performance I ask my friends to take photo of me in the location. I think the outside furniture with their weird temporary existence could show the feeling of detachment. My goal for Cheltikeh is to represent all of this complexity through collaboration with a diverse group of friends who have the same experience of leaving far from home and watch the layers of my identity unfurl through their perspective.
