	Conceptual Approach 1: Goldie Raye is a freelance illustrator. She studied Graphic Design at Madison College and has a Bachelor of Science in Art from UW-Madison, with an emphasis in Drawing, and Printmaking. 
Henrique Nardi is a Brazilian graphic designer, letterpress printer, and a UW Art Department lecturer. He has worked with other artists in two Madison public artworks: the “Better Together” and the “Try A Little Tenderness” murals.
	project description: The “War of the Worlds” project is an homage to Wisconsin-born actor Orson Welles (1915–1985), considered one of the greatest film directors of all time.
 
In 1938, Welles narrated and directed a live radio broadcast based on the science fiction novel “War of the Worlds” by H. G. Wells. The episode became famous for allegedly causing panic among its listeners who believed an alien invasion was in course. Ultimately, the episode secured ’Welles’s fame as a dramatist.

Our project portraits this passage of Welles’s career by showing a little girl listening to the radio while imagining the Martian takeover unfolding, only as if it was taking place in Madison. The artwork, which will present quotes from the original broadcast transcript, also seeks to establish a dialogue with the present times through the contemporary issue of the fake news.

The temporary mural will be made using an experimental technique of wheat paste collage mixed with ink.
