31.07(7); Charter Ordinance creating Section 31.045(3)(c)4, and Section 31.07(5)(f) of the Madison General
Ordinances to allow government building identification signs and decorative and promotional banners on a wall
surface of a government building that projects into the highway right-of-way; and 201 West Mifflin Street —
signage in the right-of-way for the renovated Madison Public Library in the C4 Central Commercial District.
