Dear Plan Commission,

I am writing regarding the proposed single-story clubhouse at 5025 Sheboygan Ave. As a
former tenant of Monticello, I am familiar with the neighborhood and the specific conditions
of this apartment complex. I am writing to advocate for increased density in this proposed
development.

I am aware that Monticello is struggling to fill its vacant units, despite the Sheboygan
neighborhood's rapid economic development and urbanization. While the developers may
view a clubhouse as the solution to attracting tenants, and while adding more units to a
complex with vacancies might seem counterintuitive, my experience as a former resident
suggests a different reality.

My decision to move out of Monticello was not due to the lack of a clubhouse, given the site's
proximity to campus amenities via public transport. Rather, I left due to issues inherent in an
aging building: poor sound insulation, ventilation odors, uneven heating, and constant
maintenance issues. Despite being offered a renovated unit, I felt that many issues would
remain. I am currently paying 20% more rent for a smaller unit in a less convenient location,
simply to live in a modern building. The proposed development is a strategic opportunity for
Monticello to diversify their portfolio with highly sought-after, brand-new units.

Furthermore, the surrounding area suffers from a shortage of studio units. To the best of my
knowledge, the existing older complexes offer virtually no studio inventory. The newly built
EO Madison Yards currently has only 3 vacant studio units compared to 29 vacant 1-bed or 2-
bed units. I believe adding residential floors dedicated to studios above the proposed
clubhouse would address a critical gap in the local housing stock while ensuring financial
viability for Monticello.

Thank you for your consideration.

As a current resident of 5025 Sheboygan Ave. since March 2020, I ask alders to review the
history of the Monticello Apts.  From the very beginning of my tenancy, I experienced and
reported significant electrical power surges and outages which continue even today.  While
there seems to be great effort placed on cosmetic upgrades, there is not the same effort placed
on improving and upgrading an essential utility services whether electrical or plumbing. 
Current and previous owners of the Monticello have simply ignored my requests to hire
licensed state-certified electricians to correct electrical deficiencies.

The Fire Department Inspector informed me that the original owner of this property was
“grandfathered in” and when I asked what that meant, I was told that the owner was exempt
from current building code compliance and the only upgrades required was to the date of
construction!  Ridiculous!  This fifty year old building has decades of deferred maintenance
putting our health and safety at risk.  What city official would propose such a policy?  When
Katz Properties, Inc was bought a few years ago did that same policy cover Monticello
apartments?

Faucets leak.  There is no effort to make necessary repairs especially now that the current
owner charges water usage back to tenants without full transparency and residents cannot
access any water utility credit since those meters are not individual meters.  It’s my
understanding that to receive such a credit, meters must be in the name of individual tenants. 
Without doubt, some City Departments have not been helpful because city policies allow
owners and hired staff to avoid their responsibility to provide safe, affordable, decent
housing.  It’s my understanding that The Monticello has about 700 units.

While I understand the current owner’s need to attract new tenants, I ask that cosmetic
upgrades and construction of the community room be placed on hold  until every occupied
unit has necessary upgrades to bring units into compliance with current building and fire
codes.

There should be processes implemented to allow citizen review other than late night Common
Council meetings.  The only notice received was the Notice of Public Hearing received from
the city.  The current owner has not given residents any notice of proposed major
improvements thereby ignoring threats to our health and safety by failing to maintain basic
systems.
We should not be required to use extension cords and surge protectors
to make full use of our units.

I ask alders to take time to thoroughly review this private owner request and the impact it will
have on current and future residents.

Although unable to attend the Jan 13 Common Council meeting, I appreciate the opportunity
to email alders and trust my email goes to each.

Because I’ve had 
electrical and water problems since I moved into unit #111.  Although I’ve submitted 
numerous work orders to the original owner (whose site staff hired a contractor for my unit 
and a unit in the building next door) and to the current owner, system deficiencies 
continue. 

 

While I understand and agree with the current owner’s need to affirmatively market an 
aging property, residents must be assured that basic health and safety codes are 
met.  Previous meetings and conversations with a Building Inspector, the Fire Inspector for 
this area, and a fireman who made an emergency call to this address in response to one of 
several faulty alarms, cause me to request a delay in construction of a new community 
building until all code deficiencies have been satisfactorily resolved in the entire complex 
of eleven buildings of about seven hundred units if my information is correct.

Project Details – Proposed Work 

Sanitary Sewer: The City will replace the existing sewer main with 8-inch or 10-
inch PVC pipe on all streets in the project limits (existing 6-inch, 8-inch, or 10-
inch clay main installed in the 1910s), and in most cases replace laterals from the 
main to the property line. In limited cases where the existing lateral is cast iron, 
appears to be in good condition upon inspection, and runs under a tree, the 
lateral will only be replaced to the back of curb. In those cases, the owner will 
not be assessed for the additional footage of replacement that is not completed. 
If you would like a full lateral replacement to the property line in cases such as 
this, please contact the Project Manager (laterals assessable). 
 
Water Main: The City will replace the existing water main and reconnect existing 
water services to the new main with 8-inch ductile iron pipe. 
 
Storm Sewer: The City will replace and improve the storm sewer system in the 
street and at intersections.  
 
Street: The City will replace all the pavement, gravel base, curb and gutter, 
driveway aprons, concrete terrace walks (concrete walk between curb and 
sidewalk), and spot replace sidewalk as needed (10 feet of pavement, terrace 
walks, and driveway aprons are assessable) along Elmside Boulevard, Center 
Avenue, and Sommers Avenue.  
 
The proposed street width on Elmside Boulevard along the medians is 20 feet, 
face of curb to face of curb, the same as the existing width. Parking will be maintained on one side. Around Circle Park, Elmside Boulevard is proposed 
at 24 feet, reduced from the existing 28 feet, face of curb to face of curb. Parking will continue on one side, and additional terrace space (along the 
properties within the circle of Elmside Boulevard) will be provided for future tree plantings. Sommers Avenue is proposed at 24 feet, reduced from 
the existing 26 feet, with parking remaining on one side. Center Avenue is proposed at 26 feet, reduced from the existing 28 feet, with parking 
remaining on one side. 
 
Speed humps will not be installed along Elmside Boulevard, Sommers Avenue, nor 
Center Avenue.  However, intersection designs will be reviewed for possible curb and 
gutter extensions at the intersections to help improve pedestrian crossings, provide 
some additional traffic calming, and reduce in pavement area. 
 
Driveway Aprons: Driveway aprons constructed with the project will be replaced 
with concrete. Driveway widths will be replaced per the City of Madison standard 
details along Elmside Boulevard, Sommers Avenue, and Center Avenue (driveway 
aprons assessable).  
 
Bus Pads: Bus pads will not be installed along Elmside Boulevard, Sommers Avenue, 
and Center Avenue. 
 
Street Lights: Street lighting on existing MG&E wood poles will remain. 
 
Assessments: The project will involve special assessments for some of the 
improvements. The assessments are a special charge for work being done that has 
direct benefit to the property. The preliminary assessments are mailed during the 
design phase and will give the property owner an estimated cost due after 
construction is complete. The final assessments bill will be mailed in 2027 to adjacent 
property owners. The bill is calculated based on measured quantities for pavement, 
driveway aprons, and terrace walks and are based on 2026 street improvements 
rates and will carry over from the preliminary assessments to the final assessments.

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The 10 feet of pavement reconstruction is defined as 10 feet of street width adjacent to the property frontage length. The sanitary sewer laterals 
and private storm sewer connections will also be billed based on bid prices and measured quantities during construction. The property payment 
options include payment by lump sum or over 8 years with 4.5% interest. 
 
Trees: Terrace (area between the sidewalk & curb), median, and Circle Park trees may be pruned prior to construction to provide required clearance 
for construction equipment. Efforts are being made in the street design to save as many of the existing trees as possible. There are 5 planned tree 
removals ahead of construction (401 Elmside Boulevard (1-Maple), 500 Elmside Boulevard (2-Maple), 525 Elmside Boulevard (1-Maple), and (2814 
Sommers Avenue (1-Ginkgo)) with this project because of poor condition and these trees are planned to be removed ahead of construction. There 
are terrace areas within the project limits that have volunteer trees (trees not planted by City Forestry in the right-of-way) that may be removed by 
City Forestry ahead of construction. If, during the course of construction, it is determined that any additional trees must be removed, adjacent 
property owners will be notified, prior to removal of the tree. The trees within the project limits that remain may have the roots trimmed during 
construction.  
 
Tree pruning in advance of the project is required to reduce the risk of damage to the trees during construction. The City Forestry will perform the 
necessary work. For certain species, especially oak and elm trees, the pruning must be completed by June 1st to reduce the chance of disease. If 
additional trees need to be removed, City Engineering will notify the adjacent property owner prior to removal. 
 
Street trees provide many benefits to our city and are considered an important part of the city’s infrastructure. City Forestry will evaluate the terrace 
for new planting sites and potential replacement sites when the project is complete. There is no additional cost to the adjacent property owner for 
a tree planting. Street trees are typically planted in the spring of the year following the completion of the construction project. Per Madison General 
Ordinance 10.10, City Forestry determines tree species and planting locations. Residents cannot choose or plant their own tree in the terrace.

Construction Schedule & Impacts 

Tentative Schedule: It is expected the project will take approximately 5 months to complete between June 2026 and November 2026. 
 
Traffic Impacts: Evergreen Avenue, Ohio Avenue, and Sommers Avenue will be closed to through traffic within the project limits until the project is 
complete. Per City’s standard specs, residential driveways may be closed for a cumulative of 20 days during the project, primarily when concrete 
driveway aprons, curb & gutter, and sidewalks are being installed.  No parking is allowed within the construction zone during working hours (7AM to 
7PM), so when your driveway is not accessible, you will need to park on the adjacent streets outside the project limits (Dunning Street, Center 
Avenue, Evergreen Avenue (south of Center Avenue), Ohio Avenue (south of Center Avenue). The contractor will notify impacted residents prior to 
the driveway access being closed for an extended period, but there will likely be several short-duration closures during utility work and asphalt paving 
that may not have much advance notice. During these shorter disruptions, the Contractor will work with residents to provide access as quickly as 
possible. Contact the project manager if you have accessibility concerns and need to request special accommodations.  
 
Traffic impacts on Atwood Avenue at Elmside Boulevard are anticipated for removing and replacing a portion of the asphalt pavement in the 
outbound (away from downtown) outside lane from Miller Avenue to S. Marquette Street as well as for connection of the sanitary sewer main, water 
main, and storm sewer main into existing pipes within Atwood Avenue. Long-term (4-6 weeks) single lane closures in each direction during 
construction are anticipated. One lane in each direction will be maintained for much of the duration; non-peak flagging operations may be required 
for portions of the work. Metro transit operations would be maintained. 
 
Water Shut-offs: An average of two water shut-offs are expected for each property within the project limits.  A minimum of 48 hours of notice will 
be provided prior to the shutoffs.  Each shutoff may last up to 8 hours, but typically last about 4 hours. The water will be shutoff when the new water 
main is connected to the existing main and connecting the services to the new main. At the start of construction, the existing main will remain in 
service until the new main is installed and connected to; emergency shutoffs may occur if the old, brittle main is damaged during construction. If this 
happens, crews will work to notify affected properties as quickly as possible.  
 
Refuse Collection & Mail Delivery: It will be the contractor’s responsibility to allow for refuse collection and mail delivery to continue during 
construction. Please mark your address on your cart to make sure it is returned if moved. We ask that you place your carts at the street the evening 
prior to or at the very latest 6:00 a.m. the morning of your scheduled refuse/recycling day. 
 
Landscaping: Existing concrete terrace walkways (area between sidewalk and curb) will be replaced as needed with the project (terrace walkways 
assessable), unless the property owner requests that they are removed. Existing landscaping plantings, raised planting beds, stone or brick pavers, 
and wood retaining walls, etc. within the terrace (between curb & sidewalk) will be impacted. If you wish to save any landscaping, it should be 
removed prior to the start of work in 2026 and reinstalled by you after construction is complete. If left in place, these items will be removed by the 
contractor. The contractor will not replace or reinstall these items following completion of the project.  Please contact the project manager to request 
the removal of an existing concrete terrace walkway or to evaluate the impacts of construction in the right-of-way.

WHEREAS, in 2017, the City of Madison became a certified Bee City per the requirements

healthier ecosystems, increased vegetable and fruit crop yields, and increased demand for 

pollinator-friendly plant materials from local nurseries and growers; and,

WHEREAS, the loss of pollinators, including honey bees, native bees, bats, birds, and 

butterflies, across the country have been severe over the past few decades; and,

WHEREAS, bees and other pollinators have experienced population declines due to a 

combination of habitat loss, use of pesticides, and the spread of pests and diseases; and,

WHERAS, Garden Scouts, a volunteer group at Olbrich Botanical Gardens, surveys the

General Information 

 

Madison Water Utility’s (MWU) Unit Well 12 (801 South Whitney Way) was established in 1958.  It 

operates year-round and delivers water to Madison’s Near West neighborhoods including University Hill 

Farms, Sunset Village, Midvale Heights, Westmorland, Crawford-Marlborough-Nakoma, Orchard Ridge, 

Summit Woods, Meadowood, Allied Dunn’s Marsh, Arbor Hills and Leopold. In 2024, Well 12 pumped 550 

million gallons compared to its 5-year average of 559 million gallons annually.  The site consists of a well 

pump house and a detached 150,000 gallon above-ground water reservoir, both of which are nearing 70 

years of life. 

 

As originally constructed, Unit Well 12 operated in Pressure Zone 7 of MWU’s water system.  MWU’s 

Master Plan documentation dating back to 2006 has identified that system operations would benefit by 

upgrading Unit Well 12 to a dual-pressure zone well by making pipeline and facility improvements to allow 

it the ability to supply water to Pressure Zones 7 and 8.  This capability was added in 2022 with a smaller 

project; this more comprehensive project will enhance the dual-pressure zone capabilities while upgrading 

the well and reservoir buildings. 

 

Short Elliot Hendrickson, Inc. (SEH) has been hired as the professional engineering consultant firm to 

assist in completing the project plans and specifications. 

 
 

 

Project Scope 

 

The major components of the project will include: 

• Demolition of the existing building, followed by construction of a completely new facility. 

• Reuse of the existing booster pump, plus the addition of a 2nd pump for pumping reliability and fire 

flow capacity. 

• Installation of variable frequency drives on new booster pumps to allow them to pump to either Zone 7 

or Zone 8. 

• Associated piping and internal motor operated valving to allow the station operation to be remotely 

controlled. 

• Metering for the deep well, Zone 7 and Zone 8 output. 

• Addition of a pressure-reducing valve to allow water to flow from Zone 8 to Zone 7 when necessary. 

• Construction of new chemical feed rooms to bring the facility up to current code and DNR standards. 

• Upgrade of the restroom facility. 

• Replacement of the deep well discharge piping and reservoir piping. 

• Upgrade of the restroom facility. 

• Miscellaneous Station upgrades related to security, lighting, electrical controls, utilities, etc. 

• Demolition of the existing 150,0000 gallon above ground reservoir, followed by construction of a 

completely new 1,000,000 gallon above ground reservoir.

Some tree 
removals along the railroad corridor will be needed for the path construction. This alternative will 
include a new bike-pedestrian bridge over an unnamed drainage channel, this proposed bridge would 
follow parallel to the existing railroad bridge over the same drainage channel. The proposed path will 
continue to the east along an existing City easement on WisDOT-owned wetland mitigation lands. 
The path will then cross under Interstate-39/90 using the existing railroad underpass, modifying the 
southerly side slope along the underpass with wall and railings to fit the path within the existing space, 
no impacts to the railroad track are anticipated. The proposed path will then end on the easterly side 
of the underpass where a Dane County-led portion of the project will continue the path to County Hwy 
AB (E Buckeye Rd).

Work Required: Add sanitary sewer from Wagon Trail to existing MMSD sewer on east-side of Interstate. This is to create a maintainable sanitary run to 
replace a long-run of unmaintanable city sewer through WisDOT wetland lands.

A. Project Details 

1. Background Information 
 
The City of Madison is experiencing rapid population growth and redevelopment of properties throughout the City, particularly 
along its major transit corridors. This rapid increase in population density has increased demand on the wastewater collection 
system, operated and maintained by the City of Madison Sanitary Sewer Utility, within the Engineering Division. Portions of the 
system have known capacity limitations and increased population further increases demands. Each new large-scale residential 
redevelopment project requires extensive review and analysis to understand what system improvements are needed to 
accommodate the additional wastewater.  
 
Madison’s Sanitary Sewer Utility would like to develop a comprehensive set of computer models of the sanitary sewer system to 
better understand the function of the entire citywide existing system, assess impacts of new and re-development projects, and 
plan for future system improvements. An initial study area has been identified which includes many areas which have seen 
recent redevelopment or are expected to see redevelopment in coming years. 
 
The study (Campus, Downtown, and East Washington Ave Sanitary Sewer Study) described in this Evaluation Panel Report will 
covers the initial study area. Future efforts are expected to expand the sanitary sewer computer models citywide.   See Figure A 
for the sewersheds included in this study.  
 
This study includes much of the highest population density and generally older infrastructure within the city. This includes areas 
from the UW Campus region, Capital Neighborhoods, the Isthmus, and East Washington corridor extending to roughly US Hwy 
51. The final study boundary was selected based on a combination of factors including areas of known sanitary capacity 
concerns, past and anticipated future population growth, the Transit Oriented Zoning Overlay, and existing sewershed 
boundaries. The study area includes nearly 6,600 acres of the City which includes nearly 840 miles of sanitary sewer mains and 
over 4,300 sanitary sewer structures.  

The proposal review and selection process has followed the approach established in the selection of engineering consultants for 
previous studies.   

2. Role of The Study  
 
The Consultant contracted by the Engineering Division will evaluate the current sanitary sewer system capacity within 
sewersheds located within the Study Area, by completing an agreed upon scope of work to meet the following objectives:  
 

1) Develop a calibrated existing conditions 1-Dimensional Sanitary Sewer System Model to assess current system capacity 
and evaluate potential future projects.  

a) Engineering desires staff to be able to easily update and maintain the model(s) once completed to assess 
sanitary sewer system impacts from future individual multifamily residential developments.   

1. In areas of anticipated future developments, the CITY would like the model resolution to be as 
detailed as reasonably possible. 

2. Models shall include main trunks and local collection systems to the extent practical.  
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3. In order to appropriately assess the system it is expected that many small mains (i.e. 8-inch diameter 
pipes) will be included throughout the model. 

4. The sanitary system may be simplified in portions of the study area within the model(s) as long as the 
project objectives can still be met.  

b) The model(s) shall be calibrated to observed flow, level, and pump run time data. 
1. The Consultant will develop and implement a monitoring data collection plan to provide data for use 

in calibration of the model(s). 
2. The Consultant will calibrate to dry weather conditions only and provide recommendations for future 

I&I investigations and wet weather calibration.  
c) The consultant will collaborate with Engineering to create a Modeling Guidance document to provide 

standardized guidelines for future sanitary sewer modeling projects.  
 

2) If able, given the anticipated project budget and timeline, the CITY would like to develop a future conditions analysis of 
the Study Area to understand system capacity limitations under future population projections. 

 

B. Purchasing Details 

1. Guidelines for RFP Evaluation 
 
Detailed planning and modeling projects require highly technical staff with expertise in hydrologic and hydraulic modeling, 
sanitary sewer operations, and geographic information systems (GIS).  As such, Engineering utilizes the City’s Competitive 
Selection process.   
 
The projects will be more than $100,000 and last longer than 1 year, therefore the competitive process outlined in the 
Purchasing Guidelines (https://www.cityofmadison.com/employeenet-finance/documents/PurchasingGuidelines.pdf ),  Greater 
than 5 calendar/budget years or 1-5 years and averaging more than $100,000 per year – PO, RFP, Purchase of Services Contract, 
and Council Resolution, was used. 
 
The City of Madison solicited proposals from qualified vendors through a Request for Proposals (RFP) process. The RFP and 
associated materials were posted on the City’s webpage and two distribution networks, VendorNet and DemandStar, on 
December 1, 2025. Prospective RFP respondents could submit questions about the RFP, due by December 11, 2025 to be 
responded to by December 17, 2025.  RFP responses were due to Purchasing on Wednesday, January 6, 2026. 
 
Section B5. Evaluation Structure and Scoring describes the process used to select the consultant team for The Study.

3. Disqualifications 
No firms were disqualified. 

4. Evaluation Panel 
The evaluation panel for each study was composed of four City Staff from the Engineering Division Storm Section and one 
member outside of Engineering from the Planning Division. The evaluation panel was – Ryan Stenjem, Alaina Baker, Eric Cefalu, 
Mark Moder and Tim Parks (Planning). The four Engineering Staff on the panel bring a wide range of experience hydraulic 
modeling and sanitary sewer planning, design, and operations. Ryan and Alaina have worked extensively within the City’s 
Watershed Study Program. Eric is a sewer designer that has taken on a significant amount of sanitary design and manages many 
of the sanitary lining contracts for Engineering. Mark is the Sanitary Sewer Utility Principal Engineer. Tim from Planning, has 
extensive experience with the city in utility planning and modeling, data management, GIS analysis and management.  
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5. Evaluation Structure and Scoring 
Per instruction within the Request for Proposals (attached to this document in Appendix A), respondents were asked to provide 
a proposal to be evaluated by the evaluation panel. Proposals were initially provided to the Purchasing Agent whom facilitated 
the review process.  
 
Panelists followed City Purchasing Guidelines when evaluating the proposals.  A maximum of 100 points were available.  Cost 
was assigned a weight of 30%, Local Preference was assigned a weight of 5% per Resolution #05943, Project Understanding and 
Approach was assigned a weight of 25%, Project Team was assigned a weight of 20%, and Relevant Project Experience was 
assigned a weight of 20%.  Please note the RFP provided detailed instruction and grading scales to each evaluated category.  
 
Each member of the review panel first reviewed and scored each proposal for each study independently for technical content 
only (Approach, Team, and Relevant Project Experience), with costs removed. Scores were submitted to the Purchasing Agent 
for compiling. Following completion of the individual review, the Review Panel met to discuss the proposals and at that time 
were provided the costs and local preference scores for each proposal. Following the meeting reviewers were allowed to review 
the detailed cost breakdowns and revise their technical scores if they wanted.  
 
Evaluations were documented through a quantifiable scoring mechanism – see Section C of this document. The evaluation was 
conducted in a structured manner that facilitated object comparison between proposals.  Individual scores of each panel 
member were averaged to create the Combined Score for each Proposer. 
 
