Madison Child Care Assistance is directly
tied to the City of Madison’s commitment to
quality early care and education. If funded, families
must use a center or family child care provider that
is accredited by the City of Madison.

Madison Accreditation Standards are intended
to ensure families and child cate programs
work together in creating high quality care and
education for children. The Accreditation and
Child Care Assistance Programs are designed to
promote the optimal development of the child and
to help strengthen families. Research demonstrates
that quality programs have positive effects on
children’s cognitive and social development, health
and school success.
