WHEREAS, on February 5, 2014, the Urban Design Commission recommended that the Plan 

Commission recommend adoption of Resolution ID 32645 accepting the Ad Hoc Committee's 

final report to the Council with revisions and amendments; and

WHEREAS, on February 10, 2014, the Plan Commission reviewed the final report and the 

recommendations of the Landmarks Commission and Urban Design Commission and 

recommended adoption of Resolution ID 32645 to the Council with revisions and amendments, 
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including the recommendation that the report be made a supplement of the City's Downtown 

Plan; and
