Sharon Bjyrd is a visual artist and curator
originally from Chicago, now based in
Wisconsin. Her early professional life was
grounded in service, working to empower
women affected by poverty and domestic
violence. Self-taught, Sharon’s rediscovery of
a long standing creative voice happened
during a season of physical stillness caused
by chronic iliness. The lived experience of
standing at the intersection of race, sex and
ableism informs her focus on themes of rest,
resilience and humanization.
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This design explores growth, connection, and transformation, with the
figure emerging from and intertwined with the natural world. Flowing hair
transitions into tree and vine forms, symbolizing continuity and resilience.
A warm, earthy palette with vibrant floral accents creates visual movement
while maintaining a calm focal point. Pattern and vine elements are
designed to extend into the edges and adapt to the architectural space.
