OutReach Inc - Police History
Main points:
OutReach’s relationship with the MPD has a complicated history.
There is a general history in Madison of lesbian and gay people being welcomed by and working with the MPD. 
Until 2018 LGBTQ+ police officers would regularly attend events and ask for LGBTQ+ training from OutReach. 
The first pride parade that OutReach hosted was met with resistance from the MPD. OutReach was required to 
have an absurd amount of officers. No incidents.
In 2016 the issue of police in pride was first mentioned, as it had gained recognition in the greater LGBTQ+ 
community worldwide. Police presence had dropped considerably since 2014 due to an absence of incidents. 
In 2017 the conversation became more intense as more police were required to be security at the parade due to 
what happened in Charlottesville. 
Between 2017 and 2018 the Board met with the MPD, UWPD, stakeholders and community members to try to 
understand the issue of police in pride. There was a drastic divide between the community, the police, and 
stakeholders.
Initially, OutReach decided to include the police, but were exploring options to minimize the presence of police 
by using unmarked cars in security and having officers who are marching be off-duty, in plain clothes, and 
unarmed. 
Koval would not allow officers to march as a police contingent unarmed and in plain clothes. 
A few weeks before the parade the OutReach Board reversed their decision to include armed, uniformed, police 
contingents in OutReach’s 2018 Pride Parade. 
The backlash for this decision was swift and vitriolic. 
Sponsors pulled their funding and people made threats to the organization, staff, and Board. 
OutReach held a listening session with the police shortly after the decision was reversed, where the community 
continued to discuss the topic of police in pride. It was a tense and traumatic meeting with several community 
members recounting their personal experiences being victimized by the police. 
The 2018 Pride parade went off without incident, aside from a wheelchair user reportedly being harassed by the 
Capitol Police. 


Immediately following the pride parade OutReach continued conversations with the community and 
stakeholders. 
After months of education and meetings OutReach decided to end their participation in organizing the pride 
parade and switch to a community focused, grassroots oriented event. Thus OutReach’s Magic Festival was 
born. 
The first OutReach Magic Festival featured private security from the community and did not require police. 
Armed, uniformed police were not present at the event in any form. 
The event was thought through extensively so that the event was safe, accessible, and open to all of those in the 
community. 
A focal point of the event was a QTPOC community centered space.
It was community focused and attended by estimates of 5000 people. 
There were no incidents. 


OutReach has also been in an organizational transformation since 2018.
OutReach has been intentional about striving to recognize the barriers to access due to systemic oppression that 
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the LGBTQ+ community experiences, through an intersectional lens that recognizes the profound impact that 
race has on access within an already marginalized community.
