FOUNDATION REPORT

Conor Moran reported that it has been a busy 6 weeks for the Foundation, 250 

people came to the Donor Thank You Event, 600 to a Wisconsin Book Fest 

event and 900 for Lunch for Libraries (the largest gathering of library 

supporters in Wisconsin). The ICRP groundbreaking rejuvenated some 

potential donors, as well as the 150th events. The Annual Fundraiser was 

approximately 35% better than usual. The Foundation also has a year round 

effort for $150 gifts for the 150th Anniversary. The Capital Campaign for ICRP 

is at around $3 million of the $4.5 million goal.

FACILITIES REPORT

Mark Benno reported on the 16,000 sqft Library Support Center which was built 

in 2018 as a result of the 2012-2013 Central renovations. Those renovations 

increased public space at Central by a huge amount and LSC was built to take 

over the storage that had been at Central prior to renovation. LSC cost around 
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$5 million to build is nearly a net-zero building.

SOUTH CENTRAL LIBRARY SYSTEM REPORT

Gen Carter had sent written comments to report on SCLS stating that 1. The 

organizations anniversary party took place last month and was a success, and 

2. That we discussed at that meeting the same rate issue that we talked about 

at our board meeting regarding the recently signed agreement and no one 

quite understanding where numbers came from. The SCLS board also is 

curious to explore that more next year.
