Each unit of a duplex building shall be served by a separate and independent sanitary sewer lateral.(POLICY)

The site plan shall be revised to show all existing public sanitary sewer facilities in the project area as well as the size,
invert elevation, and alignment of the proposed service if bathroom facilities are present. (POLICY)

This project appears to have proposed uses which could require sanitary sewer demand charges or monitoring of the
discharge of sanitary sewerage. The applicant shall install a monitoring manhole on the exterior of the building in
compliance with City of Madison Engineering criteria.
