The cost of existing concrete items (curb & gutter, sidewalk and drive aprons) is assessed 50% to property
owners with remaining 50% paid by the City. Anyone interested in a terrace rain garden will be assessed $100.
The cost for sanitary laterals is assessed 25% to property owner with remaining 75% paid by City.

Costs for private storm sewer connections are assessed 100% to the property owner requiring the connection.
Assessments are payable in one lump sum or over a period of 8 years, with 2.0% interest charged on unpaid
balance.
