The City of Madison is proposing to improve N. Brearly Strect from E. Gorham Street to the lake and Sherman Avenue from N,
Brearly Street to N, Thornton Avenue.. This project involves special assessments to owners of property on the project. You are
being sent this letter to notify you of the public hearing before the Board of Public Works at the above referenced date, time &
location. City Engineering will be making a short presentation at the meeting, followed by the public hearing. Attached fo this
letter is a schedule of assessments that contains the estimated cost for each property on the project.

The proposed improvements include replacing the sanitary sewer and water mains and laterals; replacing portions of the curb and
gutter, sidewalk and drive aprons; and replacing the pavement. The project is scheduled to take place during the spring and
summer of 2011,

Street Improvements

The proposed street improvements include replacing portions of the eoncrete curb and gutter and the asphalt pavement. Sidewalk
that is cracked, seftled, heaved, in disrepair will be replaced. Also, the teplacement of the sanitary sewer main will require
removal and replacement of up to four sections of sidewalk, up to twenty feet of curb and gutter and possibly the drive apron.

The City and the propetty owners adjoining the reconstruction will share the cost of the street improvements.  The City shares
the cost on a 50-50 basis with the property owners for removing and drive aprons, sidewalk and curb and gutter. The Cify is
responsible for the remaining street refated items. The attached Schedule of Assessments shows a breakdown of costs for each of
the assessable iterns and the total estimated cost to be assessed to each adjacent property owner. Per the Wisconsin State
Statutes, each condominium unit is assessed individually. LeAnne Hannan is the street design engineer and you may contact her
at 266-4057 or lhannan@cityofmadison.com if you have questions.

Rain Gardens

City Engineering has determined that the terraces in front of certain properties within this project are efigible for terrace rain
gardens. The rain gardens would be installed by the City of Madison and assessed to the property owner at 25% of the total cost.

Installing a terrace rain garden is completely voluntary for eligible property owners, A signed waiver of special assessment
would be required of each participant and long-term maintenance of the garden would be the responsibility of the property owner.
For more information on this pertion of the project, please see the attached sheet Opportunities for Rain Gardens.

Sanitary Sewer Main and Lateral Replacement

The sanitary sewer main and laterals within the limits of this reconstruction project were constructed in 1909 and 1911, The
sanitary sewer main will be repiaced with this project and will not be assessed to the properties. The property owners own the
sanitary faterals from the house to the main in the street. It is the City of Madison Engineering Division’s policy to pay for 75%
of the cost to replace sanitary laterals, within the public right of way (that length of sewer lateral between the sanitary sewer main
and the property line). The estimated property owner’s share is listed on the schedule of assessments. This offer applies only to
property owners whose sewer lateral is within the street reconstruction limits. Replacement of the sanitary sewer lateral from the
property line to yout home is solely your responsibility and will not be coordinated or funded by the City. Sally Swenson is the
sanitary sewer designer for this project; you may contact her at 266-4862 or sswenson@citvofmadison.com.






Storm Sewer

Storm sewer main, leads, and inlets will be replaced as part of this project. This work is not assessed to property owners. Saily

Impact on Trees and Landscaping

City Forestry will be evaluating trees along the project to determine condition and to determine tree protection specifications.
Sewer lateral conflicts with trees will be evaluated by City Forestry and City Engineering. If any trees need to be removed prior
1o construction, the adjacent property owners will be notified.

Tree pruning in advance of the project is required to reduce the risk of damage to the trees during construction. The City of
Madison ~ Forestry Section will perform the necessary work. For certain species, especially oak and efm trees, the pruning must
be completed by mid-April to reduce the chanee of disease.

Please note that construction will also have an impact on landscape features in the terrace. With the nature of this work, property
owners should anticipate that the terrace area, adjacent to any curb replacement or utifity lateral replacement, will be disturbed.
Therefore, any plantings or special landscaping featores that an owner wishes to save from damage should be removed from the
terrace arca priot to the start of construction,

Water Main Replacement and Lead Service Replacement

Water main will be replaced within the project limits. ¥ you have any questions or concerns with regards to the water main
work, please contact Kelly Miess, of the Madison Water Utility, at 261-9640 or kmiess@madisonwater.org.

Lead water services will be replaced in conjunction with the street reconstruction project. A separate mailing by the City of
Madison Water Utility will be sent with regards to this issue. If you have any questions or concerns about this matier, you may
contact the Lead Service Information Line at 264-9292.

Assessments - General

A special assessment is a special charge for work that the City is planning fo complete. The attached schedule of assessments
shows an estimate of the property owners’ share of the projeet based upon the City’s agsessment policy. When the project is bid,
and work is complete, a final assessment will be caloulated based on work actually performed. The final assessment is payable in
one lump sum or over a period of 8 years, with 2.5% interest charged on the unpaid balance.

Opportunities for Rain Gardens

City Engineering staff conducted a cursory survey of the project area and has determined that some
homeowners may be eligible for terrace rain gardens {the area between the sidewalk and street). A rain
garden is a specially designed garden that helps clean up stormwater. The terrace rain gardens would be
about 1 foot deep in the center and capture some of the stormwater from the street that would otherwise
flow directly to the lake. The gardens remove nutrients and other pollutants from stormwater before
allowing it to soak into the ground. Generally, rain gardens are planted with native vegetation, but some
ornamentals can also work. A sketch of a typical terrace rain garden is included below, shown with typical
dimensions.

While any homeowner can install a rain garden in their yard by digging out a shallow hole to capture
stormwater, terrace rain gardens go one step further. We excavate out some of the existing soil, add clear
stone and a special engineered fill of topsoil, sand, and compost to ensure adequate infiltration and
stormwater treatment.

Some of the criteria City Engineering uses in determining potential sites include adequate space, distance
from trees, and terrace slope. Please consult the following page to determine if your terrace is a suitable
site for a rain garden.

Based on a similar project, we estimate the installation of a terrace rain garden to be about $2800 and
installation of plants to be about $500. City Engineering will provide 75% cost share to anyone interested in
having a rain garden installed. If you are at all interested in receiving a terrace rain garden, please contact
us by January 03, 2011. You will have to opportunity to make a final decision once we have received the bid
for your individual rain garden. If we do not hear from you by this date, we will assume you are not
interested in having a rain garden.

Rain Gardens in the Street Terrace

Determining site suitability:

. Terrace must be at least 10 feet wide from back of curb to edge of sidewalk

. Rain garden will be a minimum of 15 feet long

. Trees need to be at least 10 feet from edge of rain garden

. Driveways and sidewalk ramps need to be at least 3 feet from edge of rain garden

. The rain garden would need to overflow back into the curb, away from the sidewalk/house
. The terrace cannot be too steep.in either direction {lengthwise or crosswise).

. If you are unclear as to a site’s suitability, City Engineering staff will do a site visit and make a determination based
on the above criteria.
