Re: Proposed Street Reconstruction Project & Public Hearing

The City of Madison is proposing to reconstruct and improve a portion of Tompkins Dr. in 2015. Enclosed with this letter is a
two-page fact sheet with some details on the proposed project, which includes a map of the proposed project limits. Also
enclosed is a notification for the Public Hearing before the Board of Public Works. The date, time and location of the public
hearing can be found on the notification.

This project will involve special assessments to the owners of property adjacent to the project. The property owners will be
assessed for various items included with this proposed project, and the costs of some of those items are assessed entirely to the
owner. A table detailing the City’s standard assessment policy for the street reconstruction items is included on the fact sheet.

Also enclosed is a Schedule of Assessments, which shows the estimated costs for each property adjacent to the project. After
the work is complete, a final assessment will be calculated based on bid prices and work actually performed. The final
assessment, which will be billed after the completion of the project, is payable in one lump sum or over a period of 8 years,
with 3% interest charged on the unpaid balance. The Board of Public Works can extend the pay-back period to 15 years, and
staff will request this modification at this public hearing.

Note that the standard assessment policy for this type of project indicates that the costs of new sidewalk are to be assessed
entirely to the adjacent property owners. This project is eligible for a Safe Routes Grant. Individual property owners benefit
from the grant by receiving a credit equal to 50% of the total sidewalk assessment. The enclosed estimated assessments for
each property include the entire costs for the sidewalk installation, and the grant will be applied to the amount due for the
sidewalk installation when the final assessments are prepared following the project.

To request accommodations for special needs or disabilities or if you have any other questions regarding this project, please
contact the Project Engineer. This includes requests relating to the Public Hearing and also requests relating to the actual

operations of construction. A list of contacts for this project can be found on the enclosed fact sheet.

Proposed 2015 Tompkins Drive Reconstruction Project

Project Details — Proposed Work

Sanitary Sewer: Replace the existing sewer main with 8” PVC pipe (existing 8” clay main installed around 1955), and replace laterals
to the property line (laterals are assessable)

Water Main: History of breaks on the existing main (at least 18 within limits). Replace the existing water main with 8” ductile iron
pipe (existing 6” cast iron main was installed around 1950) and reconnect services to the new main ‘

Storm Sewer: Replace the existing storm sewer and install new storm sewer to improve drainage. Private storm outlets will be
connected to the storm sewer per City standards (private storm connections are assessable).

Street Lights: There are no proposed changes to the street lights.

Street: Replace all of the pavement and gravel base; install new curb and gutter and sidewalk on both sides of the street, and install
driveway aprons between the new curb and sidewalk (sidewalk, curb, 4 ft. of the pavement and driveway aprons are assessable). The
proposed street width is 32 ft. from face of curb to face of curb (existing street width varies but is approximately 35 ft. wide), which will
allow for travel in both directions and parking on both sides of the street where there is limited use of the on-street parkmg Disturbed
areas will be restored with topsoil and grass seed, which will be watered by the contractor for the first 10 days.

Trees: There are several planned tree removals with this project. A list of locations of removals is on the reverse of this sheet. During
construction, if any other trees must be removed, the adjacent properties will be notified prior to removal. Trees within the project limits
that are to remain will be pruned by City Forestry prior to the start of construction. After the project, the site will be reviewed to replace
removed trees and for possible new plantings.

Right-of-Way & Easement Purchases: This proposed project will include purchasing additional right-of-way, sidewalk easements
and grading easements. Between Monona Dr. and Maldwyn Ln., there is only 50 fi. of right-of-way (there is 60 ft. for the rest of
Tompkins), so the City is proposing to purchase 5 ft. of additional right-of-way from both sides of Tompkins in this area. Also, some
sidewalk easements are proposed in order to preserve more of the existing trees along Tompkins, and a temporary grading easement will
also be purchased for essentially all properties along the project.
