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My husband and I purchased the home at 210 N. Breese Terrace in Madison in 
July of last year. We are fans of craftsman architecture and found the house true 
to its style.  Last summer we undertook a kitchen remodel.  This summer we will 
be converting a small room off the master bedroom to accommodate a second 
bathroom.  In doing so, we would like to replace a number of windows in the 
house and upgrade the front and back doors. Neither project would affect the 
envelope of the building.

I’m hoping to clearly address what I’m assuming would be the pertinent 
information you would need to make your decision.

Madison WIOur plan is to replace approximately 19 windows, most on the 
second floor, with Marvin’s Ultimate Insert Double Hung windows with wood on 
the inside and aluminum clad on the exterior.  The prairie style of panes would 
be the same as the existing windows.  The exterior color would be dark green to 
match the trim on the existing windows.
