	Conceptual Approach 1: In 2009, the artists Laurie Beth Clark and Michael Peterson (aka Spatula&Barcode) were guests of the Spanish artist Alicia Rios in the village of Valdepeñas de Jaén in Andalucia, Spain where they participated in a matanza, an annual festival to celebrate local pigs. As part of this festival, which also included parades and storytelling as well as the preparation of foods for storage, five hundred members of that small town sat down together at long tables for dinner. A bowl of stew was served to each attendee in a handmade commemorative ceramic bowl. Clark and Peterson found the idea of an entire community sharing a meal to be poignant, memorable, and compelling, and have wanted since that time to adapt this resonant image for Madison. However, Clark and Peterson felt they had to wait for the right collaborator to emerge. That unique opportunity presented itself when ceramicist and performance artist Grant Gustafson expressed interest in partnering on a large scale project that would include both food and ceramics.

We all thought that the Farmers Market would be an ideal venue for this project and reached out to market director Sarah Elliott, who found the proposal very compelling. The project follows on a recent popular event called Feeding Farmers in which Spatula&Barcode paired artists with farmers for bespoke meals. While Feeding Farmers (2017) was a critical and aesthetic success, only thirty-five vendors could be accommodated in the process. Our goal in 500 Bowls (of Soup) is to include every vendor.

Since 2008, Spatula&Barcode have been pioneers in a global practice that brings together food and art. They have created commensal art projects on six continents. The proposed project also builds on Gustafson’s trajectory. For his compelling MFA show in May 2018 he created 500 bowls in a marathon studio immersion. While this project engaged Gustafson’s deep interest in the labor-infused hand-made object, it did not incorporate the social interaction that has been an important dimension of his practice. 500 Bowls (of Soup) will thus merge core elements of Gustafson, Clark, and Peterson’s artistic trajectories.

While the primary beneficiaries of the event will be the farmers/vendors, who can eat the soup and keep the bowl as a gift, the project will also create a memorable performance “spectacle” for the general public, who will enjoy and participate in the public spectacle celebrating their beloved market and farmers.
