To: Property Owners and Residents along Koster Street and North Rusk Avenue
Re: Proposed Street Reconstruction Project & Public Hearing

The City of Madison is proposing to reconstruct Koster Street and North Rusk Avenue in 2019. The limits of the project are on
Koster Street from North Rusk Avenue to Bram Street and North Rusk Avenue from Koster Street to Nygard Street. Enclosed with
this letter is a fact sheet with details regarding the proposed project and a notification for the Public Hearing before the Board of
Public Works. The date, time and location of the public hearing can be found on the enclosed notification.

Koster Street and North Rusk Avenue are proposed to be reconstructed to an urban section with curb and gutter on each side of the
street. Sidewalk is proposed to be added on the south side of the Koster Street and on the west side of N Rusk Avenue. The storm
sewer system will be replaced and upgraded with the project. The new storm sewer system will include collection of storm water
runoff from the area streets and direct a portion of the storm water into the existing detention pond in Lyckberg Park. The City has
been coordinating the design of the storm water management system with Dane County to better utilize the existing detention pond
in Lyckberg Park and County Lands to improve storm water management in this area.

The project will involve special assessments to the owners of property adjacent to the project. Property owners will be assessed for
various items included with this proposed project, and the costs of some of those items are assessed entirely to the owner.
Information regarding the City’s standard assessment policy for new street construction is included on the fact sheet.

Also enclosed is a Schedule of Assessments, which shows the estimated costs for each property adjacent to the project. After the
work is complete, a final assessment will be calculated based on bid prices and work actually performed. The final assessment,
which will be billed after the completion of the project, is payable in one lump sum or over a period of fifteen years, with 4.0%
interest charged on the unpaid balance.

Fact and Details Sheet

Proposed Koster Street and N Rusk Avenue Reconstruction Project — 2019

Project Details — Proposed Work

Street Reconstruction: Koster Street and Rusk Ave will be reconstructed to an urban
section with curb and gutter on each side of the street. Sidewalk is proposed on the south
side of Koster Street and the west side of Rusk Avenue. The street widths are proposed to
be 32 feet from face of curb to face of curb.

Sanitary Sewer: The City will replace existing clay sanitary sewer main (installed in
1950’s) and in most cases replace laterals from the main to the property line. In limited
cases; where the existing lateral is cast iron, appears to be in good condition upon
inspection, and runs under a tree the lateral will only be replaced to the back of curb. In
those cases, the property owner will not be assessed for the additional footage of
replacement that is not completed. If you would like a full lateral replacement to the
property line in cases such as this, please contact the Sanitary Sewer Contact listed at
right. (laterals assessable)

Water Main: There are currently two water mains serving Koster Street and Rusk Ave.
The older of the two mains is a 6” cast iron pipe installed in the 1950°s. This main will be
abandoned during the project and all services will be reconnected to the newer 12” ductile
iron pipe, which was installed in 1969.

Storm Sewer: The storm sewer system will be upgraded with the project. New concrete
pipe will be installed to provide increased capacity and better storm water drainage for
the new streets. The new storm sewer system will direct a portion of the storm water
runoff to the existing pond in Lyckberg Park. If you would like to have a private storm
sewer connection from your property to the new storm sewer system, please contact Matt
Allie, the storm sewer designer for the project at 266-4058. (laterals assessable)

Trees: City Forestry staff has reviewed the street trees within the project limits and has
identified 22 trees to be removed that are either damaged or in declining condition or in
conflict with the construction. If during the course of construction it is determined that
any other trees need to be removed, the adjacent property owners will be notified in
accordance with City policy prior to removal. All of the trees within the project limits
will be pruned by City Forestry prior to the start of construction. Trees will be replanted
in the terrace areas, typically in the spring following completion of the project.

Construction Schedule & Impacts
Tentative Schedule: May, 2019 through August, 2019.

Traffic Impacts: Streets within the project limits will be closed to through traffic but
remain open to local traffic. Access for local and emergency traffic will be maintained at
all times. Access will be maintained to driveways unless work is directly in front of
driveway and when the concrete curb and gutter and driveway is being poured.
Residential driveways may be closed for up to 2 weeks to allow the concrete time to cure.
During this time, residents may park on adjacent streets or after working hours, they may
park on Koster St and Rusk Ave within the work zone.

Metro buses will be detoured off of Koster St and Rusk Ave. Temporary stops will be
provided at each end of the project to serve the area.

Water Shut-offs: An average of two water shut-offs are expected for each property
within the project limits, and the timing of these shut-offs will be coordinated as much
as possible. A minimum of 48 hours of notice will be provided prior to the shut-offs.
Each shut-off may last up to eight hours, but typically last about four hours. Emergency
shut-offs may occur if the old, brittle main is damaged during construction.

Refuse Collection: It will be the contractor’s responsibility to allow for refuse
collection during construction. Please mark your address on your cart to make sure it is
returned if moved. Please contact private collection companies to inform them of the
project.
