Having read the Staff comments for the Truman Olsen Site I am VERY  concerned about the
loss of a grocery store on S. Park for an extended period of time.
The future of a grocery store on the Truman Olsen property is entirely up to the city, and can
be expedited if the city chooses to do so.
I highly recommend considering splitting the Truman Olsen property into 2 parcels, one for
the grocery store and one for affordable housing (and that parcel could go out to RFP).
Allowing the grocery store to proceed, redesigned to fit UDD7, or exempted from it, would
expedite that process and not leave South Madison a food desert.
City money will be involved either way, with supporting the new store or allowing S. Madison
to languish and having another Allied Driver on our hands, which will cost the City more.
Cedar St. does not have to be completed to Fish Hatchery for the grocery store to be built and
open, only a, initial construction road and a small cul de sac to the parking lot, which could
connect up with Cedar street later.
The study to construct Cedar Street and build it will all the infrastructure will take at least 2
years if not more, as would a new RFP from the time of announcement to the construction of
a full service grocery store. 
South Madison cannot wait that long for a grocery store, a store can be completed in a timely
manner, if the City chooses to act now, and all the other developments can proceed at their
pace.  The Truman Olsen site has many opportunities and complications (UDD7, Cedar St.,
Beld St., coordinating with SSM/Dean, etc.) but providing a parcel for the grocery is very
achievable in a short timeframe.
