  Hello! Congratulations! I am glad you came by my house and talked to my mom and me. I
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am writing to tell you what a loss of a supermarket in our area will mean to me personally. I
believe I am "preaching to the choir," but just for the record:
 
I am semi-retired and do not drive. I moved to this neighborhood to be close to important
services, including a grocery store. My significant other has a car and can often drive, but
periodically is unable to due to an eye disease which is getting progressively worse, despite
aggressive treatment.  When that happens, I walk with my cart to get groceries for my mom,
my significant other and myself.
 
But more than my inconvenience, I worry about those who have fewer resources than I do --
the elderly, the very poor, those with no access to a car, those who are disabled, those who,
like me, moved to the neighborhood in order to not to be dependent on a car.  
 
Given this city's interest in sustainability and the elimination of food deserts, it seems that
there ought to be an easy compromise to wait until another supermarket can be built before
tearing this one down. I laugh when I hear that Pick n Save is worried about their "outdated"
supermarket. I've been in some other Pick n Save supermarkets and believe me, many of them
are not exactly cutting edge. However, the reality is that most of us in the neighborhood can
neither afford or even desire the fancy supermarket experience; we just need a place close by
to get groceries.
