Madison is regarded as one of the most walkable communities and
enjoys the status as a Platinum Bicycle City. Traffic Engineering requires additional
improvements to the surrounding transportation network to help facilitate the movement of all
modes of transportation to/from this site including:

*The developer shall install traffic calming devices, such as tabletops, raised crossings and
bumpouts at strategic locations across the site, to improve the walkability and the biking
environment throughout the site.

*The developer shall install sidewalks with minimum width of 10 feet on al proposed internal
streets as shown in Figure 11 in the recorded General Development Plan.

29. The applicant shall design their private streets to City standards except in areas designated
as “Flexible Street” as shown in Figure 11 in the recorded General Development Plan.
