As you know, Vice-President elect Harris
and Senator Booker introduced Senate bill ALB20645 Justice in Policing Act of 2020 which
outlines a bold and comprehensive approach to hold police accountable, end racial profiling,
change the culture of law enforcement, empower our communities, and build trust between
law enforcement and our communities by addressing systemic racism and bias to help save
lives.


This act requires federal uniformed police officers to wear body cameras and requires state
and local law enforcement to use existing federal funds to ensure the use of police body
cameras.
