Pope Farm Elementary

• 142 students in the walk zone (1.1 mile from school between Old 
Sauk Road and Blackhawk Road)

• 39 students just east of that area that receive bus service due to 
distance

• 172 students south of Old Sauk Rd receive bus service due to 
Hazardous designation

• A few students live north of Blackhawk Rd (Town of Middleton)



Staff Recommendation

• Place temporary crossing guard on Schewe Rd for remainder of 2021 
school year at Schewe/Shadow Ridge Trail

• Do crossing guard study to determine 2021-22 crossing guard placement to 
include study of Shadow Ridge Trail, River Birch Rd and Old Sauk Rd

• Crossing Guard Placement Criteria
• Number of elementary school children crossing
• Vehicle Gap Availability
• Speed of Motor Vehicles
• Sight Distance
• Safety History
• Other Unique Factors
• Full Criteria
