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Standards for Variance

The Zoning Board of Appeals shall not grant a variance unless it finds that the applicant
has shown the following standards are met:

1. There are conditions unique to the property of the applicant that do not apply generally to other

properties in the district.

The building was built as a bank nearly four decades ago. It was still used as a bank until three

years ago. We want to use the existing structures and equipment to create a unique hardware

store. Isthmus Hardware will possibly be the first and only hardware store with a drive through.

2. The variance is not contrary to the spirit, purpose, and intent of the regulations in the zoning district
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and is not contrary to the public interest.

The variance seems to address possible hardship to the neighborhood and adjacent properties.

Although recently unused, the structure had remained in use and unchanged for nearly 4 decades.

We would like to use 1 of 3 lanes of the drive through farthest from the adjoining rental property.

For an area (setbacks, etc) variance, compliancev with the strict letter of the ordinance would
unreasonably prevent use of the property for a permitted purpose or would render compliance with the
ordinance unnecessarily burdensome.

Given the size and shape of the existing property, it would be impractical to relocate the existing

drive through. The existing interior equipment will be reused as well. This intent was clear when

demolition/modification plans for the lease were being negotiated with the landowner, PIB-II, Inc.

The alleged difficulty or hardship is created by the terms of the ordinance rather than by a person who
has a present interest in the property.

I plan to reuse existing structures, and we have approval of the local Alderman, Mike Verveer, and

members of the Bassett Neighborhood Association including the chairman, Jonathon Cooper.

We also have the support of many area property owners.

The proposed variance shall not create substantial detriment to adjacent property.

Only the drive through lane closest to the building and farthest from the adjacent rental property

will be used. The volume of the speaker will only reach this lane and be operated no later than 6pm

with the exception of a week in mid-August for area rental tenant turnover until 8pm.

. The proposed variance shall be compatible with the character of the immediate neighborhood.

My business partner and I have operated a hardware store three blocks away for two decades and we’ve

been told that a local hardware store 1s needed again. We will add convenience and serve the immediate

neighborhood as we did then. We value the support shown by the Alderman and the neighborhood.
