Type of art: Mural 

 
Time Frame for the Art: The mural will be installed in the summer of 2021 or possibly the 
summer of 2022. Parks agrees that it will remain installed on the shelter for two years. After two 
years have passed, the mural installation will be considered for removal. The decision on removal 
will depend on its current condition and the interest in doing necessary repairs. Parks staff will 
consult with Wisconsin Youth Company and representatives from the Elver Park Neighborhood 
Center regarding the mural’s future. If the mural is damaged during the two year timeframe, 
Parks staff will again consult with WYC and EPNC representatives prior to removing the mural.  
After the two year time period, Parks staff will inspect the mural on a yearly basis for damage and 
remove the mural if it is damaged and repairs are not forthcoming.
