WHEREAS, the Streets Division is planning a source separated organic program that would divert up to
30,000 tons of organics from the landfill; and

adequately asses the potential revenue streams and available financial assistance, and

renewable energy projects, and
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WHEREAS, Baker Tilley was rated the highest of the firms that responded to the City of Madison's request for
proposals for fiscal analysis of a biodigester,
