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Fiscal Note

The Planning Department estimates that this and several other proposed

amendments to move conditional uses to permitted uses may eliminate an estimated 15 conditional uses per year,
resulting in reduced conditional use application fees of $7,500. However, City costs for publishing newspaper notices,
mailing and staff costs for processing the applications will also be reduced, such that the realized efficiencies should
equal or exceed the reduction in revenue.