Section C1 shows the proposal scoring for each proposal.  
 
All proposals are available for review.  Due to the large size of the documents, there were not included with this Evaluation 
Panel Report.

C. Summary of Evaluation Panel Findings 
 

1. Evaluation and Scoring 
The selection process was competitive as five qualified proposals were received and all respondents were determined to have 
extensive knowledge and experience completing sanitary sewer modeling and planning work.  There was a wide range of costs 
across the three proposals representing relatively different approaches to meeting the stated project objectives.

Based on the evaluation, scoring, and discussion, the evaluation panel recommends that Carollo Engineers, Inc be approved as 
the consultant for the professional services required for the Campus, Downtown, and East Washington Ave Sanitary Sewer 
Study for a contract amount of $341,418. 

5. Additional Proposal Discussion 
The review panel felt that all the teams that submitted proposals would likely be able to deliver a successful project. However, 
based on the individual scoring and following panel discussion it was determined that Firm C had qualifications that the other 
teams could not quite match. Carollo demonstrated a good understanding of the project scope. A well-qualified team 
that includes a project manager that worked for City Engineering for several years and has a good understanding of 
our data sets and processes. The team also has extensive experience with sanitary sewer modeling and planning for 
large municipalities. They had the highest technical score as determined by the team and the proposed project was 
the lowest among any of the proposing teams.

1 OPPORTUNITY AND WELCOME 

Thank you for your interest in bidding on a City of Madison (City) contract opportunity. The City’s mission 
is to provide the highest quality service for the common good of our residents and visitors. 
 
The City of Madison Engineering Division (Engineering) is seeking proposals from firms or teams 
(Consultant) for advanced sanitary sewer modeling and planning services for the Campus, Downtown, 
and East Washington Ave Sanitary Sewer Study. 
 

 Background 
The City of Madison is experiencing rapid population growth and redevelopment of properties throughout 
the City, particularly along its major transit corridors. This rapid increase in population density has increased 
demand on the wastewater collection system, operated and maintained by the City of Madison Sanitary 
Sewer Utility, within the Engineering Division. The Utility owns and operates 838.7miles of piping, 1711 
access structures, and 33 sewer lift (pumping) stations as part of its sanitary sewer system. Portions of the 
system have known capacity limitations and increased population further increases demands. Each new 
large-scale residential redevelopment project requires extensive review and analysis to understand what 
system improvements are needed to accommodate the additional wastewater.  

Madison’s Sanitary Sewer Utility would like to develop a comprehensive dynamic model, or set of models, 
of the sanitary sewer system to better understand the function of the existing system, assess impacts of 
new and re-development projects, and plan for future system improvements. An initial study area has been 
identified which includes many areas which are expected to see redevelopment in coming years. Specific 
study area, sanitary sewer information, and available data are described in Section 1.3 and Attached 
Exhibits 1 and 2.    

 Summary of Services Requested 
This Request for Proposals (RFP) is intended to solicit information from interested firms including 
qualifications of project team and key personnel, project understanding and potential challenges, previous 
related project experience, level of effort, and schedule of services. A review panel of City of Madison 
Engineering and Planning Division staff will use submitted RFP responses to select the Consultant to 
complete the sanitary sewer modeling and planning work.  

The City would like to be able to evaluate sanitary sewer impacts from individual multifamily residential 
developments as they are proposed and eventually develop long-term infrastructure plans to address 
system deficiencies.  

Project objectives and a proposed scope of work are provided in Section 5. Phase 1 covers overall 
project coordination; Phase 2 will evaluate the existing conditions sanitary sewer system; Phase 3 work 
contains two additional tasks the CITY may authorize during the course of the project, this includes a 
future conditions analysis and CITY staff training to use the sanitary sewer models developed from this 
project. The authorization of tasks under Phase 3 will be made pending overall project progress according 
to the desired timeline and available funding.  

 Project Area 
The City’s objective is to eventually develop a sanitary sewer system model, or multiple models, that 
cover the entire city. An initial study area has been identified to complete a detailed analysis, while future 
projects will be completed to model the remainder of the City based on the outcomes of this initial study.  
 
The study area was selected based on a review of existing sanitary sewershed boundaries, areas with 
known sanitary sewer capacity issues, and areas where significant future population growth is anticipated 
based on City staff knowledge. Sewershed boundaries were provided by the Capital Area Regional 
Planning Commission (CARPC) and reviewed by Engineering Staff. The desired study area is a collection 
of several of these sewersheds. It is expected that as part of the study the selected consultant will review 
the sewershed boundaries included in the study area and make minor adjustments if necessary. The 
study area boundary, sewershed boundaries, and sanitary sewer system components included in this 
RFP process are shown in Exhibit 1.  Current data available and provided with this RFP for the Study 
Area is provided in Exhibit 2.

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5 SCOPE OF WORK AND REQUIRED INFORMATION 

Consultants are encouraged to review in detail the preferred scope of work described herein and may 
propose deviations or alternative approaches that, in their professional judgment, will better achieve the 
project objectives. Any such deviations or alternatives must be clearly documented and justified within the 
proposal. The City will review all proposed deviations during the selection process, and, if accepted, they 
will be incorporated into the final contract scope of services. 

 Scope of Work 

The City of Madison, Engineering Division (CITY) would like to evaluate the current sanitary sewer 
system capacity within sewersheds located within the Study Area, shown in EXHIBIT 1. The engineering 
consultant selected to complete the work (CONSULTANT) shall complete an agreed upon scope of work 
to meet the following objectives:  

1) Develop a calibrated existing conditions 1-Dimensional Sanitary Sewer System Model to assess 
current system capacity and evaluate potential future projects.  
a) The CITY desires staff to be able to easily update and maintain the model(s) once completed to 

assess sanitary sewer system impacts from future individual multifamily residential developments.   
i) In areas of anticipated future developments, the CITY would like the model resolution to be 

as detailed as reasonably possible. 
ii) Models shall include main trunks and local collection systems to the extent practical.  
iii) In order to appropriately assess the system it is expected that many small mains (i.e. 8-inch 

diameter pipes) will be included throughout the model. 
iv) The sanitary system may be simplified in portions of the study area within the model(s) as 

long as the project objectives can still be met.  
b) The model(s) shall be calibrated to observed flow, level, and pump run time data. 

i) CONSULTANT will develop and implement a monitoring data collection plan to provide data 
for use in calibration of the model(s). 

ii) CONSULTANT will calibrate to dry weather conditions only and provide recommendations for 
future I&I investigations and wet weather calibration.  

c) CONSULTANT will collaborate with CITY to create a Modeling Guidance document to provide 
standardized guidelines for future sanitary sewer modeling projects.  
 

2) If able, given the anticipated project budget and timeline, the CITY would like to develop a future 
conditions analysis of the Study Area to understand system capacity limitations under future 
population projections. 

A project scope of work developed by the CITY with tasks and deliverables is provided below. If based on 
the objectives described above, the CONSULTANT feels the approach is insufficient to meet the CITY’s 
objectives, please propose an alternative scope of work to define the approach or modifications to 
individual tasks and deliverables for consideration.  All cost estimates shall refer to the specific task 
number or sub-task component as outlined in the Cost Proposal document. 

If the CONSULTANT considers the level of effort outlined here to be sufficient to meet the CITY’s goals 
but would recommend increased level of effort in some or all parts of the Study Area to meet a different 
standard, they are encouraged to scope the proposal to the level of effort outlined and provide discussion 
of the additional Tasks or Service in the Attachments/Appendices section of the CONSULTANT’s 
response to this RFP.  

Each team in response to this RFP shall prepare a detailed approach and scope of work for TASK 
4.2, to meet the City’s objectives stated above. If the team feels the remaining scope is sufficient, it is 
not necessary to restate those portions of the scope in the prepared proposal.   
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PHASE 1 PROJECT COORDINATION 
TASK 1  Progress Meetings and Coordination 

CONSULTANT will maintain communication with City Project Manager and other City Staff to ensure 
timely exchange of project information to ensure the project meets the planned schedule.  

1.1 CONSULTANT project manager and key project team members will attend the kick-off meeting and 
up to eighteen (18) additional virtual monthly progress meetings as requested by the CITY. 
CONSULTANT shall provide an agenda prior to progress meetings and prepare meeting minutes 
summarizing the discussions held during the meetings.  

1.2 CONSULTANT will attend up to six (6) additional progress meetings via conference call as-needed 
and participate in preparing meeting minutes summarizing the discussions held during the meetings.   

TASK 1 Deliverables:  
1) Cooperation and Coordination by phone or email with the City Staff as needed.  
2) Meeting agendas prior to progress meetings. 
3) Meeting minutes or summaries within 3 days of each meeting. 

PHASE 2 EXISTING CONDITIONS SEWER CAPACITY MODELING 

TASK 2 Existing Records Review  

CONSULTANT shall review available sanitary sewer system data provided by the CITY to be used in 
building, calibrating and validating the existing conditions model and provide the CITY with a summary of 
the data gaps required to complete modeling.  

2.1 CONSULTANT will review GIS records for the study area including pipes, structures, lift (pumping) 
stations, for completeness and correctness of attributes for use in building sanitary sewer system models. 

A summary of the currently available data is provided in Exhibit 2. Additional data may be made 
available as requested by CONSULTANT throughout the course of the project.  

2.2 CONSULTANT will identify data gaps in dataset for pipes, structures, lift stations, or other data crucial 
to modeling the Study Area trunk lines and critical local collection systems. CONSULTANT will provide a 
written summary of the missing data to CITY.  

TASK 2 Deliverables: 
1) Meeting with City Staff to discuss data review findings. 
2) Written summary of data gaps and coordination with City staff to develop data collection plan.  

TASK 3 Data Collection 

CONSULTANT will collect data as needed to complete model construction and dry weather calibration of 
the model(s). This includes flow/level monitoring data and field surveys. Data collection is expected to 
occur concurrently with other tasks.  

3.1 CONSULTANT will coordinate with CITY to develop a sanitary sewer monitoring plan for dry weather 
calibration. CITY will agree to plan prior to CONSULTANT beginning data collection. 

CONSULTANT will identify the final locations for monitoring; CITY does not anticipate a need to 
monitor every sewershed in the Study Area. Eleven (11) locations have initially been identified by the 
CITY for installation of monitoring, locations provided in Exhibit 2. CONSULTANT shall add or remove 
locations to the final monitoring plan as needed to obtain sufficient data to complete model 
calibration.  

Monitoring equipment and methods are to be determined by CONSULTANT and agreed to by CITY 
prior to beginning work.   

Plan documentation shall include mapped monitoring locations, the structure ID or Pipe ID to be 
monitored, a description of the sensor(s) to be installed, duration of anticipated data collection at each 
location, and a written description of the installation methods for each sensor type.  
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Monitoring Plan shall account for and describe contingency plans for if dry weather periods are 
insufficient to accurately characterize dry weather sanitary flows. 

3.2 CONSULTANT shall complete equipment calibration, installation, data downloading, and removal of 
all monitoring equipment. 

CONSULTANT shall assume that up to twenty (20) total locations will be monitored for a duration of 
at least 3 weeks. It is expected that multiple locations will be monitored concurrently. CONSULTANT 
shall develop an estimated cost per monitoring site. This cost shall be included in the attached Cost 
Proposal document. Payment will be based on the final actual number of locations monitored. 

If more than twenty (20) locations are determined to be needed, each location will be paid at the per 
site cost in the Cost Proposal document. The monitoring of the additional sites shall not begin until 
agreed to by CITY in writing. 

CONSULTANT will be responsible for providing all necessary equipment and supplies to complete 
equipment installation.  

CONSLUTANT will be responsible for traffic control related to monitoring equipment installation and 
removal. All signing and barricading shall conform to Part VI of the Federal Highways Administrations 
“Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices” (MUTCD), the State of Wisconsin Standard Facilities 
Development Manual (including Chapter 16 – Standard Detail Drawings) and the City of Madison 
Standards for sidewalk and bikeway closures. 

The CONSULTANT shall submit an acceptable Traffic Control Plan for work on any street classified 
as a “collector”, any street with a Metro Transit bus route, or as requested by the Engineer. The 
Traffic Control Plan shall include any necessary detour routes, signing and schedule with the dates of 
lane closures. 

3.3 CONSULTANT will develop a survey data collection plan to complete necessary field survey to fill 
data gaps in GIS records, to be reviewed and accepted by the CITY prior to data collection, based on 
work completed in TASK 2. CITY will attempt to provide PDF plans, as-builts, or other records for areas 
with missing information in the GIS database. However, plans may not be available for all areas.  

3.4 CONSULTANT will complete field surveys of existing pipes and structures with missing data as 
identified in the data collection plan, in coordination with CITY staff.  

CONSULTANT shall assume 60 hours of survey work to be completed and provide an hourly rate for 
survey collection for initial budgeting of this task. However, survey work will be paid based on the 
actual level of effort required.  

If it is determined that additional survey work is needed based on the data collection plan developed 
in TASK 3.3, CONSULTANT shall provide CITY with an estimate of the number of hours necessary to 
complete the work.  Survey will be billed to CITY at the hourly rate provided in the Cost Proposal 
Document. Additional survey work shall not begin until agreed to by CITY in writing. 

All survey data collected by CONSULTANT shall be provided to the CITY as a CSV file and GIS 
dataset (incorporated into the sanitary sewer GIS records). 

3.5 Prepare request for water use records from the City of Madison Water Utility, for use in developing 
sanitary sewer baseflows and peaking factors under dry weather conditions.  

Water use records can be obtained on a parcel-by-parcel basis at resolutions down to hourly.  

It is anticipated that any data requests may take 4-6 weeks to complete. The required time to respond 
to the request will be proportional to the amount of data requested. CONSULTANT shall coordinate 
with CITY to determine appropriate level of data request. 

TASK 3 Deliverables: 
1) Sanitary Sewer Monitoring Plan Description  
2) Monitoring Equipment installation and flow/level data collection 
3) Survey Data Collection Plan. 
4) Written requests for any water use data to collect from City of Madison Water Utility.  
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5) Survey Revised GIS Database pipe/structure inverts and sizes as surveyed during data 
collection.  

TASK 4 Existing Conditions Model Development  

CONSULTANT will conduct hydraulic modeling as described in this scope of work using a software 
platform and version agreed to by the CITY in writing prior to model construction. The modeling version 
shall not change after the model is determined by the CITY to be calibrated. The CITY currently has 
licenses of XPSWMM (up to 2024.2), PCSWMM (up to 7.7.3920), and is anticipating one seat of 
Infoworks ICM starting in early 2026. The City has a preference to complete modeling in PCSWMM, other 
platforms will be considered if CITY agrees to justification provided by CONSULTANT.  

CONSULTANT will also use and generate GIS data and map documents as needed for the project. The 
CITY utilizes the ESRI ArcGIS platform; if the CITY uses different versions than the CONSULTANT, 
CONSULTANT will save files to version the CITY has access to. Currently, the CITY has access to 
ArcGIS 10.8.2 and ArcPro up to Version 2.9.7. 

4.1 CONSULTANT will review the sanitary system and sewershed boundaries included in the identified 
study area and make minor adjustments to Study Area boundary as necessary. 

4.2 CONSULTANT will build 1-dimensional model network including CITY owned structures, pipes, 
inverts, connectivity, and lift stations as needed to evaluate the existing system capacity.  

THE CONSULTANT SHALL PROVIDE, WITH THE RFP, A DETAILED APPROACH FOR TASK 4.2TO 
BE INCOPORATED INTO THIS SCOPE TO MEET THE OBJECTIVES DESCRIBED HEREIN. AFTER 
CITY SELECTS THE PREFERRED CONSULTANT, AN AGREED APON SCOPE OF WORK WILL BE 
INCORPORATED INTO THIS TASK FOR INCLUSION IN THE CONTRACT. 

CITY OBJECTIVES/ASSUMPTIONS: 

Within the areas of anticipated future development, the desire is for the model resolution to enable 
City to quickly and easily add individual future developments to assess sanitary sewer impacts and 
plan for future system upgrades. This may include resolution down the individual parcel level, if 
feasible.  

An “Anticipated Population Growth – Highest Model Resolution” boundary has been provided in 
Exhibit 1 where the City anticipates that the highest level of resolution will be needed to achieve these 
objectives. The anticipated areas of growth are the UW campus area and the E. Washington Ave. 
Corridor. The Campus area has experienced rapid growth with high density apartment development.  
E. Washington Ave has also experienced rapid growth from the Capitol up to First Street.  Now with 
the new Transit-Oriented Development Overlay Zoning along the Bus Rapid Transit (BRT), we 
anticipate significant population growth along the BRT corridor to continue. The final area of more 
detailed model resolution is expected to be adjusted and refined throughout the study as needed.  

Sewer contributing areas may be aggregated as needed to simplify modeling based on land use, flow 
monitoring, or other reasons as justified. Prior to finalizing existing conditions model construction 
CONSULTANT shall provide city a summary of the areas proposed to be aggregated or simplified. 

Consultant may complete analysis of the study area with one or multiple models.  

Modeling of MMSD owned interceptors does not need to be completed. CITY assumes MMSD mains 
have sufficient sewer capacity.  

During the course of the project the CONSULTANT will coordinate with the CITY on modeling 
decisions not explicitly noted in this scope of work, to be documented in a Modeling Guidance 
Document (See TASK 7.4) City will provide guidance on preferred naming conventions based on GIS 
records. 

4.3 Calculate estimated dry weather flows to model loading nodes using water use data or other 
methodologies and apply peaking factors or diurnal curves reflecting local usage patterns. Contributing 
basins to loading nodes shall be mapped in a shapefile or feature class format. 
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4.4 Review flow and level monitoring data collected in TASK 3, and pump run time data provided by CITY 
for dry weather calibration. Evaluate need for detailed I&I investigations and potential for future wet 
weather calibration of model.  

4.5 CONSULTANT will meet with CITY to discuss recommendations for future I&I analysis and Rainfall 
Derived Inflow and Infiltration (RDII) estimation. CITY does not anticipate sufficient data will be collected 
for wet weather calibration of model(s) prior to completion of hydraulic model construction. 

TASK 4 Deliverables:  
1) Non-Calibrated Existing Conditions Model input files for review by CITY. 
2) Dry weather flow calculations for CITY review in tabular and GIS format.  
3) Recommendations on future detailed I&I analysis and wet weather calibration study approach 

and data collection needs. 

TASK 5 Dry Weather Model Calibration and Validation 

CONSULTANT will execute models and adjust model parameters to match model results to observed 
monitoring flow and level meters. 

5.1 CITY and CONSULTANT shall agree in writing to a target performance metric for dry weather flows 
and volumes prior to beginning calibration.  

5.2 CONSULTANT will adjust model parameters including peaking factors, diurnal curves, system 
roughness, or other model parameters as needed to match observed flow, level, and pump data to 
calibrate existing conditions model. 

5.3 Summarize calibration performance metrics for all monitoring locations in a technical memo. CITY will 
review and accept calibration prior to CONSULTANT moving on to TASK 6.  

TASK 5 Deliverables 
1) Written agreement of target calibration performance metrics for peak flows and volumes. 
2) Technical memo describing calibration approach and summarizing performance metrics.  
3) Final hydraulic model and input files with calibration adjustments.   

TASK 6 Existing Conditions Capacity Assessment 

6.1 CONSULTANT will execute simulations using calibrated dry weather flow conditions to identify 
hydraulic deficiencies, surcharging, or restricted flow under peak dry weather loads.  

6.2 Identify pipes, manholes, or lift stations exceeding capacity thresholds provided by CITY and provide 
a map and written documentation to CITY of capacity limitations. 

6.3 CONSULTANT will provide a final version of the calibrated hydraulic model(s) with QA/QC completed. 
If any revisions are made to the calibrated model based on subsequent tasks, updated versions shall be 
provided to the CITY. 

TASK 6 Deliverables: 
1) GIS files generated for model development.   
2) Model run summaries and sewer capacity maps. 
3) Completed pre calibration hydraulic model(s) for Study Area. 
4) Completed calibrated hydraulic model(s) for Study. 

TASK 7 Final Written Report  

CONSULTANT will prepare a detailed report that describes the system analysis including the data 
sources and assumptions used, modeling methodology, flow estimation methodology, calibration 
methodology and modeling results. Prior to completion of written existing conditions report CITY will 
determine if Additional TASK 8 and TASK 9 will be authorized.   

7.1 A draft report shall be prepared and provided to the CITY for review.  

7.2 A final report shall be prepared based on CITY review comments. If CITY authorizes TASK 8 the final 
report shall be submitted to CITY after completion of TASK 8.

2. PURPOSE. 

The purpose of this Contract is as set forth in Section 3. 
 
3. SCOPE OF SERVICES AND SCHEDULE OF PAYMENTS.

Order of Precedence: In the event of a conflict between the terms of this Contract for Purchase of Services 
and the terms of any document attached or incorporated herein, the terms of this Contract for Purchase of 
Services shall control and supersede any such conflicting term. 

 
4. TERM AND EFFECTIVE DATE. 

This Contract shall become effective upon execution by the Mayor, (or the Purchasing Agent, if authorized) 
on behalf of the City of Madison, unless another effective date is specified in the Attachment(s) incorporated 
in Section 3, however in no case shall work commence before execution by the City of Madison. The term 
of this Contract shall be  insert dates or reference attachments as needed. 

  
5. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. 

This Contract for Purchase of Services, including any and all attachments, exhibits and other documents 
referenced in Section 3 (hereafter, “Agreement” or “Contract”) is the entire Agreement of the parties and 
supersedes any and all oral contracts and negotiations between the parties. If any document referenced in 
Section 3 includes a statement that expressly or implicitly disclaims the applicability of this Contract for 
Purchase of Services, or a statement that such other document is the “entire agreement,” such statement 
shall be deemed rejected and shall not apply to this Contract. 

 
6. ASSIGNABILITY/SUBCONTRACTING. 

Contractor shall not assign or subcontract any interest or obligation under this Contract without the City's 
prior written approval. All of the services required hereunder will be performed by Contractor and employees 
of Contractor. 

 
7. DESIGNATED REPRESENTATIVE. 

Contractor designates       as Contract Agent with primary responsibility for the performance of this 
Contract. If the Contract Agent resigns, is replaced, or is no longer acting as Contract Agent for any reason, 
Contractor will notify the City in writing of the change, and propose a replacement Contract Agent within 
seven (7) calendar days. The City may accept another person as the Contract Agent or may terminate this 
Contract under Section 25, at its option.  

 
8.  PROSECUTION AND PROGRESS. 

A. Services under this Agreement shall commence upon written order from the City to the Contractor. 
This order will constitute authorization to proceed. 

B. The Contractor shall complete the services under this Agreement within the time for completion 
specified in the Scope of Services, including any amendments. The Contractor's services are 
completed when the City notifies the Contractor in writing that the services are complete and are 
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acceptable. The time for completion shall not be extended because of any delay attributable to the 
Contractor, but it may be extended by the City in the event of a delay attributable to the City, or in 
the event of unavoidable delay caused by war, insurrection, natural disaster, or other unexpected 
event beyond the control of the Contractor. If at any time the Contractor believes that the time for 
completion of the work should be extended because of unavoidable delay caused by an 
unexpected event, or because of a delay attributable to the City, the Contractor shall notify the City 
as soon as possible, but not later than seven (7) calendar days after such an event. Such notice 
shall include any justification for an extension of time and shall identify the amount of time claimed 
to be necessary to complete the work. 

C. Services by the Contractor shall proceed continuously and expeditiously through completion of 
each phase of the work. 

D. Progress reports documenting the extent of completed services shall be prepared by the Contractor 
and submitted to the City with each invoice under Section 24 of this Agreement, and at such other 
times as the City may specify.  

E. The Contractor shall notify the City in writing when the Contractor has determined that the services 
under this Agreement have been completed. When the City determines that the services are 
complete and are acceptable, the City will provide written notification to the Contractor, 
acknowledging formal acceptance of the completed services. 

 
9. AMENDMENT. 

This Contract shall be binding on the parties hereto, their respective heirs, devisees, and successors, and 
cannot be varied or waived by any oral representations or promise of any agent or other person of the 
parties hereto. Any other change in any provision of this Contract may only be made by a written 
amendment, signed by the duly authorized agent or agents who executed this Contract. 

 
10. EXTRA SERVICES. 

The City may require the Contractor to perform extra services or decreased services, according to the 
procedure set forth in Section 24. Extra services or decreased services means services which are not 
different in kind or nature from the services called for in the Scope of Services, Section 3, but which may 
increase or decrease the quantity and kind of labor or materials or expense of performing the services. 
Extra services may not increase the total Contract price, as set forth in Section 23, unless the Contract is 
amended as provided in Section 9 above.  

 
11. NO WAIVER. 

No failure to exercise, and no delay in exercising, any right, power or remedy hereunder on the part of the 
City or Contractor shall operate as a waiver thereof, nor shall any single or partial exercise of any right, 
power or remedy preclude any other or further exercise thereof or the exercise of any other right, power or 
remedy. No express waiver shall affect any event or default other than the event or default specified in such 
waiver, and any such waiver, to be effective, must be in writing and shall be operative only for the time and 
to the extent expressly provided by the City or Contractor therein. A waiver of any covenant, term or 
condition contained herein shall not be construed as a waiver of any subsequent breach of the same 
covenant, term or condition. 

 
12. NONDISCRIMINATION. 

During the term of this Contract, the Contractor agrees not to discriminate against any employee or 
applicant for employment because of race, religion, marital status, age, color, sex, handicap, national origin 
or ancestry, income level or source of income, arrest record or conviction record, less than honorable 
discharge, physical appearance, sexual orientation, gender identity, political beliefs or student status. 
Contractor further agrees not to discriminate against any subcontractor or person who offers to subcontract 
on this Contract because of race, religion, color, age, disability, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity or 
national origin. 

 
13. AFFIRMATIVE ACTION. 

 
A. The following language applies to all contractors employing fifteen (15) or more employees 
(MGO 39.02(9)(c): 
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The Contractor agrees that, within thirty (30) days after the effective date of this Contract, Contractor will 
provide to the City of Madison Department of Civil Rights (the “Department”), certain workforce utilization 
statistics, using a form provided by the City. 
 
If the Contract is still in effect, or if the City enters into a new Agreement with the Contractor, within one 
year after the date on which the form was required to be provided, the Contractor will provide updated 
workforce information using a second form, also to be furnished by the City. The second form will be 
submitted to the Department no later than one year after the date on which the first form was required to 
be provided. 
 
The Contractor further agrees that, for at least twelve (12) months after the effective date of this Contract, 
it will notify the Department of each of its job openings at facilities in Dane County for which applicants not 
already employees of the Contractor are to be considered. The notice will include a job description, 
classification, qualifications, and application procedures and deadlines, shall be provided to the City by the 
opening date of advertisement and with sufficient time for the City to notify candidates and make a timely 
referral. The Contractor agrees to interview and consider candidates referred by the Department, or an 
organization designated by the Department, if the candidate meets the minimum qualification standards 
established by the Contractor, and if the referral is timely. A referral is timely if it is received by the Contractor 
on or before the date stated in the notice. 
 
The Department will determine if a contractor is exempt from the above requirements (Sec. 13.A.) at the 
time the Request for Exemption in 13.B.(2) is made. 
 
B.  Articles of Agreement, Request for Exemption, and Release of Payment:

(1) Exempt Status: In this section, “Exempt” means the Contractor is exempt from the Articles 
of Agreement in section 13.B.(5) of this Contract and from filing an Affirmative Action plan as 
required by Section IV of the Articles of Agreement. The Department of Civil Rights (“Department”) 
makes the final determination as to whether a contractor is exempt. If the Contractor is not exempt, 
sec. 13.B.(5) shall apply and Contractor shall select option A. or B. under Article IV therein and file 
an Affirmative Action Plan. 
 
(2) Request for Exemption – Fewer Than 15 Employees: (MGO 39.02(9)(a)2.) Contractors 
who believe they are exempt based on number of employees shall submit a Request for Exemption 
on a form provided by the Department within thirty (30) days of the effective date of this Contract.

(4) Release of Payment: (MGO 39.02(9)(e)1.b.) All non-exempt contractors must have an 
approved Affirmative Action plan meeting the requirements of Article IV below on file with the 
Department within thirty (30) days of the effective date of this Contract and prior to release of 
payment by the City. Contractors that are exempt based on number of employees agree to file a 
Request for Exemption with the Department within thirty (30) days of the effective date and prior to 
release of payment by the City. 
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(5) Articles of Agreement: 

 
ARTICLE I 

 
The Contractor shall take affirmative action in accordance with the provisions of this Contract to ensure that applicants are employed, 
and that employees are treated during employment without regard to race, religion, color, age, marital status, disability, sex, sexual 
orientation, gender identity or national origin and that the employer shall provide harassment-free work environment for the realization of 
the potential of each employee. Such action shall include, but not be limited to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion or 
transfer, recruitment or recruitment advertising, layoff or termination, rates of pay or other forms of compensation and selection for training 
including apprenticeship insofar as it is within the control of the Contractor. The Contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places available 
to employees and applicants notices to be provided by the City setting out the provisions of the nondiscrimination clauses in this Contract. 
 

ARTICLE II 
 
The Contractor shall in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the Contractors state that all qualified 
or qualifiable applicants will be employed without regard to race, religion, color, age, marital status, disability, sex, sexual orientation, 
gender identity or national origin. 

 
ARTICLE III 

 
The Contractor shall send to each labor union or representative of workers with which it has a collective bargaining Agreement or other 
Contract or understanding a notice to be provided by the City advising the labor union or workers representative of the Contractor's equal 
employment opportunity and affirmative action commitments. Such notices shall be posted in conspicuous places available to employees 
and applicants for employment. 
 

ARTICLE IV 
 

(This Article applies to non-public works contracts.) 
 
The Contractor agrees that it will comply with all provisions of the Affirmative Action Ordinance of the City of Madison (MGO 39.02) 
including the Contract compliance requirements. The Contractor warrants and certifies that one of the following paragraphs is true (check 
one): 
 

 A. Contractor has prepared and has on file an affirmative action plan that meets the format requirements of Federal Revised Order 

No, 4, 41 CFR part 60-2, as established by 43 FR 51400 November 3, 1978, including appendices required by City of Madison 
ordinances or it has prepared and has on file a model affirmative action plan approved by the Madison Common Council. 

 B. Within thirty (30) days after the effective date of this Contract, Contractor will complete an affirmative action plan that meets the 

format requirements of Federal Revised Order No. 4, 41 CFR Part 60-2, as established by 43 FR 51400, November 3, 1978, 
including appendices required by City of Madison ordinance or within thirty (30) days after the effective date of this Contract, it will 
complete a model affirmative action plan approved by the Madison Common Council. 

 C.  Contractor believes it is exempt from filing an affirmative action plan because it has fewer than fifteen (15) employees and has 

filed, or will file within thirty (30) days after the effective date of this Contract, a form required by the City to confirm exempt status 
based on number of employees. If the City determines that Contractor is not exempt, the Articles of Agreement will apply. 

 D. Contractor believes it is exempt from filing an affirmative action plan because its annual aggregate business with the City for the 

calendar year in which the contract is in effect is less than fifty thousand dollars ($50,000), or for another reason listed in MGO 
39.02(9)(a)2. If the City determines that Contractor is not exempt, the Articles of Agreement will apply. 

 
ARTICLE V 

 
(This Article applies only to public works contracts.) 

 
The Contractor agrees that it will comply with all provisions of the Affirmative Action Ordinance of the City of Madison, including the 
Contract compliance requirements. The Contractor agrees to submit the model affirmative action plan for public works Contractors in a 
form approved by the Director of Affirmative Action. 
 

ARTICLE VI 
 
The Contractor will maintain records as required by Section 39.02(9)(f) of the Madison General Ordinances and will provide the City's 
Department of Affirmative Action with access to such records and to persons who have relevant and necessary information, as provided 
in Section 39.02(9)(f). The City agrees to keep all such records confidential, except to the extent that public inspection is required by law. 
 

ARTICLE VII 
 
In the event of the Contractor's or subcontractor's failure to comply with the Equal Employment Opportunity and Affirmative Action 
provisions of this Contract or Sections 39.03 and 39.02 of the Madison General Ordinances, it is agreed that the City at its option may do 
any or all of the following: 
 
A. Cancel, terminate or suspend this Contract in whole or in part. 
B. Declare the Contractor ineligible for further City contracts until the Affirmative Action requirements are met. 
C. Recover on behalf of the City from the prime Contractor 0.5 percent of the Contract award price for each week that such party fails 

or refuses to comply, in the nature of liquidated damages, but not to exceed a total of five percent (5%) of the Contract pr ice, or 
ten thousand dollars ($10,000), whichever is less. Under public works contracts, if a subcontractor is in noncompliance, the City 
may recover liquidated damages from the prime Contractor in the manner described above. The preceding sentence shall not be 
construed to prohibit a prime Contractor from recovering the amount of such damage from the noncomplying subcontractor. 

 
ARTICLE VIII 

 
(This Article applies to public works contracts only.) 

 
The Contractor shall include the above provisions of this Contract in every subcontract so that such provisions will be binding upon each 
subcontractor. The Contractor shall take such action with respect to any subcontractor as necessary to enforce such provisions, including 
sanctions provided for noncompliance. 
 

ARTICLE IX 
 
The Contractor shall allow the maximum feasible opportunity to small business enterprises to compete for any subcontracts entered into 
pursuant to this Contract. (In federally funded contracts the terms "DBE, MBE, and WBE" shall be substituted for the term "small business" 
in this Article.) 
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14.  SEVERABILITY. 
It is mutually agreed that in case any provision of this Contract is determined by any court of law to be 
unconstitutional, illegal or unenforceable, it is the intention of the parties that all other provisions of this 
Contract remain in full force and effect. 

 
15. NOTICES. 

All notices to be given under the terms of this Contract shall be in writing and signed by the person serving 
the notice and shall be sent registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, postage prepaid, or hand 
delivered to the addresses of the parties listed below:

16. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AND TAX INFORMATION. 
 It is agreed that Contractor is an independent contractor and not an employee of the City, and any persons 

who the Contractor utilizes or provides for services under this Contract not employees of the City of 
Madison. 

 
 Contractor shall provide its taxpayer identification number (or social security number) to the 

Finance Director, 210 Martin Luther King Jr. Blvd, Room 406, Madison, WI 53703, prior to payment. 
The Contractor is informed that as an independent contractor, Contractor may have a responsibility to make 
estimated tax returns, file tax returns, pay income taxes and make social security payments on the amounts 
received under this Contract. No amounts will be withheld by the City for these purposes and payment of 
taxes and making social security payments are solely the responsibility and obligation of the Contractor. 
The Contractor is further informed that they may be subject to civil and/or criminal penalties if they fail to 
properly report income and pay taxes and social security taxes on the amount received under this Contract. 

 
17. GOODWILL. 

Any and all goodwill arising out of this Contract inures solely to the benefit of the City; Contractor waives 
all claims to benefit of such goodwill. 

 
18.  THIRD PARTY RIGHTS. 

This Contract is intended to be solely between the parties hereto. No part of this Contract shall be construed 
to add, supplement, amend, abridge or repeal existing rights, benefits or privileges of any third party or 
parties, including but not limited to employees of either of the parties. 

 
19.  AUDIT AND RETAINING OF DOCUMENTS. 

The Contractor agrees to provide all reports requested by the City including, but not limited to, financial 
statements and reports, reports and accounting of services rendered, and any other reports or documents 
requested. Financial and service reports shall be provided according to a schedule (when applicable) to be 
included in this Contract. Any other reports or documents shall be provided within five (5) working days 
after the Contractor receives the City's written requests, unless the parties agree in writing on a longer 
period. Payroll records and any other documents relating to the performance of services under the terms 
of this Contract shall be retained by the Contractor for a period of three (3) years after completion of all 
work under this Contract, in order to be available for audit by the City or its designee. 
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20. CHOICE OF LAW, VENUE, AND FORUM SELECTION. 

This Contract shall be governed by and construed, interpreted, and enforced in accordance with the laws 
of the State of Wisconsin, without regard to conflict of law principles.  For any claim or suit or other dispute 
relating to this Contract that cannot be mutually resolved informally, the venue shall be Dane County, 
Wisconsin, and the parties agree to submit themselves to the jurisdiction of a court of competent jurisdiction 
in said venue, to the exclusion of any other forum that may have jurisdiction over such a dispute according 
to any law. 

 
21. COMPLIANCE WITH APPLICABLE LAWS. 

The Contractor shall become familiar with, and shall at all times comply with and observe all federal, state, 
and local laws, ordinances, and regulations which in any manner affect the services or conduct of the 
Contractor and its agents and employees. 

 
22. CONFLICT OF INTEREST. 

A. The Contractor warrants that it and its agents and employees have no public or private interest, 
and will not acquire directly or indirectly any such interest, which would conflict in any manner with 
the performance of the services under this Agreement. 

B. The Contractor shall not employ or Contract with any person currently employed by the City for any 
services included under the provisions of this Agreement. 

 
23.  COMPENSATION. 

It is expressly understood and agreed that in no event will the total compensation under this Contract 
exceed $       . 

 
24.  BASIS FOR PAYMENT. 
 A. GENERAL. 

(1) The City will pay the Contractor for the completed and accepted services rendered under 
this Contract on the basis and at the Contract price set forth in Section 23 of this Contract. 
The City will pay the Contractor for completed and approved "extra services", if any, if such 
"extra services" are authorized according to the procedure established in this section. The 
rate of payment for "extra services" shall be the rate established in this Contract. Such 
payment shall be full compensation for services rendered and for all labor, material, 
supplies, equipment and incidentals necessary to complete the services. 

(2) The Contractor shall submit invoices, on the form or format approved by the City and as 
may be further specified in Section 3 of this Contract. The City will pay the Contractor in 
accordance with the schedule, if any, set forth in Section 3. The final invoice, if applicable, 
shall be submitted to the City within three months of completion of services under this 
Agreement. 

(3) Should this Agreement contain more than one service, a separate invoice and a separate 
final statement shall be submitted for each individual service. 

(4) Payment shall not be construed as City acceptance of unsatisfactory or defective services 
or improper materials.  

(5) Final payment of any balance due the Contractor will be made upon acceptance by the 
City of the services under the Agreement and upon receipt by the City of documents 
required to be returned or to be furnished by the Contractor under this Agreement. 

(6) The City has the equitable right to set off against any sum due and payable to the 
Contractor under this Agreement, any amount the City determines the Contractor owes the 
City, whether arising under this Agreement or under any other Agreement or otherwise. 

(7) Compensation in excess of the total Contract price will not be allowed unless authorized 
by an amendment under Section 9, AMENDMENT. 

(8) The City will not compensate for unsatisfactory performance by the Contractor. 
B. SERVICE ORDERS, EXTRA SERVICE, OR DECREASED SERVICE. 

(1) Written orders regarding the services, including extra services or decreased services, will 
be given by the City, using the procedure set forth in Section 15, NOTICES. 

(2) The City may, by written order, request extra services or decreased services, as defined in 
Section 10 of this Contract. Unless the Contractor believes the extra services entitle it to 
extra compensation or additional time, the Contractor shall proceed to furnish the 
necessary labor, materials, and professional services to complete the services within the 
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time limits specified in the Scope of Services, Section 3 of this Agreement, including any 
amendments under Section 9 of this Agreement. 

(3) If in the Contractor's opinion the order for extra service would entitle it to extra 
compensation or extra time, or both, the Contractor shall not proceed to carry out the extra 
service, but shall notify the City, pursuant to Section 15 of this Agreement. The notification 
shall include the justification for the claim for extra compensation or extra time, or both, 
and the amount of additional fee or time requested. 

(4) The City shall review the Contractor's submittal and respond in writing, either authorizing 
the Contractor to perform the extra service, or refusing to authorize it . The Contractor shall 
not receive additional compensation or time unless the extra compensation is authorized 
by the City in writing. 

 
25.  DEFAULT/TERMINATION. 

A. In the event Contractor shall default in any of the covenants, agreements, commitments, or 
conditions herein contained, and any such default shall continue unremedied for a period of ten 
(10) days after written notice thereof to Contractor, the City may, at its option and in addition to all 
other rights and remedies which it may have at law or in equity against Contractor, including 
expressly the specific enforcement hereof, forthwith have the cumulative right to immediately 
terminate this Contract and all rights of Contractor under this Contract. 

B. Notwithstanding paragraph A., above, the City may in its sole discretion and without any reason 
terminate this Agreement at any time by furnishing the Contractor with ten (10) days' written notice 
of termination. In the event of termination under this subsection, the City will pay for all work 
completed by the Contractor and accepted by the City. 

 
26. INDEMNIFICATION AND HOLD HARMLESS. 

A. Indemnification. Subject to Wis. Stat. Sec. 443.20, the Contractor shall be liable to and hereby 
agrees to indemnify the City of Madison, and its officers, officials, agents, and employees against 
all loss or expense (including attorney’s fees) by reason of any claims, suits, liability, demands, 
losses, costs, damages, and expenses of every kind and description upon the City or its officers, 
officials, agents or employees for (i) losses proximately caused by the Contractor’s and/or any 
subcontractor’s negligent performance of the design professional services and only such losses 
that do not exceed the proportion of a loss caused by the negligent performance, and (ii) damages 
caused by Contractor’s and/or any subcontractor’s acts or omissions if such acts or omissions 
involve reckless, wanton, or intentional misconduct. 

B. Hold Harmless. The Contractor agrees to hold harmless the City of Madison and its officers, 
officials, agents and employees from any and all claims, suits, liability, demands, losses, costs, 
damages, and expenses of every kind and description, arising from the negligent acts or omissions 
of the Contractor, its officers, officials, employees, or agents. 

C. Survivability. This section 26 shall survive the termination or expiration of this Contract. 
27. INSURANCE. 

A. The Contractor will insure, and will require each subcontractor to insure, as indicated, against the 
following risks to the extent stated below. The Contractor shall not commence work under this 
Contract, nor shall the Contractor allow any Subcontractor to commence work on its Subcontract, 
until the insurance coverage required below has been obtained and approved by the City Risk 
Manager, under the procedures in Section 27.C., below. 

 
 Commercial General Liability 
 The Contractor shall procure and maintain during the life of this Contract, Commercial General Liability 

insurance including, but not limited to bodily injury, property damage, personal injury, and products and 
completed operations (unless determined to be inapplicable by the Risk Manager) in an amount not less 
than $1,000,000 per occurrence. This policy shall also provide contractual liability in the same amount. 
Contractor’s coverage shall be primary and non-contributory and list the City of Madison, its officers, 
officials, agents and employees as additional insureds. Contractor shall require all subcontractors under 
this Contract (if any) to procure and maintain insurance meeting the above criteria, applying on a primary 
basis and listing the City of Madison, its officers, officials, agents and employees as additional insureds. 

 
 Automobile Liability 

The Contractor shall procure and maintain during the life of this Contract Business Automobile Liability 
insurance covering owned, non-owned and hired automobiles with limits of not less than $1,000,000 
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combined single limit per accident. Contractor shall require all subcontractors under this Contract (if any) 
to procure and maintain insurance covering each subcontractor and meeting the above criteria. 

 
 Worker's Compensation 

The Contractor shall procure and maintain during the life of this Contract statutory Workers’ Compensation 
insurance as required by the State of Wisconsin. The Contractor shall also carry Employers Liability limits 
of at least $100,000 Each Accident, $100,000 Disease – Each Employee, and $500,000 Disease – Policy 
Limit.

The Contractor and/or Insurer shall give the City thirty (30) days advance 
written notice of cancellation, non-renewal or material changes to any of the above-required policies 
during the term of this Contract.

Answer 1: The City has $500,000 dedicated in the 2026 operating budget for sanitary sewer modeling.

Answer 2: The City is open to Consultants proposing additional scope tasks from what was provided in the 
RFP, which could include a software selection workshop. The costs and details of the additional tasks
should be summarized as described in the RFP. However, as stated in the RFP, the City would like to 
maintain the model(s) upon completion of construction and calibration; and therefore, has a strong 
preference for using software that we already have budgeted for, have available seats of, and has been 
approved by our IT department for City use. The three software packages listed in the RFP currently meet 
those conditions and we feel will be able to be used to meet our study objectives. Strong justification is 
expected to be needed if we were to deviate from that list.

Parks Superintendent Eric Knepp is requesting the recreation of a 0.75 FTE Parks Worker 
position, #4656, (CG16/R04P), currently vacant, to a 1.0 FTE position to provide added 
coverage and flexibility for increased needs related to Mall Concourse maintenance 
operations, including for recently added assets such as Lakefront Porch and Capital Centre 
Courtyard. 

Following a review of the submitted materials, I recommend the 75% Parks Worker position 
(part-time class F206) be recreated as a 100% position in full-time classification F205 to 
better meet the needs of the Parks Division. Parks has been employing seasonal staff to 
support maintenance operations for recently added assets; however, in order to maintain 
consistent and high quality standards, Parks feels that these areas would be better served 
through the recreation of the permanent part-time Parks Worker position into an additional 
permanent full-time position. The Parks Division currently has four filled permanent full-
time Parks Worker positions. In order to meet the customer service and maintenance 
needs associated with an increased service area, extra hours of work are needed for this 
part-time position. This increase in FTE will allow for more flexibility in scheduling and 
better meet service demands. As the position is currently vacant, the request is 
appropriate at this time to attract a wider pool of applicants through the additional benefits 
(health insurance, Wisconsin Retirement System, etc.) that will be available. 

Recreation of a 0.75 FTE Parks Worker position to a higher level FTE may be authorized 
directly by the Finance Committee, according to Mayoral APM 2-4. Therefore, I am 
recommending recreation of a 0.75 FTE permanent part-time Parks Worker position, #4656, 
to a 1.0 FTE position in the full-time classification, within the Parking Division operating 
budget. The necessary resolution to implement this recommendation has been drafted.

Project Description: 

The proposed project is a mixed-use development featuring 260 residential units, a ground-level lobby 

and leasing area, and retail tenant space. Resident amenities will be located on Level 11 and include a 

clubhouse, fitness room, and an outdoor amenity deck with a pool. The building’s east side will rise 10 

stories and feature a rooftop amenity deck, while the west side will reach 15 stories. Two ground-floor 
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units will be designed in a walk-up style, with the remaining residences ranging from studio to five-

bedroom apartments.  

 

The project is designed to utilize the recently adopted downtown height ordinance amendment, enabling 

additional floors in exchange for dedicating 10% of the beds to students in need of financial assistance. 

These designated beds will be offered at a discounted rental rate through collaboration with the University 

of Wisconsin. 

 

Parking will be provided in two levels of structured parking between the ground floor and basement, with 

access via a single entrance on Gilman Street. Long-term bike parking will be available in dedicated 

parking rooms on the ground floor and in the basement, while short-term bike parking will be located 

along Gilman Street and the sidewalks on the east and south sides of the project.  
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Project Description (Cont.): 

The architectural design is composed of two distinct masses. The first, or base mass, features four 

differentiated elevations to break up the street façade. One of these façades will pay homage to  the 

existing 433 West Gilman / Stratford Apartments architecture in an effort to honor the neighborhood’s 

character. The rest of the base mass will be primarily constructed with brick veneer to further harmonize 

with the surrounding context. 

 

The second mass begins at Level 5 and is set back from the base with varying heights to create visual 

interest. Its façade will consist of a window wall system incorporating a mix of clear glazing, spandrel 

glass, and composite metal panels. Vertical and horizontal articulation will be achieved through window 

wall glazing wrapping the building and balconies that punctuate and break up the upper façade.

Adopted Plan & Review Standards: 

The proposed development aligns closely with the principles outlined in the City of Madison Downtown 

Plan, advancing its vision for a vibrant, walkable, and contextually sensitive urban core. The design 

thoughtfully integrates urban design, neighborhood context, and architectural continuity to strengthen the 

public realm and contribute to downtown’s evolving identity. 

 

At the street level, a transparent lobby and active retail frontage enhances pedestrian vitality in keeping 

with the Plan’s call for animated, people-oriented streets. Service areas are discreetly recessed to preserve 

an uninterrupted pedestrian experience, while the building base reinterprets the façade of 433 West 

Gilman, extending its established rhythm and materials across the frontage. Awnings and canopies 

provide weather protection and reinforce a cohesive streetscape character consistent with the Plan’s 

recommendations for human-scaled design. 

 

The building’s massing responds directly to its surroundings, employing a stepped podium and tower to 

minimize perceived height and maintain compatibility with adjacent structures. The inclusion of 

affordable student housing supports the Plan’s goals for a diverse and inclusive residential downtown, 

while contributing to increased density in a thoughtfully calibrated manner. The tiered height strategy 

follows Madison’s Downtown Height Map, transitioning from 8 stories near State Street to 11 stories 

mid-block, and culminating in a 15-story volume on the west. The design carefully respects the Capitol 

Viewshed height limit of 187’-2 1/2” above Gilman Street, ensuring the skyline remains harmonious with 

the city’s iconic silhouette. 
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Conditional Use Approval Standards: 

1. The establishment, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use will not be detrimental to or 

endanger the public health, safety, or general welfare. 

▪ The proposed mixed-use development, which includes internal vehicular parking, is compatible 

and consistent with the surrounding uses and will not create conditions detrimental to public 

health, safety, or general welfare. 

 

2. The City is able to provide municipal services to the property where the conditional use is proposed, 

given due consideration of the cost of providing those services. 

▪ The subject property is already served by existing municipal infrastructure, and the proposed 

conditional use will not place undue demand on the services.  

 

3. The uses, values, and enjoyment of other property in the neighborhood for purposes already 

established will not be substantially impaired or diminished in any foreseeable manner. 

▪ The proposed project is compatible and consistent with surrounding uses and is not anticipated to 

impair or diminish the existing uses, values, or enjoyment of neighboring properties in any 

foreseeable manner. 

 

4. The establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and 

improvement of the surrounding property for uses permitted in the district. 

▪ The proposed conditional use is compatible and consistent with surrounding properties and will 

not hinder the normal and orderly development or improvement of nearby properties for 

permitted uses within the district. 

 

5. Adequate utilities, access roads, drainage, parking supply, internal circulation improvements, 

including but not limited to vehicular, pedestrian, bicycle, public transit, and other necessary site 

improvements have been or are being provided.  

▪ The proposed project includes the necessary site improvements to adequately support the 

development without adverse impacts on surrounding properties. 

 

6. The conditional use conforms to all applicable regulations of the district in which it is located. 

▪ The proposed project meets the standards of the UMX zoning district and downtown plan. 

 

7. When applying the above standards to an application by a community living arrangement, the Plan 

Commission shall:  

▪ Not Applicable. Community living is not proposed.  

 

8. When applying the above standards to any new construction of a building or an addition to an 

existing building the Plan Commission shall find that the project creates an environment of sustained 

aesthetic desirability compatible with the existing or intended character of the area and the statement 

of purpose for the zoning district. In order to find that this standard is met, the Plan Commission may 

require the applicant to submit plans to the Urban Design Commission for comment and 

recommendation. 

▪ The project team met with the Design Assistance Team (DAT) on July 17 and August 4, 2025, to 

receive guidance on the design direction. The proposed project is now being submitted to the 

Urban Design Commission (UDC) review and consideration.  
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Conditional Use Approval Standards (Cont.): 

9. When applying the above standards to an application for a reduction in off‐street parking  

requirements, the Plan Commission shall consider and give decisive weight to all relevant facts, 

including but not limited to, the availability and accessibility of alternative parking; impact on 

adjacent residential neighborhoods; existing or potential shared parking arrangements; number of 

residential parking permits issued for the area; proximity to transit routes and/or bicycle paths and 

provision of bicycle racks; the proportion of the total parking required that is represented by the 

requested reduction; the proportion of the total parking required that is decreased by Sec. 28.141. 

The characteristics of the use, including hours of operation and peak parking demand times design 

and maintenance of off‐street parking that will be provided; and whether the proposed use is now or 

a small addition to an existing use. 

▪ The proposed project meets the vehicle and bicycle parking requirements for the Urban Mixed 

Use (UMX) zoning district as illustrated on the Development Matrix included in this packet. The 

site is situated near transit routes, bicycle paths, and vehicle sharing stations.  

 

10. When applying the above standards to telecommunication facilities, the Plan Commission shall 

consider the review of the application by a professional engineer required by Sec. 28.143.

11. When applying the above standards to an application for height in excess of that allowed in the 

district, the Plan Commission shall consider recommendations in adopted plans; the impact on 

surrounding properties, including height, mass, orientation, shadows and view; architectural quality 

and amenities; the relationship of the proposed building(s) with adjoining streets, alleys, and public 

rights of ways; and the public interest in exceeding the district height limits.

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Downtown Design Guidelines: 

Site Design + Building Placement 

Orientation: 

The development reinforces the urban block with a consistent street wall and tiered massing that supports 

residential density while respecting neighborhood scale. At the street level, a transparent lobby and active 

retail frontage enhance pedestrian vitality. A parking garage and service areas are discreetly recessed to 

preserve an uninterrupted pedestrian experience, while the building base reinterprets the façade of 433 

West Gilman, extending its established rhythm and materials across the frontage. Awnings and canopies 

integrate signage, provide weather protection, and reinforce a cohesive streetscape character, contributing 

to a contextually appropriate and engaging public realm. 

 

Access + Site Circulation: 

The primary entrances for both the residential lobby and retail spaces are located along Gilman Street, 

offering a transparent and direct visual connection to the active interior spaces while creating a 

welcoming street presence. Service functions, including garage and refuse access, are recessed from view 

to minimize their impact and preserve the integrity of the streetscape. Vehicle parking is provided at the 

ground level and within the basement, while bicycle parking is available along Gilman Street, on the east 

sidewalk, and within the open area on the south side of the project. Long-term bicycle parking is 

accommodated on the ground floor and in the basement. 

 

Useable Open Space – Residential Development: 

The project prioritizes resident well-being through a variety of open spaces, including three (3) internal 

courtyards that bring natural light into the building’s core and create calm, inviting areas for study and 

gathering. Balconies provide private outdoor access and reinforce the building’s architectural rhythm, 

while a landscaped amenity deck on Level 11 offers active recreational space with expansive views of 

Madison. Together, these features enhance livability and strengthen the building’s overall design 

integrity. 

 

Landscaping: 

Landscaping along Gilman Street will enhance the streetscape character through a native planting 

approach that complements the surrounding context. The east walkway and south open space will feature 

contextual landscaping and site-sensitive detailing designed to enrich the project’s identity while fostering 

a safe and welcoming environment. 

 

Lighting: 

Lighting will be designed to create a comfortable neighborhood ambiance while enhancing site safety and 

reinforcing the project’s overall visual cohesion. Special attention will be given to light the ground floor 

around the entire building to enhance safety.

Architecture 

Massing: 

The building’s massing responds directly to its surroundings, employing a stepped podium and towner to 

minimize perceived height and maintain compatibility with adjacent structures. The tiered height strategy 

follows Madison’s Downtown District Maximum Height Map, transitioning from 8 stories near State 

Street to a 15-story volume near the taller, higher-density neighborhood to the west. 

 

Building Components: 

The design establishes a contextually grounded base by reinterpreting the rhythm and materiality of the 

façade at 433 West Gilman, anchoring the building within its streetscape. Above, the tower introduces a 

composition of glass, spandrel, and metal panel elements, articulated by balconies that modulate the 

massing and create a dynamic vertical expression. Together, the base and upper volumes maintain visual 

continuity through proportion, alignment, and material transitions, resulting in a cohesive architectural 

composition that responds to both scale and context. 

 

Visual Interest: 

The building is articulated with base, middle, and top components, establishing a strong urban presence 

and sense of scale. The brick and glass base anchors the structure within the streetscape, while a step-back 

at Level 5 introduces a vertical rhythm of glass and metal panels articulated by balcony projections. This 

transition emphasizes the shift in material expression and culminates in a continuous ribbon of glass at the 

top floor, creating a visually cohesive and contemporary skyline profile. 

 

Door and Window Openings: 

The project draws inspiration from the façade of 433 West Gilman and establishes a base that aligns with 

the scale, rhythm, and material character of the surrounding streetscape. Above, a composition of glass, 

spandrel, and metal panels reflects design elements found in neighboring buildings, allowing the overall 

form to engage both its context and the evolving architectural language of the district. 

 

Building Materials: 

The design employs a refined palette of high-quality, durable materials that create visual interest and 

establish a distinct architectural identity, while remaining responsive to the character of the surrounding 

built environment. 

 

Terminal Views and Highly-Visible Corners: 

Although the site is not positioned at a major intersection or terminus, the design emphasizes the 

building’s presence through its form and orientation, making thoughtful use of available views to 

reinforce the prominence of the site within the downtown core. 

 

Awnings and Canopies: 

Awnings and canopies are thoughtfully integrated into the building’s design to complement its 

architectural expression. Incorporating signage within these elements provides weather protection and 

enhances the building’s material and textural richness without obscuring its architectural character. 
 

Signage: 

Signage will be thoughtfully integrated into the building’s overall design, complementing the architecture 

and reinforcing its cohesive identity. We anticipate signage will be incorporated within awnings and 

canopies, signage will be simple, well-conceived, and compatible with the project’s materials, scale, and 

detailing. Future submissions will ensure compliance with the City’s sign control ordinance in Chapter 31 

MGO, and to maintain visual harmony and regulatory compliance.

The site slopes down from west to east and Sherman Avenue is approximately six feet higher than Fordem Avenue. 
Because of the way building heights are measured outside of Downtown, and because, for zoning purposes, 
Sherman Avenue is the front of this building, the proposed building is considered to be five stories, though the 
lower level is exposed on Fordem Avenue and the eastern elevation appears to be six stories. The building’s 
maximum height measured from the Sherman Avenue façade, which is the front-yard for zoning purposes, is 63’ 
10 ½”. The maximum height measured from the Fordem Avenue façade is 69’ 10 ½”. Two brick-clad vertical 
elements are located along McGuire Street, set back from the Sherman Avenue and Fordem Avenue facades by 
approximately 10 feet and 15 feet, respectively, are two feet taller than the rest of the building’s parapet. 
 
The dwelling unit makeup of the 86 units includes 15 studios, 54 one-bedroom units, 16 two-bedroom units, and 
one three-bedroom unit. Three units on the first floor have private entrances with direct access to the McGuire 
Street sidewalk. One first-floor unit has only interior access. The other 82 dwelling units are located on floors two 
through five. The second floor also includes a club room with access to an outdoor patio. The building contains 87 
vehicle parking stalls in two parking decks, which do not connect. The 49-stall lower parking deck is accessed via 
a driveway on Fordem Avenue and the 38-stall upper deck is accessed via Sherman Avenue. Additionally, there 
are 88 indoor bicycle parking stalls and 12 outdoor short-term bicycle parking stalls. 
 
Principal façade materials are a sage lap siding and a cream brick veneer. Secondary materials include light brown 
brick and a beige lap sliding. Trim and accent materials include metal paneling, metal canopies, aluminum balcony 
railings, dark bronze aluminum storefront systems, and cast stone base and cast stone sills. Approximately 2,500 
square feet of green roof are located above the first floor roof and the fifth floor roof. Landscaping includes low-
level plantings of ornamental grasses and evergreen and deciduous shrubs around the base of the building. There 
are also several ornamental trees, upright evergreens, as well as overstory trees along the McGuire Street and 
Fordem Avenue frontages, as well as one tree to the rear of the building. Also at the rear of the building, the 
applicant has incorporated a 24-foot wide drive lane into the northeast corner of the site to provide the restaurant 
(Banzo) property to the north with vehicle access to both buildings for service and deliveries from Fordem Avenue.  
 
If approved, the applicant intends to begin construction in spring 2026, with project completion by summer 2027. 
 
Analysis  
 
This request is subject to the standards for conditional uses and land divisions (certified survey maps). This section 
begins with a summary of adopted plan recommendations, then reviews the conditional use standards and land 
division standards, and ends with a review of public input. 
 
Consistency with Adopted Plans 
 
The Comprehensive Plan (2023) recommends Neighborhood Mixed Use (NMU) for the site. The NMU category 
includes relatively small activity centers that include residential uses, as well as retail, restaurant, service, 
institutional, and civic uses primarily serving nearby residents. New development is generally recommended to be 
two to four stories in height with residential densities of up to 70 units per acre. The Emerson East-Eken Park-
Yahara Neighborhood Plan (2016) places this site within “Focus Area Five” and recommends development of a 
neighborhood mixed-use node at the gateway to the Sherman Neighborhood. The neighborhood plan does not 
recommend a maximum height at for the location, but shows two four-story buildings in a concept plan for the 
gateway node. 
 
As noted above, the proposed building is five stories along Sherman (the building’s front yard, where height is 
measured in the NMX district) and six stories along Fordem, which are both taller than the four-story

recommendation in the Comprehensive Plan. Further, the calculated residential density is 115 units/acre, which 
is higher than the range of up to 70 units/acre for the NMU land use designation. Staff believes that while the 
proposal’s use can be found to be generally consistent with the recommendations in the City’s adopted plans, the 
height is at least one story greater than that recommended and the overall bulk of the building with the semi-
exposed lower level on Fordem Avenue could be found to be inconsistent with plan recommendations. 
 
Conditional Use Standards 
 
The applicant is requesting approval of conditional uses for the number of dwelling units in a mixed-use building 
and height in excess of the district maximum.. Regarding conditional use approval standards, the Plan Commission 
shall not approve a conditional use without due consideration of the City’s adopted plan recommendations, design 
guidelines, supplemental regulations, and finding that all of the conditional use standards of §28.183(6) MGO are 
met. Staff advises the Plan Commission that in evaluating the conditional use standards, State law requires that 
conditional use findings must be based on “substantial evidence” that directly pertains to each standard and not 
based on personal preference or speculation.  
 
§28.183(6) M.G.O. lists sixteen approval standards, of which not all are applicable to every conditional use. For 
this request, Standards 7, 9, 10, and 12-16 do not apply, while standards 1-6, 8, and 11 are applicable. Staff 
believes that the Plan Commission can find standards 1, 2, 4, 5, and 6 to be met, and this report provides additional 
staff analysis regarding standards 3, 8, and 11.   
 
Staff provides the following comments regarding Conditional Use approval standard 3, which reads “The uses, 
values and enjoyment of other property in the neighborhood for purposes already established will not be 
substantially impaired or diminished in any foreseeable manner,” the initial designs for the proposed building 
would have impacted the operations of the existing restaurant business located directly to the north. The 
restaurant in this location has for years utilized the parking lot occupying the proposed development site and used 
it for service and delivery access to its two buildings. Staff notes that while the proposal affects this access, it does 
not impact any public right of way connection. However, the applicant has worked with the restaurant owners 
and the area alder and has incorporated a drive lane into the northeast corner of the site to provide the restaurant 
property with vehicle access to both of its buildings for service and deliveries from Fordem Avenue. Staff therefore 
believe the Plan Commission can find standard 3 to be met. 
 
Staff also notes considerations with regard to standard 8, which states, in part, that “...the Plan Commission shall 
find that the project creates an environment of sustained aesthetic desirability compatible with the existing or 
intended character of the area and the statement of purpose for the zoning district…” Staff note that the 
submitted plans do not show any HVAC louvres or “wall packs” on the building facades. It has been the practice 
of the Plan Commission to discourage the placement of wall packs on any street-facing facades. Staff recommend 
that if added later, “wall packs” on street-facing walls will require approval of an alteration to the conditional use. 
Further, the lowest level of the McGuire Street façade is clad in large expanses of cast stone or beige brick, but 
these portions of the façade are behind landscape plantings. To break up these blank walls, staff have suggested 
a condition that windows be added to the first floor of the stair tower similar to those on the upper floors. Further, 
removal or reduction of plantings in this area should be reviewed as a conditional use alteration and not as a 
progression of the final design before site plan approval. Staff believe that if the recommended conditions of 
approval are addressed satisfactorily, the Plan Commission can find standard 8 to be met. 
 
Staff’s primary concerns relate to the conditional use request to exceed the three-story/40 base height.  This 
consideration is directly referenced in standard 11 which states that “When applying the above standards to an 
application for height in excess of that allowed in the district, the Plan Commission shall consider 
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recommendations in adopted plans; the impact on surrounding properties, including height, mass, orientation, 
shadows and view; architectural quality and amenities; the relationship of the proposed building(s) with adjoining 
streets, alleys, and public rights of ways; and the public interest in exceeding the district height limits.” The NMX 
zoning district allows new buildings at heights of up to 3 stories and 40 feet as permitted uses, but allow the Plan 
Commission to approve taller buildings as conditional uses. The proposed building is considered to be five stories 
tall, as it is measured at the front façade as determined by the zoning lot, the front being the Sherman Avenue, 
though there are six stories exposed along Fordem Avenue. While there is not a specific neighborhood plan 
recommendation regarding height, the NMU land use recommendation in the Comprehensive Plan recommends 
a maximum height of four stories. As noted above, the building’s maximum height measured from the Sherman 
Avenue front façade is 63’ 10 ½”. The maximum height measured from the Fordem Avenue façade is 69’ 10 ½”. 
Two brick-clad vertical elements are located along McGuire Street, set back from the Sherman Avenue and Fordem 
Avenue facades by approximately 10 feet and 15 feet, respectively, are two feet taller than the rest of the 
building’s parapet. 
 
While the inconsistency between the proposal and the plan recommendation does not necessarily preclude this 
standard from being found met, it is taller than what is recommended and the aforementioned standard directly 
references plan consistency among the considerations when evaluating excess height.  Careful consideration 
should be also given to the surrounding context and resulting impacts as noted in the standard. The applicant has 
provided an exhibit in the submitted plan set that compares the proposed building height to McKenzie Place (the 
building at 2221 Sherman Avenue). The exhibit shows the lower parapet (not the taller portion on McGuire Street) 
to be 8’-8 ½” taller than McKenzie Place fourth-floor parapet (measured to be approximately 51 feet high in the 
plans approved by the Plan Commission). The tallest portion of the proposed building on the McGuire Street 
frontage would be 10’-8 ½” taller than McKenzie Place. 
 
Staff have reviewed similar previous requests for precedent. Some recent analogues were conditional use 
requests at 1233 Regent Street, 306 South Brearly Street, and 77 Sirloin Strip which included requests for excess 
height. 
 
1233 Regent Street (Legislative ID 79016) is a five-story, 50-unit mixed use building approved by Plan Commission 
in August 2023. Like 2103 Sherman Avenue, the Comprehensive Plan land use recommendation was NMU (up to 
4 stories), but the Regent Street-South Campus Neighborhood Plan, unlike the neighborhood plan for the subject 
site, had more prescriptive height recommendations and clarified that the height limit should be four stories or 
60 feet, whichever is less. It also recommended a series of setbacks and stepbacks. The proposal was 60’-8” tall, 
exceeding the maximum height by less than one foot and included stepbacks of at least 15 feet on both street-
facing facades above the fourth story. As such, the Plan Commission found the proposal to be consistent with the 
plan recommendations and that the conditional use standards could be met. 
 
306 South Brearly Street (Legislative ID 85637) was proposed and is being constructed by the same applicant as 
the current proposal and approved by Plan Commission in November 2024. The proposal at 306 South Brearly 
Street was for a six-story mixed-use building and, with 120 dwelling units, 123 parking stalls, and 1,500 square 
feet of commercial space, was approximately 50% larger than the building proposed for 2103 Sherman Avenue. 
The land use recommendation was also NMU and four stories, but the zoning was TSS (Traditional Shopping Street 
district) and was within the TOD Overlay, which permitted four stories and 60 feet as a permitted use, with greater 
heights allowed as conditional uses. In the case of the Brearly Street proposal, several five-story buildings were 
located within three blocks of that location and a condition was added to the approval to vary the unit mix to 
include micro units with the objective of improving affordability.  
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The proposal at 77 Sirloin Strip (Legislative ID 86773) required consideration of conditional uses for a four-story, 
74 unit building in a TR-U1 (Traditional Residential – Urban 1 district). In this case, the Comprehensive Plan and 
the South Maidson Plan recommended Low-Medium Residential (LMR) for the site in question, which generally 
includes new development up to 30 dwelling units per acre and three stories in height. However, the 
Comprehensive Plan allows development at up to 70 units per acre and four stories in locations with selected 
conditions. However, like the Sherman Avenue site in question, the Sirloin Strip parcel had a substantial slope 
across the site that resulted in one façade appearing much taller than another. The building was proposed near 
the top of a hill on site that with considerable slope so the four-story mass appeared as six stories on at least one 
façade where the South Madison Plan specifically recommended no more than five stories in order to better 
integrate the building into the neighborhood and the surrounding Madison Mobile Home Park. Because of the 
inconsistencies between the specific height recommended in the plan and the larger proposed building 
constructed on top of the hill on the property that would “loom” over the mobile home park that surrounds it, 
the Plan Commission placed the conditional use request on file in March 2025. 
 
As seen in the cases of 306 South Brearly Street and 1233 Regent Street, the Plan Commission has found additional 
height above both the applicable conditional use threshold and the plan recommendation may be appropriate in 
certain situations. When compared with surrounding existing development, McKenzie Place is the tallest nearby 
building which is between 8’-8 ½” and 8’-10 ½”  feet shorter than the proposed building). No taller buildings are 
located within 2,000 feet of the site. The proposed building will have shadow impacts on the adjacent Banzo 
restaurant, and may have limited shadow impacts on McKenzie Place, but its height will likely have minimal 
shadow impacts on any other nearby residential uses.  
 
Staff have previously expressed concerns about the proposed height to the applicant team on several occassions. 
The height has been reduced from the earliest concepts shared with staff.  While staff remains concerned about 
the precedent of approving height about what is recommended in the Comprehensive Plan, staff believes it may 
be possible that the Plan Commission could find standard 11 is met based on contextual considerations.  Staff 
have not identified any conditions of approval, such as stepbacks, which may mitigate the impacts of the proposed 
building’s height, but have recommended a condition to require further review if any changes to the design result 
in additional height. 
 
Land Division Standards 
 
Staff believes that the Plan Commission may find the standards for land divisions (16.23 MGO) approval met for 
the proposed Certified Survey Map with the staff-recommended conditions. The proposed lot will meet the 
dimensional requirements in the NMX district, and staff believes that the proposal is consistent with the 
recommendations for the site in the Comprehensive Plan. 
 
Public Input 
 
Two neighborhood meetings regarding this proposal were held on November 24, and December 15, 2025. Staff 
have received several items written public comment, which has been posted to the legislative file for the 
conditional use request. Any additional comments will be added as they are received. 
 
Conclusion 
 
Staff believe that all standards for land divisions can be found met and the CSM can be forwarded to Common 
Council with a recommendation for approval should the conditional use standards also be found met.    
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When considering the recommendations of the Comprehensive Plan, the discussion above regarding standards of 
approval 3 and 8, and the conditions of approval recommended by City agencies below, Staff believe that 
conditional use standards of approval standards 1-6 and 8 can be found to be met.  
 
Regarding standard 11 as it relates to an application for height in excess of that allowed in the district, in the 
analysis above staff have considered the surrounding context and resulting impacts of the five-story proposed 
building. The analysis also compared this proposal to the recently-approved and under-construction proposals at 
1233 Regent Street and 306 Brearly Street, which are of generally similar heights and plan recommendations, as 
well as a similar proposal at 77 Sirloin Street that was placed on file.  In pre-application discussions with the 
applicant staff expressed concerns regarding inconsistencies with the Comprehensive Plan’s height 
recommendations. While the applicant adjusted the design in response to staff feedback, it still remains taller 
than what is generally recommended for new development in NMU areas. If the Plan Commission can find that 
standard 11 can be found met, it should approve the conditional use requests. If, however, the Plan Commission 
cannot find standard 11 (or any other standards)  met, it should place the request on file, noting in its motion its 
findings regarding standard 11.  Regardless of the findings, the Plan Commission is advised to make specific 
findings regarding this specific request and applicable approval standards. 
 
Recommendation 
  
Planning Division Recommendations (Contact Colin Punt, 608-243-0455) 
 
The Planning Division recommends the following to the Plan Commission regarding the applications for 2103 
Sherman Avenue. All recommendations are subject to input at the public hearing and the conditions 
recommended by the reviewing agencies below. 

• That the Plan Commission find the standards for land divisions are met and forward the one-lot certified 
survey map to Common Council with a recommendation to approve; and  

• That if the Plan Commission find that the standards for conditional uses are met, it approve the necessary 
conditional uses for the proposed five-story mixed-use building. If the Plan Commission cannot find the 
standards for conditional uses are met, then it should place the conditional use request on file without prejudice 
and state its findings and reason why the standards were not found to be met. 
 

Recommended Conditions of Approval: Major/Non-Standard Conditions are Shaded. 
 
Land Use (Conditional Use) 
 
Planning Division (Contact Colin Punt, 608-243-0455) 
 
1. Any reduction in the height and number of landscaping plantings along the eastern half of the McGuire Street 

façade will require approval of an alteration to this conditional use should they be proposed at a later time. 
 
2. That the applicant shall install windows in eastern stair tower at the first floor, maintaining the pattern of 

those above. 
 
3. Any additional height above the existing parapet height, including elevator penthouses, stair towers, or 

mechanical equipment screening or enclosures will require approval of an alteration to this conditional use 
should it be proposed at a later time. 

 
4. No HVAC “wall-pack” penetrations/louvers are shown on the street-facing facades. Unless specifically 
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approved by the Plan Commission, the addition of wall packs on outward-facing walls is not included in this 
approval and will require approval of an alteration to this conditional use should they be proposed at a later 
time. 

 
5. That the applicant submit a management and operations plan in the format required by the Zoning 

Administrator for review or approval by the Zoning Administrator, Planning Director, or their assigns.

6. A vehicle parking reduction will be required per Section 28.141(5). Submit a request for a parking reduction 

with the final plan submittal including information to support the argument for reducing the required number 
of spaces. As the commercial tenant spaces are leased, the entire development must reflect compliance in 
the required amount, type and number of vehicle parking spaces, to be reviewed prior to obtaining zoning 
approval for each future tenant space use. Future parking reductions may be required prior to obtaining 
zoning approval for future tenant uses. 

 
7. Show the dimensioned bike stalls on the plan. Bicycle parking for the residential dwelling units shall comply 

with the requirements of MGO Sections 28.141(4)(g) and 28.141(11) and shall be designated as short-term or 
long-term bicycle parking. A minimum of 87 resident bicycle stalls are required plus a minimum of 9 short-
term guest stalls. Up to twenty-five percent (25%) of bicycle parking may be structured parking, vertical 
parking or wall mount parking, provided there is a five (5) foot access aisle for wall mount parking. NOTE: A 
bicycle stall is a minimum of two (2) feet by six (6) feet with a five (5) foot wide access area. Submit a detail 
showing the model of bike rack to be installed.

9. Construct sidewalk and terrace along the property's frontage on McGuire Street and Fordem Avenue to a 
plan approved by the City Engineer. Construction of curb, gutter, and pavement along the property's 
frontage to be completed by City project under contract no. 8816, project no. 11191. 
 

10. Reconstruct sidewalk and terrace along Sherman Avenue damaged by construction activities of the new site 
per plans approved by the City Engineer.  
 

11. Madison Metropolitan Sewerage District (MMSD) charges are due and payable prior to Engineering sign-off, 
unless otherwise collected with a Developer's / Subdivision Contract. Contact Mark Moder (608-261-9250) 
to obtain the final MMSD billing a minimum of two (2) working days prior to requesting City Engineering 
signoff.  (MGO 16.23(9)(d)(4) 
 

12. Obtain a permanent sewer plug permit for each existing sanitary sewer lateral serving a property that is not 
to be reused and a temporary sewer plug permit for each sewer lateral that is to be reused by the 
development.  The procedures and fee schedule is available online at 
http://www.cityofmadison.com/engineering/permits.cfm. (MGO CH 35.02(14)) 
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13. An Erosion Control Permit is required for this project.  See Storm comments for permit specific details and 

requirements. 
 

14. A Storm Water Management Report and Storm Water Management Permit is required for this project. See 
Storm comments for report and permit specific details and requirements. 
 

15. This site appears to disturb less than one (1) acre of land.  No submittal to the WDNR, CARPC or Department 
of Safety and Professional Services (DSPS) is required as the City of Madison Building Inspection Department 
is an approved agent for DSPS. 
 

16. The property is identified to be a former filling station on the 1942 Sanborn insurance map and petroleum 
contamination may exist on the property. Additionally, adjoining to the north, south, east, and west are 
closed Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources (WDNR) Bureau of Remediation and Redevelopment 
Tracking System (BRRTS) sites (#02-13-560846 Fish Property, #03-13-002432 Sherman Ave Texaco, #03-13-
002778 Webcrafters Inc, and #03-13-001661 Burrows Park Associates). If contamination is encountered on 
the property, follow all WDNR and Department of Safety and Professional Services (DSPS) regulations for 
proper reporting, handling, and disposal. 
 

17. Revise the site plan to show all existing public sanitary sewer facilities in the project area as well as the size, 
invert elevation, and alignment of the proposed service. (POLICY)

locations of structures and the type of pipe to be used. (POLICY AND MGO 10.29) 
 

19. Revise the plans to identify the location of the public storm sewer (proposed or existing) that will serve the 
development show the connection of the private internal drainage system to the public storm sewer. 
(POLICY AND MGO OVER 10,000 SF OF IMPERVIOUS AREA 10.29 and 37.05(7)(b)) 
 

20. The proposed development proposes to construct underground parking. The proposed entrance to the 
underground parking shall at a minimum have an elevation 0.1' above back of sidewalk elevation before 
breaking to go into the parking garage. The Developer/Owner are strongly encouraged to complete their 
own calculations and determine an elevation that protects their property to a level of service that they are 
comfortable with.  
 

21. Provide additional detail how the enclosed depression(s) created by the parking entrance(s) to the below 
building parking area(s) is/are served for drainage purposes. The building must be protected from receiving 
runoff up through the 100-yr design storm that is current in Madison General Ordinance Chapter 37. If the 
enclosed depression(s) is/are to be served by a gravity system provide calculations stamped by a Wisconsin 
P.E. that show inlet and pipe capacities meet this requirement. If the enclosed depression(s) is/are to be 
served by a pump system provide pump sizing calculations stamped by a Wisconsin P.E. or licensed Plumber 
that show this requirement has been met. 
 

22. This project falls in the area subject to increased erosion control enforcement as authorized by the fact that 
it is in a TMDL ZONE and therefore will be regulated to meet a higher standard. 
 

23. This project will disturb 20,000 sf or more of land area and require an Erosion Control Plan.  Please submit 
an 11" x 17" copy of an erosion control plan (pdf electronic copy preferred) to Megan Eberhardt (west) at 
meberhardt@cityofmadison.com, or Daniel Olivares (east) at daolivares@cityofmadison.com, for approval.

48. The applicant(s) shall maintain a 5 foot wide, Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) compliant, pedestrian 
walkway for the duration of the project on all street frontages classified as a collector or higher. The applicant 
shall also maintain a 5 foot wide bicycle lane for the duration of the project on all street frontages with existing 
bicycle facilities. Exceptions to this requirement may be granted by Traffic Engineering on a limited term basis 
if and when the applicant can show a public safety concern and they also provide a clear date when the 
pedestrian/bicycle facilities are to be restored.

Proposal Summary: The applicant and property owner are requesting approval of a CSM to divide 1109 Seminole 
Highway into two lots in TR-C1 (Traditional Residential–Consistent 1 District) zoning. The CSM will be recorded 
once all regulatory approvals have been granted. 
 
Applicable Regulations & Standards: The subdivision process is outlined in Section 16.23(4) of the Subdivision 
Regulations. Regarding the review of land divisions and Certified Survey Maps in Section 16.23(4)(f), the Secretary 
of the Plan Commission or her/his designee may approve, approve conditionally, or refer the CSM to the Plan 
Commission for its consideration.

Adopted Land Use Plans: The Comprehensive Plan as amended through 2024 recommends the subject site and 
surrounding residential properties for Low Residential (LR), while the University of Wisconsin Arboretum to the 
south and Nakoma Country club to the east are identified as Park and Open Space (P). There are no adopted 
neighborhood or sub-area plans that include the subject site or surrounding area.

Environmental Corridor Status: The subject property is not located in a mapped environmental corridor. The 
University of Wisconsin Arboretum located to the south of the site is located in a mapped corridor. 
 
Public Utilities and Services: The subject site is served by a full range of urban services. 
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Project Description 
 
The applicant is requesting approval of a Certified Survey Map (CSM) to divide their property at 1109 Seminole 
Highway into two residential lots. The 0.32-acre parcel is located at the northeastern corner of Seminole Highway 
and Manitou Way and is zoned TR-C1. The property is developed with a two-story single-family residence located 
on the northern third of the parcel. The subject site is characterized by approximately 10 feet of slope that falls 
from the northern property line to the southeastern corner of the site and by mature conifers located adjacent to 
Manitou Way. 
 
The applicant proposes to place the existing residence on an approximately 92.4-foot wide and 70-foot deep Lot 
1 (6,478 square feet), which will front onto Seminole Highway. The remaining 7,280 square feet of the property 
between the residence and Manitou Way will comprise Lot 2 of the CSM.  
 
Analysis & Conclusion 
 
The subdivision process is outlined in Section 16.23(4) of the Subdivision Regulations, with the process for land 
divisions and Certified Survey Maps outlined in Section 16.23(4)(f).  
 
Procedurally, a CSM shall be reviewed by the Department of Planning and Community and Economic 
Development, and other City agencies as determined by the Director of Planning and Community and Economic 
Development for comment concerning matters within their jurisdiction, for conformity with the comprehensive 
plan and any adopted neighborhood, sub-area and transportation plans, all ordinances, administrative rules 
and regulations. The comments from agencies are to be submitted to the Secretary of the Plan Commission. 
Following review under this subsection, the Secretary of the Plan Commission or their designee may 
administratively approve or approve conditionally the Certified Survey Map, or refer it to the Plan Commission 
for its consideration. If the proposed CSM is approved by the Plan Commission or its Secretary, a resolution 
approving the survey and accepting the dedications contained therein shall be presented to the Common 
Council for approval. The Plan Commission and Common Council shall act on the land division within 90 days of 
the filing of the complete application, unless the time is extended by agreement with the applicant. If not acted 
upon within 90 days and the time extended by the applicant, the CSM is deemed approved and is entitled to 
recording. 
 
In this case, staff has referred consideration of the land division to the Plan Commission as allowed by Section 
16.23(4)(f)6 due to the depth of proposed Lot 1, which is less than the 75-foot minimum average lot depth 
required by Section 16.23(6)(d)3. of the Subdivision Regulations. While the depth of existing parcel and proposed 
Lot 2 comply with the 75-foot depth requirement when measured from Manitou Way north, the property cannot 
be divided as shown on the CSM unless a variance is granted by the Plan Commission for Lot 1.  
 
Section 16.23(8) of the Subdivision Regulations, entitled “Variances,” states (excerpt):  

“When in the judgment of the Plan Commission it would be inappropriate to apply literally provisions of 
Subsection (6) of this Ordinance because the subdivision or land division is located outside the corporate 
limits or because extraordinary hardship would result, it may waive or vary such provisions associated with 
development form, density, and standards so that substantial justice may be done and the public interest 
secured.” 
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The Planning Division has reviewed the proposed CSM and believes that the Plan Commission may find that the 
applicable criteria for approval are met despite the proposed lots being smaller in area than most of the other lots 
located within the area immediately surrounding the subject site based on an unscientific review of parcel areas 
using the City’s geographic information system. The subject site and surrounding area are not located within the 
boundaries of an adopted sub-area or neighborhood plan, and there are no recommendations in the Low 
Residential (LR) land use category in the Comprehensive Plan that would suggest that the proposed lots should 
not be approved. No conditions of approval have been submitted by reviewing agencies that would suggest that 
the lots cannot be approved as proposed. 
 
The proposed lots will comply with the 45-foot minimum lot width and 5,000 square-foot minimum lot area 
prescribed for the TR-C1 zoning district in which the property is located consistent with the requirements in the 
Subdivision Regulations. Section 28.135 of the Zoning Code requires that an improved zoning lot shall not be 
reduced in size or divided into two or more separate lots unless each lot that results from such reduction or 
division meets all requirements of the zoning district in which it is located. The Zoning Administrator has 
determined that the setbacks of the existing residence from the northern and eastern property lines are existing 
nonconformities that would not preclude the proposed land division, while the setback of the house from the 
proposed line between Lots 1 and 2 will exceed the side yard required. 
 
Staff also believes that the Plan Commission may find that the existing site layout creates an extraordinary 
hardship for dividing a lot that otherwise appears capable of being divided into an additional lot with a 
conventional rectilinear shape but for the depth of one of the proposed lots. The existing parcel is 13,760 square 
feet in area in a zoning district that only requires 5,000 square feet for a lot to be developed with a single- or two-
family residence. The placement of the existing residence on the northern third of the site allows it to occupy a 
proposed lot that will be more than 20 percent larger than the minimum area required while allowing the vacant 
land located to its south to be divided into a lot for an additional residence, which staff feels can be found to be 
in the public interest. Additionally, staff feels that the applicant should not be prevented from creating two 
relatively conventional rectilinear lots when it appears they could create a less conventional deep residential lot 
(as allowed by Section 28.135(3) of the Zoning Code) by-right by extending a minimum 10-foot wide strip of Lot 1 
along one of the north-south lot lines to Manitou Way. The conventional lot configuration allowed if a variance is 
granted per Section 16.23(8) could also be found to be in the public interest, as there does not appear to be any 
other unconventional lot configurations in the surrounding area like those possible if a deep residential lot was 
created instead.  
 
Recommendation 
  
The Planning Division believes that the Plan Commission can find the approval criteria met with the proposed land 
division and recommends that the Plan Commission approve the two-lot Certified Survey Map of property located 
at 1109 Seminole Highway subject to input at the public hearing and the following conditions:

4. The 'Building Lines" shown and noted on this Certified Survey Map are the 'Building Lines" as shown on Replat 
B of Blocks 15, 16 and Other Land, Nakoma. The building lines were not noted as a restriction on that plat as 
required by a public body and also the plat does not name a public body as a grantee, promise, or beneficiary. 
Therefore, the building lines are not specifically enforceable by the City of Madison. 

 
5. Note the Nakoma Homes Company Agreement recorded as Document No. 397427 and its modifications 

recorded in Document Nos. 445495 and 529078 on the face of the CSM. No release of this document could be 
found in the title work provided. It is not fully clear whether there is any entity still in existence that is named 
in the agreement. 

 
6. The Nakoma Homes Company Agreement recorded as Document No. 397427 and its modifications recorded 

in Document Nos. 445495 and 529078, contained restrictions on building limits, building size, setbacks among 
other items. While the City does not enforce any of these conditions as listed in the private document, the 
developer/owner are responsible for confirming that the proposed lots will conform to any such private 
restrictions and/or be permitted to create the lots as proposed.

The developer's surveyor and/or applicant shall submit copies of required 
tie sheets or monument condition reports (with current tie sheet attached) for all monuments, including 
center of sections of record, used in this survey, to Jule Smith, City Engineering (jsmith4@cityofmadison.com). 

 
9. Prior to City Engineering Division final sign-off by main office for Certified Survey Maps (CSM), the final CSM 

shall be submitted in PDF format by email transmittal to Engineering Land Records Coordinator Jule Smith 
(jsmith4@cityofmadison.com) for final technical review and approval. This submittal must occur a minimum 
of two working days prior to final City Engineering Division sign-off. 

 
10. Per Wis. Stats. Sec. 236.20(2)c, the length and bearing of the exterior boundaries, the boundary lines of all 

blocks, public grounds, streets, and alleys, and all lot lines, ... Where the exterior boundary lines show bearings 
or lengths that vary from those recorded in abutting plats or certified surveys there shall be the following note 
placed along the lines, “recorded as (show recorded bearing or length or both).” 

There are two distances along the North lines of Lot 1 and 36 of Nakoma Replat B that only show the recorded 
distance. It is unclear if this was meant to mean that the measured distance was the same as the recorded. 
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Per the state statute, if this is the case, only the measured distance is shown as it does not "vary" from 
recorded. Show the measured distances along these north lines. 

 
11. Per Wisconsin Admin. Code AE-7.05(11): When coordinate values are shown on the face of the map, the map 

shall comply with and be subject to the provisions of Wis. Stats. Sec. 236.18, and include the coordinate 
system, datum, and adjustment. Provide the Datum and Adjustment used on for the coordinates shown. 

 
12. The applicant shall submit to Julius Smith, prior to final Engineering sign-off of the subject CSM, one (1) digital 

CADD drawing in a format compatible with AutoCAD. The digital CADD file(s) shall be referenced to the Dane 
County Coordinate System and shall contain, at minimum, the list of items stated below, each on a separate 
layer/level name. The line work shall be void of gaps and overlaps and match the final recorded CSM: right of 
way lines (public and private); lot lines; lot numbers; lot/plat dimensions; street names, and; easement lines 
(including wetland and floodplain boundaries).

The Common Council of the City of Madison do hereby ordain as follows: 
 
 1. Section 13.18 entitled “Lead Water Service Line Replacement” of the Madison 
General Ordinances is amended as follows: 
 
“13.18 LEAD AND GALVANIZED WATER SERVICE LINE REPORTING AND 
REPLACEMENT. 

(1) Intent and Purpose. The Common Council of the City of Madison finds that it is in the 
public interest to establish a comprehensive program for the removal and replacement of 
lead pipe and galvanized requiring replacement water service lines in use within the 
Madison Water Utility system and to that end declares the purposes of this ordinance to 
be as follows:  

(a) to ensure that the water quality at every tap of Madison Water Utility customers 
meets the water quality standards specified under the Federal Safe Drinking 
Water Act and the Federal Lead and Copper Rule; and  

(b) to reduce the lead in City drinking water to meet EPA standards and ideally to a 
lead contaminant level of zero in City drinking water for the health of City 
residents; and  

(c) to eliminate the constriction of water flow caused by mineral rich ground water 
flowing through lead water service pipes and the consequent buildup of mineral 
deposits inside lead pipes; and  

(d) to meet the WDNR requirements for local compliance with the federal Lead and 
Copper Rule.  

(2) Rules of Construction and Definitions. This ordinance and all rules and orders 
promulgated under this ordinance shall be liberally construed so that the purposes 
enumerated in Subsection (1) may be accomplished. Words and phrases shall be 
construed and understood according to their common and usual meaning unless the 
contrary is clearly indicated. Within this section:  

"City" means City of Madison.  
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"Customer-side water service line" means the water conduit pipe running from 
the customer's meter to the curb stop which is the Water Utility shut-off valve usually 
located eight feet into the street right-of-way from a private property line.  

"EPA" means the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.  

"Federal Safe Drinking Water Act" means 42 U.S.C.A. Sec. 300f-300j-26.  

“Galvanized Requiring Replacement” or “GRR” has the meaning provided in 40 
CFR part 141.2, and is a galvanized service line that currently is or ever was 
downstream of a lead service line; or is currently downstream of a lead status unknown 
service line. 

“Galvanzied Service Line” or “Galvanzied” has the meaning provided in 40 CFR 
part 141.2, and is a service line made of iron or steel dipped in zinc to prevent corrosion. 

"General Manager" means the Water Utility General Manager.  

"Lead and Copper Rule" means the rules created, revised and updated by the 
EPA and adopted by the WDNR in response to the passage of the Safe Drinking Water 
Act, which provides maximum contaminant level goals and national primary drinking 
water regulations (NPDWR) for controlling lead and copper in drinking water. NPDWR 
regarding approved treatment techniques include corrosion control treatment, source 
water treatment, lead service line inventories and replacement, and public education. 
The rules may be found in 56 FR 26460, 86 FR 4198, 89 FR 86418, 40 CFR parts 
141.80—141.903, and Wis. Adm. Code chs. NR 809.541—NR 809.55.  

“Lead Status Unknown Service Line” has the meaning provided in 40 CFR part 
141.2, and is a service line whose pipe material has not been demonstrated to be a lead 
service line, galvanized requiring replacement service line, or a non-lead service line. 

"Licensed plumber" means a person, firm, corporation or other entity licensed to 
perform plumbing work in the City by the State of Wisconsin.  

"Property" means any possessory interest, legal or equitable, in real property 
including an estate, trust, or lien, and any buildings, structures and improvements 
thereon.  

"Water Utility" means the City of Madison public water utility system, also known 
as Madison Water Utility.  

"WDNR" means the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources.  

(3) Authorization. This ordinance is enacted pursuant to Wis. Stats. §§ 62.11(5) and 
281.12(5), and as mandated by 42 U.S.C. Sec. 300g, of the Federal Safe Drinking Water 
Act and the Lead and Copper Rule, enforced by the EPA and the WDNR.  

(4) Survey and Self Inspections. 

(a) Upon notice from the Water Utility that a property within the Madison Water Utility 
service area has a lead status unknown service line, any person who owns, 
manages or otherwise exercises control over the property shall inspect the 
customer-side water service line or have the customer-side water service line 
inspected by a licensed plumber to determine the material of the service line 
(lead, copper, cast iron, galvanized steel, plastic, etc.).  

(b) Upon inspection, the property owner, manager or person exercising control over 
the property shall submit to the Water Utility on a form provided by the Water 
Utility a statement attesting to the type of customer-side water service line in use 
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on the property. If the customer-side water service line is lead or galvanized pipe 
the property owner, manager or person exercising control over the property shall 
provide additional information as requested by the Water Utility about the 
residence, business or property and its water use. 

(c) The statement required under Subsection (4)(b), based on a proper inspection, 
shall be due within 30 days of notification by the Water Utility. Notification shall 
be by first class mailing to the property owner’s address as recorded in the City 
Assessor’s Office. It is the sole responsibility of the person who owns, manages, 
or otherwise exercises control over the property to maintain a current mailing 
address with the City Assessor’s Office. 

(45) Lead or GRR Service Line Replacement. Owners, managers or persons otherwise 
exercising control over properties within the Madison Water Utility system with lead or 
GRR customer-side water service lines in use shall replace the lead or GRR customer-
side water service lines according to the following schedules:  

(a) All lead or GRR customer-side water service lines discovered prior to November 
1, 2015 January 1, 2026 shall be replaced immediately or pursuant to a 
previously identified schedule.  

(b) All lead or GRR customer-side water service lines discovered on or after 
November 1, 2015 January 1, 2026 shall have no longer than one-year from 
discovery to be replaced.  

(56) Application and Scheduling.  

Owners, managers or persons otherwise exercising control over properties shall obtain 
from and submit to the Water Utility, in accordance with its service rules, an Application 
for Water Service which states an intention to replace the lead or GRR customer-side 
water service line.  

(67) Financing of Replacement.  

(a) The Water Utility may, contingent on availability of funding, administer a lead 
service replacement reimbursement program. Upon application to the Water 
Utility, owners, managers or persons otherwise exercising control over properties 
with lead or GRR customer-side water service lines who replaced such lines after 
November 1, 2016 January 1, 2026, in accordance with applicable Utility rules, 
guidelines and schedules, and who have complied with all of the provisions of 
this ordinance will be eligible for a reimbursement payment not to exceed fifty 
percent (50%) of the cost of replacement of any lead or GRR customer-side 
water service line in use, up to a maximum of $3,000 for each service line 
replaced. Application for reimbursement must include, as documentation of 
replacement and cost, a payment receipt from a licensed plumber for replacing 
the lead or GRR customer-side water service line at the subject property. 
Application must be made within ninety (90) days of the completion of work. 
Disputes regarding eligibility for reimbursement may be appealed to the Water 
Utility Board.  

(b) An eligible property owner, as defined in Section 4.082(2), Madison General 
Ordinances, may apply to the City for financing of any portion of the cost of 
replacing a lead or GRR customer-side water service line that is not reimbursed 
under Subsection (67)(a). If approved, the amount financed shall be a special 
charge against the owner and treated as such in accordance with the provisions 
of Section 4.082 and 4.09, Madison General Ordinances. Applications for 
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financing of costs for replacing lead or GRR customer-side water service lines 
must include documentation of the eligibility criteria contained in Section 
4.082(2), Madison General Ordinances, and of the cost of replacing the water 
service lines.  

(78) Prohibitions.  

(a) It shall be unlawful for any person to file a false statement under Subsection 
(4)(b). 

(ab) It shall be unlawful for any person to fail to comply with the applicable lead or 
GRR customer-side water service line replacement requirements as set forth in 
Subsection (45).  

(bc) It shall be unlawful for any person to violate any other provision of this ordinance.  

(89) Penalties.  

(a) Any person who violates any provision of this ordinance may be subject to a 
forfeiture of no less than fifty dollars ($50) and no more than one thousand 
dollars ($1,000).  

(b) Each day a violation continues may be considered a separate offense.”

Threshold Development is pleased to submit this letter of intent in support of our Land Use 
Application for the redevelopment of 999 S. Park Street, located at the corner of Park Street 
and Lakeside Street in Madison's Urban Design District No. 7. This mixed-use development 
will transform an underutilized site into a vibrant, four-story building that combines 53 
residential units with approximately 4,000 square feet of street-facing commercial and retail 
space. 

Our development responds directly to the purpose of UDD No. 7: to improve the appearance 
and function of Park Street as a major gateway corridor while preventing fragmented 
development and promoting long-term economic vitality. This project will activate a 
prominent corner site, incorporate it meaningfully into the urban fabric, and support the 
corridor's evolution as a distinctive place that builds on the strengths of its diverse 
businesses and neighborhoods. 

EXISTING SITE CONDITIONS 

The subject property is located at 999 S. Park Street, at the intersection of S. Park Street 
and Lakeside Street. The existing structure is a single-story masonry building originally 
constructed to provide ambulance parking and staging for St. Mary's Hospital, located one-
quarter mile to the north. The building features little to no architectural distinction: it is a 
plain, painted masonry structure with large overhead garage doors, a utilitarian metal roof, 
and minimal fenestration. 

The building has been vacant for several years and shows significant signs of deterioration, 
including boarded windows, peeling and failing exterior paint, cracked and deteriorating 
asphalt paving, and general disrepair. The building's condition reflects its obsolescence: 
ambulance services have long since relocated, and the structure no longer serves any 
functional purpose. The structure occupies a prominent corner lot but fails to contribute 
meaningfully to the architectural character of the Park Street corridor. 

PROJECT OVERVIEW 

The proposed development will provide: 

• 54 residential units (21 studios, 25 one-bedroom, and 8 two-bedroom apartments) 
distributed across three residential floors 
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• Approximately 3,550 square feet of ground-floor commercial and retail space facing 
South Park Street 

• Approximately 30 enclosed parking spaces within a ground-floor pedestal structure 

• Dedicated community gathering spaces on each residential floor 

• Shared outdoor amenity spaces including street-facing and lake-facing common 
balconies and patios 

• Primary residential entrance at the prominent Park Street/Lakeside Street 
intersection 

• Direct pedestrian access to commercial spaces from the public sidewalk 

This project advances three goals aligned with the Park Street corridor vision: 

1. Transit-Oriented Development: The site is located adjacent to the imminent Bus 
Rapid Transit stop at Park Street and Fish Hatchery Road and supports higher-
density residential development in proximity to planned high-quality transit service. 

2. Site Activation and Urban Integration: The project transforms an aging structure 
into an active mixed-use building that contributes meaningfully to the street wall, 
pedestrian activity, and neighborhood vitality. 

3. Housing Quality and Availability: The development provides high-quality 
residential housing with shared spaces and building amenities and supports the 
neighborhood with additional retail space. 

PROPOSED USES AND PROGRAM 

Residential Program 

The residential component comprises 54 dwelling units distributed across three floors above 
the ground-floor commercial and parking podium. The unit mix is as follows:

Residential property management will be provided on-site, with one leasing agent

The ground floor includes approximately 4,000 net square feet of commercial and retail 
space facing South Park Street. The commercial space is designed to accommodate 
neighborhood-serving retail, restaurant, or service uses consistent with the mixed-use 
character of the Park Street corridor. 

• Anticipated Hours of Operation: 7:00 AM to 9:00 PM, consistent with 
neighborhood-serving commercial uses. Actual hours will be determined by individual 
tenants and subject to any applicable City requirements. 

• Anticipated Employees: 8 to 12 employees, depending on the nature of commercial 
tenants.

DESIGN OVERVIEW 

The proposed building employs high-quality materials and contemporary design appropriate 
to its prominent corner location. The composition features two distinctive four-story arched 
towers clad in galvanized steel, flanked by two flat-roofed masses finished in high-quality 
brick and lapped siding. This articulation creates visual interest at the street level while 
providing strong architectural identity for the Park Street corridor. 

The ground floor features extensive glazing with at least 60 percent of the street wall 
devoted to windows, ensuring visual connection between commercial interiors and the public 
sidewalk. The building employs brick as a primary material, complemented by galvanized 
steel cladding on the arched tower sections. This material palette creates a building that is 
both contemporary and respectful of the material character of the Park Street corridor. 

The positioning of the two arched tower elements facing the Park/Lakeside intersection 
creates a distinctive architectural feature that defines the street corner. The residential lobby 
is positioned at this intersection as a distinctive corner feature, providing maximum visibility 
and welcoming access from both streets. 

Off-street parking is enclosed within the ground-floor pedestal structure located behind the 
street-facing commercial space. The parking structure is accessed from Lakeside Street to 
minimize driveway conflicts on Park Street and to support traffic flow along the BRT corridor. 
All trash areas will be screened from public view, with the trash room located inside the 
parking structure. 
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CONCLUSION 

The proposed development at 999 S. Park Street advances the vision established in Urban 
Design District No. 7 and the City's goals for transit-oriented development along the Park 
Street corridor. By transforming an underutilized, deteriorating site into a mixed-use building 
with 53 residential units and ground-floor commercial space, this project contributes 
meaningfully to the corridor's evolution as a distinctive, economically vital gateway to 
Downtown Madison. 

We respectfully request UDC’s and Plan Commission's approval of this Land Use 
Application and look forward to advancing this project through the entitlement process.

(7) above, the University of Wisconsin-
Madison shall present the final building design plans to a meeting of the Joint West and 
Joint Southeast area review committees Campus Area Committee after giving notice of 
the joint meeting by first class mail to the owners of record, as listed in the office of the 
City assessor, and occupants of multi-tenant buildings, of property in whole or in part 
situated within two hundred (200) feet of the boundaries of the properties affected.” 
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 7. Subsection (2) of Section 33.15 entitled “Community Development Block Grant 
(CDBG) Committee” of the Madison General Ordinances is amended as follows: 
 
“(2) (a) Membership. The Committee shall consist of nine (9) members appointed by the

The second alternate shall act only when the first alternate is absent or 
refuses to act, or when more than one (1) Committee member is absent or 
refuses to act because of a conflict of interest. Alternates may serve as the 
CDBG Committee representative on other City committees at any time.”

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Fiscal Note

The proposed resolution authorizes the City of Madison Water Utility to enter into a public water 

system transition agreement with the Lake Forest Water Cooperative Association (Co-Op). 

Under the terms of the agreement, the City will install water main, hydrants, and service laterals 

to extend City water service to each property currently serviced by the Lake Forest Water 

Cooperative Association. The estimated cost of the water infrastructure improvements is $3.5 

million. The Water Utility will apply for funding from the Safe Drinking Water Loan Program 

administered by the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources, separately for one-third of 

the project costs in each year, from 2026 to 2029. If the Water Utility is unable to secure 
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funding from the Safe Drinking Water Loan Program, the costs will be funded through General 

Obligation Bonds. At this time, potential assessments to the property owners are unknown until 

assessment hearings are completed. Funding is available in the 2026 Adopted Water Utility 

Capital Budget (Munis #12507). If necessary, future capital budget requests will be modified 

through the City's budget process to adjust project years or funding source changes. 

Additionally, the agreement contains provisions for an emergency intertie agreement. The 

project is anticipated to be completed by the end of 2029. If the Co-Op's infrastructure fails 

before the end of the project, the Water Utility will provide the Co-Op with municipal water.

As each phase of the Water Project is completed, the Utility will 
inform the Co-Op and the Co-Op served properties of that completion when Project 
completion has occurred. The Co-Op served properties will be allowed to connect to the 
municipal water system once water service is available to the adjoining curb stop, even if 
that occurs before completion of the phase.  

Co-Op Facilities. The Co-Op will retain ownership, maintenance and repair responsibilities 
of the Co-Op Water System until water service has been transitioned to the municipal 
water system.

However, given the extended nature of the Water Project 
completion period, and to account for possible failure of the Co-Op’s infrastructure, the 
Co-Op and the Utility desire to undertake an emergency intertie agreement whereby, 
prior to the final transition of water service, the Utility will make municipal water available 
to the Co-Op, when requested by the Co-Op. This emergency intertie agreement will 
ensure that adequate water supply is available to the properties served by the Co-Op 
Water System in the event of a system failure before municipal water service can be fully 
implemented. 

In the event of a failure of either the Co-Op’s well or some other public health emergency 
which necessitates the Co-Op’s use of municipal water, the Co-Op will coordinate with the 
Utility to connect its water system to the City’s municipal water supply. To facilitate the 
connection, the Utility will temporarily loan out a 3-inch diameter wholesale water meter 
and install that meter at the nearest point between the water systems of the Co-Op and 
the Utility, which is generally understood to be along the Martin Street frontage of 2050 
Fish Hatchery Road. 
 
A copy of the Public Water System Transition Agreement Between the City of Madison and 
Lake Forest Water Cooperative Association reflecting the planned water supply transition 
from the Co-Op to the Utility is attached (Attachment B). 
 
FISCAL IMPACTS 
 
Water Project Costs and Funding. The Utility has estimated the preliminary cost of the Water 
Project to be approximately $3.5 million. This estimate is made at the time of this Agreement 
and excludes the non-water infrastructure improvements. It includes the cost to install water 
main, hydrants, and service laterals to extend City water service to each property served by 
the Co-Op.  

The Utility will apply for funding from the Safe Drinking Water Loan Program 
administered by the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources (DNR), separately for 
one-third of the Project costs in each of the three Project years. This Program offers a 
lower borrowing rate that would otherwise be not available to the City. If such funding is 
not available, Utility will arrange funding through the City using General Obligation 
Bonds. 
 
Special Assessments. The costs of the Water Project will be specially assessed to 
benefited properties. To present the most equitable distribution of costs among 
benefiting property owners, a combined frontage/area assessment rate (50% based on 
frontage and 50% based on lot area) will be established, and the benefiting properties 
will be specially assessed. Actual costs will be payable in up to 30 annual installments.  
The rest of the Lake Forest infrastructure project (roadway, sanitary sewer, storm sewer) 
will be separately assessed.   

Emergency Intertie Fees. Per documents filed in the rate case docket 3280-WR-117, the 
Co-Op will be charged $3.11 per 1,000 gallons for the volumetric charge, and a $111.70 
as monthly general service charge based on a 3-inch meter, subject to the Utility 
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obtaining tariff approval from the WI Public Service Commission (PSC).  A signed copy 
of the agreement is required to submit tariff approval request to the PSC. The charges 
will be adjusted based on actual annual water demand.  After the completion of the 
Project and the transition to municipal service, the 3-inch water meter will be returned to 
the Utility.

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PUBLIC WATER SYSTEM TRANSITION AGREEMENT

is to set forth the terms and conditions upon which water service for the properties served 
by the Co-Op Water System will be transitioned from that system to the Madison Water 
Utility’s public water system by approximately 2030. In addition, this Agreement will 
establish the procedures that will follow the transition of water service, including 
specifically the winding down and possible dissolution of the Co-Op. This Agreement also 
includes an emergency intertie agreement that would allow for the provision of City water 
to the Co-Op in the event of an emergency prior to the final transition of water service. 

2. Term. This Agreement shall be effective upon execution by the parties hereto, and extends 
through Dec. 31, 2030, or such sooner time as the Co-Op is dissolved as provided for in 
Section 10.  

3. Project Details. Due to the age and condition of the infrastructure, the City intends to 
reconstruct the public infrastructure within Lake Forest through a public improvement 
project, likely in three phases in each of the calendar years 2027, 2028, and 2029, with 
approximately one-third of the area involved each year progressing east to west from Fish 
Hatchery Road. This work will include sanitary sewer, stormwater, and street 
improvements. In addition, as part of the Lake Forest public improvement project, and 
consistent with the terms of this Agreement, the City will include the installation of public 
water infrastructure to eventually replace the Co-Op Water System (the “Project”). The 
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Project will include the installation of approximately 11,000 linear feet of water main 
(primarily through Martin Street, Carver Street, and the streets connecting between them), 
16 fire hydrants, and water service laterals from these mains to a curb stop for each property 
currently served by the Co-Op.  

4. Project Costs. The Utility has estimated the preliminary cost of the Project to be 
approximately $3.5 million. This estimate is made at the time of this Agreement and 
excludes the non-water infrastructure improvements. It includes the cost to install water 
main, hydrants, and service laterals to extend City water service to each property served by 
the Co-Op. The Parties both understand and acknowledge that actual Project costs may 
vary and make no representations to third parties, including the Co-Op members and 
customers who will be benefited by the improvements, what the actual costs will be. 

The City agrees that the Utility will apply for Project funding from the 
Safe Drinking Water Loan Program administered by the Wisconsin Department of Natural 
Resources (DNR), separately for one-third of the Project costs in each of the three Project 
years. This Program offers a lower borrowing rate that would otherwise be available to the 
City. If such funding is not available, Utility will arrange funding through the City using 
General Obligation Bonds. 

6. Special Assessments. Pursuant to City ordinances and approved policies, the costs of the 
Project will be specially assessed to benefited properties. Under the City’s special 
assessment policy, to present the most equitable distribution of costs among benefiting 
property owners, a combined frontage/area assessment rate (50% based on frontage and 
50% based on lot area) will be established, and the benefiting properties will be specially 
assessed following the procedures outlined in Madison General Ordinances (MGO) 
Sections 13.16 and/or 4.09. Actual costs will be specially assessed, and will be payable in 
up to 30 annual installments pursuant to MGO Section 4.08(1)(d), with interest on unpaid 
balances calculated pursuant to MGO Section 4.08(2). The Parties recognize that the rest 
of the Lake Forest infrastructure project (roadway, sanitary sewer, storm sewer) will be 
separately assessed consistent with City ordinances and policies.  

7. Private Connections to New Water Mains. As part of the Project, the City will install a 
service lateral from the new water main to a curb stop located in the terrace area adjacent 
to each property served by the Co-Op. It is the property owner’s responsibility to install 
the private service lateral connecting the curb stop with the property and the new water 
meter provided by the Utility, and to arrange for the connection. The costs of installing the 
private service lateral, as well as the costs to reconfigure any internal plumbing, along with 
utility connection fees, are the costs of the property owner, and are not costs of either the 
City or the Co-Op. No connections shall be authorized by the Utility if cross-connections 
with the Co-Op Water System will occur.  

8. Water Service Transition. As each phase of the Project is completed the Utility will inform 
the Co-Op and the Co-Op served properties of that completion when Project completion 
has occurred. The Co-Op served properties will be allowed to connect to the municipal 
water system once water service is available to the adjoining curb stop, even if that occurs 
before completion of the phase. The Utility will coordinate the connections of properties 
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served by the Co-Op to the Utility’s water system, keeping the Co-Op informed of the 
progress. For each phase, the properties served by the Co-Op shall have up to six months 
to effectuate a connection to the municipal water system, subject only to the Co-Op’s 
ability to continue providing water service. Once the final phase of the Project is complete 
and municipal water service is available to all properties in Lake Forest, and subject to the 
foregoing provision, the Co-Op agrees that it will cease to provide water service, taking 
the wells off-line. 

9. Co-Op Facilities. The Co-Op will retain ownership, maintenance and repair responsibilities 
of the Co-Op Water System until water service has been transitioned to the municipal water 
system. Following water service transition as outlined above, the Co-Op will abandon the 
existing water service laterals, currently located in backyards, and the Co-Op water 
infrastructure will be decommissioned, removed, and/or abandoned. The Co-Op will be 
responsible for properly abandoning the Co-Op wells, consistent with WDNR and Utility 
requirements.

10. Dissolution of the Co-Op. Following the completion of the Project, the Co-Op shall 
consider dissolution as provided for under Wis. Stat. § 185.71. The Co-Op shall undertake 
a vote of the membership to wind up its affairs and dissolve. Before finalizing a dissolution, 
the Co-Op shall pay any bills issued by the Utility to the Co-Op under Section 11.

11. Emergency Intertie Agreement. The Project is anticipated to be completed by the end of 
2029 at which time all properties in Lake Forest are expected to be served by the Utility 
within six months. However, given the extended nature of the Project completion period, 
and to account for possible failure of the Co-Op’s infrastructure, the Co-Op and the Utility 
desire to undertake an emergency intertie agreement whereby, prior to the final transition 
of water service, the Utility will make available municipal water to the Co-Op, when 
requested by the Co-Op. This emergency intertie agreement will ensure that adequate water 
supply is available to the properties served by the Co-Op Water System in the event of a 
system failure before municipal water service can be fully implemented.

In the event of a failure of either the Co-Op’s well or some other public health emergency 
which necessitates the Co-Op’s use of municipal water, the Co-Op will coordinate with the 
Utility to connect its water system to the City’s municipal water supply. To facilitate the 
connection, the Utility will temporarily loan out a 3-inch diameter wholesale water meter 
and install that meter at the nearest point between the water systems of the Co-Op and the 
Utility, which is generally understood to be along the Martin Street frontage of 2050 Fish 
Hatchery Road The Co-Op will be charged $3.11 per 1,000 gallons for the volumetric 
charge, and a $111.70 as monthly general service charge based on a 3-inch meter per the 
Utility’s most current fee schedule. Billing will be monthly. These charges will be adjusted 
based on actual annual water demand, or pursuant to approved tariffs as established by the 
Public Service Commission. After the completion of the Project and the transition to 
municipal service, the 3-inch water meter will be returned to the Utility.
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12. Notices. All notices to be given under the terms of this Agreement shall be in writing
and signed by the person serving the notice and shall be sent registered or certified mail,
return receipt requested, postage prepaid, or hand delivered to the addresses of the parties
listed below:

13. Non-Discrimination. During the term of this Agreement, the Co-Op agrees not to
discriminate against any employee or applicant because of race, religion, marital status,
age, color, sex, handicap, national origin or ancestry, income level or source of income,
arrest record or conviction record, less than honorable discharge, physical appearance,
sexual orientation, gender identity, political beliefs, or student status. The Co-Op further
agrees not to discriminate against any subcontractor or person who offers to subcontract
on this Agreement because of race, religion, color, age, disability, sex, sexual orientation,
gender identity or national origin.

14. Default/Termination. Except where otherwise noted in this Agreement, in the event the
Co-Op shall default in any of the covenants, agreements, commitments, or conditions
herein contained, or fails to fully perform and carry out any term or condition of this
Agreement to the satisfaction of the City, and any such default shall continue unremedied
for a period of ten (10) days after written notice thereof to the Co-Op, the City may, at its
option and in addition to all other rights and remedies which it may have at law or in equity
against the Co-Op, including expressly the specific enforcement hereof, forthwith have the
cumulative right to immediately terminate this Agreement and all rights of the Co-Op under
this Agreement.

15. Status of Parties. It is agreed that the Co-Op is not an employee or representative of the
City, and that any persons who the Co-Op utilizes and provides for services under this
Agreement are employees or volunteers of the Co-Op and are not employees or volunteers
of the City of Madison. In addition, it is agreed that the City is not granting the Co-Op the
right to sell or distribute any City goods or services nor is there a community of interest,
as that term is defined at Wis. Stat. Sec. 135.02(1), between the City and the Co-Op arising
from this Agreement. The Parties both acknowledge that this Agreement does not create a
dealership under Wis. Stat. Ch. 135.

16. Third Party Rights. This Agreement is intended to be solely between the parties hereto.
No part of this Agreement shall be construed to add, supplement, amend, abridge or repeal
existing rights, benefits or privileges of any third party or parties, including but not limited
to employees of either of the parties or the Co-Op members or customers.
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17. Assignability and Subcontracting. The Co-Op shall not assign or subcontract any interest 
or obligation under this Agreement without the City’s prior written approval. All of the 
services provided for hereunder shall be performed by the Co-Op and employees or 
volunteers of the Co-Op.  

18. Amendments. This Agreement shall be binding on the parties hereto, their respective heirs, 
devisees, and successors, and cannot be varied or waived by any oral representations or 
promise of any agent or other person of the parties hereto. Any change in any provision of 
this Agreement may only be made by a written amendment, signed by the duly authorized 
agent or agents of the Co-Op and the Water Utility General Manager, or their designee. 

19. No Waiver. No failure to exercise, and no delay in exercising, any right, power or 
remedy hereunder on the part of the City or the Co-Op shall operate as a waiver thereof, 
nor shall any single or partial exercise of any right, power or remedy preclude any other or 
further exercise thereof or the exercise of any other right, power or remedy. No express 
waiver shall affect any event or default other than the event or default specified in such 
waiver, and any such waiver, to be effective, must be in writing and shall be operative only 
for the time and to the extent expressly provided by the City or the Co-Op therein. A waiver 
of any covenant, term or condition contained herein shall not be construed as a waiver of 
any subsequent breach of the same covenant, term or condition. 

20. Severability. It is mutually agreed that in case any provision of this Agreement is 
determined by any court of law to be unconstitutional, illegal or unenforceable, it is the 
intention of the parties that all other provisions of this Agreement remain in full force and 
effect. 

21. Joint Preparation. Each Party and its counsel have participated fully in the review and 
revision of this Agreement and acknowledge that the preparation of this Agreement has 
been their joint effort. The language agreed to expresses their mutual intent and the 
resulting document shall not, solely as a matter of judicial construction, be construed more 
severely against one of the Parties than the other. The language in this Agreement shall be 
interpreted as to its fair meaning and not strictly for or against any party. 

22. Choice of Law and Forum Selection.  This Agreement shall be governed by and construed, 
interpreted and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of Wisconsin. The parties 
agree, for any claim or suit or other dispute relating to this Agreement that cannot be 
mutually resolved, the venue shall be a court of competent jurisdiction within Dane County, 
State of Wisconsin and the parties agree to submit themselves to the jurisdiction of said 
court, to the exclusion of any other judicial district that may have jurisdiction over such a 
dispute according to any law. 

23. Compliance with Applicable Laws. The Co-Op shall become familiar with, and shall at all 
times comply with and observe all federal, state, and local laws, ordinances, and regulations 
which in any manner affect the services or conduct of the Co-Op and its agents and 
employees. The Co-Op’s failure to comply with any such laws, ordinances or regulations 
shall be a default subject to Section 14 of this Agreement. 
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24. Authority. The Co-Op represents that it has the authority to enter into this Agreement and 
the person signing on behalf of the Co-Op represents and warrants that he or she has been 
duly authorized to bind the Co-Op and sign this Agreement on the Co-Op’s behalf. 

25. Entire Agreement. The entire agreement of the Parties is contained herein and this 
Agreement supersedes any and all oral contracts and negotiations between the Parties. 

26. Counterparts; Electronic Delivery. This Agreement and any document executed in 
connection herewith may be executed in counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an 
original, but all of which together shall constitute the same document. Signatures on this 
Agreement may be exchanged between the Parties by facsimile, electronic scanned copy 
(.pdf) or similar technology and shall be as valid as original; and this Agreement may be 
converted into electronic format and signed or given effect with one or more electronic 
signature(s) if the electronic signature(s) meets all requirements of Wis. Stat. ch. 137 or 
other applicable Wisconsin or Federal law. Executed copies or counterparts of this 
Agreement may be delivered by facsimile or email and upon receipt will be deemed 
original and binding upon the Parties hereto, whether or not a hard copy is also delivered. 
Copies of this Agreement, fully executed, shall be as valid as an original.

analytics software platform from StreetLight Data Inc, to support MPO and City of Madison 

Planning activities.

Body

WHEREAS, the City of Madison is responsible for providing Software as Service (SAS) for 

various transportation data and analyses to the Greater Madison MPO (Metropolitan Planning 

Organization), the designated metropolitan planning organization for the Madison area, as 

provided for in the 2007 MPO designation agreement; and

 

WHEREAS, the City of Madison is the administrative and fiscal agent for the MPO and is a 

legally constituted entity under the laws of the State of Wisconsin and able to receive federal 

and state funding, which covers approximately 84% of the MPO’s budget and is part of the 

Planning Division’s budget; and

 

WHEREAS, as the designated MPO for the Madison area, the MPO has responsibilities to 

perform metropolitan transportation planning and programming activities, including 

development of a long-range multi-modal regional transportation plan and conducting or 

supporting special studies to assist in implementing the long-range plan; and

WHEREAS, at its November 5th, 2025 meeting the MPO Policy Board adopted the 2026 

Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP) in which the StreetLight subscription was included; 

and

WHEREAS, due to limitations in scale, cost and time, traditional travel data collection methods 

alone are not sufficient to support effective transportation planning and project design given the 

rapidly changing transportation landscape as evidenced by the impact of COVID-19 on travel, 

and transportation professionals are therefore turning to “big data” sources from mobile devices 

and connected vehicles to support planning for the future in our dynamic transportation world; 

and

WHEREAS, the MPO has had a subscription to StreetLight Inc. on-demand transportation

WHEREAS, the MPO and other City of Madison staff have also used the transportation 

analytics platform to provide data to support city of Madison projects and planning studies 

including those for Bus Rapid Transit, Metro Transit Network Redesign, Vision Zero Initiative, 

the Complete & Green Streets Study, and most recently the City Parks staff used it for analysis 

of use of City parks; and

WHEREAS, MPO staff have created a StreetLight Data users group of City staff to share 

information on uses of the platform and provide peer-to-peer learning opportunities, leveraging 
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the expertise on the platform by staff that has been developed over the past several years; and 

WHEREAS, Streetlight Data’s StreetLight InSight® transportation analysis tool offers many 

unique capabilities that differentiate it from competing vendors, including:

• Ability to run and interactively visualize unique customized projects for areas in a 

cloud-based web platform to understand travel patterns, traffic behavior, and 

demographic information about the composite group of travelers being analyzed,

• Use of data derived from two location-based services (LBS) data sources and

and money, meeting the exception of 4.26(4)(a)7.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Common Council authorizes the Mayor and 

City Clerk to sign a one-year renewal contract with automatic renewal for two additional 

one-year terms unless notice is provided otherwise on behalf of the Greater Madison MPO for

WHEREAS, Edgewood Drive was established as a park and pleasure drive, pursuant to the terms of 

a Deed of Easement Agreement between the Madison Park & Pleasure Drive Association and St .

1. On the sixth line of the second paragraph on page 1, the recorded document information 

identifying the agreement between the Madison Park & Pleasure Drive Association and St. Clara College, 

dated March 30, 1904, is amended to read “263358a”. 

 

2. Paragraph 3 of the Easement is amended to read as follows: 

 

“3. Grantee shall continue to maintain the existing Edgewood campus Easement line fences 

and to use steel posts and chain-link fabric, except that replacement fabric for large fence sections 

shall be as inconspicuous as is reasonably possible.  Subject to reasonable notice in writing to 

Grantor, Grantee shall have the reasonable right of entry onto Grantor’s adjacent Edgewood 

campus property as may be necessary for the maintenance and replacement of said fences.  

Notwithstanding the foregoing, upon the Grantee’s replacement of the fence line along the north 

side of Edgewood Drive (the “Campus Fence”), Grantee may remove the fence line along the 

south side of Edgewood Drive (the “Lakeside Fence”).  In removing the Lakeside Fence, to the 

greatest extent appropriate and in accordance with conditions provided by the Wisconsin State 

Historical Society, the fence bases will be removed entirely and the ground restored. In situations 

where removal would unnecessarily disturb artifacts or is cost prohibitive, the fence bases shall 

be removed as close to the ground as possible, covered with soil and the ground restored.  Once 

the Lakeside Fence is removed to Grantee and Grantors’ reasonable satisfaction, Grantee will be 

relieved of its obligation to maintain the Lakeside Fence.” 

 

3. Paragraph 7 of the Easement should be amended to read as follows:

The Human Resources Department received a request from Economic Development Division Director 
Matt Mikolajewski and Real Estate Supervisor Dan Rolfs to recreate a vacant 1.0 FTE Real Estate 
Development Specialist 4 position, #3585, (CG 18, Range 12) to a 1.0 FTE Real Estate Development 
Specialist 2 position (CG18, Range 8) and use the remaining salary to help fund the creation of a 
second, new 1.0 FTE Real Estate Development Specialist 2 position.  The additional position is 
necessary to manage the workload and responsibilities surrounding its Tax Increment Finance (TIF) 
program, future development opportunities and lease management. 
 
Position #3585 recently became vacant following the retirement of a long-tenured employee and the 
Economic Development Division (EDD) has reassessed their staffing needs.  Two lower-level positions 
better support the division by performing project management, financial and project analysis, and 
asset management work, as well as supporting higher level Real Estate Development Specialists. The 
Real Estate Development Specialist 2 class spec describes: 
 

…journey-level professional financial analysis and project management work in the real estate 
field, including responsibility for the planning, coordination and implementation of economic 
development projects, and/or the City's Tax Incremental Financing (TIF) Program, and the 
review and analysis of public financing projects and instruments. The work is characterized by 
more developed independent judgment and discretion in the full range of real estate 
development activities and places emphasis on the more complex and discretionary elements of 
professional real estate development, including routine project management, and coordination 
with various ad-hoc inter/intra-departmental project teams. Work is performed under the 
general supervision of the Real Estate Supervisor and/or the oversight of higher level Real Estate 
Development Specialist.  

 
EDD intends to fill the positions at the Real Estate Development Specialist 1 level initially and will fund 
additional budget costs through the reallocation of existing funding, including Tax Increment District 
(TID) and Capital Fund dollars, and therefore no new funding from the General Fund will be necessary. 
 
As the Real Estate Development Specialist 2 classification already exists in the City’s classification 
scheme, the creation of a new 1.0 FTE position may be authorized directly by the Finance Committee, 
according to Mayoral APM 2-4.  Therefore, I recommend that position #3585 be recreated as a 1.0 FTE 
Real Estate Development Specialist 2 position and that a new 1.0 FTE position be created as a Real 
Estate Development Specialist 2, both in CG18, Range 8, within the Economic Development Division 
operating budget.

Title

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Body

The City of Madison is currently reconstructing John Nolen Drive from North Shore Drive to E . 

Lakeside Street in 2025-2027.  The project includes reconstruction of the roadway, 6 bridges 

along the causeway (3 northbound, 3 southbound), the multi-use path & associated bridging, 

lighting & stormwater facilities. The City has entered into an agreement with KL Engineering, 

Inc. (contract #8471) for design engineering services (RES-20-00651).

The project has been presented to the public for input at public information meetings, the City’s 

website & online surveys.  The geometry for the project has been approved by the City 

(RES-23-00467, RES-23-00682). 

Extensive coordination has occurred with the upcoming City of Madison Parks Lakeway project 

and a number of design changes were required while that process goes through schematic and 

final design, particularly at the interface of the two projects (lakeside terrace, path, sidewalk, 

shoreline)

From the development of the final plans through public input, the City Engineer recommends 

that additional design services be undertaken:

Authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to enter into a Trail Stewardship Agreement with Capital 

Off Road Pathfinders, Inc for volunteer management and improvement of recreational biking 

facilities on City property for an initial term of five years. (Citywide) 

Body

WHEREAS, the City’s park and path system includes many cycling amenities, mostly for 

hard-surface infrastructure.  However, the City has begun to expand the natural surface and 

singletrack mountain biking offerings within the City, which currently include, among other 

features, a singletrack system at Quarry Park, Sycamore Park, Aldo Leopold Park and the 

Cannonball Bicycle Adventure Trail.  The City, through its Parks and Engineering Divisions, is 

looking to add additional dedicated mountain biking offerings within the City; and,

WHEREAS, CORP is a chapter of the International Mountain Bicycling Association (IMBA) 

based in south-central Wisconsin that is dedicated to building sustainable trails and creating 

environmentally responsible off road bicycling opportunities.  CORP and its volunteers build 

and maintain mountain biking trails within the Madison area; and,

WHEREAS, CORP is interested in acting as steward of the City’s mountain biking trails and 

assisting and supporting the City’s Parks Division’s comprehensive operation and maintenance 

plan of the currently existing and any additional mountain bike trails planned for development 

on City property; and,

WHEREAS, at times CORP may complete pre-authorized and accepted Trail Improvements 

using heavy equipment and seek up to $25,000 from the City for reimbursement of rental 

expenses; and,. 

WHEREAS, the City and CORP have expressed a mutual interest in continuing to develop and 

maintain off-road mountain biking infrastructure within the City; and,

WHEREAS, it is in the Parties’ interest to enter into a formal agreement to allow CORP to 

maintain and develop mountain biking trails within the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and City Clerk are authorized to enter 

into a Trail Stewardship Agreement with Capital Offroad Pathfinders, Inc. allowing for volunteer 

maintenance and improvement of recreational biking trails, including the use of power 

equipment and vehicles on City property, on terms consistent with the Agreement attached 

hereto and in a format approved by the City Attorney. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Initial Term shall be five years, beginning January 1, 

2026 through December 31, 2030, with the option of one five-year renewal (2031-2035); and,

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that, subject to budgetary authority within the Parks Division’s 

Adopted Capital Budget and acceptance of improvements completed, the City may reimburse 

Capital Off Road Pathfinders, Inc for rental costs of heavy equipment not to exceed $25,000. 
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TRAIL STEWARDSHIP AGREEMENT  
Between the City of Madison and Capital Off Road Pathfinders, Inc. 

 
 THIS TRAIL STEWARDSHIP AGREEMENT (this “Agreement”), entered into by and 
between the City of Madison, a Wisconsin municipal corporation (hereinafter referred to as 
“City”), and Capital Off Road Pathfinders, Inc., a Wisconsin nonstock corporation recognized as 
tax-exempt under I.R.C. § 501(c)(3) (hereinafter referred to as “CORP”), is effective as of the date 
by which both parties have signed hereunder (the “Effective Date”).  
 

WITNESSETH: 
 
 WHEREAS, the City’s park and path system includes many cycling amenities, mostly for 
hard-surface infrastructure.  However, the City has begun to expand the natural surface and 
singletrack mountain biking offerings within the City, which currently include, among other 
features, a singletrack system at Quarry Park and the Cannonball Bicycle Adventure Trail.  The 
City, through its Parks and Engineering Divisions, is looking to add additional dedicated mountain 
biking offerings within the City; and 
 
 WHEREAS, CORP is a chapter of the International Mountain Bicycling Association 
(“IMBA”) based in south-central Wisconsin that is dedicated to building sustainable trails and 
creating environmentally responsible off-road bicycling opportunities.  CORP and its volunteers 
build and maintain mountain biking trails within the Madison area; and 
 
 WHEREAS, CORP is interested in acting as steward of the City’s mountain biking trails 
and assisting and supporting the City’s Parks Division’s comprehensive operation and 
maintenance plan of the currently existing and any additional mountain bike trails planned for 
development on City property; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City and CORP (the “Parties”) have expressed a mutual interest in 
continuing to develop and maintain off-road mountain biking infrastructure within the City; and 
 
 WHEREAS, it is in the Parties’ interest to enter into a formal agreement to allow CORP to 
maintain and develop mountain biking trails within the City. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein and other 
good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby mutually 
acknowledged, the Parties agree as follows: 
 
1. Purpose.  The purpose of this Agreement is to set forth the terms and conditions upon which 

the City will allow CORP to maintain and develop singletrack or other off-road mountain 
biking trails on the Property (defined below in Section 3). 

2. Term; Renewal.  The term of this Agreement shall be 5-years, commencing on the 
Effective Date and expiring on December 31, 2029.  Thereafter, CORP may renew this 
Agreement for an additional 5-year period, through December 31, 2034, upon the mutual 
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agreement of the Parties. To renew this Agreement, CORP must provide written notice to 
the Parks Division of CORP’s desire to renew this Agreement no later than June 30, 2029.  
The City’s decision to renew or not renew the Agreement will be based upon CORP’s 
performance under this Agreement.  The decision to renew or not renew the Agreement is 
not reviewable, and solely that of the Parks Superintendent, or his/her designee.  The City 
will notify CORP in writing of its decision to renew or not renew this Agreement no later 
than August 1, 2029.   

3. Trails Subject to Agreement.  This Agreement applies to the following off-road mountain 
biking trails on City property (the “Property”): 

a. Cannonball Bicycle Adventure Trail:  Located at 2906 Traceway Dr., adjacent to 
and within the Cannonball Bike Path from Post Road to the W. Beltline Frontage 
Road, and within Aldo Leopold Park. 

b. Quarry Park:  Located at 3102 Stevens St., within Quarry Park. 

c. Sycamore Park: Located at 830 Jana Lane 

d. Other Trails:  Other trails, including trails developed under this Agreement, will 
become subject to this Agreement upon the written agreement of the Parties. 

4. Grant of Authority.  Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, the City hereby 
grants CORP, and its members, officers, directors, employees, volunteers and agents, 
permission to enter upon and use the Property for the purpose of constructing and 
maintaining year-round singletrack and other off-road bicycle trails for recreational 
purposes only.  The authorized trail stewarding may include, but is not limited to, bicycling, 
cutting or removing wood, harvesting products of nature, and operating a utility terrain 
vehicle, as those terms are used in Wis. Stat. § 895.52(1)(g), as well as operating and using 
heavy equipment, such as a skid steer, mini excavator and power buggy. 

5. Improvements.  The Parties agree that improving, repairing (other than routine 
maintenance), upgrading, and constructing new trails on the Property (hereafter 
“Improvements”) by CORP may be necessary or desirable from time-to-time.  
Improvements shall be approved and handled as follows: 

a. Improvement Planning.  The City and CORP will conduct annual inspections of the 
Property to identify any planned Improvements and establish mutually agreed upon 
schedules for such work.  

b. Plans and Approval.  Prior to making any Improvement, CORP must notify the 
Parks Superintendent, or  designee, in writing of any anticipated Improvement that 
would involve more than one day of work, be valued in excess of $5,000, or that 
would involve the rental of heavy equipment for which CORP may seek 
reimbursement under Section 5.ff.  The Parks Superintendent may approve plans 
for Improvements, although Improvements that alter the use of a City park may 
also require approval of the Board of Parks Commissioners, and Improvements that 
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impact City owned or maintained pathways may also require the approval of the 
City Engineer. 

c. Joint Participation.  Upon notification of a proposed Improvement, the City may 
elect to participate in the project.  If the City does elect to participate in an 
Improvement project, the Parties shall agree on each Parties’ respective shares and 
responsibilities.  If the City determines that public bidding requirements are 
applicable, the City shall manage and oversee the project, accepting CORP’s 
financial contribution to the Improvement prior to the start of construction.  On any 
such City managed Improvement project, the City and its contractor shall 
coordinate the work schedule and plans with CORP, and keep CORP reasonably 
informed of the status of the project.  CORP understands that if public money is 
used for Improvement projects, those projects will need to follow all applicable 
laws regarding the use of such public funds. 

d. Construction.  Except as provided in Section 5.c, the funding and construction of 
any Improvement under this Section 5 is entirely the responsibility of CORP, who 
shall be responsible for obtaining any required permits, licenses, and approvals for 
the Improvement if necessary.  All trail design and construction shall meet the 
guidelines of IMBA.  If any construction work is performed by contractors for 
CORP, CORP agrees that any and all warranties and representations made to CORP 
by the contractor regarding the Improvement shall extend to the City. 

e. Donation and Acceptance of Improvements.  Once Improvements are complete, 
CORP shall notify the Parks Superintendent, or designee, who shall then have the 
Improvement inspected.  If the Parks Superintendent, or designee, is satisfied that 
the Improvement is consistent with the plans, and there appear to be no obvious 
defects or deficient workmanship, the City will accept the Improvement, which will 
be considered a donation by CORP to the City for the use and enjoyment of City 
residents who use the Property.  Thereafter, the Improvement shall be the property 
of the City. 

f. Equipment Rentals.  Notwithstanding Subsection d, and subject to budgetary 
authority, the City agrees to reimburse CORP for heavy equipment rental costs 
reasonably incurred by CORP while making any Improvements to the Property, 
provided that reimbursements shall not exceed $25,000 for any Improvement 
project.  Reimbursement shall be made by the City within thirty (30) days after 
CORP’s delivery of an invoice to the City. 

6. Obligations of the Parties.  In entering into this Agreement, the Parties agree to the 
following obligations:  

a. Obligations of the City.  The City agrees to do the following: 

(1) Maintain trailheads and related park facilities as they come to fruition. 

(2) Designate the trails as “off-road bicycle trails” and “constructed mountain 
bike trails”, and the trails will be included in appropriate list of such trails. 
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(3) Publicly acknowledge CORP’s contribution to the construction and 
maintenance of the trail(s). Provide CORP an opportunity to review, in 
advance, the timing and substance of this public acknowledgement prior. 

(4) With sufficient advance notice, publicize CORP workdays on City Parks 
Division media (email, social media, website). 

(5) Meet with CORP upon CORP’s reasonable request to discuss the trails 
including any immediate maintenance or trail related concerns. 

(6) Allocate $2,000 per trail location per year from the City’s annual 
maintenance budget to CORP. 

(7) Provide mowing of the established turf grass areas adjacent to the trail tread, 
skills features, and pump tracksas they are currently being maintained. 

(8) Provide a designated area at or near each trailhead for CORP to store a metal 
equipment lockers or tool shed. 

b. Obligations of CORP.  CORP agrees to do the following: 

(1) Design, layout, and construct mixed-use trails on the Property as mutually 
agreed upon by the Parties. 

(2) Mutually determine the route and width of new trails with the Parks 
Division. 

(3) Perform initial clearing of trails, including the trimming, removal and 
treatment of vegetation with herbicide necessary for the creation of such 
trail at least __6 times from April through September of each year in which 
this Agreement is continuing. 

(4) Work with the Parks Division to review the placement of proposed signage, 
including trailhead entrances, boundary markers, crossings, information 
kiosks, donation tubes, and interpretive signage. 

(5) Comply with all Parks Division requirements for land management 
activities, safety, reporting, required trainings, and safety equipment. The 
Parks Division will provide CORP with all required forms and documents. 

(6) Inspect and maintain the trails on the Property, including checking for 
erosion, obstacles, overhanging branches or brush, downed trees or any 
other potential hazards and report the same to the Parks Division along with 
CORP’s response at least three times from April through October of each 
year in which this Agreement is continuing.  Areas that require revegetation 
shall be seeded with seed mixture approved by Parks Division. 
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With this agreement, the City of Madison will get volunteer trail stewards 
who regularly visit the property and use the trails. Volunteer stewards: 

(a) Provide basic maintenance of weed/brush trimming, trail repair, 
and downed tree removal to keep trails open to the public.   CORP 
shall provide all trimming beyond what Parks staff provides in the 
managed turf grass areas.  This work shall include keeping the trail 
corridor clear of vegetation and debris for a distance of 
approximately 3’ on either side of the trail tread and a height of 8’. 

(b) Repair erosion/washouts or reroute problematic sections 
(c) Lead CORP Trails volunteers during seasonal maintenance efforts 

such as leaf clearing and de-cupping trail tread. These events are 
promoted through the CORP Trails website, email 
communications, and social media channels. 

(d) Receive a budget from CORP Trails for materials, fuel, and tool 
repairs/replacement. Initial investments may include signage, weed 
trimmers, leaf blowers, chainsaws, on-site tool lockers, etc. 

(e) Have access to subsidized chainsaw certification, trail 
construction, and maintenance training  

(f) Are connected to a user community that alerts them to issues 
requiring attention, such as storm damage, and are supported by a 
peer network of stewards for mentoring, questions, and specialized 
expertise 

(g) Provide year-round trail conditions reports via corptrails.org/trail-
info  

(h) Collaborate with the property manager on improvements such as 
trail reroutes, installing wood structures, or adding trails and 
then organize work events to implement them 

(i) Maintain all wooden features in accordance with manufacturer's 
specifications 

(j) Trail stewards Do NOT have the tools or expertise to repair of hard 
surfaces such as asphalt pump tracks 

(k) Provide a map or diagram of tool shed locations 

 

(7) Develop and groom winter bike trails, as follows: 

(a) CORP may provide the City with a winter grooming plan that 
includes a map indicating trails to be groomed along with times and 
frequency of grooming, i.e., after snowfalls of 4” or more. The Parks 
Division understands that occasional grooming may be needed at 
other times; 

(b) CORP agrees to provide all labor and equipment to groom the trail 
network in accordance with CORP’s winter grooming plan; and 
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(c) Grooming may be done as long as there is an adequate base of 
compacted snow. 

(8) Only develop new trails with the prior approval from the City as required in 
Section 5. 

(9) Promote the City’s Parks Division and trail system in printed materials and 
electronic publications. 

(10) Meet with City Parks Division staff as needed to discuss any immediate 
maintenance or trail related concerns. 

c. Trail Closures and Events.  The Parties will make all reasonable efforts to keep the 
trails open for public use.  Trails may be closed to the public when closure is 
needed, as determined by CORP or the City, for maintenance or improvement 
purposes, or when an approved trail event is scheduled. Upon trail closure by either 
party, the party closing the trail shall notify the other party. All trail events must 
first be approved by the Parks Division and may require additional City approvals. 
CORP should consult with the Parks Division in advance of any such event to 
ensure approval prior to any such event.   

d. Equipment Safety.  CORP shall maintain all of its equipment, including safety 
equipment, in a safe working order at all times and store said equipment in a safe 
manner to prevent any unauthorized use or operation thereof.  Any person operating 
any equipment while performing work for or under the direction of CORP shall 
wear proper personal protective equipment.  CORP agrees to provide all of its 
employees and volunteers with any necessary equipment for this purpose.   

e. Heavy Equipment Usage.  Any person (“User”) operating or using heavy 
equipment to make Improvements on behalf of, in association with or at the 
direction of CORP must also meet the following requirements: 

(1) The User must be familiar with the equipment and have received 
appropriate training on the equipment’s operation, use and maintenance;  

(2) The User must be competent and qualified to operate and maintain the 
equipment in a safe manner and in strict accordance with the manufacturer’s 
manual; and 

(3) The User shall comply with all applicable laws, regulations, ordinances, 
rules and orders, and exercise due regard for persons and property in the 
operation of the equipment. 

f. Storage.  CORP may store equipment necessary to provide the services set forth in 
this Agreement at designated locations on the Property as approved by the Parks 
Division. Equipment must be stored in a neat, orderly, and attractive manner, and 
the City is not responsible for any items that may be lost, damaged or stolen while 
stored on the Property. 
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g. Annual Meeting and Report.  At least annually, the Parties agree to meet to discuss 
conditions and seasonal needs of the trails, and the potential for new trails within 
the Property.  In addition, at least annually, CORP shall submit a written report to 
the Parks Division on CORP’s trail building activities and maintenance of the trails, 
including where the work was done, what was done, number of volunteers, hours 
worked, and any other recommendations CORP or the volunteers may have. 

h. Trail Signage.  Initially, CORP shall provide basic trail maps and wayfinding 
signage at trails, until such time as the City, in coordination with CORP, develops 
a signage and wayfinding plan.  Once a City plan is prepared, specific signage 
responsibilities between the Parties may be separately defined. 

i. Trail Naming.  CORP will coordinate official naming of trails, with final approval 
of the trail names remaining with the Parks Superintendent. 

j. Weapons Prohibition.  CORP shall prohibit, and shall require its subcontractors, if 
any, to prohibit, its employees from carrying weapons, including concealed 
weapons, in the course of performance of work under this Agreement, other than 
while at CORP’s or subcontractor’s own business property.  This requirement shall 
apply to vehicles used at any City work site and vehicles used to perform any work 
under this Agreement, except vehicles that are an employee’s “own motor vehicle” 
pursuant to Wis. Stat. § 175.60(15m). 

7. Liability to Others. 

a. Waiver and Release of Liability by Riders. The City acknowledges and agrees that 
CORP intends to require all users of the trail to sign a waiver and release of liability 
releasing CORP of any and all claims in connection with the use of the trails, except 
to the extent arising from CORP’s recklessness or intentional misconduct 
(“Waiver”). CORP may maintain signage on the trails notifying trail users of the 
requirement to execute the Waiver. 

b. Immunity from Liability. This Agreement is intended by the Parties to constitute 
a “Recreational Agreement” as that term is defined in Wis. Stat. § 895.52(1)(h). 
CORP and the City are both “owners” as that term is defined in Wis. Stat. § 
895.52(1)(d). 

8. Entire Agreement.  The entire agreement of the Parties is contained herein and this 
Agreement supersedes any and all oral contracts and negotiations between the Parties. In 
the event of a conflict between the terms of this Agreement and the terms of any document 
attached or incorporated herein, the terms of this Agreement shall control and supersede 
any such conflicting term. 

9. Status of CORP.  It is agreed that CORP is an independent contractor and not an employee 
or representative of the City and that any persons who CORP utilizes and provides for 
services under this Agreement are employees and/or volunteers of CORP and are not 
employees or volunteers of the City of Madison. In addition, it is agreed that by granting 
CORP the right to use the Property for the purposes set forth herein, the City is not granting

CORP the right to sell or distribute any City goods or services nor is there a community of 
interest, as that term is defined at Wis. Stat. § 135.02(1), between the City and CORP 
arising from this Agreement.  The Parties both acknowledge that this Agreement does not 
create a dealership under Wis. Stat. Ch. 135. 

10. Assignability and Subcontracting.  CORP shall not assign or subcontract any interest or 
obligation under this Agreement without City’s prior written approval.  All of the services 
required hereunder shall be performed by CORP, its employees, volunteers or agents. If 
CORP is a corporation, partnership, limited partnership, limited liability company, limited 
liability partnership or other entity that is not an individual person, then an assignment 
prohibited within the meaning of this provision shall be deemed to include one or more 
sales or transfers, by operation of law or otherwise, or creation of new stock or ownership 
interests, by which an aggregate of 50% or more of CORP’s stock or ownership interests 
shall be vested in a party or parties who are not stockholders, partners, members or others 
who possess ownership interests in CORP as of the date hereof.   

11. No Realty. It is expressly understood and agreed that this Agreement is not a lease or a 
conveyance of realty, but merely a grant to CORP of the right to conduct certain activities 
and provide certain services on the Property for the benefit and convenience of the public. 

12. Access to Property. The City, by its representatives, shall have access to Property at any 
reasonable time provided such entry shall not interfere with CORP’s conduct of business.  
In case of emergency, the circumstances of which to be solely determined by the City, the 
City shall enter the Property with or without force, as necessary, without assuming any 
liability for such entry and without affecting CORP’s obligations under this Agreement. 

13. Amendments. This Agreement shall be binding on the Parties hereto, their respective heirs, 
devisees, and successors, and cannot be varied or waived by any oral representations or 
promise of any agent or other person other than the Parties hereto.  Any change in any 
provision of this Agreement may only be made by a written amendment, signed by the duly 
authorized agent or agents of CORP and the Parks Superintendent, or his/her designee. 

14. No Waiver. No failure to exercise, and no delay in exercising, any right, power or 
remedy hereunder on the part of the City or CORP shall operate as a waiver thereof, nor 
shall any single or partial exercise of any right, power or remedy preclude any other or 
further exercise thereof or the exercise of any other right, power or remedy.  No express 
waiver shall affect any event or default other than the event or default specified in such 
waiver, and any such waiver, to be effective, must be in writing and shall be operative only 
for the time and to the extent expressly provided by the City or CORP therein. A waiver of 
any covenant, term or condition contained herein shall not be construed as a waiver of any 
subsequent breach of the same covenant, term or condition. 

15. Indemnification and Insurance.  

a. Indemnification.  CORP shall be liable to and hereby agrees to indemnify, defend 
and hold harmless the City of Madison, and its officers, officials, agents, and 
employees against all loss or expense (including liability costs and attorney’s fees) 
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by reason of any claim or suit, or of liability imposed by law upon the City or its 
officers, officials, agents or employees for damages because of bodily injury, 
including death at any time resulting therefrom, sustained by any person or persons 
or on account of damages to property, including loss of use thereof,  arising from, 
in connection with, caused by or resulting from CORP’s and/or Subcontractor’s 
acts or omissions in the performance of this Agreement, whether caused by or 
contributed to by the negligence of the City, its officers, officials, agents, or its 
employees.  Nothing contained in this paragraph or Agreement is intended to be a 
waiver or estoppel of CORP or its insurer to rely upon the limitations, defenses, 
and immunities contained within Wisconsin law, including but not limited to, those 
contained within Wis. Stat. § 895.52.  

b. Hazardous Substances; Indemnification.  CORP represents and warrants that its use 
of the Property will not generate any hazardous substance, and it will not store or 
dispose on the Property nor transport to or over the Property any hazardous 
substance in violation of any applicable federal, state or local law, regulation or 
rule.  CORP further agrees to hold the City harmless from and indemnify the City 
against any release of such hazardous substance and any damage, loss, or expense 
or liability resulting from such release including all attorneys’ fees, costs and 
penalties incurred as a result thereof except any release caused by the sole 
negligence or intentional acts of the City, its employees or agents. “Hazardous 
substance” shall be interpreted broadly to mean any substance or material defined 
or designated as hazardous or toxic waste, hazardous or toxic material, hazardous 
or toxic radioactive substance, or other similar term by any federal, state or local 
environmental law, regulation or rule presently in effect or promulgated in the 
future, as such laws, regulations or rules may be amended from time to time; and it 
shall be interpreted to include, but not be limited to, any substance which after 
release into the environment will or may reasonably be anticipated to cause 
sickness, death or disease or damage to or loss of use of real or personal property.  

c. Insurance. 

(1) Required Insurance. CORP will insure, and will require each subcontractor 
to insure, as indicated, against the following risks to the extent stated below. 
CORP shall not commence work under this Agreement, nor shall CORP 
allow any Subcontractor to commence work on its Subcontract, until the 
insurance required below has been obtained and corresponding certificate(s) 
of insurance have been approved by the City Risk Manager. 

(a) Commercial General Liability. During the life of this Agreement, 
CORP shall procure and maintain Commercial General Liability 
insurance, covering CORP and its employees and volunteers, 
including, but not limited to, bodily injury, property damage, 
personal injury, products and completed operations, in an amount 
not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence. This policy shall also 
provide contractual liability in the same amount. CORP’s coverage 
shall be primary and noncontributory, and list the City of Madison, 
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its officers, officials, agents and employees as additional insureds. 
CORP shall require all subcontractors under this Agreement (if any) 
to procure and maintain insurance meeting the above criteria, 
applying on a primary and noncontributory basis and listing the City 
of Madison, its officers, officials, agents and employees as 
additional insureds. 

(b) Worker’s Compensation. During the life of this Agreement, CORP 
shall procure and maintain statutory Workers’ Compensation 
insurance as required by the State of Wisconsin. CORP shall also 
carry Employers Liability limits of at least $100,000 Each Accident, 
$100,000 Disease - Each Employee, and $500,000 Disease - Policy 
Limit. CORP shall require all subcontractors under this Agreement 
(if any) to procure and maintain such insurance. 

(c) Umbrella Liability. During the life of this Agreement, CORP shall 
procure and maintain Umbrella Liability coverage at least as broad 
as the underlying Commercial General Liability, Watercraft 
Liability, Business Automobile Liability and Employers Liability 
with minimum limits of $2,000,000 per occurrence and aggregate. 

(2) Acceptability of Insurers. The above-required insurance is to be placed with 
insurers who have an A.M. Best rating of no less than A~ (A minus) and a 
Financial Category rating of no less than VII. 

(3) Proof of Insurance, Approval. CORP shall provide the City with 
certificate(s) of insurance showing the type, amount, class of operations 
covered, effective dates, and expiration dates of required policies prior to 
commencing work under this Agreement. CORP shall provide the 
certificate(s) to the City’s representative upon execution of the Agreement, 
or sooner, for approval by the City Risk Manager. The CORP shall provide 
copies of additional insured endorsements or insurance policies, if requested 
by the City Risk Manager.  

(4) Notice of Change in Policy.  CORP and/or its insurer shall give the City 
thirty (30) calendar days advance written notice of cancellation, non-
renewal or material changes to any of the above-required policies during the 
term of this Agreement. 

(5) Insufficient Coverage. In the event of expiration, material change, or 
cancellation of insurance required by this Agreement, CORP shall 
immediately cease use of the Property and the provision of the services 
under this Agreement until such time as proof of the required insurance is 
provided to the City Risk Manager consistent with the requirements of this 
Section. 
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(6) Risk Manager. All information required to be provided to the City Risk

16. Non-Discrimination.  In the performance of the services under this Agreement, CORP 

agrees not to discriminate against any employee or applicant because of race, religion, 
marital status, age, color, sex, handicap, national origin or ancestry, income level or source 
of income, arrest record or conviction record, less than honorable discharge, physical 
appearance, sexual orientation, gender identity, political beliefs, or student status CORP 
further agrees not to discriminate against any subcontractor or person who offers to 
subcontract on this Agreement because of race, religion, color, age, disability, sex, sexual 
orientation, gender identity or national origin. 

 
17. Severability. It is mutually agreed that in case any provision of this Agreement is 

determined by any court of law to be unconstitutional, illegal or unenforceable, it is the 
intention of the parties that all other provisions of this Agreement remain in full force and 
effect.  

18. Notices.  All notices to be given under the terms of this Agreement shall be in writing and 
sent, or e-mailed, to the addresses of the parties listed below, or as otherwise agreed to by 
the Parties:

19. Third Party Rights.  This Agreement is intended to be solely between the Parties hereto.  
No part of this Agreement shall be construed to add, supplement, amend, abridge or repeal 
existing rights, benefits or privileges of any third party or parties, including but not limited 
to employees of either of the parties. 

20. Choice of Law and Forum Selection.  This Agreement shall be governed by and construed, 
interpreted and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of Wisconsin. The Parties 
agree, for any claim or suit or other dispute relating to this Agreement that cannot be 
mutually resolved, the venue shall be a court of competent jurisdiction within Dane County, 
State of Wisconsin and the Parties agree to submit themselves to the jurisdiction of said 
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court, to the exclusion of any other judicial district that may have jurisdiction over such a 
dispute according to any law. 

21. Compliance with Applicable Laws.  CORP shall become familiar with, and shall at all 
times comply with and observe all federal, state, and local laws, ordinances, and regulations 
which in any manner affect the services or conduct of CORP and its agents, employees and 
volunteers.  CORP’s failure to comply with any such laws, ordinances or regulations shall 
be a default subject to Section 21 of this Agreement. 

22. Default/Termination. 

a. In the event CORP shall default in any of the covenants, agreements, commitments, 
or conditions herein contained, or fails to fully perform and carry out any term or 
condition of this Agreement to the reasonable satisfaction of the City, and any such 
default shall continue unremedied for a period of thirty (30) days after written 
notice thereof to CORP, the City may, at its option and in addition to all other rights 
and remedies which it may have at law or in equity against CORP, including 
expressly the specific enforcement hereof, forthwith have the cumulative right to 
immediately terminate this Agreement and all rights of CORP under this 
Agreement. 

b. Notwithstanding subsection a above, either Party may in its sole discretion and 
without any reason terminate this Agreement at any time by furnishing the other 
with ninety (90) days written notice of termination.   

c. Upon the termination of this Agreement, the Parties shall have no rights, obligations 
or liability to the other Party relating to this Agreement. Immediately following 
termination of this Agreement, the City shall remove any signage or publicly 
available information indicating that the trails located on the Property are 
maintained by CORP or that CORP is serving as a trail steward for the trails on the 
Property. 

23. Authority.  CORP represents that it has the authority to enter into this Agreement.  If CORP 
is not an individual, the person signing on behalf of the CORP represents and warrants that 
he or she has been duly authorized to bind CORP and sign this Agreement on CORP’s 
behalf. 

24. Counterparts; Electronic Delivery.  This Agreement and any document executed in 
connection herewith may be executed in counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an 
original, but all of which together shall constitute the same document. Signatures on this 
Agreement may be exchanged between the Parties by facsimile, electronic scanned copy 
(.pdf) or similar technology and shall be as valid as original; and this Agreement may be 
converted into electronic format and signed or given effect with one or more electronic 
signature(s) if the electronic signature(s) meets all requirements of Wis. Stat. Ch. 137 or 
other applicable Wisconsin or Federal law.  Executed copies or counterparts of this 
Agreement may be delivered by facsimile or email and upon receipt will be deemed 
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original and binding upon the Parties hereto, whether or not a hard copy is also delivered.
